ference that instead of following a
thread of thought to its end, they
should, when they have it well
in hand, leave it for their readers to
p to its lusi No doubt,
Shakespeare andf most of the great
writers that have ever lived could,
bad they been inclined made every
passage in their works that has
puzzled the commentators, as clear
as day, but they thought it more
in accord with their dignity and
the dignity of those who should
follow them, to leave some streams
to be bridged and some hills
to be cleared away. Of course
the world has, even yet, many sug-
gestive writers, bat they are not the
popular writers of the present time.
Men are too hurried to think,
and desire that what they read should
lead them direct to the point without
any chance being left for them to stray
into any bye-paths of thought. Learn-
ing got in this way is like religion got
by rule; the one never elevates the in-
dividual far above a ‘machine, and the
other seldom takes him to heaven.

Nothing is more
certain than there will be an active de-
mand for our lumber in the United
States in the autumn and there are
“goodzaons for thinking that the price
of our staples in the United Kingdom
will also advance. As for freights they
are already beginning to rise. Coast-
wise freights will probably be very dull
for the next two months, but after that
there will be a rush and rates will be
high. The rates for pitch pine are by no
means bad at present and many of our
vessels are being drawn away to the
south. The enormous grain crop of the
United States will absorb all the avail-
able steamship tonnage leaving for our
wooden ships the oil, the deal and other
lines of freight. There will be no lack
of employment for our ships towards the
close of the year unless all signs fail.
Add to this that the crops of New
Brunswick this year give promise of be-
ing the best we have had for many years
and it will be admitted that the busi-
ness outlook is much more favorable
than many persons are disposed to
admit.

VENEZUELA WILL NOT OPEN HER PORTS.

The Venezuelans appear to know on
which side their bread is buttered, and
there is no small amount of statesman-
ship displayed in their letter declining
to accede to Mr. Blaine's proposal for re-
ciprocity with the United States. On
the 29th of May president Palacio laid
before the Venezuelan congress Mr.
Blaine’s proposition, to which, after com-
plimenting Mr. Blaine on the originality
and comprehensiveness of the project,
they replied in- detail. They saw that
because of their limited population and
the state of their industries it was impos®
sible for them to compete commercially
with the great powers of America and
Europe, just as Canadians recognize that
unrestricted reciprocity with the United
States would bring ruin upon their own
industries; that while they would open
their market to every variety of manu-
factured goods as well as agricultural pro-
ducts, they would secure in exchange a
market for nothing bnt the
products of their soil, for Venezaela
is not,
facturing country ; seventy-five per cent
of the revenues of the country would
be swept away atonce onsuch a treaty
becoming operative, for as is stated in
the letter to President Palacio, “the com-
plete abolition of duties on some North
American products and the notable re-
bate on others would completely alienate
from our markets the similar products
from otber sources, which could not
compete with these, and consequently,
diminish European importationsin ord-
er to increase American ones, by which
the decrease in revenue referred to above
woufd become more and more pro-
1. unced.” There is much sound and
patriotic sense in the document, especi-
ally in passages like the followingi—

“Tt may be said that the 40 or 50 per
cent, which the income of our custom
houses would be diminished, would con-
stitute a positive benefit to the Venez
uelan consumer, but we must bear in
mind that, if it be true that a rebate of
duties on the public consumption should
be the permanent tendency of every just
and liberal government, it is also true
that such measures cannot be carried out
if found to be incompatible with the un-
avoidable exigencies of the public ser-
vice, the credit, the finances, and other
vital necessities of the nation.

AS “AMY ROBSART.”

Costumes Graded in Tone and Style o

Sait a Heroine’s Changing Fortunes.

‘Marie Wainwright’s four new costumes
to be used in her production of “Amy
Robsart’, at Palmer’s Theatre on Sept. 7,
have been just completed at H. O’'Neill’s,
says the New York Sun. They are after
thé Elizabethan style, and designed as
described by Sir Walter Scott in *“Kenil-
worth.”

The costumes that Miss Wainwright
wears in the first and second acts, when
Amy appears in the guise of a countess
aud meets the Earl of Leicester, cost
about $1,000. It is a delicate pink sat-
in, figured with large wild roses and em-
broidered with pink pearls. The Queen
Elizabeth collar and bonnet closely set
with pearls make Amy, the country girl,
appear very much like a true countess.
A demi-train is preferred by Miss Wain-
wright in all her costumes to the court
train. The bodice is square back and
front, with a heavy pearl roll around the
bottom of the waist. A soft crepe pnff
decks each shoulder.

In the third act she uses a long, flow-

ing Nile-green robe, with a goldea girdle

looped down in front. It is embroidered

in gold beads, with green chiffon in the

sleeves. As the robe is supposed to be

worn out of doors, she throws a hunter’s

green cloth cloak over it. It has long,

pointed “angle sleeves.” 1
In the fourth act Amy wears a silver-
gray silk, a cnstomary costume for the
heroine to wear towards the close of sad
plays, It has a pointed bodice, square
front and back, with silk muslin shoulder
puffs, the historic Elizabeth ruff falling
over the hand. A heavy, gray pearl belt
girdles the robe, tying in frontand fall-
ing loosely to the feet. The front is of
plain white ottoman silk, cut in squares
at the bottom.

The death scene gown is of white
crepe, without sleeves. It is made in the
Grecianstyle, with tight-fitting belt and
full loose skirt.
