They succeeded in flying from
rrance. [t was their good fortune
to escape from the bloody land
where Robespierre and his associ-
ates were busy at the work of
death. Alas! in those times of
terror the poor children themselves
abandoned with joy the parental
roof, for no hiding-nlace was
secure agaiust the vigilant eye of
those monsters who thirsted ifor
innocent blood.

The fugitives landed in America,
and first went to Boston, where
they found a retreat.

SINGULAR FESTIVAL.

Festival of Marnangen, eelebrated on
coast of Malabar.

According to an account of this festi-
val, published bv Mr. Hamilton in 1727,
it was celebrated every twelfth year. He
gives us to understand, that, when the
ceremonies by which this season is dis-
tinguished drew to a close, it was cua-
tomary for four men, who were willing to
risk their lives in so daring an attempt,
to attack the chief while surrounded with
all bis guards, who were armed, and pre-
pared for his defeuce. In this attack,
the death of these vietims of heroic en-
tuusiasm and folly, was almos¢ inevitable
Their only hope of reward depended upon
their actually reacning and Kkilling the
chief, in which case his yacant throne
became their recompense.

It appears from more recent accounts,
that this bloody sport is still kept alive;
but that the practice is less frequent than
it was formerly ; and to this, perhaps, the
following incident may in some degree
have contributed. About half a-century
since, a Zamorin who held the crown,
was exposed to the most imminent dan-
ger, from the unexampled valour and
prowcss of a Nair chief, wio daringly
risk bis life in the unequal confliet.—~
Proceeding with invincible stresgth, re-
solution, anc courage, he cut down, with
incredible fury, every one who attempted
to thwart his progress. In this career of
bleody glory, he had ascended some
steps of Zamorin’s throne, when a Mapil-.
Ja priest threw himself in his way, to give
the king an opportunity of saving himself
by flight.

'S MARRIAGE

TP DNE A FUINITIVY
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THE PRIVY COUNCIL.
(From the sccond edition of the Sun of
Saturday.)

Her Majesty held a Privy Councii this
day at Buckingham Palace, at half-past
one o’clock, which was atiended by an
unusually large number of members,
there being upwards of 100 Priv; Couu-
cillors present.

The proceedings excited unusual in-
terest from i‘s being generally understood
that an announcement of Her Majesty’s
intendea marriage with Prince Albert of
Saxe Coburgh would be made to the
Council, and as early as 12 o’clock a
large concourse of persons had assembled
10 front of the Palace, and at two o’clock
the number had iucreased to several
thousands—there wasa very large sprink-
ling of foreigners among the crowd.

The following 1s the communication
wmade by her Majesty to the Privy Conn-
cil assembled at Buckingham Palace tiis
day : —

“ I have caused you to be summoned
at the present time, 1n order that I may
acquaint you with wmy resolution i a
matter which Jdeeply concerns the welfare
of my people, and the happiness of wmy
future life.

It is my intention to ally mvself in
marriege with Prince Albert of Saxe
Coburgh and Gotha.

“ Ddeeply impressed with the solemnity
of the engagement which I am about to
contrast, J have not come to this decision
without nature consideration, nor witch-
out feeling a strong assurance that, with
the blessing of Almighty God, it will at
once secure my domestic felicity, and
serve the 1nterest of my conniry.

““T have thought fit to make this
resélution known to you at the earliest
period, in order that you may be fuily
apprised of a matter so highly ‘mportant
to me and my kingdom, and which I
persuade myself will be mosi acceptable
to atl my loving subjects.”

Her Majesty looked in excellent healih,
and delivered the Address with great
composure.

The Council Lroke up shortly before
three o’clock, and on leaving the Palace
her Majesty’s Ministers were received
with the usual popular marks of applause
or disapprobation.

Lord Meibourne, who was nearly the
last that quitted the Palace, was loudly
cheered by the majority of those present,
but there was some vehement hootin
from a mcb of persons who followed his
carriage round the entire fropt of the
palace, His Lordship smiled and bowed
good humouredly to his assailants. - The
Marquis of Nermanby and Leord J. Rus-
scll were in the same carriage, and came
in for a preiiy equal share of applause and
disapprobatioa.

The Duke of Wellington who was look-
ing extremely thin ard pale, but in good
spirits, was most enthusiasticallv cheered,
Lord Monteagle (Mr. Spring Rice) was
greeted with a hearty groan. There was
a sorry attempt at a cheer for Sir Robert
Peel, from the same knot to whom we
have before alluded. Mr. Goulbourn,
Mr. Wilson Croker, and others of that
party were allowed to pass almost un-
noticed. The reception of his Royal
Highuoess the Duke of Cambridge was of
the same lukewarm character Lord
Palmerston’s reception was by no means
flattering—but it would be impossible tc
particularise all the varicus shades of
shouting, cheering, hooting, and hissing,
which alternately prevailed.

