An Extinet Food Bird.

In the American Museum of Natural |
History therc arc four specimens of the
Two are adult males, !
one an adult female and one a young |
male. Fifteen or twenty years ago these
ducks were very plentiful, and were sold
in Fulton market for food at very mod-
erate prices. Now they are entirely ex-
tinct, and only five specimens are known
to be in this country, the fifth having
formerly belonged to the museum col-
lection, but being now at the Smith-
sonian institution. In all the museums
of Europe there arc only seven.

The adult male is quite black, except-
ing on the wings, head and neck, which |
are perfectly white, the crown of the
head being topped with black. The |
female is of a grayish dove color, the
young male being exactly the same in
appearance, except that the head and
neck are somewhat larger than those of
The bill and foot are very
similar to those of the mallard duck, and
the size is about the same as that of the
ordinary canvas back.—New York Times.

Church Work in the Colieges.

The colleges never had so many pro- |
fessing church members in them as at
present.

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WO TALES OF A TRAVELER.
A Remarkable Body of Salt and a Pro-
hibition Spring.
(Special Correspondence.]

NEW YORE, Feb. 21.—While making a
tour through southwestern Louisiana last
summer I saw the most remarkable body
of salt ini the world. It ison the isle of
Petit Anse, 125 miles due west of New
Orleans. The] deposit is of pure crystal
salt. It covers 150 acres to an unknown
depth and has been explored 150 feet
down. The surface of the bed undulates
from one foot above tosix feet below tide
level. The earth covering the salt ranges
from 10 to 28 feet in depth, one hill ¥is-

ing 188 feet, showing thatan after forma- |

tion ftook place. On the top of the salt
beneath the earth have been found the
remains of the mastodon, mammoth
sloth, toed horse, tusks and bones inter-
mingled with Indian relics, such as

! arrow and spear points, tomahawlk heads, |
paint pots, mortar and pestle and pot- |

tery of all kinds.
eight degrees.

There is a deposit of pinit sandstone
quite decomposed, a coal formation thir-
teen to seventeen feet thick and 72 per
cent. carbon, the lignite cropping out 100
feetabovethesea. Overthesaltcome pink
and yellow clay beds, the sandstone, then
clay, each stratum trending towards the
north. There are also sulphur springs.
The salt is a conglomerate mass of crys-

| tallizations, which in the mine look like
| dark salt, but when exposed to the light
are seen to be white. By analysis the
salt is found to be 99.88 per cent. pure,
the remainder being made up of sulphate
and chloride of calcium. The position
of the salt shows it to be older than the
! coal and limestone which lie above it,
| and also than the mastodon and con-
| temporary animals.

The deposit was discovered during
1862, while a well was being excavated.
It was seized first by Jefferson- Davis
during the war and the salt used for the
Confederate forces.

Surprising Educational Work of the Chris-
tian Missions in Japan—It Is Thought
the Main Work Will Be Accomplished
by 1900—Some Statistics.

A well known missionary to China, the
Rev. T. Richards, recently describing the
Christian missions in Japan which he

| had visited, says that their educatiogal
work is surprising. There is no street

chapel preaching as in China, and little |

medical missionary work, evangelizing il
being almost exclusively educational,
although the distribution of Bibles and
tracts is carried on by native colporteurs.
He observes that Christian missionaties
in Japan are very happy in the sym-
pathy with which their labors are re-
garded by all classes, and by non-Chris-
tians. Japan wants to be westernized,
China does not, and the Japanese believe
—men of high rank have stated it in 50
many words—that they will be more
readily admitted into the comity of na-
tions when they are a Christian country.
Hence the anxiety to assist and promote
the work of missionaries. *“The general
feeling is that, if things go on as they do
now, the main work of the foreigm mis-
sionary will be accomplished by the year
1900—1i. e., only twelve years hence! Not

that Japan will be all converted by that |

time, but then with the aid of the mis-
sionaries in the field, and the Japanese
Christians, there will be enough to'go on
to the complstion of the work.” The
statistics given by Mr. Richards' state
that there are 19,829 Protestant converts,
with 123 missionaries (men only) 103 un-
married ladies, and 102 native ministers;
82,000 Roman Catholics, with sixty-two
missionaries and forty unmarried ladies,

and 14,000 of the Greek Church, with |
three missionaries, nine native ministers [
