Latest Developments in the Dreyfus
Affair Add to the
- BExcitement.

Paris, Sept. 21.—The papers here say
that: the minister of war, Gen, €hanoino,
t-has ' examined - the' ‘@ocuments in the
Dreyfus case and ordered the prosecu-
tion of former Col. Picquart on the
charge of forgery and of using forged
documents. ¢

The trial of Colonel Picquart and L.
Leblois, the lawyet, on the charge of re-
vealing ‘documents concerning the na-
tional defence, commenced to-day before
the correctional tribunal,  The  pubiic
prosecutor asked for an adjournment .on
the ground that -the prosecution of Col.
Picquart on the charge of forgery and of’
.uging forged documents had been order-
ed by the minister of war.’ M. Laborie,
counsel - for- M. Zola during the :latter’s
famous trial, indignantly opposed the ad-
journment, which hessaid was an attempt
to hand over Col. Picqusrt into  the
clutches of the military authorities.

Col. Piequart then made a statement
which ecause a sensation. He said: ‘“This
is perhaps the last time I shall speak ‘in
public. I shall sleep perhaps in the mili-
tary. prison of Cherche Midi; therefore 1
wish to declare that if I am found dead.
there by the strangling cord of Le Mer-
cier Picard or the razor of Col. Henry,
it will be murder, for I have no idea of
ecommitting suicide.”

fred Dreyfus is torday one' of the most
widely talked about men.in the worlfl.
His name is on the tonmgues of all civil-
ized peoples, in the great drama of life
he is the star actor and holds the centre
of the stage.

One S'éa:ﬁ‘ ago Captain Dreyfus had no
frienids or advocates In his own land
aside from his devoted wife, the members
of his family and a few loyal associates.
He was branded as a tmaitor, to defend
whom was a scandalous act of disloyalty, .
With Frenchmen his name was'a byword
of reproach.

The Story of Dreyfus.

Alfred Dreyfus was born in Alsace, 2
province belonging to Germany, but
where are found the most loyal French-
men. His father'is a cotton mapufactur-
er, the wealthiest in Mulhausen. I'ne
family is allied to many influential He-
brew families throughout France, Drey-
fus is now just 39 vears old. He was
19 years when he entered the Polytechnic |
school in 1878. Anti-Semiticismm was just
-raising its head in Hrince. " The Mar-
quis de Mores had been railing against
the Jews. There was opposition to Diey-
fus’s entry into the sehoelbecavse of his
race. Had it not been for the influence
of M. De Freycinet it is not likely that
he would have been permitted to enter
the army. - :

It came out that Emperor William of
Ggrmany had written to President Casi-
mir-Perier ‘at the time of the Dreyfus
trial giving  his. word of honor as'a man.
that Dreyfus. had not betrayed France

that he ‘would if necessary give his
“‘word 'as an’ emperor, with all its conse-
quences.” It developed that the Italian
ambassador ‘had' mude ‘4 similatr denial.’
Both he and the German ambassador
were compelled to leave Paris because -of
the -attacks upon them by the Paris
newspapers.

Last October saw the beginning of the
real fight for the condemned man on
Devil’s island.

He and Colonel
Gonse tried to 'incriminate Colonel Pie-
quart, who, while chief of .the secret ser-
vice, gave testimony in favor of Dreyfus.

It was in this trial that the most im-
portant piece of evidence came out, the
thing which above all others led people
who were unprejudiced to believe: that
Dreyfus was unjustly convicled. It
transpired that when the captain was
put on trial all of the members of the
court martial did not believe that Drey-
fus wrote - the accusing memorandum.
They hesitated to condemn him. Then
it was that General Mercier took-them
aside, and showed them a letter in 'which
were the following words: *Ce canaille
{ de D——devient trop exigeant.” (That
, scoundrel of a D——is becoming too ex-

Colonel Henry’s Dramatic Death.
Colonel Picquart told of the discover-
| ies which he made in 1896 which convinc-
ed him that Major Esterhazy was divulg-
ing important secrets. He told of the
comparing Esterhazy’s writing with that
of the burdereau, which it strongly .c-
sembled. He declared that M. Bertillon
told him that the handwritings were the
same. Soon after this Colonel Picquart
was sent to Tunis and all his letters ar-
rived there opened. He came back to
testify at. the HEsterhazy trial and was
treated as the defendant by General Pel-
lieux, his snperior. He also told of seeing
the document which . General Mercier
secretly showed to Dreyfus’s judges and
upon which he was committed. \

