a greater degree than we do. During the past two years no less than a net 
gain of 21,000 Knights have been made, and the cry.i.s, “ stiff they 
And now, brothers, in this connection there is one matter to which I wish 
to draw yc/ur attention, viz., the suspension of members. Why is it that so 
many members, year after year, are suspended for non-payment of dues ? 
To give strength and stability to our Order we must, in addition to obtain­
ing new members, retain those we have got, and to do this I would recom­
mend that lodges give more consideration in the future than they appear to 
have done in the past. There are so many causes which lead to members 
allowing themselves to be suspended that I will not undertake to enumerate
