--,Malaga Grapes, Paris, Jan. 8.—The trial of Madame 
Clovis-Hugues for the murder of her 
traducer opened this morning. The court 
was crowded. Many diplomats and other 
distinguished persons were present. Dur­
ing the reading of the indictment Madame 
Clovis-Hugues seemed to be affected, but 
she replied in a linn tone to the questions- 
She admitted that the shooting was pre* 
meditated, and declared that since May 
25 she had been resolved to kill the 
traducer. Interrogatives as regards the 
facts leading to the shooting developed 
nothing new. Madame Clovie-Hugues de­
clared she had offered Morin to apply for 
remission of his sentence if he would re­
tract the calumnies he had circulated 
about her. Morin returned an insulting 
reply. In/concluding Madame said, “If 
you believe'me guilty condemn me ; if 
you can understand the moral tortures I 
have endured acquit me.” These ‘words 
were uttered in a firm and energetic tone. 
She appeared to make a favourable im­
pression on the jury. In reply to a re- 
mark by the judges that murder was un­
justifiable, especially after fifteen months 
premeditation, she said, “You would not 
reason so coolly if you had suffered as I 
have,” and the prisoner proceeded to un­
fold the unremitting and atrocious char­
acter of the prosecution to which she had 
been subjected. During the narrat ive she 
became very much excited.

THE SCXNK IN COURT.

The Conrt room daring the trial was so 
thoroughly crowded that people sat at 
the feet of the Judge. Anxious attend­
ants even seated themselves beneath the 
tables of the lawyers.

Madame Le Normand or her private 
agent, Clerget, but for the fact both said 
Morin was responsible for the calumnies 
heaped upon her. The presiding judge in 
charge said the cards which had been 
■snft to Madame Hugues were of so In­
decent a character as to justify him in 
preventing them from being read in the 
court room, but they would be laid be­
fore the jury for their consideration.

, AN i EXCITING DIALOGUE
occurred during the proceedings between 
Madame Hagnee and the judge. The 
judge said Morin did not write the objec­
tionable cards. The prisoner insisted 
they were dictated by Morin, and chal­
lenged any one to find the person who 
did write them. Forge, Member of the 
Chamber of Deputies, addressing the 
Court, wee emphatic in his praise of the 
action of Madame Hugues, and so vehe­
ment in his declaration of endorsement, 
that the judge imposed a severe rebuke 
upon him. The addresses to the jury 
were offconsiderable length, and a verdict 
was returned at 2 a. m. ( The verdict 
acquitted her of the murder of Morin, bnt 
she was condemned to pay $400 damages 
and the cost of the trial. The announce­
ment “not guilty” was the signal for tre­
mendous applause. Popular sympathy 
for Madame Hugues was demonstrated 
by vociferous shouts and cheering.

By making the Junction at Camp­
bellton instead of Metapedia th^ line 
would be fourteen miles shorter and 
terminate at a large and important 
centre of trade and population, while 
its route would be through a compara­
tively well-settled country.

Com and oats ground together make an 
excellent ration for fattening steers. At 
first givean equa Inumber o^bnshels of each 
ground together, which will give most of 
the bulk in oats. Then, as the animal 
gains, increase the proportion of corn and 
add oilcake meal. One pound of this mix­
ture for every 100 pounds weight of the 
animal is sufficient, and it should be given 
in two feeds. The increased feeding to­
wards the last will consist in stronger feed 
rather than greater balk.

William Carman, Esq., a native and 

once a representative of Northumberland 
in the Provincial Legislature, died at hie 

. residence Fredericton on Saturday mor­
ning 3rd inst. He was born in 1804, and 
admitted to the Bar of the Province in 
Oct ober 1825 and at the time of his death 
was the oldest barrister on the roll of 

: New Brunswick, and his brother, Richard 
1 Carman of Chatham, now succeeds to that 
distinction.

Mr. Carman after practicing lawx for 
some years in his native county, was 
elected to the House of Assembly 
of the representatives of Northumberland. 
Subsequently, on the resignation ef Col. 
Shore, he received the appointment of 
Cleric of the Pleas. In I860, upon the 
death of D. Ludlow Robinson, Esq., he 
was appointed Clerk of Equity, whioh 
position he continued to hold until April 
1883. Asa court officer, he was noted 
for the exactness with which the rules 
were observed and the order and correct­
ness with which the rules of the office 
were discharged.

Until the evening before his death 
hopes of his recovery were entertained, 
especially as his natural strength had 
proved superior to many former and 
severe attacks of illness, bat towards 
night it became apparent that the vita 1 
powers were fast failing. “Never, per­
haps,” says the Capital, did a citizen of 
Fredericton pass away in possession of 
affection and respect more universal, deep 
and sincere, than has our late and be­
loved friend. From whatever point of 
view hie life be regarded,—whether in 
the high example which he set of faith­

LARD IN TUBS.The following Ottawa despatch of 
13th is Self-explanatory,—

In delivering judgment yesterday 
in the Dominion Liquor License case, 
after reading over the questions sub­
mitted by the Government. Chief 
Justice Ritchie said : “We have consi­
dered all the matters referred, and my 
learned brother Strong, my learned 
brother Fnuriner, my learned brother 
G Wynne, and myself are of opinion that 
the acts in question are ultra vires of 
the Parliament of the Dominion except 
in so far as they regulate vessel licenses 
and wholesale licenses. My learned 
brother Henry is of opinion that the 
acts are ultra vires in whole ; and in 
accordance with the practice of this 
Court we shall transmit our opinion to 
the Crown without any reasons.’’

This judgment will give satisfaction 
to all who wish to see the affaire of the 
Dominion administered as was'inteaded 
at the time of Confederation and as 
provided by the British North Amer- 
ica Act. We all knew, when the Act 
was passed, that it was a measure cal- 
culated to deceive, while it partially 
satisfied the temperance people,because 

t^stand, being contrary to 
the letter anaïpint of the constitution. 
On moral grounds, many who believed 
that the act was ultra vires 
ded that it be carried out in its inte­
grity, and the commissioners appoint* 
ed for the different districts had a large 
moral support, even when they failed to 
do what was considered their duty. It 
all goes for nothing now. That the 
Canadian Premier is proved, on the 
highest authority, to have added an­
other great constitutional blunder to 
his record in that line ia a matter of re­
gret, for the people cannot but believe, 
hereafter, that he lacks knowledge in 
such matters, or is willing to 
and endorse enactments of parliament, 
knowing them to be worthless, when­
ever he can thereby further his political 
plans or quiet the importunities of 
troublesome friends. The judgment of 
the Supreme Court is a rebuke of Sir 
John’s attack upon the powers of the 
local legislatures, and it is gratifying to 
know that the policy of robbing the 
provinces of the powers left to them

A circular on the Synod’s augmentation 
scheme was read.
