CLBVELAND, Ohio, May 16—Cleve­
land’s street car system was tied' up 
at five o’clock today by an almost 
unanimous vote of the local union of 
the Amalgamated Association of Street 
and Electrical Railway Employees.

To reach this conclusion meetings 
were held last night beginning at 8 
o'clock and lasting until 7 o'clock this 
morning. At the conclusion of these 
sessions. International Vice President 
Behner, of the Street Cat Men’s Union, 
said: “The vote stands as an evidence 
of the feeling of our organization. Of­
ficially I could not declare a strike. I 
put it up to the men in meeting as­
sembled and they agreed that the time 
to cease quibtrfng had arrived, there­
fore the strike is on. The cars will 
cease to run just as soon as we shall 
be able to get word to the various 
barns. The men feel that they have 
been discriminated, against and take 
this means of emphasizing the fact.

Enthusiasm marked the sessions of 
the night. Approximately 1,650 men 
voted according to official statements. 
Only at rare intervals was a negative 
registered. Variously estimated 
tween three and four hundred thou­
sand patrons of the Urban lines began 
this morning to seek means of trans­
portation. City officials, it was stated, 
had not made preparations to combat 
the situation. Union men, however, 
asserted that for two weeks President 
Dupont, of the Municipal Railway, had 
been carrying on negotiations for ad­
ditional help.

have been partially identified, but to 
thé identity of the remaining cadavers 
no clue exists that gives promise of 
fulfilment. The relics taken from the 
death farm such as watches, rings, 
may ultimately lead to the determina­
tion that some missing individual was 
caught in the Guinness trap but this 
will give almost no aid to identification 
of any particular body. The potters 
field is most likely to be the ultimate 
resting place of these seven bodies.

Yesterday witnessed the two conclu­
sive findings regarding the bodies un­
earthed. One by the dentist who bridg­
ed Mrs. Guinness’ lower jaw with ar­
tificial teeth, established that piece of 
jawbone found in the ruins was from, 
her skull. The other subscribed to by 
the three experts showed that the 
body taken from the barnyard of the 
farm was that of Andrew Helgelein.

The methods by which the victims 
were put to death probably will never 
be known and the identity of the seven 
corpses is another puzzle. The extent 
to which Ray Lamphere shared in the 
secrets of Mrs. Guinness is a third. The 
state insists that it has positive evi­
dence against Lamphere and the de­
fense poeitivèly states that the prison­
er cannot be proven guilty of setting 
the fire or having participated in the 
murders.
