CHISHOLM RETURNED.
Halifax, Nov. 22.—The by-election 

In Antlgonieh today resulted in the re­
turn of Wm. Chisholm, liberal, over 
E. L. Gerrior, conservative, by a ma­
jority of about 250. At the last gen­
eral election Colin Mclsaac, the libera! 
candidate, had a majority of 810, the 
conservative candidate saving his de­
posit by only one vote. Chisholm was 
the law partner of Colin Mclsaac and 
was considered the strongest liberal 
available. The government party had 
a heavy contingent of campaigners in 
the county and a handsome fund, 
where the conservatives, regard­
ing the fight as almost a forlorn one, 
■left Gerrior to fight his own fight, 
which he did in an admirable style. 
The principal issue of the campaign 
was the “salary grab," which was 
roundly condemned by Gerrior and his 
friends. Gerrior made heavy gains in 
both the French and Scottish districts.

CHATHAM, N. B,, Nov. 23.—We are 
having exceptionally fine weather, just 
cold enough to give the impression that 
autumn is here, but almost fine enough 
during the day to remind one of April.

The river is still free of ice, except 
a little drifted along the south shore.

Nearly all the small craft have been 
tied up, biit the ferry boats between 
Newcastle and Chatham are still upon 
the route. The down-river boat has been 
discontinued and , the light-ship has 
been brought into winter quarters.

The pilots have about ended their 
season's work, and the buoys are again 
peacefully lying upon the custom 
house wharf.
Considerable quantities of smelts are 

being caught by hook and line, gill- 
nets and otherwise. They are of fine 
quality and command a ready sale. 
The bag-net season will open on Dec. 
1st. It is a pity thqt the authorities 
at Ottawa could not arrtmge to have 
the bagi-net fishing permitted as soon 
as the weather is cold enough to allow' 
the fish to be saved in good condition 
for shipment. Everywhere one looks 
may be seen evidences of tlie smelt 
fishing Industry—poles to process of 
preparation, shanties being built, bar­
rels being collected, rubber boots and 
aprons enquired after, sleds and other 
appliances, such as stoves, lanterns, 
bedding and grub being secured. It. 
Is a great ready-money industry, and 
to Its success or otherwise may be at­
tributed much tit the season’s “good 
times” or the reverse.

It Is said that the recent discovery 
of a curious erection of some kind in 
the Bartlbog woods has Interested the 
members of the Natural History Soci­
ety to such a dergee that Dr. Baxter, 
the indefatigable collaborator, is about 
to proceed to the spot to order to more 
fully explore the place.

English Metal Dealer Wants to 

Handle Large Quantities—U. S. 
Seiners Off N. S. Coast.

OTTAWA, Ont, Nov. 23.—A report 
from Mr. MoNamara, Canadian agent 
at Manchester, to the trade depart­
ment, states that a large metal dealer 
to that city is desirous of handling 
crude cobalt from Canada. He is in 
correspondence with Liverpool and 
London brokers on' the subject, and 
says he is prepared to smelt 500 tons 
per week for the silver contained to 
the ore provided he receives satisfac­
tory assurances that the brokers 
would give him a monopoly of all the 
shipments to Great Britain passing 
through their hands. This he deemed 
essential owing to 'the expense entailed 
In fitting up a proper smelting plant 
for the extraction and separation tit 
the various constituents contained to 
the ore.

According to a report received by the 
department of marine today, there 
are still ten United States mackerel 
seiners off the Nova Scotia coast, near 
Cape Sable. Until these vessels* de­
part for their home ports the Cana­
dian protection cruisers will remain 
In commission.

no more to feed than an inferior one 
and more and more is the farmer be­
coming convinced of the fact that al­
though the initial cost of the introduc­
tion of a pure-bred sire into a. herd 
may be large that the improvement re­
sulting justifies the price paid in the 
corresponding increase to the herd 
value. Not only are breeders of es­
tablished herds Introducing new blood, 
but foundations for new herds are be­
ing laid by men not hitherto considered 
breeders of pure bred' stock. At two 
recent sales of Shorthorns 100 head 
brought *36,123, an average of $361:2* 
each. At the Flatt sale at Hamilton. 
64 cattle were sold for $27,303, an aver­
age of $42«.6L This lot Included a 
dozen or more calves under six months 
of age. The highest price paid for a 
sire was $2,100, and for a dam $1,000, 
amounts paid ranged from these down 
to $110.

or a Hon and make a scientific exam­
ination of his eyes is not a task that 
appeals to the average oculist.

The study of the eyesight of wild 
animals is a branch of science little 
known, but much interest was aroused 
among Chicago physicians by an illus­
trated lecture given by Dr. Casey A. 
Wood of Chicago before the American 
Academy of Medicine at its annual 
meeting In the Northwestern Univer­
sity -building.

