Common Needs.

The compre’hensue nature of the pre-
sent evangelistic movement in St. John
city reflects sotie credit ‘upon the' day in
which we live. It is difficylt to believe
that thirty churehes could have worked
together cordially thirty years ago. At
any rate they did not. The movemeni
is the first of its kind here abouts.

Moreover, whatever it may accomplish,
it will have demonstrated to the churches
concerned, and to the community at large
that institutional divisions do not
necessarily express real differences. The
churches are discovering the necessity
and the possibility of cordial combination
in the performance of common tasks.

But the preésent movement is more re-
markable for that which it forcasts than
for that which it actually accomplishes.
The ambition and the declared purpose
of the movement. is to stirthe entire com-
munity gquite irrespective. of race or -of
creed. They are evidently absolutely
sincere in their belief that the message
they. preachijs gospel for every mat.. "
There are two possible reasons for that
belief i in the cathohaty of Christianity.
The ; ope -is ‘thoronghly = monarchical,
autocratic, and old-world.
flicted catholicity. The messages applies
to all men not because they need it, or
desire it, or are helped by it, but because,
it is designed by a great being who de-
vised everything-according to his inscru-
table wisdom. There is, however, an-
other way of arriving at a_belief 'in the
universal element in Christianity, It
‘meets man’s need, services his puarpose,
fulfills his life and makes real his dreams.

Our inherited systems of thought and
life will never permit us to live at peace
with one attother so long as we receive
them as aunthoritative. But when we are
prepared to build out systems of thonght
and owe institutions of service in the
length of man’s possibilities and man’s
needs then we conte within sight of a day
of genuine cathol:ctty

No one can doubt but that the co-opera-
tion of the churches in the present. move-
ment of evangelism i due tothe recogni-
tion of the authority of human need and
the trutk: of that which meets the deed.
