The West Indies Treaty Bill.

After some business of minor impor-
tance Mr. Perley moved the third read-
ing of the Canada West Indies treaty
bill.

In moving this Mr. Perley stated
that word has been recefved that all
the West Indian Islands and colonies
concerned except British Guiana,
which concluded the agreement, have
ratified it. Uncertainty prevails as
to what British Guiana has done, and
the government have cabled for in-
formation, i

In addition a message was received
on April 20 that the legislative conan-
cil of Grenada has decided to come
in, Grenada being one of the islands
which did not take part in the confer-
ence but was given the option of ad-
hering to it.

Mr. Carvell moved an amendment
that all steamships subsidized under
the act be required to ply direct be-
tween Canada and West Indian ports,

He complained that the steamship
gservice hitherto kept up has been
inefficient, It was too slow, the vessels
were not satisfactory. The subsidy
larger and better vessels
should be obtained. The company con.
tracting should own its own vessels.
No company was in as good position
to take up the service as the Canadian
Pacific Company, they would be able
then to give a through bill of lading
from any place in Canada to the West
Indies, To be a success the business
must go through Canadian ports and
as cheaply as by any other route.

Mr. Perley said that the government
was anxious to carry out the arrange-
ment with the West Indian Colonies.
A great deal of difficulty had been ex-
perienced in arranging for the steam-
ship service. One tender put in pro-
vided that the steamers be allowed to
touch at an American port. The bill
was to ratify an agreement with the
West Indies and did not admit of such
an amendment as Mr. Carvell put in,
but a direct service was the policy of
the government.

What Has Been Done.

In response to a request from Mr.
Pugsley, Hon, Mr. Perley outlined the
provisions of the new contract for an
improved steamship service between
Canada and the West Indies. A con-
tract had been made for one year from
July 1, 1913, with the Pickford and
Black Company, on the understanding
that it should be transferred to a new
company. Four boats would be em-
ployed in the service and would run
every twelve days from St. John and
Halifax. Two of the present boats
would be retained and two new mod-
ern steamers would be acquired. The
new boats would be of 4,600 tons reg-
ister and have a speed of 12 knots an
hour. They would be equipped with
electric light, refrigerator chambers
and other modern improvements and
would each carry 50 first class pessen-
gers, 40 second class and 100 steerage
passengers. The annual cost of the
gervice would be $200,000 or double
the present subsidy. For each of the
two old boats $25,000 a year would be
paid and for each of the new vessels
$75,000 a year.

The service provided for was for one
yvear and the operation of it would be
watched by the government so that
improvements might be made, He
thought it desirable that both Halifax
and St. John should be terminal ports
to encourage the trade with the Mari-
time Provinces.

ANOTHER SCANDALOUS DEAL.

The failure the Government io
ory bid for the Mar-

Carleton yesterday re

ndalous transaction in
which Mr, Pugsley figured during hisg
term of office as Minister of Public
Works. The hotel was bought by the
late Government from two of his
political friends, Mr. George F. Bran
nen and Mr, Charles H. Brannen, for
$25,000 for use as a detention hospital,
The deal was exceedingly unpopular
in Carleton, as the building was situ
ated in a residential district, which
was no place for an instituton of that
kind. After the present Government
came into power the institution was
closed. Twice since that date the
building has been offered for sale
without success. The best offer at
the sale yesterday was $11,000, at
which figure the property was with-
drawn,

At the time Mr. Pugsley engineered
this deal for $25,000 the property was
assessed at $7,000 or $8,000, and real
estate in that vicinity was not worth
much more than half what it is today.
There was no Closure to permit “the
looting of the treasury of Canada” to
which Mr., Emmerson and Mr. Pugs-
ley's organ, the Times, have recently
referred, but the late Minister of Pub-
lic Works found no difficulty in secur-
ing from the treasury of Canada a
large sum of public money for the
benefit of his political friends. There
were also rumors at the time that
others shared in the spoils from this
transaction.

This is but one of many transactions
during Mr. Pugsley’'s regime which
require full and searching investiga-
tion before Parliament. It will not be
forgotten that this is the same gentle-
man who retired from the provincial
arena owing the Province a large sum
of money which he afterwanrde had to
refund.

MONSIGNOR DE LAVAL.

Canada's first Roman Catholic
bishop, Francois de Laval de Mont-
morency, Abbe de Montigny, was born
200 years ago today and his tencen-
tenary will be celebrated ten years
hence. He was consecrated Bishop of
Petrea and r-Apostolic of New
France in 16 and in the foHowing
year commenced his work in the
wilderness of the New World, which
continued, except for a short inter-
val, until his death in 1708

A man of aristocratic family, pos-
sessed of wealth, a religious zeal that
brooked no obstacles, wide learning
and tremendous energy, Mgr. de lLa-
val in 1674 was formally made bishop
of Quebec, with a see that included
the larger part of the North Ameri-
can continent. le spent his fortune
and his entire mature life to advance
the interests of his church in his
spiritual dominion, and endured many
rivations and risked grave dangers

ravelling to the distant sections

WILLIAM H. CRANE,

Fifty years on the stage is the rec-
ord of William H. Crane, the disting.
uished comedian, who will celebrate
his sixty-eighth birthday today. Al
though nearing the three-score-and-
ten mark, Mr. Crane looks and acts
like a man of forty or fifty, and has
lately been touring the West in “The
Senator Keeps House,” He keeps in
condition by walking ten miles each
morning, and seeks recreation in an
occasional game of billiards.

