“ Moncton, Sept. 18.—“We, the

Ottawa, Sept. 18.- An order In coun­
cil has been passed amending those 
sections of the destructive Insect and 
pest act which deal with the potato 
canker, by the substitution of a clause 
prohibiting the Importation of all po 
tatoes from Europe In addition to 
Newfoundland and other points men­
tioned.

Potato canker is a virulent fungus 
disease which has done tremendous 
destruction In Europe during some 
years past. Until last year importa­
tion of potatoes from Great Britain 
and Ireland and other 
points had not been heavy either to 
this country or the United States, but 
the failure of the crop last year and 
the high prices led to heavy importa­
tion. As the potato canker Is a dis­
ease which not only absolutely de­
stroys the tubers, but is very hard to 
eradicate and will remain in the soli 
for seven or eight yeais, the most 
strenuous precautions are Justified.

In Great Britain ft great deal of, 
very costly work is being undertaken 
in regard to this pest.

The United States have recently 
taken action by passing an act prohi­
biting the importation of potatoes 
from Great Britain and Ireland and 
several countries In Continental Eur­
ope and Australis.

The Eastern Corporation steamer 
Governor Dlngley, in command of Cap 
tain Mitchell, while leaving this port 
for Boston Wednesday morning, at 
9.80 o'clock, collided with the Ameri­
can schooner M. V. B. Chase that put 
Into this port Tuesday afternoon from 
Windsor, N. S.. bound to New York 
lumber laden. It was very dense fog 
at the time the steamer struck the 
Chase.

the White House, and not iu need of the votes of the 
suffrage States.

It will be interesting as the presidential campaign 
progresses to see whether the cause of woman suffrage 
gains or loa^s by Roosevelt’s advocacy. In the long run 
It will, probably, be better for the cause if it is not tied up 
with any party in any country but continues an Independ­
ent agitation outside the sphere of politics.

sionary of Labrador and Newfoundland, says the Ottawa 
Journal, will be glad to know that his noble character 
has been vindicated against unfair attack. Charges had 
been made that there was grafting in Dr. Grenfell’s work, 
and these charges were made in such a way as to reflect 
somewhat on the famous head of the mission. The 
United States supporters of the work employed Mr. A. E. 
Ashdown, au expert accountant, to investigate the whole 
situation. His report says in part: “I found Dr. Gren­
fell’s work In a marvellous state of efficiency." A de­
falcation of $1,200 was found on the part of the man in 
charge of the Seaman's Institute at St. John's, and, 
legal proceedings being taken, the guilty man was sent 
to tbe penitentiary for six months.

AN OFF YEAH 
FOU APPLES, 

COOP LIGHT
& L Peters Estimutes New 

Brunswick's Crop will be 
But Half of Normal

RAINY WEATHER WAS 
THE PRINCIPAL CAUSE

Some Orchards are Carrying 
Good Crops — Outlook In 
Neva Scetia Similar to that 
in this Province.

That the apple crop In the Province 
this season will be short, is the opin­
ion of S. L. Peters, of Gagetown, Dom­
inion fruit inspector for New Bruns- 
wiek, who was in the city yesterday.

“Its an off year fpr apples in many 
orchards," said Mr. Peters, "and I 
would not be surprised If the crop 
was only about 50 per cent, of what 
was expected. At the period of pol­
lination the weather was wet and cold 
and cold rains at such à time are al­
ways bad. Moreover in cold weather 
the bees do not work, and they are 
an Important factor In the fertilisa­
tion of orchards. But the fact that 
the crop Is short this year is no re­
flection upon the possibilities of New 
Brunswick in the matter of fruit rais­
ing. Even though the conditions have 
been exceptionally unfavorable, or­
chards that were properly looked af­
ter are carrying good crops. My or­
chard In Gagetown has one of the 
best crops we have- raised in twenty 
years.

"It is generally recognized that or­
chards that have an off year, are not 
properly cured for, for if due atten­
tion is given them, they soon get in 
the habit of bearing good crops re­
gularly. In the orchards which were 
well sprayed this spring, the apples 
are free from scabs and have colored 
up finely, but thefe ‘ are complaints 
that the trees which were not spray­
ed, are carrying a good many scabby 
apples as a result of the unusual 
wet weather this summer.

Good Prices Expected.
"It is expected that Canadian ap­

ples will bring good prices this year, 
as the apple crop in Great Britain 
and Europe la much below the aver­
age. In the eastern parts of the United 
States the apple , crop Is also short, 
though there is said, to be a fair 
crop on the Pacific coast.

The Nova Scotia Outlook.
The Nova Scotia apple crop this 

year is not up to the average. Mr. 
Peters stated that some of the fruit 
recently received here from the An­
napolis Valley, was much inferior in 
quality to the apples put on the mar­
ket by New Brunswick orchardlsts, 
though the shipments made here by 
the Co-operative Society of Apple 
Growers in Nova Scotia was of a 
good quality. He believes that with 
the development of greater interest 
in apple growing in this province and 
the organization of cooperative so­
cieties, New Brunswick fruit growers 
will be able to compete successfully 
witn the Nova Scotia orchardiate.

6000 PROQRESS 01 
THE HEW THEATRE

VEGETABLES 
ARE HIGHER

MAT DEVELOP 
IRON ORE BED 
IN QUEENS CO. Crops Net Good as Last Year, 

and Housewives Must Pay 
More for Farm Products.

