MIRACULOUS STATUE
OF ST. ANNE SAVED

Charred and Smoking
Ruins of Majestic Cathedral
Priceless  Objects  Are
Buried.

Quebec, March 29 — (Canadian
Press)—aAs a result of the fire which
broke out this morning at St. Anne
De Beaupre, only the gaunt ruing of
the majestic cathedral which marked
the gite of the far-famed shrine, where
pious pilgrims have worshipped for
more than three centuries, arg left
standing, while the sacristry, the
monastery and; the college are also a
mass of desolatg debris.

The monetary loss involved ig esti-
mrated at $1,200,000, whilg the insur-
ange carried will probably reach the
sum of $500,000, Although no definite
plans have yet been announced by the
Redemptorist Fathers, it was stated
that, as soon ag possible, work would
be started to rebuild the venerable
pile and it was said that it would be
constructed on & larger and even more
imposing gcale than the building which
has just been destroyed. Thig after-
noon all that remained standing is
the facade, surmounted by the large
statug of Ste. Anne, and the walls on
the south side of the church.

In

Pricetess Articles Buried.

In the charred and smoking ruins
there are buried priceless objects, in.
cluding the main altar, a magnificent
work of white marble and brass, as
well as exquisite carvingg represent-
ing the “Last Supper”; the communion
railing, the Bishop's throne, the pulpit.
and the chancel stalls, the rich
stained glass windows, ag well as the
organ, which was ong of the best on
the continent. When the fire had at
tacked the church, the Blessed Sacra:
ment was taken from the pile by Rev.
Father Pintal, C. §S. R.; while the
parishionars worked to save all ¢he
treasures they could.

Statue Saved.

The miraculous statue of Ste. Anne,
known as the shrine, which stood at
the extremity of the middle aisle near
the communion rail, was saved. It
was at the foot of this statue that the
pilgrims kmelt and venerated the
relicc and when cured left their
crutches. The pedestal upon which
the statue stands is a very rich piece
of art, uniting in harmomy several
different kinds of marble, and was the
gift of a New York lady. The mirac-
ulous statue was thg gift of a Belgian
family, whose son was a member of
the Redempbtorist community at
Beaupre. Another priceless art relic
which wag saved was an oil painting
by Lebrun, which was presented to
the shrine in August., 1666, by Mar-
quis De Tracy. Most of the pews
and statuary were alsp saved. The
precious jewely wers also taken out
in time, while the relice wers safely
deposited itn the vaults.

The old chapel and the Scala
Sancta, situated on the north side of
the roadway, escaped unscathed, but
besides the Cathedral and three altars
therein, the sixteen side chapels, situ.
ated in aisleg on eithop side of the
Cathedral. wers also destroyed.

He did not blame the Govern-
ment for the depression that existed,
but considered it an aftermath of the
great wan, Similar conditions had pre-
vailed after the American Civil War,
when the dollar across the line went
fifty cents below par. In that war
not more than half a million men
were involved, while in the l}:te Euro;
pean war twenty-elght nations ha
taken part and seven million five hun-
dred lives were lost. While the Gov-
ernment was pot to blame for the war,
the people expected it to econuomize
and eut dowh expenses.

Previous gpeakers had intimated
that the Government was to be con-
gratnlated om;having reduced the es-
timates. They had also received con-
gratulations last year, but there had
been a deficit of half a million dol-
lars. He could promise the Govern-
ment that if they could keep within
the estimates during the coming year,
that he would be the first to extend
to them the glad hand, He wanted
a Government that would make an
estimate and. live up to it.

Willlam R¢ Walsh

The first epoaker of the evening was
Wm., R, Walsh M.A formerly fellow in
psychology at the Catholle University
of Washington, who took as his sub-
Ject, “Puychology in Advertising.” Mr
Walsh, In developing his subject, ex-
plained that an advertising man, in
launching a ocampalgn, must have
among other things, a knowledge of
the market and a knowledge of the
sommodity he {s exploiting, Having
rogard to the first of these, he must
have, among. other things, & know:
ledge of human nature or the consti
tution of man, partioularly, from o
peychologieal standpoint, as regards
the mental side of his constitution;
hils needs, desires, ambitions, emotions
ete, In connection with the commodity,
the advertising man must know the
features of it, which are capable ot
sntisfying those qualities of the mind,

With every need or desire there is
usually aswoclated a tendency to aet
in the direction of eatisfying that
need, and the advertising man's duty
is to establish’ an hssoclation in the
niind of the reader between the real
jgation of his need and the idea of
the product and the name of the firm,
which he is advertising, With a know
lodge of the market, a knowledge vi
human nature and a knowledge of his
gommodity, the advertising man {s
then in a position to determine what
plan of campnign he will adopt,

He may then begin (o write his
copy. In his copy, he must establish
an association and make it of such
force ns to result in the purchase of
the product or, ni least, In An enquiry
concerning it. Attention, futerest, im
preasion, memory, feeling and other
peyohological factors play an indis
pensible parl in estublishing the as-
sodiation and producing persuasion.

The speaker sald that advertising
dealt with elements which were prao
tically all psyehologienl, and, while
psychology was not an exact scletice,
and, while there was much disputed
ground 1in it, neverthejess, there was
to be found a great deal of praétical
knowledge concerning mental laws
and conscious processes, which would
be of great valne to the advertising
writer. Mr, Walsh, in the course of his
addross, which is by no means cover
éd in this article, used to advantage o
chart on the blackboard, which groatly
ussisted his aundionce in following the
paychologioa]l processes through wiilch
he traced the advertising campaign
