Not Allowed to- Bring in Dutv
Free Fish Caught in Treaty
Waters bv Newfoundlanders

Washington, D. C.,, April 24— Fishing in-
terests of New Englang are vitally affect-
ed by a ruling of the treasury department,
which has been sustained by the customs
court in thé case of the schooner. Sarah
G. ‘Wharf, commanded by Captain F. J.
Carter. :

The Hague tribunal gave American fish-
ermen the right to operate in treaty
waters, with foreign labor, but some of
the fishermen contended that fish caught
by natives of Newfoundland, for instance,
coyld be brought into ports of the United
States duty free by Americans.

In sustainifig the treasury department’s
ruling, the gourt defines an American
fishery, holdibg that fish caught in treaty
waters by ahy other than an American
owned or mastered outfit must pay duty
as imports.

Elk Garden, W. Va. April 24—Twenty-
two miners ate entombed in Ott Mine
Nb. 2, of the-Davis Coal & Coke Company,
here, the result .of an explosion early to-
day, and little‘chance is held out for the
rescue of any of them alive, beeause: of
the debris that has thus far impeded the
progress of rescuers. It cannot be learned
yet whether the explosion was caused by
dust or gas. Officials ‘of the company say
they have never known their mines to be
gaseous. . :

As soon as the accident became known
Superintendent Robert ‘Grant organized a
rescue corps of the miners off duty, and
these attempted to enter the mine. The
rescue parties had not advanced far into
the works before they discovered that it
would take several days to dig. through
the heaps of roof coal and slaté that -had
been loosened by the explosion. It then
was decided to effect an entranece nearer
the probable point of the explosion by
cutting the wall of an adjoining mine own-
ed by the same company. Late this after-
noon, the rescuers had penetrated to the
No. 2 mine at a point abaut 4,000 feet
from the outside entry. There still re-
mained about the same distance to go be-
fore reaching the buried miners.

Mine Under the Town.

The Ott Mine No. 2 is almost directly
under the town of Elk Garden, which is
on a hill. The mouth of the mine is about
balf a mile from the town. In ‘striking
contrast to the usual mine explosions, the
victims ‘in this case, with one exception,
are Americans: They ave: John Pritechard,
Arthur Pritchard,.

He spoke carelessly of
the crimes, teHing how the explosive was
“planted,” how he had visited union of-
itices and had been paid for his death-deal-
ing work, and of the explosions in which
the three other. members of the ‘‘wreck-
ing”’ band, he said, had figured. When
he finished he lifted his right hand and
swore fsle had. told the truth.

“Well, it's all off now, I guess,” he
drawled as he signed the document. “Don’t
tell Jim I ‘conghed,’ though, because he
would be -awful sore. You had me,though,
so all I could do was to tell.”

This document was in a wallet carried
on the person of Assistant District-Attor-
ney Ford, of Tos Angeles, when Captain
of Detectives Stephen Wood turned Me-
Manigal and McNamara over to the Cali-
fornia officials at 3.30 o'clock Saturday
afternoon.

McManigal's recital of the crimes he
said were perpetrated by him and Me
Namara involved two other alleged dyna-
miters.. They were M. A, Schmidt, known
as “Schmidty,” formerly a prominent
member of the Woodworkers’ Union of
Chicago, and Dave Kaplan. The last named
is under indictment in Los Angeles as
having been one of the men who set off
the bomb at the Times office. He is atill
at large. Schmidt is being sought in Ohio
by W. J. Burns and a corps of detectives.

. The Standard new-paper does Mr. Jxmea
Lowell, M. P. P., some sertice by making
a characteristic attaék upon him in eon-
nection with the Stspension bridge. Mr.
Lowell's constituents are thus reminded of
one mores important public service which
he has carried through—this time by/bring-
fng out information régarding the danger-
ous condition of the bridge and proving his
case’ by forcing the governmznt to admit/
‘his’ charge. These charga were based upon
the report of a bridge expert employed by
Mr. Hazen and his colleagues, and this ex-
pert gaid that the margin of nfety of ‘the
bridge was considerably less - than was
Jjustifiable.

