Berlin, Jan, 25. via London—In  the

futtre no-one will be deceived by Eng-
land’s magnanimous appeals.in the name
of civilization: and humenity, said Dr,
Von - Bethmann-Hollweg, the « German
imperial ‘chancellor, after reviewing the
methods of warfare 'which he said had
been adopted by Great Britain’ and her
Allies.

‘Phe chancellor’s statement was made
to a. representative .of -the Associated
Press ‘at the ‘German. field -headquarters
in ‘a town in northern France.

The chancellor and the foreign minis-
ter, Gottlieh' Von Jagow, were sen ina
village which serves the office and dwell-
ing for themselves and for the members
of the diplomatic suite accompanying the
Emperor William afield.

The  correspondent sought to obtain
the views.of the chancellor and foreign
minister on' Anglo-American “relgtions,
with particular references to British' in-
terference. with American shipping, No
official information had beem  received
concerning the reply of the British to the
American  note, so they were unable to
discuss the British statement in detail.

One section of 'the note, as given in
rewspaper despatches, made.a particular
jmpression, however, on the chancellor.
It was -the paragraph. in which. Great
Britain declared ‘that she had: been act-
ing on the principle that foodstuffs were
conditional contraband and that England
bad’ not . interfered with shipments of
foodstuffs not intended. for the .armed
forces of an enemy or for a-hostile gov-
ernment. ~In this' connection;: the . chan-
cellor pointed aut that no shipments. of
grain’ ‘or -other provisions had reached
Germany from America during the war.

The chancellor then made the follow-
ing statement: :

death. They know heither danger nor
fatigue, but quietly and courageously go
about their mission of mercy. Upon
their armlet they bear the Red Cross
sign, but this has not prevented the Ger-
mans on many occasions from firing
upon them in order that they may be
prevented from succoring and binding up
the wounded and the fallen.

These are bravée women and when the
smoke of battle has died away and peace
has once again been restored upon the
continent of Europe the work that they
have performed and the brave acts they
have done will be written in letters of
gold in the imperishable annals of British
history. That the work of the Red Cross
nurses does not merely comprise looking
after and tending the wounded will be
shown by the following inte; inter-
esting account of the work of Lieut.
Amy Neale, whose letter to her brother,
Lieut. J. B. Neale, of the 10th Royal
Grenadiers, of Toronto, » was recently
published in the Torontor Sunday World.

In the course of her letter, Miss Neale
says: “A short time ago a very long
train stopped at our siding abhout 10 p.
m. It contained two complete hospitals
from India, one for the natives and. one
for the British ‘Indian wounded.  Just
imagine how cold they were. They had
left India in the hot weather and had
come straight to Boulogne and Mar-
seilles.” We gave them hot tea, etc, as
we always have boiling water ready, and
in the morning I got the sisters into the

Poor' things, they were grateful as they
had spent the night in the train and, of
course, when the engine was taken off
the ‘carriages were not heated. One of
these Indian hospitals is now housed at
a beautiful hotel facing the sfn, with the
tents round it.

“I was on duty here at the station,
continues Miss Neale, “where we heard
the sad news of Lord Roberts’ death;

German writers deny some of the
charges of atrocities committed against
non-combatants, but the case does not
rest upon unsupported charges. It is
proved by the proclamations of German
generals  which have been  ‘published.
Here is -another piece of evidence from
a German source. Attention is called to
the publication in the Munchner Neu-
este Nachrichten of an account by a
German officer, Lieut. Eberlein, of St.
Die, in" France, A German column had
entered the town and barricaded itself
into a house to await reinforcements.
This German officer writes:

“We had arrested three civilians, and
a good idea occurred to me. They were
put on chairs and told to go and sit in
the: middle of the street, Little by little

one becomes terribly hard. Well, therc
they: sat in the street. How many
prayers of anguish they uttered I do not
know, but their hands were clasped ad
though with cramp. I am sorry for
them, but' the method was immediately
efficacious. The fire from the houses on
our flanks weakens immediately, and we
are able to occupy the opposite housé,
and so are masters of  the principal
|street.”

The officer then explains how St. Die
was cleared of the enemy, and adds:

“As I learnt afterwaros, the reserve
regiment which enterea St. Die more to
the north had experiences quite like ours.
The four civilians whom they compelled
to sit in the street were killed by French
bullets. I myselfisaw them lying in
the middle of the street near the hos-
pital.”

civilians who were not alleged to have
committed any offence. They were sim-
ply placed in the firing line in the ex-
pectation that their countrymen would
be deterred from firing in that direction.

Some hens moult slowly, shed-
ding a few feathers at a time and re-
placing these immediately with new ones.
The attendant ~will . frequently fail to
note this gradusl change and will sud-
denly awake to the fact that these slow
gnoulting gpecimens have in some mys-
terious way secured patches of new
feathers. G :

Other hens seem to drop their old
feathers practically at one time, and for
a little while are ridiculous looking ob-

growth seems to start simultaneously on
practically all sectionsof the body, in-
stead of following a regular sequence, as
is usyal in the slower moult.

