A GREAT OLD SOCIETY BREAKS UP,
The Anci

of Crossbowmen
nt ",

sondon Standard.

A link f ich bound modern Europe
to the midki® ages has just been severed
at Ghent by the Ancient Guild of Cross-
bowmen in that city. It had existed
since the eleventh century, but with
ever-diminishing utility, since crossbows
and long bows are no longer in fashion ;
and the society came lately to the con-
clusion that it had ceased to have any
raisen d'etre. Its massive plate has all
been sold, including a superb chased
silver cup, presented to the association
by the Archduke Albert and the Arch-
duchess Isabella, which has now become
the property of Baron Rothschild at the
price of 25,000 francs.

The closing hoursof the old guild were
celebrated by a banquet, at which it is
not to be doubted that the burghers
feasted as proudly as did those of Ant-
werp, who, when they were entertained
by the Prince of Orange, finding their
benches hard, spread their jeweled velvet
oloaks over them, and afterward left
them to the lackeys, saying, “ We donot
carry away our dinner cushions! After
this final act of comradeship, when the
antique crossbows were hung upon the
tapestry for the last time, and the great
parcel gilt goblet of the association,
brimmed with spiced Rhenish, went
round for the ultimate toast, the mem-
bers still had a matter of ten thousand
guilders in hand, This sum they trans-
mitted to the Charity Commission of
Ghent, and therewith the existence of
the antique confraternity terminated.

Great and famous are the men who
have belonged to it in bygone days. Ita
sturdy burghers and the stalwart men-at-
arms maintained and drilled by them
were the terror of the Duke of Alva—if
anything could ever terrify that fierce
and arrogant soldier, who in sixty years
of warfare was never once beaten or sur-
prised. In his time the society was a
power in ‘the state. We slay each other
now by neater means, and these ancient
weapons have no longer any existence,
except as toys at archery meetings and
in the sports of little boys.

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THE PUBLIC HEALTH.

It is to be hoped that eyery precaution
will be taken to prevent the generation
and spread of disease during the present
summer. The odor which has arisen
during the last few days from those
places which were submerged during the
recent flood, shows that a thorough
cleaning of the city is necessary. No
slipshod work should be allowed. The
men now employed in cleaning the
streets should be carefully supervised,
80 that the work may be thoroughly
done, and that no reflection can be cast
upon the city authorities should any epi-
demic break out during the present sea-
son. We hope, as we stated ina recent
issue, that the health inspector will be
very careful in his inspectoral visits, and
that he will see that every portion of the
city is put in & good sanitary state. It is
what those who have given their pre-
mises & thorough cleaning have a right
to expect. If any part of the city is not

ly aftended to, resid in other
porﬁom which are thoroughly cleaned
will suffer with those who have been ne-
glectful.

The emanations from several of the
sewers for the past few days have been
such as to make the greatest economist
feel that the question of sewage must
shortly receive attention, aud that some-
thing must at once be done to put down
the unwholesome and injurious effuvia
which comes from those sewers which
were blocked up during the flood.

Those who live and do business on the
principal streets, and who have thrown
open apertures for cellar ventilation,
should be made to disinfect their cellars,
80 that passers-by may not be subjected
to the offensive effluvia which anses
from them. The emanations from some
of these cellars where oil and other ma-
terial was stored, has been, for two or
three days past, very disagreeable, and
could easily be prevented by trifling ex-
pense and by a little attention,

Now that local boards of health have
been appointed, and a provinoial health
officer is about to be gazetted, we trust
that city hygiene will be more than a
name, We hope that the provincial
board will formulate some’ plan of work
and that they will keep abreast of the
times in the matter of sanitation. We
trust too, that the secretary, who will be
the chief health officer for the province
Will make the subject of hygiene a study,
that the matter of public health will
engross much of his attention, and that
he will not allow himself to make the
position a convenience orone for relax-
ation,

