“The association, which was con­
ceived by men in the province In­
terested in the work of our hospitals, 
places us on a level in this way with 
the other provinces. The associa­
tion will be divided into various com­
mittees. which will be devoted to 
such sides of hospital work as hos­
pitals for the insane, tubercular hos­
pitals. children’s hospitals, all sol­
dier institutions, and the nursing side 
of hospital work.

"All these committees will report 
regularly to the central committee 
and such recommendations as are 
thought advisable will be made from 
time to time to the provincial gov­
ernment, as to improving conditions 
in all kinds of hospitals. A special 
activity of the association will be 
to look into the matter of the smaller 
country hospitals. It is felt that 
here there is perhaps a great deal 
of useful advisory work that can be 
done in this way."

Colonel Gartshore stated that the 
: annual classification of hospitals by 
|the American College of Surgeons 

will be continued as before, and that 
the association is not concerned in 
this method of examinations. "This 
classification by the American College 
of Surgeons.” he said, “Is a volun­
tary thing on its part, and we don’t 
have to follow any of their sugges­
tions unless we agree with their 
findings. For that matter, they con­
duct the same classification of all 
the South American, as well as the 
American, hospitals, and by then* 
placing we have at least a fairly ac­
curate criticism of our own institu-

USED TO SHIVER SCIENTIFIC COMMENT3
But Conductor Ashton Is Still 

Yanking Bells on Oxford ' 
Line.

Writer Argues That London’s 
Basin Was a Former 

Lake Bed.
THREE ARE WOUNDED

Associated Press Despatch.
Minneapolis, Minn., Dec. 14.—Four 

escaped convicts, who were cornered 
after leaving the Minneapolis post- 
office tonight, shot and wounded a 
policeman and two bystanders. One 
of the gunmen was captured and 
taken to police headquarters, where 
he gave the name of "Red" Ryan.

All four of the men were alleged 
to have escaped from the penitentiary 
at Kingston, Ont., by setting fire to 
the prison barn and climbing over 
the walls. Later they are alleged 
to have robbed banks at Detroit and 
Chicago.

Those shot were: Patrolman Nor­
man L. Schaef, seriously wounded; 
Gustaf Erickson, Minneapolis, slight­
ly wounded; Carl Erickson, son of 
Gustaf, slightly wounded.

The four were followed to Minne­
apolis about a week ago, and were 
seen to collect mail regularly at the 
general delivery window. Tonight 
when they called they were followed 
by eight patrolmen, detectives and 
secret service operatives.

When they got to the sidewalk two 
of the detectives closed in on the 
quartet. Ryan drew a gun and shot 
at one of the detectives, the bullet 
missing its mark and striking Gustaf 
Erickson.

Then, a moment later, Ryan’s com­
panions whipped out their guns and 
started firing as they ran. Police 
returned the fire and one of the bul­
lets wounded Ryan in the shoulder.

The bandit ran into the front en­
trance of a clothing store and started 
through it to the alley. Ryan stumbled 
over a box as he entered the rear 
entrance and was overpowered. The 
other three escaped.

WAS WITH McMULLEN.
Canadian Press Despatch.

Toronto, Dec. 14.—Norman (“Red") 
Ryan, who is said to have been cap­
tured in Minneapolis today after a 
battle with the police, is one of five 
convicts who escaped from Ports­
mouth penitentiary on the morning 
of Sept. 10 last by scaling the wall 
with an improvised ladder after firing 
the penitentiary stable in order to 
provide a smoke screen. One of the 
party, Edward McMullen, was 

wounded in the arm by guards dur- 
fing the pursuit, and he was captured 
a few hours later, hiding under a 
fence. The other four got clear. 
Following is the description given of 
them by the penitentiary authori­
ties:

Norman Ryan, height 5 feet 11% 
inches, complexion fair, eyes blue, 
reddish hair, gray spots on right eye­
brow, sentenced at Hamilton and 
Montreal to 25 years for bank rob­
bery.

Thomas Bryans, aged 20 years, 
weight 132, height 5 “et 2% inches, 
complexion fair, eyes lue, hair light, 
scar on lower lip, loot ecar on neck, 
also scar on left forearm and across 
middle joint of middle finger, sen­
tenced to 15 years for manslaughter.

Arthur Brown, aged 24 years, 
height 5 feet 8 inches, weight 127 
pounds, complexion fair, eyes blue, 
hair chestnut, vaccination mark on 
left arm, sentenced in 1921 to 10 
years for housebreaking and theft.

Gordon Simpson, 24 years height 
5 feet 7% inches, weight 165 pounds, 
complexion medium, eyes hazel, hair 
dark brown, scar on back of right 
hand between thumb and forefinger, 
sentenced in 1921 to 10 years for 
-shopbreaking .and theft.

The four escaped convicts were 
believed -to have been the perpetra­
tors of a daylight raid on a bank in 
Toronto some days after they got out 
of the penitentiary. Bank officials 
were held up and about $3,000 taken.

“Come back to Springbank, oh 
Johnny, oh Johnny,” is the first line 
of a refrain sung by pupils of the 
South London Collegiate, warbled to 
the refrain of "Come Back to Erin."

The “Johnny" referred to is no 
other than “Honest John” Ashton, for 

‘many years conductor on "Old 27," 
the squeaking street car link between 
London and Springbank during the 
winter months.

Conductor Ashton took over the 
job of collecting fares on the Oxford 
line over a month ago and there was 
an immediate change of “policy” as 
far as collegiate pupils were con­
cerned.

The students were always allowed 
to board “27" at Wharncliffe road 
and Beaconsfield avenue on the trip 
up from Springbank at 4:20 p.m. 
This saved the pupils a wait of at 
least 20 minutes in the cold.

The new conductor wouldn’t allow 
this and made the boys and girls 
shiver on the wind-swept corner 
until the car came poking back again.

This was not to be endured, the 
students declared, the result being a 
pétition to Manager King of the 
street railway, asking permission to 
hop on the car at Wharncliffe road 
on the late afternoon trip. The re­
quest was granted and there are no 
more cold feet and red noses decor­
ating the subway corner at Beacons­
field.

