A SIAMESE FUNE‘AL

Whore Ons’s Deeds Petermine Wonhllou
I for Cremation at Death.

When & Siamese dies he is not

* buried. His corpse is dressed in
pantaloons and a tight-fitting jacket,
wrapped in a winding -sheet, and
placed in a sitting posture in a cop-
per urn, A tube is placed in his

¢ mouth, and through this a mixture
of quicksilver and honey is poured
into the body,
kept for a long time, sometimes for
several years. Eventually they are

° burned, and the ashes kept carefully
preserved in a glass tumbler. All
people are not cremated. If a man
has committed suicide, or diéd a
sudden death by lightning, cholera,
or smallpox, he is held te be un-~
worthy of burning, and he gets bur-

i ied instead.

{ Paupers and criminals are dispos-
ed of in a barbarous and revolting
manner. At one of the temples there

| is kept g flock of about 100 vultur-
es. A vulture is a most repulsive-
looking bird, and a‘avho pits on_the
temple roof and vrall still and-sol-
emn and dirty, waiting for a meal,
you give an involuntary shudder at
the sight of him. They ‘are fed with
the corpses of paupers and criminals.

When a body is deposited in the
temple courtyard they flock down in

‘a mass, The attendants, however,
drive them away with long poles.
One of the attendants then cuts open
the body with a sharp knife, and
casts a few pieces of the flesh to the
pariah dogs who surround the place.
When he retires the birds once more
swoop down upon the body, and in
a few minutes Where is neothing left
but the clear, white bones of the
dead: It is a disgusting spectacle;

FRONT WITH
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Problem of Immunity.

Prof. J. J, McKenzle ot the Untven
sity of Toronto lectured at the Can-
adian Institute on Saturday night on
‘“Recent theories in regard to the
causes of immunity to infectious dise
ease.”” He sketched the history of
our knowledge of immwnity and sald
Ehrlich’s’ observations have shown
that. the conditions which determine
the death of a microbe introducd in.
to the blood depend upon the pres-
ence of two substances, the first of
which is specific and acts only upon
the specific microbe, the other of
which is common to the blood of
most animals. Theg practical endeav-
or of bacteriologists has been not
only to increase the amount of spe-
cific substances which has proved
fairly easy but also to increase the
amount of the non-specific substance
‘evhich so far has proved difficult.
Thesn observations have shown also
that the question of immunity is of
miuch broader bearing than the mere
question of prevention or cure of in-
fectious disedse, because it is evident
from the results so far obtained that
it has a Dbearing upon the whole
question of the nutrition of the anie
mal body.

done, close up all the little crevices
between the straws and nuts with seal-
ing wax or soap and place the point
of the walnut on the cork of an up-
right bottle. The system will balance
itself, Now pour gently into the wal-
nut a stream of water, which will run
down. the two straws into the nuts,
froni which it will escape through the
small pieces of straw, causing the ro-
tation of the entire apparatus on ac-