We observed among the crowd a
certain noble Marquis who has lately
ratted from the Whigs, and a barouet of
some celebrily in East India affairs, who
were signalling the populace as to what
parties they should cheer or groan —
These two gentlemen appeared to enjoy
the fun amazingly, and remained cn the
ground til! the last carriage had left the
Palace.

Singular Prediction of an Algerine
Magician.—It has been ebserved by Sa-
dame, in his narrative of the Eoglich ex-
pedition to Algiers in 1816, that when
the people beheld the destructive effects
of the British cannon, they described
‘their calamity, by saying, that ¢ Hell had

ed its mouth upon them through the
g:hhh ships.” The action continued
about rine hours; during which time,
the squadron under the command of
Lord Exmouth expended nearly 118 tons
of gunpowder, and upwards of 500 tons
of shot. The damge sustained by the
Algerines, he estimates at about a million
stirling. The British, during this tre-
mendous conflict, had 100 men Kkilled,
and 692 wounded Of the Algerines, the
loss could not -be ascertained with preci-
sion. According to some reports, their
total in killed and wounded amounted to
8000 ; others, however, reduce the num-
ber to 6000, to 5000, and the lowest to
4000. With them, the register of dezth
is augmented, by the manner in which
their wounded are abandoned, and left to
perish. * They have no surgeons to
dress their wounded me directly. They
never use the operations of taking off
arms or ,egs, to save the life of a person;
but, on the contrary, they put all their
wounded people into a large stable, till
the day after the battle, by which, many
" who might have heen saved by the imme-
diate rmputation of an arm or a leg, are
left to perish.”

*Previously to our arrival at Algiers,”
says Mr. Salame, ‘“they had heard tnat
our fleet consisted of .50 sail ; and then
they said, ‘Let them come; what ean
they do with their 50 sail ?

“ The Dey, on hearing this, was very

off my head now or hereafter; I am sure
of what I have said, a®d you will soon
see the vesult of it.”"” He was immedi-
ately confined and put in chains. After
the action, *““ I was told,” continues Mr.
Salame, ¢ that the inhabitants took him
out of prison, considering him as a saint;
and therefore they were going to build a
separate temple for him, out of towa.”
On the spirit of prophecy by which
this magicean was actuated, we presume
not to speculate. But is a well known
fact, that the Algerines delivered to Lord
Exmouth nearly 400,000 dollars, and
were compelled by him to liberate up-
wards cf 3000 slaves. The city of Al-
giers contained more than 20,000 houses,
and 100,000 inhabitauts. Of these hous-
es Mr. Salame observes, ““ 1 am sare that
not one escaped without damage.”” Their
navy also was literally destroyed, tuge-
ther with their storehouses, and part o

nearly levelled with the ground.

Treatment of Horses on a Jour-
ney.— Various opinions exist as to
the best divisions of the stages
which a horse should be riddenor
driven when performing a long
journey. This must, in some
degree, be regulated by bis eoud -
tion. It he 1s fit to go, with a
journey of 159 miles to perform,
aml three days to do 1t in, [ should
divide the distance into 25 miles
each, or as near as the accom-
modation on the road would per-
mit, starting, especially in the
summer time, early in the moraing,
xnd performing the first 25 miles
before breakfast. This enables
yau to have your horse well dres-
sed, and to afford h'm three or
four hours’ rest ; and if he will
eat two quarterns of oats and a
quartern of bears (which should
be divided into two fteeds), he will
not take much harm. A moderate
guantity of water must be given ;
at the same time, it must be obser-
ved, that too much will cause most
horses to scour, and likewise to
sweat more profusely ; therefore
the less he has in reasen the better
till his day’s work is completed,
when he should have as much as
he is inclined to take. Gruel is
an excellent thing, but it is not
readily proc.red, properly made,
on the road ; it should invariably
be boiled, and 1 prefer it made
with wheat flour, as it remains
longer on the stomach, and is less
relaxing than when made with
oatmeal. The uspal mode of
preparing what they call gruel at
100S, 1S to MiX oatmeal with warm
water, 10 which state it is decidedly
bad ; its emolient quality is pro-
duced by boiling, and if T cannot
procure it in that state, [ prefer
water.