The next step resulted in Colonel Pic-
quart’s arrest. He appeared in the
chamber of deputies, where the  .colonel
declared that the ‘“ce canaille” letter
was a forgery. After he was thrown in-
to prison Colonel Henry was given his
place at the head of the secret depart-
ment. Thus matters dragged along until
the world was-startled last week by the
hews that Colonel Henry had committed
suicide. It was given out that the mils
tary officials had been quietly making an
investigation of the suspicious document,

The Change of Workshop and Divisional
Point—Compensation to Be
Asked ‘For.

A public meeting was convened at the
Oddfellows’ hall, Donald, on Tuesday
night, says the Golden Era, to consider
the position of the husiness residents ‘to
the C. "P. R. in regard to the removal
from Donald of the workshops and divi-
sional]. point. - There were about 33 per-
sons. present. - T. "Forrest was' voted ‘to
the chair -aud'J. C. Pitts was appeinted
seeretary. : £t vk .

The chairman explainéd fhat the ob-
ject of the meeting was to consider the
relations between the railway company
and - the residents of the town in :the
eventi of the workshops and divisional
pointi being removed from Donald. It
would be remembered that when they in-
terviewed Mr. Shavghnessy, a -year ago,
that gentleman admitted that in the event
of the changes then discussed the people
of the town would be entitled to con-
sideration at the hands of the company,
and the time now appeared te have come
when they should take steps to have a
definite understanding with the combny
in regard to the losses which they would
ircur by reason of these changes, which
were brought about by no fault of their
own. The employees of the company
had been promised compensation, and
when - the company . had
liability to that extent it was also an
admission that the others who had set-
tled in the town, made their homes there,
and spent their money in buildings, were
also ‘entitled to compensation. They did
not wish to reproach the company in any
captious spirit, but merely:as men who
wera entitled to consideration asking
comman justice. Mwr, Bostock, M.P., had
kindly undertaken to represent their case
to parliament‘if''necessary, and to en-
deavor to have.justice dome and thomgh
they believed they. were entitled to con-
sideration at the 'hands of parliament,
seeing that the C. P. R. had been so
largely built out of the public funds, they
did ,nott wish to have.to resort to that
coursé if ‘there"was any other means of
receiving fair play at-the hands of the
company. The chairman pointed out
that the lands at PDonald had been grant-
ed, to the company on the representation
tkat they were necessary for workshops
and divisional point. .

LIVED ON HORSE MEAT.

A Returned Miner Tells a Story of His
Privations on the Edmonton Route.

Artman Snyder, of' Pittsfield, Mass.,
has returned from the north after los-
ing. hjs money, supplies .. and horses on
the overland route from Edmonton, over
whic&‘ne has been struggling since last
October.” He did not dare turn back, al-
ways hoping for.a. better trail ahead.
His party wintered  with the Cree In-
dians, near Nisookiechaggan Lake- and
Spyder was . frozen several times.

He had a miserable .winter, being-on
the verge of starvation several times.
For days he lived on horse meat. Re-
‘garding this he says : “At Goose Lake I
had an experience that will last a long
time. There were thirty-three Indians
in the vicinity, but there was no game,
and they were starving. 1 went out one
day from my cabin and- found that an
old black horse of mine had frozen and
starved tn death standing up, the deep
show keeping him from falling. The
Indians found the horse, eut him up as
he stond and ‘took the chunks of meat-to
camp and ate the flesh. I found where
the Indians were, and,” getting some of
my old horse’s meat 1 fried it and ate it
also.  Several times I was nobliged teo
ea't horse meat. I would not have cared
much~ if the animals had been killed
and slaughtered, but it was pretty hard
to eat a horse that had died a natural
death due ‘to starvation. However, horse
meat is not. bad after all.