Dr. Wood gave to Dr. George Lind­
say Johnson and Arthur W. Head, the 
latter an artist, credit for much scien­
tific knowledge. ,

The tasks undertaken by these men 
in studying the eyes of wild animals 
exposed them to perils.

They investigated the eyes of the 
lion, tiger, rhinoceros, bear, gorilla, 
camel, zebra, kangaroo, polecat and 
many others. More perilous still, they 
made experiments on the eyes of the 
largest python obtainable. They peer­
ed Into the orbs of several crocodiles 
and other members of the same family.

The investigators wished to know 
why the rays of light flashed In the 
darkness by some of the wild beasts 
were red, soifig gjeen and some yel­
low. They were anxious to learn what 
diseases of the eye affected wild ani­
mals, and what defects of vision exist­
ed. They were curious as to the pow­
ers of convergence.

In doing this work the scientists 
employed an ophaltolscope, which Is an 
Instrument for looking Into the interior 
of the eye. A kerosene light was used, 
and when the rays were turned into the 
animal’s orbs the fury of the creature 
would have passed all bounds had not 
the precaution been taken first to bind 
the beasts, cover them with nets and 
muzzle them.

In some Instances atropine, cocaine 
or other drugs were used, and at first 
general anaesthetics were tried, but the 
latter treatment proved undesirable.

In the examination it often became 
necessary to hold the eyelids of lions 
apart with the fingers, a task calculat­
ed to send shivers down the backs of 
the workers. Special Instruments 
used to measure the refraction, angle 
of optic divergence and other ocular 
conditions. /

One of the striking results of the 
work was the discovery of the variety 
and Intensity of the coloration, 
background of the human eye forms a 
beautiful colored picture, but it is fad­
ed and colorless when compared with 
that of any lower animat In the stere- 
optioon slides projected on the 
at the lecture these colors were shown 
in a manner never before attained.

Ahother discovery was that many of 
the normal conditions Observed In low­
er animals resemble those found in 
man In diseased or unnatural condi­
tions. It is a curious fact, too. that 
when domesticated for several gener­
ations wild animals usually become 
nearsighted and afflicted with other 
defects of vision.

Dr. Johnson divides mammals, as to 
the eye colorings, into’ three classes; 
first, the red type, Including all shades 
of red, brown, chocolate and grsCy; 
second, the yellow type, Including or­
ange, and, third, the green and yellow 
green.

HOW INDIANS MADE ARROW HEADS.

How did the Indians of prehistoric 
times make their flint arrow-heads? 
This is a problem which men of science 
have puzzled their Brains for many 
years, but always in vain. It has fin­
ally been solved, however, and by a 
boy but 17 years old 
book learning i and less knowledge of 
science and ethnology. This boy is 
Ernest Baurman, who lives with his 
parents near Berlin, Kent county, 
Michigan. He is a farmer’s son, and 
ever since he was old enough to follow 
a plough he has turned up quantities 
of the arrow-heads. Like many an­
other boy, he wondered how the In­
diana made them, but unlikè other 
boys, he kept at the problem until he 
had solved it. He was satisfied that 
the process must have been a simple 
one, as the Indians had no fine tools, 
and a comparatively rapid one on ac­
count of the great numbers of the ar­
row-heads, which have been turned up 
by modem ploughs.

Sarah Elizabeth Griffiths, who nursed 
Susan Agnes Geary, the victim of the 
dress suit case crime, during the 
greater part of her Illness, and who 
waa present at the pitiful death of the 
little dancer, told the details of her 
connection with this amazing case.

This story the Boston American is 
able to make public today for the first 
time. Nothing that has been told In 
connection with this sensation crime 
so fkr approximates In heart interest 
the' recital of what took place In that 
sick room where the unfortunate girl 
breathed her last, pleading In vain for 
the presence of her mother and of a 
priest.

This story of the nurse will be told 
on the witness stand next week when 
Dr. Percy McLeod, Louts W. Crawford 
and William E. Hunt, alias Howard,' 
are placed on trial for complicity In the 
girl’s death, and It will be the most 
dramatic testimony to be given in this 
Intensely interesting trial.

STRICKEN GIRL CRIED FOR HER

Mother.

Miss Griffiths tells of the sick girl’s 
cries for her mother. It was “Mother 
—mother—oh mother!” all the time as 
the shadows of death began to darken 
the victim’s narrow horizon. Then, in 
spite of the untruthful stories poured 
Into her ears, telling her that she would 
recover. It dawned upon the girl’s mind 
that the gates were opening for her to 
the Great Beyond, and she pleaded 
for a priest.

HOPED TO SAVE HER LIFE.

And then, Miss Griffiths declares Mrs. 
Mary S. Dean, in whose home the girl 
was dying, opposed the granting of 
her wish. The unfeeling woman fear­
ed the consequences to herself if the 
priest was summoned, and so, the 
nurse says, she allowed the spirit of 
the sufferer to wing its flight without 
the solace that could have made her 
last moments ones of peace.