Born in Massachusetts on April 30,
1845, Mr, Crane was educated in a
Boston school, and it was said of him
that he was “better at mimicking his
fellows and his teacher than at his
lessons.” Hig first situation was in a
music publishing house, where he en-
tertained his fellow employes with im-
itations of the famous actors of the
day. The “boss” didn’t appreciate
Willie’s ability in that line and dis-
charged him.

Mr. Crane was eighteen when he met
Mrs. Harriet Holman, who had been
a famous actress, and who was then
organizing a barnstorming company
under the name of the Holman Opera
Company. She liked Crane's voice,
and he was apprenticed to her, agree-
ing to give his services in return for
training and board. It was in July of
1863 that the company opened at Uti-
ca, N. Y, with Crane playing the
notary in “The Daughter of the Regi-
ment.” Other members of the com-
pany ‘included Charles Drew and Sig-
nor Porugini, both of whom, like
Crane, were then just beginning suc-
cessful stage careers.

After eight years with the Holmans,
Mr. Crane joined the Alice Oates Com-
pany, with whom the idea of musical
comedy originated. Mr. Crane was
thirty-two when he turned to the dra-
matic stage and became a co-star with
Stuart R His sub car-
eer may be summed up in his own
words: “I am not a genius, but I know
my business.”

The session yesterday afternoon was
opened by an address by Mrs. Walker,
who in a few well chosen words ex-
tended & warm welcome to the dele-
®ates, congratulating them on the ex-
cellent work done by the  different
branches, and on the energy with
which it was earried on.

The present meeting marked a new
era in the kistory of the Women's
Auxiliary and it was assured that it
watld grow even to be of greater use
in the history of the church. The work
before the annual meeting was out-
lined, showing & beneficial programme
which should prove of much value to
the mission flelds and the church at
large.

The Recording Secretary.

The recording secretary’s report tcld
of the growth of the organization.

Treasurer's Report.

Miss Louise Simonds in the diocesan
treasurer’s report showed the vast
strides being made. In 1904 the re-
ceipts for the year were $84, the or-
ganization had 13 brnnohes_nnd 365
members, This year the receipts were
$3,10556 from 68 branches of 1,707
members. Including the balancg from
fast year $3,787.63 was at the disposal

of the auxiliary. Of this $2,262.75

This building, the contract for which
was yesterday awarded to J. I. Ryan
of Fredericton is provided for out of
funds left by the late Lewis P. Fisher
in the hands of his trustees, Messrs
Allison B. Connell and F, Herbert J
Dibblee, to the Town of Woodstock
for the erection of a technical school,
and while departments for that pur-
pose are fully provided for the
building is arranged for carrying on as

v |well the agricultural education of the

people of Woodstock and its vicinity,
rendered possible by the educational
policy in that line of the Flemming
government materially assisted by the
educational grants recently instituted
by the government at Ottawa,

The building is 103 feet long, with a
depth of 53 feet. Through the centre,
on the ground floor of the building,

department, containing cooking school
model kitchen, laundry, sewing room
and ladies’ cloak room.

audience of 300 people, or demonstrate
cattle judging, ete, it being easily
possible to bring horses or cattle to
the platform by means of the inclined
plane which takes the place of the
usual basement stairs. Under the
manual training department is a large
room provided with flués and venti
lators, where blacksmithing and con,
crete work will be demonstrated. At
the rear of the smithy is located the
fuel and steam boilers. Toilets fo:
men and women are also provided in
the basement,

The upper floor is divided into a
number of class rooms, where a com-
mercial department will be accommo-
dated together with departments for
analysis of soils, seed testing, biologi-
cal museum, etc.

The building will have a flat gravel
roof behind parapets. The exterior
will be laid up with pressed brick.

OF NEW WHARF

Work is being Carried on as Quickly as Possible and will be

Completed in Time Limit
Soon Enough but Present
ble for Delay.

“Do you need any pressure to make
you hurry with the work of construct.
inz the new wharf?” Michael Connolly
was asked yesterday. L

“We are anxious as anybody to
finish our contract,” said Mr. Connol-

And if we have ordinary luck we

ill finish our part of the work with-
in the time set by our contract. We
would have been glad to have complet.
ed the work in a shorter time than
our contract specifies.

“The trouble is that the contract
was not let soon enough. We did not
get the contract until a year ago last
Decembér. That was too late in the
geason to arrange to send men into
the woods to strip the bark from the
hemlocks, and give the trees time to
dry out, so they could be floated down
the rivers.

“Last year we had to pick up tim-
ber wherever we could, If we could
have got all we wanted we would have
done just about twice as much work
as we did.

Delay in Timber.