Deposit on Gagetown Road 
is New Attracting Re­

newed Attention.
The heavy rains of the past sum­

mer have worked a large amount of 
damage to the crops throughout the 
Province, with the result that the price 
of the majority of farm products is 
considerably higher than during this 
period last year. Although all the 
crops suffered to a large extent the 
cucumber crop was almost wiped out 
of existence ,in fact the crop of this 
year 1» only one-quarter of that of 
last summer, while the wholesale 
price instead of ranging from 20 to 
26 cents a dozen, ranges between fifty 
and sixty cents per dozen, or abput 
$4 a barrel. The rain also affected 
the potato crop to a considerable ex­
tent, and potatoes bought wholesale 
on the arrival of the river boats bring 
about $1.36 a barrel against $1 a bar­
rel last year.

Cabbgges that were bought at 
wholesale prices of 30 cents a dozen 
last year, cost according to their 
grade, between 40 and 70 cents a 
dozen this year, green tomatoes also 
suffered and are now being bought 
by the dealers for $2 a barrel as 
again at tho $1.25 and $1.50 a barrel of 
last year.

Next to the cucumber crop, the 
squash crop suffered largely, and those 
who bought them at Indian town for 
$1 a hundred last year, are now pay­
ing exactly double that price. Another 
vegetable that was affected by the 
rain was corn, and although corn 
could be bought for eight cents a 
dozen last year, It is now being 
bought wholesale at 13 cents a doz­
en. Beets, carrots and cauliflower, 
however, were not so much Injured 
as were the other vegetables, their 
wholesale prices being about the same 
as last year. The buying price on ap­
ples also remains the same, ranging 
from $1 to $2 a barrel.

Notwithstanding 
prices, however, all these farm pro­
ducts seem to be plentiful, as all the 
river boats are carrying good cargoes 
each trip. Both the Majestic and the 
I). .1. Purdy are doing a good business 
while the Victoria and the Elaine are 
also carrying their share. The Oconee

COMPANY MAY BE
FORMED TO WORK IT

Another Mineral Deposit Sup­
posed to be of Much Value 
Discovered on Form In 
Charlotte County.

An Important natural resource, 
which there is reason to believe will 
be developed in Queens County In the 
near future Is the deposit of iron ore 
known to exist on the Gagetown Road 
at a place known as Head Land. It 
has long been thought that this ore 
deposit was of sufficient extent and 
quality to warrant development on a 
commercial basis and it Is now learn­
ed that certain Interests are about
to take It up and will in all likelihood 
form a company to work it.

No details are available yet. but 
when the work is undertaken It will 
be on an extensive scale. Coal areas 
exist at Clones, about five miles from 
the Iron deposits and these are known 
to be of value. No teat has yet been 
made of the quality of the iron ore, 
but its presence has been known of 
for years and attention was recently 
directed to it in connection with the 
general development of the mineral 
resources of the province.

Another Valuable Find.
Another mineral discovery, which 

It is believed will prove of value has 
been made in Charlotte County at New' 
River by A. R. Lomox. Mr. I»mox has 
had the mineral analyzed by M. V. 
Paddock, of this city and R. T., Mack, 
of Fredericton, and is pleased with 
the reports they have given him.

Mr. Paddock says It is a micaceous 
deposit containing Iron, silicia, alum­
ina. potash and traces of manganese, 
and will be valuable for the manufac­
ture of metallic paint and as a metal 
polish. Evidently the find Is a very 
valuable and Important one. and Mr. 
Lomox reports there is a very large 
deposit of the mineral, which is of a 
reddish color, as soft as paste and 
as free of grlb and dirt that it can 
be used in its present state as a metal 
polish.

COUNTY SECRETARY 
DISCUSSES RELATION 

BE CITY TO PISHES
Says it Would be Unfair to 

Chante the City’s Percent­
age ef Cast of County Insti­
tutions.

In regard to the question raised by 
the Mayor of having ;i re adjustment 
of the percentages paid by the city 
and parishes towards the upkeep of 
county institutions, J. King Kelley, 
the county secretary, is of the opin­
ion that If any change was made it 
would be in favor of the people in 
the parishes. He said that the idea 
that prevailed in some quarters that 
by raising the assessment in the 
parishes, the taxes levied in the city 
for county purposes could be reduced 
was not In accordance with the facts. 
The percentage of the county expenses 
paid by the parishes was fixed by act 
of legislature, and so long as that 
act is on the statute books It Is of no 
Interest to thé city whether the par­
ishes raise their proportion on an 
assessment of $1,000,000 or $10,000,- 
000.

Dealers, However, Report that 

Business has been Fairly 
Good—Ontside Interest is 
well Maintained.

According to this act the city is re 
quired to pay 88 per cent, of the 
county expenses and the parishes the 
remainder. To charge the proportion 
would require another act of the legis­
lature and the county secretary is of 
the opinion that a readjustment of the 
percentage on the basis of property 
values would result in placing upon 
the city taxpayers the obligation to 
pay over 90 per cent, of the county 
expenses.

"The present arrangement was 
made over 20 years ago,” he said. 
“At that time the city had not recov­
ered from the effects of the big fire.

Any 
change that has taken place since'in 
the relations of the city and parishes 
has been In favor of the city tax­
payers. There has been no develop­
ment in the parishes at all comparable 
to that which has taken place in the 
city. There are many vacant farms 
in St. Martins and Musquash; in fact 
several villages have been abandoned. 
No doubt Fairvllle has grown; but 
the big companies over there like 
the, Partington Co. and the Simms 
Company, have had their assessment 
fixed by acta of the legislature. We 
cannot raise their assessments if we 
wanted to.

"Moreover, the county institutions 
are maintained largely for the bene­
fit of the people of the city. The 
great majority of the people In the 
hospital and almshouse come from the 
city. And the Jail—well, there are 
so few criminals in the parishes that