Mr, Lowell successfully established the
fact that the government had long con-
cealed from the public the danger to which
it was exposed and of which it should
have been notified. The Standard shows a
strong desire to discuss the condition of
the bridge prior to 1908, but the expert's
:report deals with the condition at present
and during the last year or so, and it may
be safely said that the public is interested
in conditions mow rtather than- in the
Standard’s criticism of the prevmus ad-
ministration.

Mr. Lowell is charged with partizanship
by the Conservative journal, but as the
course he has followed has been very clear-
ly in the public interest, and very evident-
ly designed to protect the public against
danger and possible catastrophe; the Stand-
ard’s crmcum will rest somewhat lightly
upon hxm. The Conservative organ ven-
tures the absurd opimion that Mr. Lowell
jmight have done more at Fredericton than
he has done, and that he i8 not entitled to
credit for his work in connection with
ithe bridge. The people of St, John city
and county will certainly not subscribe to
that view. Mr. Lowell is a man who has
done much public service,” and if oppor-

TAXATION REFORM

When the question of tax reform was
before the Council some time ago, certain
aldermen opposed it on the ground that
they knew little or nothing about it, and
for them to interfere in the matter would
be like having a blacksmith tinker a watch.
But the vote on Tuesday last showed that
a similar state of ignorance did not exist
among the electorate. Many voters evi-
dently have their minds made up on the
matter -and are anxious to have such a
tax applied in the city. It is a good thing
for a legislator to hesitate when he feels
his ignorance of the subject, but ignor-
ance can only ‘excuse Mim for a very brief
period. The office of alderman presup-
poses a knowledge of the principles of
taxation, and a knowledge of one particu-
lar system can be obtained quickly by
application.

Many electors are so desirous of having
a reformed taxation that they passed over
& most extreme-display of municipal mis-
management in the hope that the single
tax system or a modification of it might
be forwarded. This should quicken on
the part of the aldermen the appreciation
of their obligations in that particular.
No reform is better calculated than this
to foster ,and promote the advantage of
the city.

Mayor L. D. Taylor, of Vancouver, who
was re-elected in January last on a land-
value tax platform, had the largest ma-
jority (1,681) ever given to &ny mayor in
Vancouver. Mr. Taylor is the proprietor
of the Vancouver World, and in reply to
the assertion, sometimes made, that tax-
ing land interferes with the progress of a
city, attention is drawn to the fact that
the World at present contains about two
full pages of real estate advertising.

What has Vaneouver really done in this
matter of taxation? In the first place it
has not introduced the single tax, proper-
ly speaking. Mr. Albert Jay Nock, who
was sent to Vancouver by the American
Magazine, to look into the improved sys-
tem of taxation, and who writes about it
in the May number of that periodical, re-
minds his readers that there is no single
tax in Canada and that there is mo
likelihood its adoption in either
Canada the TUnited States, for,
he says, you cannot have the single' tax
without free trade any more than you can
have an omelette without eggs.

CURRANT CULTURE

Essentials to Success in Crowing This
Fruit.

The- currant is a very hardy fruit, and
as fair results are obtained without high
culture, almost everyome who has a gar-
den grows currants. Like all other fruits,
however, thé currant becomes most profit-
able when it is given good care. 5

The currant is a “moisture-loving fruit,
hence for profit it should be planted in
a cool, moist, but well-drained soil. It
also requires rich soil, hence as a rule the
best is a good clay loam which is reten-
tive of moisture -and cooler than sandy
loam. The soil should be thoroughly pre-
pared for currants before planting. One
year-old plants. from cuttings, if strong, !
will give good satisfaction, although two-
old. They
should be planted in rows about six feet
apart, and from four to five feet apart in |
the rows, the wide distance being more
satisfactory for the strong growirg vgri-
eties, especially black currants.