Because the moulting hens must bend
their energies to the secretion of feather
making material, they naturally  cease
egg production, either partially or en-
tirely. Somé few individuals, especially
those which are moulting slowly or are
possessed ' of ually vigirous -consti-
tutions, may <ontinue to lay more o
less regularly; but such are only excep-|
tions to the general rule,

The effect of this annual change of ap-
parel on the part-of our layers and the
consequent stoppage of ‘production is re~
flected in" market egg quotations. The
winter shortage of the egg crop is not
s0 mueh due to unfavorable weather con-
ditions as to-the fact that more than
half of our layers are so busily™engaged
in other work during the late fall and
carly winter months that they forget to
visit their nests. b

Poultrymen have long recognized. this
fact, and have attempted in many ways
to induce early moulting, and so get the
flock back in laying ‘condition by the
time the period of high prices arrives.
One favorite method is to induce early
moulting by the so-called “starving proc-
ess,” the idea being to cause the flock to
do their moulting when ‘eggs are of com-
paratively little value, and so be pre-
pared to ive a’ good daily yield when
their product is in such great demand.

Since it usually takes about niﬁ y.
days for old hens to complete their
and again get into laying ‘condition,
poultrymen who. make a practice of fore~
ing  the moult start the process in
August. 'The usual procedure is about
as follows: The selected hens are con-
fined to their houses, or, at least, to
small yards, to prevent them from pick-
ing up any food save that supplied to
them. The daily ration is then gradu-
ally reduced, until at the end of a week
they are receiving but half the normal
amount each day. In some cases this
half- feeding is continued for another
fortnight, and during the fourth week
the amount is gradually increased, u‘nt_il
at the end of' the month it is again re-
stored to the usual amount. In others
food is entirely withheld for four or five
days during the second ‘week, and is
then gradually supplied, .so the atq%l;
is on full feed again at the end of &
third week. Ot course, water is sup-
plied in abundance during the time when
the birds are kept on a total fast.

Either plan results in a total stoppage
of egg production affer the first week,
upsets the normal condition and aetivi-
ties of the fowls and almost invariably
throws them into moult. Then when
they again receive a full ration, rich in
meat and other nitrogenous foods, they
Lbegin building feathers instead of pro-
ducing eggs. i

There is no actual cruelty involwed in
this ‘treatment, though it may seem a
bit harsh.  As a matter of fact, few, if
any, hens will appear to be seriously af-
fected and the loss in weight will be but

This indicates the neces-
ity of giving them particularly good
care, protecting them in every way and
supplying a ration containing an abun-
dance of those materials they require at
this time. To often the moulting flocks
are actually  meglected and. particularly

cause they are not contributing to the
market egg basket.. Such a poliey is
shortsighted, as lack of care: merely

their new feathers and postpone the date
upon which they again produce regular-
ly. ' If there is any reason for giv-
ing the pullets extra in order to
coax them to-start laying early the same
argument can e cited in support of the
contention ‘that ‘the moulting specimeng
should be given assistance also.

In the first place the latter should be
given quarters which are clean, dry and
comfortable.

DESTROY SUBMARINE
AT BELGIAN BASE

London, Jan, 24—While German a¥r-
men on Friday morning 'were dropping
bombs on’ Dunkirk, one of which dam-
aged the American consulate, two Brit-
ish  aviators paid a visit to Zeebrugge
and succeeded in damaging a Submarine
and killing or wounding the crews of the

The British official report, issued Sat-
urday night, says that apart from the
 bregking of the windows and the smash-
ing of the furniture of the American
consulate; “no particular-. damage was
done.” It makes no reference whatever
to the Paris report thaf six persens were
killed and a number of others wounded
at Dunkirk, and it is therefore not known
whether this report covers completely the
attack of the German airmen who, ac-
cording to unofficial despatches, dropped
a8 many as eighty bombs on the French

port.

One of the British aviators was Squad-
ron. Commander R. B. Davies, who re-
cently made a night flight over Bruges,
dropping bombs: on the railway station
there,”” Prior = to ' reaching ‘Zeebrugge,
Commander Davies was surrounded by
seven German airmen ‘and, although
glightly wounded, succeeded in making
his flight along the coast, and returning|

safely.

“One of the twelve or thirteen bombs
dropped by German aviators on Dun-
kirk- Friday fell just outside the Am-
erican consulate, broke all the windows,
and smashed the furniture,” says an
official report; issued by the press
bureau. *Outside of this, no particular
damage was done.”

“French and British naval and mili-
tary. airmen engaged the German aero-
planes, one of which was brought down
by ‘a British military machine just over
the Belgian frontier, and the pilot and
obseryer captured.” |

The report describes the dropping of
bombs by British airmen at Zeebrugge.
“During the day,” it says, “visits were
paid to Zeebrugge by Squadron Com-
pander R. B. Davies and Flight Lieuten-
ant R. Pearse, and twenty-seven bombs
were dropped ‘on two submarines “and
guns on - the Mole, It is believed that
one submarine was damaged consider-
ably and that many casualties were
caused among the gun’s crews.

“In ‘ reconneitering before this, Com-
mander Davies was on one occasion sur-
routided ' by seven German aeroplanes,
but managed to elude them. He was
slightly wounded in the side on the way
to Zeebrugge, but continued his flight,
aceomplished his mission, and is now
progressing satisfactorily.”

Londen, Jan, 28, 1.80 a. m.—A de-
spatch to the Exchange Telegraph Com-
pany from Copenhagen says:

“The mine peril in the Baltic Sea is
spreading. In addition to the loss of the
Swedish steamer Drott, whica struck a
mine off Raumo, Finland, Thurseday and

sank with the loss of six men of her
crew, the steamer Apus is supposed to
have met the same fate with the loss of
twelve of her crew. It is feared that the
steamer Hammar also has been lost,
either in the rough weataer or by com-
ing in contact with a mine.”