Orrawa, June 2—The whole topic of
discussion here to-day is theaction of the
House in the Queens County Election
Case, and the sensational scenes at the
close of the proceedings. The vote was
the largest this session and probably the
largest that could bs obtmined under
any circumstances. Excluding pairs
only fourteen seats were unrepresented
in the vote. To obtain the government
majority of nineteen the party whips had
to be applied with the utmost severity.
Many conservatives who denounced
Baird were forced {o vote to sustain him
in King's seat. Many agreed with others,
who, voting with the government said
that should Baird continue to retain the
seat, he would be unfitted to
sssociate  with  gentlemen. Your
correspondent saw Baird this
morning and asked him what he meant
by his qualified offer to resign. He said
that he intended to convey to the house
the statement that he would resign only
if asked by the conservatives of Queen’s
county to do so. e did not propose to
be guided by the feelings of either con-
servative or liberal members. He evi-
dently now feels master of the situation
and is determined to hold on to Mr.
King's seat regardless the opinion of the
liberals in the house or out of it.

AGRICULTURE.

The Pounitry Yard.

A correspondent of the Country Gen-
tleman who has good success with poul-
try, feeds wheat, all they can eat, with
scalded corn meal when they are small.

Lime is a purifier and should be used
often to wash the coops, perches and
nest boxes. Sprinkle the perches most
frequented by them with air slacked
lime.

Turkeys and guineas should not be al-
lowed to rest on the tree tops, or the re-
sult will be roup, which is contagious,
and the fowls of the barn-yard being sub-
jeet toit.

When fowls lay soft eggs, give plenty
of lime and green food, Cablage is a
good winter food. Hens that lay soft eggs
are usually quite fat from too much grain
feed alone.

It is possible that old hens may be too
fnt to hy, not so with pullets. Feed them

with singular skill and d , she
had stopped the flow of blood from the
wound.

Ventilate the building where your
poultry is kept daily, no matter how cold
the day may be. Let the foul air oat, and
the fresh air in amongst the birds. Thus
only can you keep them healthy in con-
finement,

Roup comes from dampness and taking
cold. It usually shows itself by a running
from the nostrils, weary eyes and foul
breath. The comb looses its bright color,
and the bird droops and refuses to
eat. Take the sick fowl away from the
others and place it in a dry warm coop
and give it a teaspoonful of a solution of
chlorate of potash in a glass of water.
Give three times daily, and pour a little
in the trough where the other fowls
drink.—American Poultry Journal.

A desirable leed for laying hens must
consist of grain in variety, wheat, grass,
vegetables, oats, barley, corn and buck-
wheat, wheat and buckwheat being best
for egg production. But to keep up flesh
and muscle, oats and barley are neces-
sary as & part of their feed. Corn should
be used sparingly, especially in suminer,
as it 18 too heating and drying to the
blood and tissues ; but with other grain
in cold weather it is desirable at times,
1owls like it better than other grain. Veg-
etables are absolutely essential to the
health, thrift and productiveness of fowls,
and fresh meat or insects s also an im-
portant item of their bill of fare.

The production of eggs is a thing desir-
ed by every poultryman,and is one of
the most profitable branches of the poul-
try business. Ordinarly every hen will
lay a certain amount of eggs in the year,
but with proper food and care they will
lay more than if neglected and forced to
search for their own living. The produc-
tion of eggs is & great drain to the hen;
during laying time from one and a half
to two ounces of highly concentrated food
is secreted through the tissues every day
or every other duy. Four ounces of solid
food is enough, and is the average amount
consumed by each well cared for hen,
which shows almost an equal amount
needed for egg production and to Supply
nourishment and wastes of the body.

It is the little things about the care
and management of poultry which need
the most attention, and which have an
important influence on the real success
and final profit derived from poultry cul-
ture. Charcoal is a small item of poultry
diet, but too often neglected, or at least,
it does not receive the attention its im-
portance deserves.