Mr. Ashton is still yanking bells 
on the Oxford route, but another fare 
collector has taken the place of the 
cold-hearted “con", who refused pu­
pils a little extra ride for their 
money.

At the request of Dr. John McNair 
one of the leaders of the local anti- 
unionists of the Presbyterian Church 
the following resolutions passed at 
the meeting held Monday night in 
the Masonic Temple, under the aus­
pices of the Presbyterian Church 
Association, are printed in full:

“That this assembly of Presbyter­
ian people, duly and publicly called, 
and meeting in London on Monday 
evening, the 10th day of December, 
1923, under the auspices of the Pres­
byterian Association of London and 
vicinity, being desirous of composing 
the differences and promoting the 
unity within our church in Canada 
and believing that the corporate 
union of Presbyterian, Methodist 
and Congregational Churches by the 
proposed bill of union would be un­
constitutional, would be a distinct 
violation of the pledges made by our 
general assembly to our people, 
would wound and offend the con­
sciences of the majority of the Pres- 
terian people, could be effected only 
by a serious disruption of our church 
and be followed by years of division 
and bitterness, would respectfully 
protest to the government and parlia­
ment of Canada and to the govern­
ment and legislature of the province 
of Ontario.

1. That before passing any legis­
lation for the union of the Presby­
terian Church with other churches 
the assembly should first submit the 
whole question with all enabling leg­
islation to the people for their con­
sideration and consent.

2. And we further respectfully 
suggest that if the vote shows that 
union can only be consummated by 
a division of the church and prop­
erty the assembly appoint a commis­
sion from our own church to make 
such division of the property and 
equity of the church as is fair and 
equitable to both parties and to pre­
pare and submit such legislation as 
wil cariry it into effect.

3. That the executive of the Pres­
byterian Association of London for­
ward the above resolution to the gov­
ernment and legislature of the prov­
ince of Ontario and to several rep­
resentatives in London and vicinity.

This resolution on motion of the 
Rev. John McNair, D.D., and second­
ed by the Rev. John Hosie was car­
ried unanimously.

AUTHORIZES PAYMENT SEEK REORGANIZATIONADVANCE UNDER WAY 
------------------ 0 PLA TA PORCanadian Press Despatch.

Toronto, Dec. 14.—It was nine 
o'clock tonight before different 
phases of the Home Bank case were 
completed in the court here. Three 
courts were involved.

Judge Coatsworth held a special 
court at his home for the purpose of 
admitting to ball T. S. O'Connor, 
private secretary to R. J. Daly, presi­
dent of the Home Bank. O’Connor 
was arrested this morning and re- 
manded in custody of officers all 
day. Bail of $30,000 was accepted 
tor his appearance as a witness at 
the trial of the Home Bank directors 
and officers in January. At Osgoode 
Hall Mr. Justice Middleton reserved 
judgment on the application of the 
defence for a mandamus compelling 
Judge Coatsworth to grant a speedy 
trial of all the defendants.

In the bankruptcy court Mr. Jus­
tice Fisher approved the proceed­
ings of the Massey Hall meeting of 
depositors and shareholders, naming 
G. T. Clarkson and I. E. Weldon as 
permanent liquidators. Authority 
was also given for the immediate 
payment of the first dividend of 25 
per cent to depositors.

O’Connor is said to be heavily in­
volved financially as a result of the 
failure of the Home Bank. He is 
twice mentioned in the report of the 
curator as being associated with 
President Daly in advances made by 
the bank. In connection with ad- 
vances of $838.331 made to the 
Manufacturers’ Holding and Invest­
ment Company. H. J. Daly is down 
for $84,759 and T. S. O’Connor for 
$31,231.

UAssociated Press Despatch. The Ruggles Motor Truck Company 
of London have not been successful 
in carrying out their plan of re­
organization. and liquidation is a 
possible outcome.

On September 29 a meeting of the 
shareholders of the company was 
held at their plant, about 300 share­
holders being present. The report of 
the directors showed that the com­
pany was short of capital, and a 
committee of local men, headed by 
Henry Pocock, was appointed to 
make inquiry and to bring in a re­
port as to some plan of reorganiza- 
tion. This committee, at a meeting 
held October 6, recommended that 
$250,000 be raised by the sale of ad­
ditional preferred stock to present 
shareholders, which would give

The plan of reorganization was 
unanimously adopted by the share­
holders. At the same meeting the 
following were elected directors of 
the company: H. Pocock, Arthur 
Little, John Pringle, George M. Reid, 
Col. W. G. Coles, S. F. Lawrason. H. 
Pocock was later elected president of 
the company

The directors immediately called 
the creditors together, and they 
unanimously approved of the plan of 
reorganization, having confidence

Canadian Press Despatch.
Toronto, Dec. 14.—It was decided 

by the attorney-general’s depart­
ment this afternoon to act upon in­
formation received at London, Ont., 
that Pat Norton, an alleged ac­
complice of the Murrell brothers in 
the Melbourne bank robbery, is 
under arrest at Aurora, Ind. A 
message was sent to Aurora by pro­
vincial police headquarters, direct­
ing that the photographs and finger- 
prints of the prisoner be taken at 
once. A London officer who knows 
Norton will go to Aurora.

The man under arrest at Aurora 
has been going under a number of 
aliases, including those of Rennie 
Farley, Larry D. Smiley, Jack Bailey 
and Jack Gleason, but he told the 
police of Aurora that his real name 
is Lorenzo D. Farley. According to 
the message received at London, the 
man “was following the occupation 
of auto mechanic, specializing in 
radiator repairing. When arrested 
he was working as a lineman.”

He was arrested on a charge of 
stealing an auto. The prisoner told 
the police he had been a rum runner 
around Detroit last summer. It was 
theft of an auto that landed Sidney 
Murrell in jail in California.

Mr. Swanson stated that he did not 
think that the bullet was still there, 
but that Topping was suffering un­
der a delusion.

The lawyer also stated that when 
he saw Topping at the jail yesterday 
every courtesy was given him.

GENERAL ADVANCE BEGINS.