Snyder left his party after a timé and
went ahead to: catch Moody, the Can-
adian surveyor, locating the trail; who
was about'400:-hundred miles distant. He
ran across him at Sylvster Landing,
reaching the landing August 24.  Here
he concluded he had enough of the Ed-
smonton route, and his horsés being dead
and used up he came down the river
and dat Wrangel caught a steamer down-
ward.

ready at all times, night and day, to be
started in case of fire. Such a precaution

COLUMBIA RIVER DROWNING.

Further Particulars of the Disaster Near
-Revelstoke—Three Lives Lost.

Sad intelligence was brought to town {t
on Friday afternoon by the remainder
of the crew who started up the Columbia
Thursday morning, they having ‘come
down on the west side of the river under:
many, difficulties. On Thursday morning
J. Neilson, with a crew consisting of
Frank E. Saunders, Wm. Doyle, J. Lap-
lante, Sam Bouten, Alf. Palmer, Donald
McRae, George Eachrett, Wm. De Fault,
Joe Rolleston and an unknown Swede,
left with T. Horn’s freight boat with a
cargo of machinery, cable and provisions
for the French Creek Company, and
were just about through the eanyon on
Friday morning at nine o’clock when a
huge sweep wrenched the bow of the

and in an instant capsized, broke in two
and sunk, throwing seven of the crew
into ‘the mad waters of the Columbia.
Almost marvellously four of the men
were washed ashore and rescued by: the
shoremen, but Joe Rolleston, W. Doyle
and an unknown Swede, after a desper-
ate struggle with the cold, -treacherovs
waters, sank to rise no more.

Rescue parties went up the river in the
afternoon in an unavailing search for the
bodies. A large amount of baconm; flow,
kegs of pickles, etc., were picked up, al-
so the blankets belonging to the unknown
Swede. o

Welcomed to the Prairie Capital by
Leading Citizens—Will Discuss
Important Questions.

President Carey’s Address at the Con- |

vention  of the Dominion
‘Frades Congress.

minion Trades Congress is taken from
the Winnipeg Tribune of the 16th:

The proceedings of the Labor Congress
opened  this morning at the parliament
buildings in the presence of a:number
of well known citizens, among whom
were noticed Hon. J. D. Cameron, Rev.
Hugh Pédley, A. B. Bethune, A. H.
Corelli, P. C, Mclntyre, M.P.P.; Hon.
Hugh John Macdonald, Ald. Baker, J. 8.
Ewart, J. A. Magurn, ex-Ald. ockqu,
D. L. Meclntyre, T. W. Taglor, Geo.
Saults, Robt. Underwood, ex-Ald. His-
lop, Wm. Small and many others. There
were a number of ladies in the gallery,
among whom were Mrs. Ralph Smith,
Mrs. Underwood, Miss Watson and
others.

The chair was taken by President
John Appleton of the 'Winnipeg Trades
and Laber €ouneil,  who welcomed the
members of the congress in the name
of the labor unions of Manitoba, whe

felt. honored in having Winnipeg select-.!

ed as the place of meeting. As the'dele-

gates were to be welcomed by the repre- '

sentatives of other bodies, Mr. Appleton
made his remarks as brief as possible.

Acting Mayor Wilson welcomed "the
congress on behalf of the council and
city of Winnipeg. r
glad of the visit of the congress for their
own worth and also because ofthe fact
that this visit would help to dispel the
idea too prevalent even yet that this
was a land of ice and snow. They would
find that Manitoba was not always a
wintry land, and not the least warm part
would be the welcome which the citizens
extended to the. delegates. On behals
of the city he asked, the congress to ac-
cept the entertainment. that would be pro-
vided for them from 3:30 till 7 p.m. ¢n
Saturday.

Hon.. J. D. Cameron on behalf of the
Jocal government welcomed the delegates
to Winnipeg. - He regretted that owing
to a sad event in his family the premier
was not able to be present, as he knew
he would like to be. The government
bhad great pleasure in placing this cham-

ber at the disposal of the delegates. He |
wished them every. success in their delib- |

erations.