Miss Griffiths says that she only 
knew two doctors in connection with 
the case — Dr. McLeod and Dr. Pet- 
lee, the latter assisting the former af­
ter the first heroic operation was per­
formed with the hope of saving the 
girl’s life.

Memoranda of the chief facts of the 
case were made by the nurse, which 
she has In her possession, and will be 
able to lay before the court. That she 
came to the police voluntarily Is the 
emphatic statement of the .attorney of 
the new and important witness that 
the police have secured.

all contracted In St. John, where there 
has been no smallpox to the knowledge 
of the authorities. A resident of Fred­
ericton Junction, who was In the city 
today, in dieeusslng the outbreak at 
Burtt’s Corner, said that a number of 
people at Fredericton Junction and 
Tracy station are laid up with a 
strange disease. 'He said that the per­
sons referred to were disfigured with 
blotches, some of which were as large 
as a Canadian five-cent piece. From 
what this gentleman said it seems that 
both grown children and adults are 
laid up with the disease, but it is more 
prevalent among the adults. “The doc­
tors are puzzled about It," said the 
Fredericton Junction man, "and Dr. 
Dundas says it is either northern 
chfckenpox or else It Is a mild type of 
■smallpox.” The Informant went on to 
say that several persons named Webb 
are laid up, as Is also E. Tracy. One 
of the persons who has been most seri­
ously 111 is a man named Wlnford 
Webb of Tracy. He works In the win­
ter as a C. P. R. brakeman, and the 
disease affected him so badly ,09 ac­
count of the sores on his back h‘e could 
n6t lie down for two days and' two 
nights.

sex, has started a similar Industry at 
Salisbury, and will start a butter fac­
tory early in the spring.

HOULTdN, Me., Nov. 22.—Some of 
the Maine deputy sheriffs regard cer­
tain brands of patent medicines as 
their legitimate prey, in making liquor 
raids, and seize the concoctions aq 
though they were truly contraband 
liquors under another name.

They go on the theory that such of 
the medicines as are known to contain 
alcohol, exposed for sale in establish­
ments where none of the other articles 
ordinarily kept in a drug store are in 
stock, cannot be intended for medic­
inal purposes, but as beverages, and 
therefore class them as “spirituous 
liquors” and store them with* the whis­
keys, brandies and gins which they 
take possession of.

An Aroostook Co. deputy showed to 
a representative of the Boston Herald 
today over 200 bottles of different kinds 
of proprietary décoctions which he had 
found with hard liquors and wines in 
places raided for the exposing and 
keeping for sale of intoxicating bever­
ages. They are to be turned in with 
the regular lot of confiscated liquids, 
and, after conviction of the owners, 
turned over the the proper authorities 
for destruction.

The patent medicines are principally 
taken from small grocery stores, where 
it is alleged that there would be no 
call fer them for their legitimate pur­
pose, and that they are kept on hand 
for the purpose of gratifying the de­
praved prohibition taste which exists 
in some quarters, and which is closely 
allied to the craving of those who are 
regarded as "Jamaica ginger drunk­
ards,” peoplehe use what was never 
intended for anything but, a medicine 
to satisfy a peculiar passing for intoxi­
cants.

One. deputy sheriff told a Herald re­
presentative that he knew a man who 
preferred a certain brand of patent me­
dicine to whiskey, rum or gin, and had 
been in the habit of taking one of the 
regular $1 size bottles every day for 
a month. “It puts me to sleep in great 
style,” he remarked to the county of­
ficer.

The ancient merchants of Pales­
tine exploited the Sabbath days by 
their merchandise, and desired the end 
of the sacred feasts that they might 
sell grain. They made the. bushel hold 
less, for the buyer, and the current 
coin of more value to themselves. So 
today, the purchasing power of a dol­
lar has decreased, under the pressure 
of vast Interests, whose motive is the 
getting of stupendous gains, too great 
for any men normally to enjoy. The 
employed man is ground between the 
wall of his fixed pay and the pressure 
of higher prices. In too 
these higher prices are not due to 
economic law, but to outlaw enter­
prise. The premium has been placed, 
not upon personal or social worth, but, 
in the exaggerated money-seeking of 
the time, .upon push and boldness, upon 
insolent freedom from the laws of 
state, from the code of honor, of bus­
iness and of humanity. This fact ac­
counts also for much of the hostility 
between classes to-day. For these 
are masking under the guise of legiti­
mate business and have not yet been 
exposed and denounced. There are too 
many who are greedy of the same 
blood-stained profits!

The remedy must be, my friends, in 
a change of our standards of living, 
and in a learning from the Gospel 
manners. The whole school system of 
this city, especially that between the 
kindergarten and the high school, 
should be regenerated.