“Last fall we gave out contracts for
all the timber needed to complete the
work. But there has been delay in de-
livering it this spring, because, as you
know, the lumber operators have had
difficulty getting out their drives. But
now the mills are getting in operation
and we hope in a short time to have
all the timber we need. We have con-
structed one crib this spring, and will
have it ready to sink in a few days.

“We have 600 lineal feet of cribs
in place, and about 400 more will be
sunk shortly, Altogether we have to
place 2,100 feet of cribs.

“Every low tide we are at work pre-
paring the sub-structure for the con-
crete top on the cribs sunk last year.
We can put on the concrete super-
structure in a short time, as we have
the best plant available for this pur-
pose.”

No Scarcity of Men.

“Have you had any trouble getting
men for the work?”

“None at all,” answered Mr. Connol-
y. “There are plenty of men available,
As soon as we get the timber we will
put on a much larger force, but there
are plenty of men.”

“Wh~! about the complaint that the
work is not being carried on as fast
as the city used to build wharves?”

“I built the first deep water wharf
on the West Side,” said Mr. Connolly,
“It was easler to get timber then than
now. You know this country is getting
somewhat denuded of large spruce and
hemlock.

“Years ago when I was building
wharves here I told the city councillors
that St. John needed wharves about as
fast as they could be built. I know
that several more lines would be' com-
ing here if they had satisfactory ac-
commodation.”

“Will the new wharf be available
next winter?”

“As to that I can’t say. With, ordin-
ary'luck we will finish our part of the
contract but we have nothing to do
with filling in behind the cribs, The
Maritime Dredging Company has that
contract. Eveh'if the wharf is com-
pleted, the south side would not be a

safe berth, being too much exposed.
There will be a 300 foot extension of
the C. P. R. wharf, which will make a
good berth. In fine weather the south
side could be used.”

“Could the work on another pier be
carried forward this summer sufficient-
ly to provide protection for the south
side of the wharf you are building?”

“Possibly; but I don’'t think you
could get the timber for the cribs. Yon
might get southern pine, but that
would be very expensive.”

St. John will be a great port,” ad-
ded Mr. Connolly, and the work of pro-
viding more facilities cannot be pro-
ceeded with too fast. The West Side
channel ‘should be closed up and more
new piers got underway as soon as
possible, When the present wharf is
completed and properly protected, it
will greatly facilitate the handling of
traffic.”

IGRICULTURL
POLIGY 600D

H. P. Timmerman Says Estab-
ment of Experimental Farms
is of Great Value to the
Farmers.

A high tribute was paid to the
agricultural policy of the Dominion
government in the matter of establish-
ing experimental farms throughout
the country, by H, P. Timmerman,
Industrial Commissioner of the C. P.
R, who arrived in the city yesterday
and is registered at the Royal.

To the Standard Mr, Timmesman
expressed the opinion that the experi-
mental farm policies, both of the
government and of the C. P. R, were
doing great work towards advancing
agriculture. Of the farm at Freder-
icton, in which the Dominion and
Provincial governments are interested
Mr. Timmerman said that it was al-
ready the mecca of many farmers who
wished to learn the latest improve-
ments, This policy of helping the
farmers is extremely beneficial, ad-
ding not only to the general wealth
of Canada but particularly to the
provinces in which the policy is fol-
lowed out.

The Farming Special which was
sent throughout the Dominion last
year, was especially prolific of good
results and this year it is the inten-
tion to follow up the advantage with
a wide scheme, embracing a course
of instruction not only to those near |
the railroad but to those who are
not on the direct line of communica:
tion. What thig scheme will be, in
the exact details, Mr. Timmerman
was not sure, (but in his opinion a
train of cars somewhat similar to
last year's would be sent out, but the
policy of instruction would differ con-
siderably. Instead of remaining at
each stop but a few hours, the train
would be placed on a siding and held
for twenty-four hours, during which
time the farmers near the road would
not only be reached but the instrue-
tors could secure teams and drive
through the country giving advice to
all. It is also the intention to split
the train up, and it is probable that
several colleges on wheels will be
on the road at once.

When speaking of the development
planned by the C. P. R. here, Mr.
Timmerman said that the necessary
equipment to meet all requirements
would be kept up.

Of late the Industrial Depariment
has been receiving notices from sev-
eral partles of influential Britishers
to the effect that they will visit Can-
ada in the near future, and travel
across the continent studying condi-
tions with agview to investing and
in some cases to settle on the land.

Somewhat to the surprise of the
Department, a notice has been re-
ceived from a party of one hundred
German capitalists who intend coming
to Canada this summer. They will
probably land at Halifax and visit all
the important centres between that
port and Victoria. It is understood
that they will spend some time in St.
John.

Another party due to arrive this
summer will inspect the coal fields
near Minto, and it is expected that
this visit will do much to boom the
coal industry in that district.

Mr. Timmerman, in his position of
Industrial Commissioner of the C. P.
R. is constantly in close touch with
all the commercial enterprises as well
as with the farming industry, and it
could be seen from the general tenor
of his remarks that a great era of
prosperity has come to Canada, and
New Brunswick is slated to receive a
generous share.