Fall planting is best for currants. They
can, however, be planted in the spring!
with success. The plants should be set|
a little deeper than they were in the nur-|
sery, and the soil well pressed against the!
roots. Thorough cultivation should fol-|
low to promote as much growth as pos- |
sible, but it should be shallow, as the cur-|
The fol-|
lowing epring ‘he carrants will need some!
pruning to give them.a shapely open head, |
the bush when well shaped having from'
five to seven main branches well distrib-
uted to avoid crowding. The fruit of red
currants is formed from spurs on wood
two years “old, whilé the fruit of black

Where the square system of planting is
not adopted *the direction of the rows will
probably be decided or restricted by the
pecularities of the site. But where possible,
it is desirable to plant them north and
south to obtain the maximum amount of
sunshine per tree. As to the position of
the different varieties in the orchard, the
most important point to comsider is that
of the ample cross fertilization.

They come
to be known, they talk peace, temperance,
social reform, and as they itinerate they
come into public committee memberships
and into political office.

“They help Methodism and they also
help England and all causes that go to
make it better.

It appears to be safe with us. We run
into far fewer vagaries than do religious
bodies in many countries that have priests
in vast numbers.

“The Old Country is not played out,
I'd have you know. There was never a
perio when England was more prosper-
ous, when its rank and file were more in-

employment, when Christianity was strong-
er or the churches better attended and
when a public opinion, Christian in the
main, was more fully or more constantly,
in control. We don’t make as much noise
as some other nations on our hemisphere,
but we get there just the same, as you
Americans say.”’

There is to be a world Methodist con-
ference in Toronto next fall and at it Sir
Robert said he hoped two things might
be accomplished.® One of these is the
founding of a commission on world Metho-
dism, so that when great questions like
President Taft's proposition on arbitra-

hood may be shown.

Sir Robert said he is in America for
business reasons and also to attend meet-
ings of committees on the Toronto meet-
ing. He was a Member of Parliament for
twenty years, but is giving up most politi-
cal work that hez may push Methodism.
It was he who bought the aguarium site
in Westminster, on which Westminster
House, a headquarters for world Method-
isni, is now building.

The gardener' grows: his plants under/
glass and starts his ecitttings in the same
manner to prevent evaporation until such
a time as they develop root sysems that
will provide water for the portion above
ground.

low. fWe may safely say that whenever a
tree or plant dies, it i8 the fault of the
planter, unless it is practically dead when
1t is operated on. z

Many times when a tree is half dead
and has but scarcely any roots, a judicious
system of pruning and packing of the
roots around the tree would save it. How
much to prune plants and trees will de-
pend upon the locality, soil, climate and
other conditions and the intelligence of
In a dry climate where the
trees are exposed to the hot or drying
winds or a hot sun the top of the tree
must be thinned out to mieet the short
supply of water or the undue evapora-
tion. If the trée has become partly dried
out before planting the wood must be
thinned to meet the short supply of mois-
ture.

Here again the ‘intelligence of the plant-
er is made manifest. The inexperienced
planter cuts all the branches back alike,
while the experienced planter bears in
mind that his purpose is to check evap-
oration.

He knows that the smaller, thin
branches make the heaviest demands and
that the vigorous ones are more sappy.
He cuts out the smaller thin branches and
leaves the more vigorous ones. He can
give the tree a severe pruning without in-
Juring its ferm.

The roots should be pruned so that they
will contain no bruised roots and so that
they will correspond with the size of the
top. The top and the roots should be
evenly balanced. Many trees die because
they have too many roots, that is, they
form a thick mass that prevents the soil
from packing around the strongest roots
and the tree is unable to make moisure
connections with the soil.—W, Milton
Kelly.

FIRE BLIGHT

On Apple and Pear Trees—Nature
and Effects of the Disease,

In order to successfully cope with a dis-
ease, whether it be a disease of animals |

or of plants, it is most desirable to know |
its specific cause and its methods of at-|

}
tack. Practically all that is known con-
cerning the precise nature of infectious
diseases, both of animals and plants, has
been learned ‘during the last thirty years
or go. Everyone now is familiar with the
precautions necessary to prevent the
spread of typhoid fever, cholera, tuber-
culosis and anthrax, and other infectious
diseases in man and animals. Individuals
suffering from these diseases are isolated
as far as possible &hd care is taken that
all discharges from their bodies are burn-
ed or otherwise disinfected. These pre-
cautions are necessary because these dis-
eases are the result of micro-organisms
gaining access to the body through water,
food or wounds, and there rapidly mul-|
tiplying. Thejr multiplication produces‘
the symptoms of the disease, and as nnl—l
lions of the germs are seon produced in |
the body from a few that have gained en-!
trance, some of these are given off in the!|
discharges, and if these are not destroyed
they are liable to spread the 'disease to !
whoever comes 1n contact with them.