Edmonton, Dec. 14.—W. J. Blair, a 
successful farmer, whose home is at 
Provost, Alta., late this afternoon was 
the unanimous choice of the Alberta 
Liberal-Conservative Association for 
provincial leadership of the Con­
servative party.

Mr. Blair’s nomination was made, 
following refusal of the leadership 
for personal and business reasons by 
Hon. R. B. Bennett, K.C., of Calgary, 
former minister of justice. E. W. 
Ewing of Edmonton and A. A. 
McGillivray of Calgary also were 
nominated, but they declined.

Mr. Blair announced he was con­
fident that the Conservatives would 
carry Alberta at the next election.

Want Leader.
The delegates offered the leader­

ship to Mr. Bennett with great 
enthusiasm, following a lengthy de­
bate on the alternatives of choosing 
a leader at that time or deferring it 
for an indefinite period. The nomina­
tions committee recommended that a 
provincial association be. formed, that 
choice of a leader be deferred, and 
that Mr. Bennett be made president 
of the association with the tacit un­
derstanding that he act in a general 
way as leader of the party without 
the official title or responsibility. 
There was immediate objection to 
this proposed course.

The majority felt that the effect of 
the convention largely would be 
wasted if they did not make a definite 
choice at that time; that they would 
"drift without a rudder"; and one 
delegate declared there were “a hund­
red men in the convention as good as 
John R. Boyle or Herbert Green- 
field." It was decided by a close vote 
mat the leader should be appointed 
and Mr. Bennett’s name immediately 
was suggested, and nominations 
closed. His refusal to accept reopened 
the matter, and Mr. Blair’s unani­
mous election was greeted with 
hearty cheers.

Mr. Blair has taken an active part 
in politics for many years as a Con­
servative organizer in this district 
and as a member of Parliament for 
Battle River."

Adopt Platform.
The convention closed at 6 o’clock 

after adopting without discussion in 
the last few minutes, a provincial 
platform which pledged the party if 
returned to power to reduce the num­
ber of cabinet ministers and members 
of the Legislature and salaries in 
both cases.

“prisoners, especially as under the 
existing conditions it would be un­
fair to expect witnesses to come for- 
ward.

Attorney-General Kennedy said he 
had many reports from the country 

of juries refusing to convict, and of 
the difficulties of getting witnesses 
to testify.

Armed Men Rule.
Home Minister O’Higgins, in con­

cluding the debate, said there were 
Iareas of the country where armed 

men were still billeting themselves 
upon the people. The government 
was vindicating the rights of ninety 
per cent of the people.

The minority voting against the 
measure was composed almost en­
tirely of Laborites.

The bill has set at rest all rumors 
of an intention on the part of the 

government of the release of the 4,500 
prisoners now held in jails or intern­
ment camps. Eamon DeValera, the 
Republican leader, and all his chief 
followers are held in custody under 
a special statute giving the ministry 
power to arrest and detain them 
without trial.

This state, however, was only tem­
porary, and expires on February 1. If 
the government thinks it unsafe to 

: release the prisoners by that time the 
now bill is proposed, extending these 
exceptional powers one year.

List of Crimes.
It is provided that all the existing 

prisoners may be held, that future, 
arrests may be made upon the issu­
ance of a certificate by the minister 
that he has reasonable grounds for 
suspecting that the person arrested 
was concerned in the commission of 

- certain specified offences. These of­
fences not only include incitement or 
assisting in revolt against the state, 
and in such crimes as the possession 
of arms or explosives, robbery, arson 

: or the destruction of property, but| 
the oferce of interfering with or 
preventing the lawful use of occupa­
tion of any land and even the offence 
of illicit manufacturing spirits or 
being in possession of the utensils or 
materials for such manufacture.

It will be made an offence to wear 
without autl.orlty any police or other 
uniform or to assume for any unlaw­
ful purpose any military rank or 
title. Powers of search are given 
to any responsible officer, who can 
arrest a suspected person and detain 
him for a week pending the issuance 

• of a certificate by the minister. An 
appeal council is provided, as under 
the formel act, but up to the present 
the prisoners have made little or no 
use of this organization.

Sarnia, Dec. 14.—Three witnesses 

had been heard for the prosecution 
in charges against officers of the for­
mer Pendergast Fence Company, this 
city, when adjournment of the county 
criminal court was taken this after­
noon.

Maurice Deburgh Pendergast, 
president; Austin C. Smith, manager, 
and Miss J. M. Pendergast, secretary, 
were arraigned and pleaded not 
guilty to charges of conspiring to de­
fraud the public between January 1, 
1923, and August 31. 1923, by offering 
to sell goods by terms of advertise­
ments, and neglecting or refusing to 
ship goods or refund money on orders 
received.

Twelve prospective jurymen were 
challenged. W. S. Haney, M.L.A., is 
defence counsel. The amount in­
volved is $11,000.

Witnesses heard today were Archi­
bald Weir, K.C., who acted for the 
company on incorporation; Harvey 
W. Unsworth, who was vice-presi­
dent and bookkeeper until January, 
1923, and Miss Irene Griffiths, who 
succeeded Mr. Unsworth as book- 
keeper. Much of the evidence con­
cerned records of the company and 
the part taken in its operation by 
the respective officers. Evidence as 
to character and efficiency of the 
officials was generally favorable. Mr. 
Unsworth declared that up to the 
time he left the company he saw 
nothing in the conduct of its affairs 
that was in any way questionable, 
though the company was operating 
at a loss. Miss Pendergast, witness 
testified, served as secretary of the 
firm, handled correspondence alone, 
and looked after advertising. She 
ceased to attend the office of the firm 
owing to ill-health in the fall of 1922, 
but. according to evidence of Miss 
Griffiths, stock letters continued to 
be sent out bearing Miss Pender­
gast's signature and on occasions she 
dictated letters at her residence.

Zuloaga is a genius and he is a 
good illustration of the well-known 
quotation, “Genius is an intuitive 
talent for labor,” or to use the col- 
loquialized version, “Genius is an in­
finite capacity for work." Undoubted­
ly, work alone does not make a 
genius, but certainly a genius with­
out work will always remain an un­
recognized one.