Rev. Hugh Pedley was pleased ' to
epeak as a minister, because it showed
that labor men felt there was no amtag-
onism between the.church and the work-
er. A few years ago while in England,
he had pointed out that Winnipeg was
the centre of the North American contin-
ent, and this fact was being shown by
the meeting held to-day. He was glad
they were meeting here, because there
was no part of the Dominion where there
was greater need of labor to transform
the natural resources into the necessities
He wae glad to welcome them
because it marked the change in tke
mind of the people concerning labor o~
ganizations. There was a day when
labor organizations were looked upon as
dangerous, but that day was psst, and

the people were realizing what, labor or- |

ganizations were doing. If-he were a
large employer of labor he would rather
deal with organized than with unorgan-
ized labor. (Applause,) The use of the
1abor unions was not to organize strikes,
but to prevent them wherever possible,
and on the whole to kift -up the whole
community. Their mission was not to
pull down but to buikd up, and a wider
knowledge of their work was causing the
people 1o .realize the benefit labor organ-
izations were to the community.

President Appleton said that his duty
had been performed and that the time
had come for him to ask the president of
the congress to the chair to open the
meeting for business,

President Carey - then  ecame forward
amid applause and called Vice-President
Ralph Smith and T. J. Kidd, fratermal
delegate from the American- Fedeération
of Labor, fo seats on his right and left.

President -Carey said it was seldom
labor orgatlizations were spoken to as
they had been this morning. They had
been addresed by prominent citizens be-
fore, hyt never in the past had they heard
such Jloyal and ‘ennobling sentiments;
and these;:coming from the representa-
tives of so many-different organizatins,
It wag trug ds .stated that in past years
peoplerthought the ‘object of labor organ-
izations was to cripple industry and wi en
the gap heétween capital and labor. That
was stillithe idéd of those who retustd
to look-into the labor movement, whercas
its real object was to increase the effici-
ency of labor and uplift humanity. He
believed that those who spoke these kind
words -of welcome and appreciation did
so, not from sentiment, but from an :ae-
tual study of the woek of the uuions,
He had feared that the congress held
so far westward would not he a success,
but he was glad to see that it was the
most represenfative ever held in Canada.
He hoped that their deliberations in this
eentre of Canada‘would not be for a por-
tion of the people, but for the good of
the whele Dominion. He hoped that
their deliberations would bhe such ag to
confirm the kind words spoken and to up--
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1bi1ild Canada and make it a nafion of

Fellew Workers,—Onee again it is my
| pleasure to greet you, the representatives
' ‘of organized labor, to this the fourtéenth
annual session of the Trades Congress
of Canada, made the more pleasing be-
cause. for the first time in the history of
| our country the representatives. of the
| united toilers of the land meet in Win-
! nipeg, the Prairie City of the West.
| In presenting my views to you a year
| ago, in the City of Hamilton, on the
; requirements -of labor, I reminded. you.
| of many advantages that were yet to
| be secared by organized labor in the in-

terests of .the working people in ‘this
[ cwn?ry. T also told you.of. the ‘efforts
[ put forth by your representatives, and

who, a few days ago,. delared at a pub-
ylic meeting at Nanaimo that their cause
was a just one. . The continued support
of the lahor organizations of the east
_will be of material aid to them at this
stage. Give it.to them with the same |
genérous * spirit that prevailed in the |
past, 8o that in the mnear future, when |
success is theirs, we may share with |
them in the pleasure and adlvantage ov :
their efforts. PR et

I:would again -earnestly remind you of |
the great benefit -to organized. labor of !
the union label, it being,. ithe.outward !
and visible sign of honest toil und  fair
wages, dnd I would zealously exhort you
fo give it-your unmited support,.so:that-
it may be more firmly established than
ever in the industrial markets.

Bearing in mind my suggestion of last !
year, and concurred in by the congress
at Hamilton, and taking note of the
praiseworthy fact that the labor laws of |
Ontario are being collated, and which !
will be published in a geparate volume
at a nominal cost, I would strongly urge
that not only the congress itself, but
ever labor -organization in Canada— ;
should possess itself of one or more |
copies of ‘this work, which is being com-’
piled. by "Mr, "Allan. M. Dymond, law'!