The disease of some trees known by |
the various names of fire blight, pea-r
blight, apple twig blight, body blight,
and blight canker, is a bacterial disease.
and hence if its spread is to be prevented
precautions must be taken somewhat sim-
ilar to these found necessary in dealing
with bacterial or infectious diseases of
man and animals.

So far as is known, the disease is pe-
culiar to North America, where it has
caused immense losses to pear and apple
growers. In addition to being found on

EFFECTS OF THE DISEASE.

The disease is caused by a microbe
known as ‘‘Bacillus amylovorus,” which
on gaining entrance to the bark of a tree
subject to its attack, rapidly multiplies
there and in doing so kills the bark. If
the bark attacked be that of a twig, the
twig ‘with its leaves, blossoms or fruit
will wither, turn brown and die. If the
bark attacked be that of the trunk or
main Jimb, the result is a canker of the
area’ attacked. The cankered area is wus-
ually darker colored than the healthy part,
is somewhat sunken, and usually sur-
rounded by a crack. If the cankered
bark be cut, it will be found to be brown
and tough instead of being white ar light
green and tender. The canker in the ap-
ple tree does not usually spread to very
great dimensions except in a few varie-
‘ties, principally the Russian varieties.
With the pear tree, however, it is dif-
ferent, for when the bacillus finds en-
trance to the bark of the trunk or a main
limb of a pear tree it usually continues to
spread there until it has killed the tree.

PEAR TREES SUSCEPTIBLE

For the disease to spread rapidly in a
tree it is necessary that the affected bark
be juicy. The bark of the large limbs
and trunk of the pear tree is softer and
more juicy than that of most varieties
of apple trees. Hence it is that the ‘dis-
ease spreads more rapidly and does much
more damage in the trunks and large
limbs of the pear than in those of the
apple. On the other hand, the bark of
the twigs and young shoots of the apple
1s softer and more juicy than that of the
pear twigs, and comsequently blight of
the apple trees is usually in the form of a
twig blight, all the young growth on a
tree often being killed in one season.

Trees in sod are not so sappy as those
under Cultivation. Hence it is that the
disease_kills off trees in well cultivated
orchards more often and more rapidly
than in orchards that are in sod. How-
ever, god is not the ideal condition for an
orchard. It not only curtails the produc-
tion of fruit and hinders the development
of the tree in general, but_ it harbors|
numerous insect pests for which it is a
good breeding ground. We must, then,
if we are to get the best results from
orchards, cultivate them and find|
some other means of keeping the blight
in check than by leaving them in sod.

HOW THE BLIGHT IS SPREAD.

It is the ten-
der, juicy bark that, as we have before
mentioned, supplies the ideal conditions
for the blight germ to rapidly develop in.

| puncgures have the blight, the sucking
|tube which is inserted in the bark will bs
| contaminated with the blight germ, and
| large numbers of germs will be drawn in
| to the body of the insect and will cover its
jmouth parts, and so, when the aphid
moves to another. twig, it will carry the
germs along with it, and on punecturing
the fresh twig will inoculate it with these
germs. We found this to be happening
In practically all the orchards we visited
during June, July and early August. We
found many young tiees that had not vet
borne a blossom and that were absolutely
free from blight before the aphids cama
in June, to have after this date all their
voung shoots killed out by the gradua
spread of the disease from the tops dow:

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Insects, more than any other thing,|
are responsible for spreading the blight.|
It was demonstrated a few years ago that|
bees, wasps and other blossom visiting
insects often carry the germs of the dis-|
ease on their bodies, especially their|
mouth parts, to the blossoms they visit|
in the orchard. When they insert their
proboscis into the flower to get the nec-|
tar, they deposit a few germs in the!
nectaries, and here the germs develop
rapidly, kill the flower, and pass down the |
bark of the flower stem to the fruit spur,|
kill it and all the other blossoms on it;
they continue to work their way in the
bark, passing on down the twig to the
larger branch, and thus we get a typical
case of “twig hlight.”