I will 
never forget the moment when I 
opened my little handbag, and ex­
claimed in consternation on looking 
into it. To my surprise, I saw Zulo- 
aga actually turn white. In a voice 
almost of terror he asked me if I had 
broken my mirror. When I told him 
that I had simply forgotten my comb, 
he was like a child in his expres­
sions of relief. Never upon any ac­
count would he allow me to say that 
the portrait was going to be good. 
“It would be the most terrible luck," 
he would say, "wait, wait until it is 
finished."

Invited to America.
Needless to say, many people have 

tried to persuade him to come to 
America, and he has been offered the 
most dazzling commissions as induce- 
ment. Heretofore his terror of the 
water has been too strong, though 
when I was in Paris he was for the 
first time willing to discuss it as a 
possibility. He is convinced he will 
die on the water and even if by some 
chance that doesn’t happen, he shud­
ders at the thought of being confined 
to one place for such a length of 
time. "Imagine," he said, "being for 
seven days, or whatever the length 
of time is, unable even to stop off at 
a station for a few minutes. Oh, I 
know I should never be able to en­
dure it!" I hope that some day he 
will overcome his fears, for I feel 
sure this country, so different from 
any he has ever seen, will interest 
him greatly.

Ottawa, Dec. 14.—In addition to 

showing the amount of paid-up capi­
tal and reserve fund of Canadian 
banks in total liabilities, which was 
not done in previous statements, the 
October bank statement issued by 
the finance department, embodies 
other changes" provided for in amend­
ments to the bank act, made at the 
last session of parliament. In former 
statements the aggregate amount of 
loans by banks to their directors and 
to firms of which their directors are 
partners was shown.

In the new statement this total 
covers not only loans to directors, 
and to their firms, but also includes 
loans for which they are guarantors. 
The result is that the amount under 
this head is increased by approxi- 
mately $10,000,000 over the September 
figures, and totals $17,771,394 in the 
October statement.

The overdue debts column in the 
old statement has given place to a 
column entitled “non-current loans, 
estimated loss provided for," and the 
September total of $7,887,107 is in­
creased to $15,811,200 in the October 
statement. To the heading of the two 
columns devoted to call and short 
loans, on stocks, debentures and 
bonds, are added the words, “and 
other securities of a sufficient mar- 
ketable value to cover.” A new col- 
umn appears showing the amount of 
shares of controlled companies held 
by the banks, and the amount of 
loans to these companies. In the 
October statement this total is $9,- 
967,836.

The Cause 
of Sickness

Figures That Talk.
Robert E. Corradini, secretary ot 

the World League Against Alcohol­
ism, has secured reports from chiefs 
of police in 100 American cities re­
garding arrests for drunkenness 
during the wet and dry years.

Pre-prohlbitlon periods are com­
pared with post-prohibition periods 
in all instances. The reports of the 
chiefs of police for 100 cities show 
that in the wet period of 1914-15-16 
there were in the 100 cities 323,790 
arrests for intoxication, or 17.5 per 
1,000 persons. In the dry period 
covering 1920-21-22 there were only 
207,390 arrests for intoxication in 
the 100 cities, or 9.5 per 1,000. This 
is a decrease of 116,400. During the 
wet period the population of the 
cities was in round numbers 18,500,- 
000. In the dry period it was in 
round numbers 21,000.000.

Police figures contain very little 
sentiment; they are simply positive 
records, and they show that despite 
all the fevered efforts of the boot- 
leggers prohibition has brought down 
the rate of arrests for drunkenness 
from 17.5 per 1.000 of population to 
9.5 per 1,000. Surely there is virtue 
in a measure that has almost cut 
the rate of police court drunk cases 
in two.

Editor of The Advertiser:
Sir,—The published annual bank re­

ports, the Merchants’ Bank memories, 
Mr. W. C. Good,-M.P.‘s letters, and the 
general newspaper comment on our 
banking system all seem to lead us to 
the one conclusion, viz.:

That government inspection, or any 
other kind of inspection, was of little or 
no guarantee to the depositors or stock­
holders, and provided no excuse for gov­
ernment guarantee. That government 
guarantee of deposits in ordinary banks 
is utterly unsafe, Impracticable and 
Impossible.

That the Dominion government 
should Issue and benefit by all the cir­
culation notes.

That the Dominion government's 
postoffice savings bank department 
should receive all deposits offered at 
5% per cent, thereby directly paying to 
the people an additional fifty million 
dollars, without costing the public a 
single cent in taxation, giving absolute 
government security to the depositors.

That all Canadian banks are alto­
gether too large, as the .Merchants’ 
Bank investigators reported, and that 
no one man, or one set of directors, 
could begin to properly look after them.

That if the banks were all smaller, 
and did business on their own stock- 
holders’ money, and credit balances, 
where the Ideal directors would be well 
acquainted with the probable borrowers 
and customers, there would be no dan­
ger of their making such loans as are 
reported in the Home Bank case.

"Umpires in those days always sat 

on a chair, and nearly all of them 
carried umbrellas to keep oft the heat 
of the sun,” vouchsafed Mr. Raymond. 
"You see, there were no walks given 
then. The batter told the pitcher where 
he wanted the ball, and the umpire 
decided whether or not the pitcher was 
close to the mark. Most of the pitching 
was underhand, something the same as 
bowling in cricket. Goldsmith was one 
o fthe first overhand pitchers seen in 
action in London."

The terms applied to the pitches call­
ed for by the batsmen also savored 
strongly of cricket, it appears. . "Leg 
ball," "waist ball,” were the orders 
called out and repeated by the team in 
the field, the players playing their posi­
tions for each pitched ball demanded 
by the batsmen.

“Neck-high,” was the laconic decision 
of the umpire when the ball was too 
high.

"It meant much more work for the 
pitchers of those days, and therefore a 
good dea lof time to play a game," ex­
plained Mr. Raymond, touching again 
upon the fact that the umpires sat 
down at their work, and therefore were 
able to tote umbrellas.

It wasn’t pop bottles in those days. 
It was sunstroke they had to guard 
against.