The Eight-Hour Movement,

The past few years bave been any-
thing but favorable to the growth of the
labor movement. Tha business depres-
sion and the consequent loss of employ- -
ment in all lines of industry had their
serious ‘effect on all organizations whose
membership was ‘composed conclusively
of workingmen, and the growth of such
orgeriaztions was almost an - impossi-
bility. From every part 'of the Domin- |
ion, and outside of it, came reports of
large defections in the membership, and:
the inference, in . most of the instances,
was that dissatisfaction “with prevailing
methods of management was the controll-
ing cause of the loss of membership.
Closer investigation, however invariably
revealed the fact thai loss of employ-
ment and lack of funds caused the
men to drop away from their or-'
ganizations, |

This did net apply to labor: organiza-
tions alcne; the fraternal societies ex-
perienced the same results—serious loss
in membership, It is, therefore, grati-
fying to those who have remained faith-
ful to their organizations in the hour of
need, to realize and to know that, in
reaching the bottom of depression in-

new lease of life and are steadily re-
gaining the membership they lost dur-
ing the scarcity of work during the past
fve years. While this is ‘true of the
present, what of the future ? I believe
it ig your duty and ‘mine as the repre-
sentatives of labor in this country, to
prevent, as far as possible a recurrence
of ‘the hardships of the past, or at least
as rar as in our power lies, ~Among
the many solutions offered by those -
terested in the labor ‘movement is the
shortening of hours of work = for the
toilers.  Being a strong believer in th's
medium myself, I submit ‘that we should
nake this the occasion of -making  the
eight-hour” work-day more universal in
this country In order that I might
be fully understood in esking your co-
operation in this movement, I submit to
yon reasons. for believing in the feas-
ibility of the eight-hour day.

For“years the demand for shorter
working day has beén a prominent fea-
ture of -the labor movement, and during
thgt time it has been indefatigably
posed By many of the so-called volitical
_economists, .capitalists and statesmen.
Nevyertheless, it has steadily grown in
strength and. succeeding—now here, now
there~—in :forcing itself in various occu-
pations, until finally it Has been epgraft-
ed into. the .industrial methods of every
country that has the wage systen to any
considerable extent. The movement has
come naturally as an industrial neces-
sity, and is being pushed forward by the
common sense of the people. Many of
those who give the movement their oppo-
sition do so believing that it is a re-
striction on free¢  labor. Freedom is a
catching word, but it should be remem-
bered that there is no freedom without
wealth, . Freedomy apd poverty are in-

freedom of the worker . is but to sound
an empty phrase. .

There are three reasons why the houwrs
of  labor should be reduced. First, be-
cause of ithe effect upon the physical con-
dition of laborers. Second, because ‘of
its effect upon their social, intellectual
and moral conditions. Third, beeause
of its economic effedt upon the whole
community.

. 'I'he Physical Effect—The factory sys-.
tem. brought with it evild as well as
benefits. . It was a new state of society,
bringing with.it new conditions, and the
first thing it did- was to ‘make people
work- harder, faster and longer. ~With'
the, aggregation of .the peeple into fac-
tories and the use of attifeial, light, the
only: limit, _to the laborer's working day
is his physical endurance—often work-
ing fifteen hours a day. This new state:
of affairs increased the nervous -strain
upon the worker. A movement began
on philanthropic grounds to shorten the
hours of -work, the result being that in
many countries . the hours were reduced
to.ten. But with the introductien of
new machinery and still closer applica-
tion. t6 work, the ten-hour day of this
period is perhaps fully as exhaustive 4s
was the fourteen-hour day of 1820. For
instance. the weaver of that time took
charge of only two looms, while to-day
some mind- eight and ten; formerly the
shulttles ‘went across 60 times a minute.
Now ‘it- passes across, according té the
latest trade returns, 120 times a min-
ute. This, again, means more exhaus-
tion to the workers, the result 'of which
sends the workmen to stimulants in ‘the
mistaken :dea that the body may. thus
be kent in condition. It is the over-
exhaustion that makes workingmen and
women use morphine and othetr noxious
drugs as stimulants. FKFor what ? That
they might be better sustained to go

Among ‘the medical men of to-day it has

step towards remedying this condition of
affairs is more leisure, and mofe physi-
eal _and mental repose from the ' stra‘n
which tke industrial: life impOses. In
many instances, especially among those
engaged in-banking 1and insSurance of-.
fices, the hounes are already being re-
duced to eight, amd in some instances
even less. In addition to this; necessity
has enforced that those engaged in these
businesses obtuin a yearly vacation.