When the ‘disease is active in a sappy
tree, there is often a gummy exudate from
the part affected. This is usually amber-
colored and may be seen on the outside
of the diseased bark, sometimes in
globules and sometimes slowly streaming
dewn the surface. This gummy mater-
ial is teeming with the disease germs and
many insects like to feed on it, and in
feeding on it they get their feet and mouth
parts covered with the germs, and these

fly away they take along’with
themr. So when they fly from a diseased
tree to a healthy one, they are liable to
inoculate the latter with the disease
germs from the former. The inoculation
is made either through the flower by the
honey seekers or else by a puncture of
the bark by a bitipg or boring insect, such
as a beetle, or by a sucking insect, such
as the various plant bugs and aphids.

For ten years the conservationists ha\'e’
been warning us of the end of our timber|
supply. We have heard that our forests,!
at the present rate of cutting, would not!
last fifteen years, and that our water-|
course were already drying. The alarmists |
bave been believed, and in a measure, |
heeded. If they have exaggerated it Wa!i
because no one would have listened if they |
had not; and even in their overstatements
there has been a share of truth.

It is now a satisfaction to’ record one
beneficial result of those alarms. It had
been generally supposed that the  timber
lands of Maine were being impoverished
along with those of the rest of the coun+
try: that the Maine lumber industry was|
to be ended in a term of years. This, itf
appears, is not the case. On the contrary, |
under the present system of cutting the|
timber lands of Maine may be made to’
last indefinitely. Maine is raising timber|
by the crop. The education of publie
opinion has, in part, caused this; but more|
the enlightened self-interest of the lumber|
companies.

It was the wettest season
in years, rain following rain in an almost
perpetual drizzle. The dampness continued
most of the season and the loss by forest
fires was only $14,567. The season of 198
was as abnormal the other way; it wi
be remembered as the driest year
decade or more. The drought began
in May and lasted until October 27.
this period were only three weeks when
forest fires would not run, With the ut-
most vigilance and much hard fighting the
forest wardens kept the loss down to an
estimate of $618,816, and \the area burned
was less than one per cent of the wooded
land of the state. In 1900 came the first
real test of Maine's forest fire protection
The appropriation had been more than
trebled ($64,000), making possible more
frequent patrols and lookouts The est1
mate of damage dropped to $£93.699. Last
year it was only $2,841. The United States
government has copied Maine’s system for
preventing forest fires

When we consider that this whole
paign of conservation and economic
estry dates back to 1002, it is to see that
the country is not, after all, so slow to
“eatch on.” In 1902 the scientifi
forestry in Maine was begun by the United
States for the Great Northern Paper Com-
pany. Three years later the field was en
tered by independent foresters, practising
for private owmners. It is only fair to add
that no mean share of the misionary work
was done by the Federation of Women's
Clubs, which established a chair of forestry
at the State University.

Ottawa, April 21—Leaving the embar-

gard to allowances for traveling expenses.

The western Oonservatives, in particular,
are returning from their constituencies
much chastened. and today’s twist in tac-
tics may indicate that the opposition pre-
fer to revert to the business of scandal-
hunting rather than continue a parliament-
ary battle in which many of them are
now satisfied they are identified with the
unpopular side.

(George Taylor, of Leeds, led the attack,
his ammunition consisting of a return
brought down showing the amounts paid
last year by each department for travel-
ing expénses. ‘The ex-Conservative whip
waxed indignant over amounts of several
hundred dollars spent for ‘incidentals”
and “tips.”

John J. McNamara Alleged to Be Cencerned in Blowing
Up of ‘Les Angeles Times Building, Camsing Loss of 2!
Lives—Detectives Say They Found Great Stores of Ex-
plosives in Union Headquarters and in a Barn—Sleuths
Tell a Thrilling Story of Traifing Suspects for Moaths.