A Drink Each Run.
"You know that Christmas Day,” 

recollected Mr. Cox. stirred probably by 
the description of the hot and tiresome 
work of the umpire, "there was a barrel 
of beer near the home plate, and unless 
the player made the round of the bases 
he couldn’t have a drink.

"I remember one player—I forget who 
he was—made 23 runs that day,” was 
remembered with a sigh that counded

In the market place—the bazaar —of 
the city the other day. moved no doubt 
by the balmy, spring-like air, a group 
talked of weather. Effendi J. B. Cox, 
Abdul James Dean, Bbu Ben Charlie 
Maker and Ek-Aal Jim Raymond, a 
former dweller in the city, but whose 
tent is now to be found in Tel-el- 
Detroit, a city hard by the Oasis of 
Ecourse, made up the little knot of 
elders who talked of the weather as it 
had ranged over their span of remem­
brance.

It 
was probably the latest game ever play­
ed In London, and perhaps will always 
stand as a record for late playing unless 
the Gulf Stream overflows its banks.

received every vote cast by the offi­
cial jury of sport writers at the end 
of the 1923 season as the most valu­
able player in the American League.

Ruth, no doubt, would have re­
ceived just as many votes if he had 
been put up as a candidate for the 
honor of all baseball’s greatest and 
most valuable player.\

Official batting averages of the 
American League remove all doubt 
that might have been entertained as 
to the Babe’s right to the title. He 
certainly was the most valuable bat­
ter in the league.

With an average of .393, he fin­
ished second, only ten points behind 
Harry Heilmann of Detroit, who 
played in eight less games than the 
Babe.

Ruth played in every game with 
the Yankees, and he played baseball 
with everything he had in every. 
game.

He finished in a tie for the home- 
run honors with 41, and it must be 
remembered that he seldom got a 
good ball to cut at.

He scored more runs than any 
player in the league, and more than 
half of his 205 hits were for extra 
bases.

His work on the bases was fine, 
and his fielding splendid.

Compared to what he did in 1922. 
Ruth’s record last season made his 
efforts of the previous year look like 
a busher’s. It was not that he 
couldn’t play In 1922, but it was 
more that he didn’t have his mind 
on baseball.

Last winter Ruth said he had 
learned that It required more than 
a couple of homers on the ball field 
to make a player, and that he was 
going to make baseball his entire 
business.

He cut out all his foolishness, 
trained hard all last winter, went 
to Hot Springs ahead of the team, 
and worked as hard in the training 
camp as any rookie. He was more 
than rewarded for his sacrifices.

The Babe is of such a carefree 
disposition that it was feared he 
might be tempted to get happy over 
his 1923 record and enjoy himself 
this winter, but so far he has shown 
no tendencies to cut loose again.

He Is back on his farm in New 
England, and has gone into the 
poultry business on a large scale.

Anyone who has ever boxed will 
realize that it is much easier to 
drive fists into an opponent’s body 
when in close up than it is to land 
upon a man’s face or jaw, and when 
at a distance less chances are taken 
by the man who stands back waiting 
for short jolts to the body than the 
fighter who comes in with the head 
as his target.

Body blows do not mark a man, 
as nine times out of ten they do not 
do as much damage as head wallops.

In any event, this idea of tallying 
punches as a method of arriving at a 
winner in a bout is plumb foolish- 
ness. No human being can keep an 
accurate count, and unless such a 
summing up is mechanically perfect 
it is useless.

If they cut 
me I’d take it and grin. ′ If 
I cut into one of them they’d 
take it just the same. It was all 
in the game.

They Meant No Harm.
What I mean to say, though, is 

that I never saw a ball player de­
liberately try to injure another. I 
don’t believe they would do it. It 
happened, of course, but no real 
harm was intended.

But to get back to those last 
days with the Warren team of the 
Iron and Oil League. I didn’t 
realize it then, but that was to be 
my last engagement with a minor 
league. Up to that time I had not 
thought of getting into real fast 
company. I was just beginning to 
realize how much there was to 
learn in baseball.

I have been credited with being 
a good base runner. At that time 
I really was as good a man on the 
bases as we had on the team. It 
wasn't so much on account of 
speed as of watching opponents 
and taking advantage of mistakes. 
A player can do this just as well 
on the bench as on the bases. 
Though my mind was young, I 
realize now that I had the faculty 
of not getting lost in enthusiasm.

Then we all looked around and 

there was McGraw standing at third 
with the runner’s belt in his hand.

Those minor league youngsters 
were not as cautious as big 
leaguers are in their movements.

Most any pitcher, until he 
learns by experience, will make 
some little motion or take some 
kind of a stand that will show 
when he is going to throw to first 
base or the plate, for instance.

By watching them close I could 
get onto this. When I felt sure 
the throw would be made to the 
plate I could take a long lead off 
first and steal. Base stealing, you 
know, is entirely a matter of the 
lead. It doesn’t make any differ­
ence how fast a man is he can’t 
steal second unless he gets a big 
lead.

When I would spot a pitcher’s 
weakness in that respect I would 
tip the other fellows off. Soon we 
would be running wild on him and 
he never knew why.

There are pitchers in the big 
leagues today who get caught that 
way. I saw one last summer and 
wondered why the base runners 
did not take advantage of It That 
is one reason why I have the be­
lief that ball players do not study 
their business nowadays as we did 
twenty years ago.

When I first began to win my spurs 
as a young bush league ball player 
I made it a point, as I have said, to 
watch some good player closely and 
try to imitate him. This, I think, 
would be a great help to any young­
ster. In trying to copy the star’s 
fine points you will naturally dis­
cover his weak points. That proves 
a double benefit.

I used to watch the Baltimore 
Orioles whenever I had a chance, 
even before I got in the big league. 
That was a mighty tough outfit to 
beat. Every one of them fought to 
win all the time I don’t believe 
anyone of them had a thought of 
how much money they were making 
when they got on the field. Their 
minds were on winning that par­
ticular ball game for their own satis­
faction as well as for the public. 
That is what made the Orioles so 
famous.

to be a ball player like McGraw. I 
may make you smile to think of 
me trying to copy McGraw. He 
was a little bit of a shaver weighing 
about 140 pounds, while I was a big 
gangling fellow, weighing up around 
185. Still, I admired the way he 
fought for every point.