Th workingmen employed in the fac-
tories of the country are denied this, bé-

cavse it would stop the great whee]l of.}

industry, -which- mvst, 2t all cost, be
kept in motion. But since this relaxa-
tion cannot be obtained for the workers
80 situated, it should. and mnust, come in
a permanent shortening of the hours of
their work-day. Medical science . teaches
us that this is 'a physical neces-
sity. ’

As to its social, intellectual, And moral
effect, anything which takes ‘away ‘the in-
centive for social improvement and the
detjand for the new forms eof life’'and
énjoyments, is socially oppressive and

standard of living, and in so doing ne-
cessarily checks all the forces that bring
a8 raise in wages.

If the hours are long and the work
hard, thé standard of living will be low,
and wages will be correspondingly smal
—at least that has been my ' experience
in the labor movement. There you will
find. the least opportunity to acquire new
of consumption,
and, therefore, tha least possibility of
the exparsion of the mark-t.

A rise in wages only comes by means
created by. the wage-earners themselves.
These new demiands wijll enforce -them-
just in proportron as- they are
strongly devetoped and intensified. From
the " beginning . of the movement to
shorten the hours of labor down to the
present time it has been opposed on
the ground that it would reduce wages.
This, however, has not been the case,
t when ‘the' hours
have ‘been reduced, wages, ‘if not in-
‘creased, have not been lowered. On the
contrary;  with a permanent shortening

The shorter work-day, with its im-
proved social conditions, is one of the
great forces which really broadens and
permanently sustains an enlarged mar-
ket for manufactured products. The
councentration of capital, the improve-
ment of processes of manufacture, and

the -consequent cheapening of products, |,

can only come finally through the larger
market. ;

‘What Trade Unions Are.

Trade unions are a reflex in organi-
zation — crystallized form—of the best
thought, activity and hopes of the wage-
workers. They represent the aggregate.
expression of -discontent of labor with
existing * econemie, sucinl and - political
misrule. The trades unions are exactly
what the wage-workers are and can be
made exactly what they may piease to
make them.  Active or sluggish, keen or
dull. narrow or broad, just as the mem-
bers are intellectual or otherwise. ' But
represent’'as they may either of these
alternates, the trade :union' is the best
form 0f organization :for the toilers to
protect their present interests and weork
out their: future welfare. 2

Holding -these viewg-myself, I submit

-when .the workers will realize and enjoy -
them to the fullest extent.

There are many reasons why this con-
gress should be congratulated for what
has been obtained in their interest dur-
ing the past year, and in conclusion I
stake this opportunity to mention them.
First, the workers of British Columbia
have been honest to -themselves in se-
lecting Mr. Ralph. Smith ° to représent
them in parliament, a fact which I be-
lieve is appreciated by workingmen
throughout the whole Dominion, -~ Again
. we haye reason to:.feel proud.that -the
Dom’'nion Government selected one from
amongst the army of toilers in.Mr. John
Appleton to -act on a' very important
commission, which was of 0 much im-
portance to the workers of our land. I
congratulate Mr, Smith, therefore, for
his great victery, and Mr. Appleton
upon the fact that through his sound
judgment the outeome of his labors have
alrtady been of great benefit to work-
ing people of this country.

The Dominion Government is also
worthy of. our appreciation, especially.
Hon. Wm. Mulock, Postmaster-General,
and the Hon. Dr. Bordén, Minister ~of
Militia, for. their. commendable action
in having placed on all contracts in their
departments a clause providing for the
payment of the union scale of wages.

It is also my pieasing duty to announce
that for the. first ‘time in the history -of
the congress a local union has been. es-
tablished in Moncton, N. B., working un-
der a charter granted Ly your execuuve,
We have every reason, therefore, to be
gratified with the progress organized
labor is making in Canada, and that we
may continue steadily to advance is the
desire of all. That we may do so let me
urge that this gathering, like those of
the past, will have the same heneficial
-results.

In conclusion, I thank you, ene and all,
for the many kindnesses you r-have ex-
tended to me. and 1 can only say in re-
turn that my hope is that.the result of
your deliberations at this meeting will
bring with them all the blessings of a
peaeeful and happy future, to yourselves
and your families.