Indianapolis, Ind., April 22—After
months of investigation, directed by Wil-
{llam J. Burns, the San Francisco graft in-
| vestigator, now head of a detective agency,
Jobn J. MeNamara, international secretary
of the Bridge and Structural Iron Work-
ers of America, the head quarters of which
are in Indianapolis, was arrested here late
today charged with complicity in the dy-
namiting of the Los Angeles Times on Oc-
tober 1, 1910, and the plant of the Llewel-
‘lyn Iron Works in Los Angeles.

Four hours after McNamara was arrest-
led detectives " found two quarts of
! nitro-glycerine and  seventeen  sticks
lof dynamite in a barn three-
{quarters of a mile west of Indianapolis.

The barn, the detectives say, was rented
by McNamara from T. H, Jones, the Own—’
er, !

A later investigation of the internatiom\lé
offices of the union disclosed in a store-!
room in the basemert oi the building (‘ﬁ!
sticks of dynamite, 200 feet of fuse, 500
dynamite caps, .one dozen small alarm
clocks and a leather case made to carry a
ten-pound can ‘.of nitro-glycerine. Detec-
tive Burns took possession of all the ex-
plosives.

Requisition papers from the Governor of
California had been signed by Governor
Marshall before the arrgst of McNamara,
and he was arraigned immediately before
Judge Collins in the police court.

Twenty minutes after McNamara had
been seized in the association headquarters
in the American Central Life Bldg., where
a meeting of the executive board of the|
organization was adjourning, he was taken|
from the city by detectives in an automo-|
bile.

Opening the last day of the Canadian
recipracity debate 1n the house, Represen
tative MeCall, of Massachusetts, declared
today that the farmers of the United
States had been pushed forward to hide
the real interests opposed to the agree-
ment. Mr. McCall's speech, favoring reci-
procity, was one of the most important
of the discussion. He had charge of the
bill in the last nongress.

Mr. McCall said that he spoke in behalf
of all Republicans who were in favor of
the measure. He ridiculed the “‘eulogies

lupon the farmers” which, he said, had

characterized the majority of the speecles
against reciprocity.

“The farmer is not the sad-eyed mon-
strosity that he has been painted in this
house,” declared the speaker

The opening up of the cheap lands of
Canada to United States markets would
not be injurious to- the latter, said Mr.
Mec(Call.

“The lands that we fear,” he said, “are
lands adapted only to a single crop, but
one which will soon be exhausted.

“The advantage of this reciprocity agree-
ment will be not that of reducing the
price of 'a single bushel of wheat but
when the time of our scarcity comes it
will prevent the rise in price by giving
free access to the Canadian supply.”

Mr. McCall urged the Republican mem-
bers from the northwestern border states
to support the reciprocity agreement.

Mr. Scheff, who has charge of the
advertising of Canada for the dominion
government in the mother country, is mak-
ing a tour from the Atlantic to the Pacific
for the purpose of securing some first-hand
information about our agricultural and
other possibilities with the view of pub-
lishing articles on the same fop immigra-
tion purposes. He is being accompanied
on his tour by W. Webb, E, Peddle, and
J. Mullin, of the English staff of the Can-
adian immigration department.

Speaking to a reporter for The Telegraph
Mr. Scheff, like other English journalists

~who have visited this province of late, com-
mented somewhat strongly on the fact
that through lack of advertisement too
 little was known of the lower provinces
in the old country.

He pointed out that the dominion gov-
ernment, spent a huge sum for advertising
generally in England; but that the expendi-
ture of some of the provinces, particularly
of New Brunswick,  was tremendously
small. That the trend of immigration was
westward was not due to any particular
advantage which the west had over the
east, but to the over advertising of the
west at the expense of the east.

Entering
the shed McManigal's home, where they
arrived just after nightfall, they assert
they found a wooden partition with a
locked door, in which was the box. Detec-
{ive Burns was prepared with a key which
fitted the lock of the box. The dynamite
was tightly packed and it was estimated
the total ber of sticks weighed be-
tween 300 and 400 pounds

Chief of Police Myers, of Tiffin. was
with Burns and Badorf when the dyna
mite was found. He set a guard or two
policemen over the shed for the night.

After having uncovered the dynamite °

at Tiffin, Burns and Badorf engaged an
automobile and went to Bloomvifle (0.),
where they said thev expected to find an-
other cache of explosives.