I don't believe there ever lived a 
ball player who was McGraw's equal I 
in getting on base, whether it wasI 
walking, being hit by the pitcher, 
bunting or hitting the ball out. He 
was likely to do either. Anyway, he 
nearly always got on the base.

McGraw never gave anybody any I 
more of the base than he had to. He 
and Fred Clarke were tough birds 
when it came to taking all the bag 
to themselves and letting the other 
fellow shuffle around the best he 
could. The polite ball player of today 
often gives the base runner half of 
the bag to touch. Not in those days. 
You were lucky if you didn't get 
bumped into the outfield.

So the law made an outlaw of the north 
country trapper. And the north country gave 
its sympathy to him.,

Ways to Beat the Law 
T THE trapper took all the beaver fortune 
1 brought to his steel traps. And he de- 

vised a number of ways of beating the law in 
the disposal of the pelts.

First, if the trapper was anywhere near the 
Quebec border, he simply took his furs in the 
spring and paddled across river and lake to the 
boundary, where numbers of traveling dealers 
waited in tent camps along the water highways, 
to buy contraband skins from Ontario trappers. 
Knowing the skins to be contraband, these deal- 
ers rooked the trappers for all they could on 
the price of the beaver pelts. Thus the trapper 
was done out of his fair price, and the gov- 
ernment of Ontario was done out of its royalty 
on the furs—the government getting a royalty 
on all skins of all kinds taken in the province.

If the trapper was too far from the Quebec 
border he could always find, in the little towns, 
someone who was making a special business of 
buying contraband skins and transporting them 
by canoe the several hundred miles through the 
bush to the border.

The Law That Failed

T THE tale of the beaver laws illustrates the 
1 point.

Alarmed at the tremendous taking of beaver, 
to preserve that beautiful and emblematic ani- 
mal from the lust of the world, the Ontario 
government passed a law (down, way down in 
Toronto), to this effect:

That no trapper could take more than ten 
beaver in a season. And to enforce this law, 
each license to trap beaver had appended to it 
ten coupons or tags which the trapper had to 
affix to each of his ten pelts before selling them. 
And then, no dealer could have a beaver skin 
in his possession without the tag attached. No 
beaver hide could be bought, sold or otherwise 
disposed of without the government coupon 
on it.

It was a pretty law. It should have worked 
prettily.

Where Ontario Really is
IT is in that remote country beyond the last 
1 settlements that Mr. McDonald's heart is. 
Ontario hardly thinks of it as Ontario. Take a 
good wide look at the map of Ontario. The 
little black foot-shaped bit at the bottom is 
Ontario to some two million inhabitants of the 
province. That little black bit is south of the 
French and Mattawan rivers. When the person 
from Old Ontario says he is going north for a 
holiday, he means somewhere south, not north, 
of those rivers. Yet four-fifths of the province 
lies north of those rivers.

Strung along the Sudbury belt, northward, 
are the districts of Temiskaming, Algoma, Thun- 
der Bay, Rainy River. North of them, north of 
all their boundaries, lies the district of Patricia, 
which is no man's land. It carries Ontario to 
Hudson's Bay. It is a land of spruce swamps 
and poplar flats. Its trappers are Indians, and 
white traders penetrate it to vie with the great 
companies in the search for für. It swarms 
with für. It is the heart of the last wilderness.

And Ontario has just sent its man into it. 
E. W. Paice, of the Soo, an experienced officer, 
is now bringing the law, for the first time, into 
the Ontario which Ontario almost forgets.

trying to get a shot. Eventually he would start 
to walk away, and I after him. Then he would 
turn and chase me. So we had it back and forth 
for some time, and I could not kill him. As my 
ammunition was getting short I let him walk 
away.

After that, on my way to find our party, I 
came across an old bull walking slowly along, 
with a wolf following him waiting for his oppor­
tunity. I am told that when a buffalo becomes 
old and feeble it is driven from the herd, and 
the one I saw was an outcast. Being in an In­
dian country and short of ammunition, I let the 
buffalo and wolf go on their way, and soon joined 
my party.

By that time it had become dark. We had 
lost our way, but kept on until about ten or eleven 
o’clock, when we could go no further, due to a 
deep ravine. We went into camp for the night 
after putting on a guard. r

A doctor and myself left camp to find the 
road. We found it after riding three or four 
hours, and arrived back in camp at three in the 
morning. I considered I had put in a full cay, 
but my experience and pleasure paid me in full.

In the fall of 1865 my company was ordered 
to Denver, Colorado. As there were no railroads 
we marched through Nebraska to the Platt river, 
and then to Denver, where we remained during 
the summer of 1866. The district was in com­
mand of General Tipton.

During this summer we hunted antelope. On. 
the fourth of July a party of four of us left 
Denver on horseback to ride into the antelope 
range. Antelope hunting is very different from 
hunting buffalo. Antelope do not go in herds, 
and were not very numerous. You seldom find 
more than three or four together.

You cannot hunt them from horseback either, 
as they can outrun any horse, and you would 
not, as a rule, be able to get close enough for a 
shot. "

After arriving in the antelope country we 
fed our horses and ate lunch. It was about noon. 
After a rest we started out to find our game. I, 
as usual, got separated from the party, and after 
riding some time saw an antelope over half a 
mile away standing on quite an elevation and 
evidently watching me. Now the question was 
how was I going to get it. There was no use 
trying to run it down, as it could run faster than 
my horse.

I adopted the plan of having the antelope come 
to me instead of going after it. An antelope has 
a large bump of curiosity. Anything unusual he 
sees brings out that bump. So I put my horse 
out of sight in some bushes and hid in the long 
grass.

Then I took the ramrod out of my gun end 
tied my handkerchief to the end. I raised this 
up. The antelope soon saw it and commenced 
to move toward me in a roundabout way. It 
came closer all the time until it was within a 
few rods of where I lay. I fired at it, but it did 
not fall nor move. O

I loaded and fired again, with the same result, 
and could not figure out why I did not hit it or 
why the antelope did not run. The third shot 
brought it down. It was hit in the head and 
dropped in its tracks. Curiosity had held it 
there.

I was shooting a needle gun, and being so 
near the antelope I had overshot. That was why 
my last shot hit it in the head. I cut off the 
hindquarters, strapped them to my saddle, and 
started for the ranch where we were camping.

We all had antelope for supper. I was the 
only one that had shot a pronghorn. Next day 
we rode back to Denver. Then there were only 
three or four thousand people in Denver and the 
nearest railway station was over a hundred miles 
away.

The Buffalo Hunter Was 
Likely to Be Hunted By In­
dians Who Thought More 1
Highly of White Man’s
Scalp Than of a Buffalo 
. elt.

ihhyThis is a story of hunting the buffalo in the 
old covered wagon days of the West. It is not 
bunk, nor fiction. It is a true story by a Toronto 
man who actually hunted buffalo on horseback 
with a revolver and every word of it rings true. 
In addition to being a corking good yarn it is 
a valuable document of the buffalo and Indian 
days in the great West.

By HOWARD WILLIAMS
IN real buffalo hunting the Indians did not 
j drive the buffalo around so you could shoot 

them from a pit or behind a clump of bushes 
as in the hunt recently filmed. at Wainwright 
Park, Alberta.

First you had to find the buffalo. Most 
always where you found buffalo you were also 
liable to find Indians. They were not tame 
ones either and the hunter for buffalo was very 
liable to be hunted by Indians as they con­
sidered a white man’s scalp more valuable than 
a buffalo pelt.

In 1865 I was stationed on the western 
frontier of Kansas at Salina as a lieutenant in 
the 6th U. S. Volunteer Infantry and was in 
command of B company. We were ordered to 
Salina from Fort Leavenworth because of Indian 
trouble.

/ A stage line called the Butterfield Despatch 
ran over the Smoky Hill route from Fort Leaven­
worth to Denver. This stage route passed 
through Salina, which is situated on the Smoky 
Hill river.

When we came out from the Fort the stage 
line had been cut by the Indians. For two hun­
dred miles west of Salina Indians had stolen 
all the stock and burned all the stations. At 
that time all the merchandise from Leavenworth 

I was transported by mule team' and oxcart to 
1 Denver. Usually two or three trains traveled 

together to better protect themselves against 
the Indians. Our duties were to furnish escorts 
to the trains.

I remember the supper on our arrival in 
Salina to relieve the company stationed there 
and how good the buffalo hump steak tasted. 
It was a fine supper with the other officers we 
were relieving. Nothing ever tasted as good as 

1 that buffalo hump steak after a hard day’s 
7 march.
A At that time the buffalo roamed in thous- 
_ands only twenty-five miles west of our camp. 
7 It being summer, we could not get fresh meat 
I and resorted to buffalo meat.
7 A hunting party consisted of two or three 

men on horseback who did the actual hunting 
I and an escort of four or five men and mule 

team and wagon. We would start early in the 
morning and ride twenty-five miles to the hunt­
ing ground, reaching it late in the afternoon.

IWe would then make camp, feed the animals, 
|and get lunch. Then start out on the hunt 

possibly an hour before sundown.
After going about a mile we would discover 

a buffalo some distance away. Owing to the 
'rolling nature of the country you would not 

usually see the herd. But the sentinel, a bull, 
j stood on the high ground while the cows and

! On approaching the herd you would see the 
I sentinels all around.

It did not take me 
long to get hold of the rope and lead them into 
camp.

During that summer I hunted buffalo several 
times. On one hunt I became separated from 
the rest of the party and came on a herd of two 
or three hundred. They started on the run as 
soon as they saw me. One of the characteristics 
of buffalo is that when they start in a certain 
direction they keep that course regardless of the 
consequences.

There was a steep ravine in the course the 
buffalo took. Instead of stopping or turn­

ing they ran into the ravine. As the bank was 
quite steep, on coming out, they could not get 
out as fast as they went in. They filled up the 
ravine and those going in last went over the 
top of the others. I succeeded in getting across

T. R. JAMES J. WALSH, in his interesting 
| ) new book, “The Cures That Fail,” em- 

phasizes two points. One is that any­
thing will cure the patient when nothing is the 
matter with him; the other is that the longer a 
physician practises medicine the shorter becomes 
his list of drugs. His thesis is based upon a fact 
that has gained general recognition, namely, that 
the vast majority of the ills and complaints of 
mankind are fostered by the mental attitude of 
the sufferers, and the symptoms complained of 
are aggravated by anxiety. The remedy, then, 
is the popular “cure"’ of the hour to which hu­
man kind accords temporary allegiance. Once 
that blindly confiding faith is shattered the 
“cure" becomes ineffective for the individual; if 
lost en masse, the “cure" falls into disrepute 
and can no more cure anyone.

The author’s premises are sound and he has 
carried his argument to its logical conclusion. 
But we note that he says:

"Why should not human nature have its de­
lusions when they add to the happiness of men? 
It is not with the idea of eradicating the delus­
ions that this book is written, but so that we may 
all together laugh a little quietly at this human 
nature of ours and its humorous ways.”

If millions of persons are “cured" of their 
ills and thus restored to happiness through belief 
in their delusions, it is open to question whether 
it is a good thing to broadcast these delusions to 
the world. An adequate reply to such an argu­
ment might be that he who labors under belief in 
a cure for imagined ills is going to persist In 
that delusion in spite of the assertions of a hun­
dred wise physicians. Doubtless it is well that 
it is so.

Dr. Walsh is peculiarly well equipped to deal 
with his subject. He has attained eminence as a 
medical historian, in the pursuit of science, .nd 
as a forceful and pleasing writer. And right here 
it appears opportune to say that too little atten­
tion is paid to the history of medicine and sur­
gery in modern medical colleges. A young 
physician who is well grounded in the known 
history of his profession has an advantage over 
his fellows who have had no instruction in it 
that will stand him in good stead, not only in 
critical emergencies, but in dealing with those 
patients whose sufferings depend for the most 
part on an attitude of mind. This class of pat­
ients is the bane of the conscientious doctor and 
a blessing to the quack. Their wretchedness is 
the reason for the latter’s existence.

practise medicine successfully with three thera­
peutic agents—opium, mercury and quinine."

It makes no difference what agent is used, 
says Dr. Walsh. Create a belief in it, prom il- 
gate it, and the rest is easy. Thousands will be 
“cured” by it. But, he adds, a time will come, 
sooner or later, when no one will be cured by 
it any more; it will fall into disuse, and even 
into disrepute, until at last it is relegated to the 
limbo of forgotten things. And so he takes up 
these “magic cures” one by one, tells how they 
originated, what they did, and what become of 
them. He discusses some that had a great vogue 
several centuries ago and continues down to are- 
sent-day psychoanalysis and Coueism. He deals 
rather gently with Coue; it is to be remembered 
that the little Frenchman does not proclaim him­
self as a healer; he asserts that his patients cure 
themselves by suggesting to their subconscious 
minds that they are getting better. Psychoan­
alysis, says the author, will pass; it is on the 

, wane even now, he declares.
Typical of the "personal healers” was Val­

entine Greatrakes, who was born in Ireland in 
the generation after Harvey, who discovered the 
circulation of the blood. At the age of 40 Great- 
rakes announced that he could cure the “King’s 
evil” by touching those afflicted with it. This 
disease was tuberculosis of the glands of the 
neck. From the time of Edward the Confessor 
the kings of England were popularly believed to 
have inherited the power of curing the malady. 
Along came Greatrakes, laid claim to. the magic 
power, and "cured” thousands suffering from 
this and other complaints. He practised on the 
theory that diseases represented diabolic posses­
sions and that the devils were driven out under 
his hands. His success depended upon his abil­
ity to inspire others with the belief that the Holy 
Ghost had commissioned him to oust devils. Dr. 
Walsh says that practically all religious healers 
have accomplished their results in the same way.

DUBLIN’S MYSTERY VAULT
A VISIT to the vault of St. Michaels

Church. Dublin, is an eerie experience. 
It is a death chamber in which bodies laid 
to rest hundreds of years ago may still be 
seen. Some are in open coffins, some laid out 
on the stones; and all are in a state of per­
fect preservation. The atmosphere of the 
vault is fresh and sweet, and absolutely dry.

The only living organisms to be found are 
huge spiders; no other form of animal life 
can exist in the vault for more than a short 
time. No one knows how the spiders sub­
sist, or on what they feed, but the webs they 
have spun through the centuries are left un­
touched.

No attempt is made to exclude the outer 
air. and visitors are admitted freely to view 
the bodies. Scientists have experimented by 
air analysis and other tests but no saisfactory 
explanation of the phenomenon is forthcom­
ing.

complained to the Chamber of Com­
merce relative to the way in which 
bazaars held by churches and other 
organizations are cutting into their 
business.

Secretary Gordon Philip told The 
Advertiser this morning that he did 
not know what action would be taken 
in the matter, but that something 
undoubtedly would be done.

“The matter has been called to the 
attention of the churches, who, I 
think, will see the justice of the 
merchants’ claims, and, therefore, do 
something to remedy the situation. 
Just what action the Chamber of 
Commerce will take I do not know, 
although we have been approached 
by several of the smaller retailers, 
who have stated that their Christ- 
mas trade has been injured to a great 
extent."

. Rev. J. A. Agnew, Ridout Street 
Methodist Church, speaking from the 
standpoint of the bazaar just held by 
that church, stated that practically 
everything sold at the bazaars was, 
in the first place, purchased from 
the merchants, and that he did not 
think they had any complaint on 
that score.

"The church works for charity," 
he stated, “and creates the moral 
tone of the community. It is the 
servant of all, and I don’t think the 
merchants’ should feel that the 
church has no latitude in matters 
of this kind. I think they would be 
overstepping the mark if they at­
tempted to license or tax bazaars, 
which are held for charity."

Quite opposite was the view held 
by Rev. W. R. McIntosh, prominent 
Presbyterian minister, who said he 
was not at all surprised at the pro­
test.

“It was all right when only a few 
bazaars were held," he said, "but 
now churches are only a small pro­
portion of the total. Many other 
organizations have taken this means 
of raising money, and the trouble is 
that everyone is doing it. It must 
cut in op the merchants, and I think 
a business tax might be only reason­
able. The merchants pay it. People 
should live and let live, and I think 
that thoughtlessness is responsible 
for a lot of it. If their attention 
was called to the fact that they are 
taking money away from the mer- 
chants, those who do not need to go 
into bazaars, etc., will not do so.”

More or less buy­
ing, too, was based on hopes of Wash- 
ington developments favorable to plans 
for advancing relief supplies of good 
gains to Germany. Besides world sup­
plies of wheat were showing a smaller 
rate of increase than was the case a. 
year ago, and there was gossip that 
the United States government report 
to be issued next,week would show 
10 per cent reduction in domestic win­
ter wheat acreage.

On the other hand, reports that about 
a hundred carloads of Canadian wheat 
were arriving dally at Minneapolis 
tended to weaken confidence on the 
part of holders here, and to make the 
wheat market responsive to other bear­
ish factors. Broadening out of selling 
in the corn pit came at this juncture, 
and sent wheat as well as corn down­
ward in price the remainder of the 
day, wheat finishing at the bottom 
figure reached.

ny attempt to directly or indirectly 
evade the O. T. A. problems or the 
proposed note of the people.

Glib statements and soft answers 
from the premier’s chair will not suit 
these individuals, and in fact it is 
broadly predicted that in such an 
event they would precipitate a sharp 
division in the government ranks, 
with the result that several of Mr. 
Ferguson’s followers will be no longer following him.

Likewise there are those Con­
servative members who profess to be 
strongly opposed to any change in 
the O.T.A. as those who demand it. 
And it is hardly likely the observers 
say here that they would be content 
to sit quietly by and see a referendum 
ordered if they did not approve of it.

In the interim it is clear to see that 
the party leaders' and advisers are 
adopting the “watchful waiting’s 
policy— until such, time, at least as 
they feel the practical manifestations 
referred to by Mr. Nickle.
