Tae new Russian Church, New York, held
its first service on Good Friday last; the Rev.
Ebithey Volanovitch has arrived from Russia
to take charge of the work.

Tuee Rev. Dr. McVicar, of Holy Trinity,

Philadelphia, asked his congregation for $30,--

000 as ar: offertory on Easter day to pay off the
cost of & new extension, and it was thought it
would be given.

TaE vestry of the church of the Holy Trin-
ity, New York, has been offered $800,000 for
its present property ou Madison Ave, by the
New York Central and Hudson Railroad. It
asks, however, §1,000,000.

Tre Rev. Arthur H, Judge, formerly of the
Diocese of Montreal, who has been acting as as-

sistant minister of the church of the Henvenly
Rest, New York, has accepted the rectorship of
St. Johun's church, Franklin, Pa.

TrE very Rev, Robt, Payne Smith, D.D., Dean
of Cunterbury, died suddenly at Canterbury

on the 31st March. He was in his 77.h year.
He was appointed to the Deanery of Canterbury
in 1871, on the death of Dean Alford.

M=, G. A. Reinecker, of Baltimore, has pre-
sonted the rector and vestry of the cburch with
the ground upon which old Trinity church
standa, This with his previous offerings makes
over $6 000 given by him to the Church since
Apnl 1894,

A LerreR from Romein the * Monde,” which
is well informed on Vatican matters, states

that the Pope has decided not to issuothoe do-
cree of the Holy Office as to the validity of
Avglican orders. “ In spite of the opinion of
severa] Cardinals and religious erders, Lieo X111
thinks that to solve just now so eorious and
complex a subjoct might iuvulve a riek of ro-
tarding the great current of union which is
drawing the Anglican elite towards Rome.”

Tur New Bisuor or Aprraibe.—The new
Bishop of Adelaide in suecession to Dr. Ken-
nion, ncw Bishop of Bath and Wells,13 the Rev,
Juhn Reginald Harmer, Mr, Harmer, who was
educated at Eton, and subsequently beeame a
scholar at King's College, Cambridgo, is in his
37th year. From 1883 to 1887 ho was a Fellow
of King's, and since 1890 has bheld a Fellowship
of Corpus Chuisti, of which socioty he is at pros-
ent dean and tutor., Mr. Harmer, who was or-
dainod deazon in 1883, and priost in tho follow-
ing year by tho late Bishop of Durham, was
licensed 10 the curucy of Monkwoarmouth,
Trom .884 till the time of his death he was do-
meslic chaplain to Bishop Lightfoot, and bo-
came his literary executor and tho editor of his
posthumous-work. He is one of Bishop Wost-
cott's examining chaplains. Tho sclection was
made by tho Archbishop of Canterbury and the
Bishops of Manchester, Wukeficld, Bath and
Wells,with Bishop Selwyn, and it is stated that
their choice was unanimous.

A SereENDID REicorp or Cuurcn WORK.—
The statistical records of the work of the
Church of England, in the last volume of the
“Qfficial Your Book,"” give cvidence of con-
tinued vigour and progross. The voluntary of-
ferings of Cherchmen (excluding those which
did not come under the immediate direction or
cognizance of the clergy) for the specified
period,viz,, the year 1834, amounted to £5,005,-
490. Of this suin £1,182,435 bas been spenton
Church buildings and restoration, £36,197 on
burial grounds, £173,546 on the endowment of
benefices, and £87,928 on parsonage houses. In
rogard to the Church in Wales it may be ob-
served that the total net income of the clergy
arising from tithe reat charge, glebes, pew
rents, fees, Eastor offerings, interest on funded
property, and from the Eeclesiastical Commis
sioners und other sources, was £186,046 where-
as the voluntary eontributions for Church work
amounted to £230,643, The confirmation stu-
tistics yield the following figures for 1.94:
There were confirmations at 2,728 centras, and
the number confirmed was 214,122, viz,, 86,881
males and 127,21 fcmales,

TuE visit of Lord Halifax to Rome is causing
some unessiness among Churchmen, Hix views
on the Roman question, as enunciated in his
Bristol manifesto, are not shared by many even

of the stricter sect of High Churchmon, and to
oxpound them to the officiuls of the Roman
Church at the present juncture might prove
highly inconvenient, Lord Halifux on this
question spesks mainly for bimself, and if the

Pope were to concede the validity of English

Ordors to-morrow. we should be no nearer Re-
union than wo wero before. It cunnot be too -
clearly understood that at the last Lambeth
Conference the Anglican Bishops declared that -
“it was uscless to consider the question of Re-
union with our brethren of the Roman Church,”
b:eause of Rome's domand for complote sub-
mission to her claim of absolute authority, ns
well as for assent to *‘ those other errors”
against which the English Charch bas for three
centuries beon bound to protest. — Family
Churchman.

Tue Christian Commonwealth says that the
now issue of the Opicial Year Book of the Church
of England will gladden tho hearts of all Christ
ian people :—

“This will be the caso just as much for Dis-
senters a8 for Churchmen, For it is one of the
facts of English lifo and feeling that the senti-
mont of honest pride in the greatness of the
Anglican Church prevsils 8s much amongst
Churchmen outside the Hstablishment as
amongst ihose within its pale. All linglish-
men are Churchmen, #s the law at present
stands, Thereforo all entertain & profound in-
terest in tho condition and prospects of the
Church which legally bolongs to the whale
nation. The mighty increment of our
population is such that it sold everything grow-
ing atan amazing ratio. The Church of Eng-
land advances by leaps und bounds, Is it on the
lines of the surest spiritual growth? This is
what statistics canoot tell us, But the impros-
sion of the most thoughtful minds is that
Churchmen have amongst thom souls as lofty,
as noble, and as sclf-sacrificing as over adorned
any communion. These in hosts will be ready
for the criris that is at hand totry as by fire,
not one inslitution only, but everything in whick
a carnal world would glory.”

At tho Edinburgh Froe Presbytery last
Murch Dr. M'Ewan moved an overture, asking
their Assembly to appoint ncommittee to watch
over the encroachments of Rome and the ritual.
jsm of *‘the old prelatic party in Scotlend.”
He said thoy wore all alive to the extraordin-
ary work that was being done in Scolland by
the Episcopal Church. In the department of
education there had been an oxtraordinary in-
crease in Lbe number of pupils attending the
schools of thoe Episcopal Church, and there was
reason to believe that one balf of these young
people wore Presbyterians. The enceial object
of all these scbools was denominationalism, and
that the young people attending them might
get thoroughly trained und instructed in the
peculiar enets of the Episcopal Church, When
the former committee of the Church was ap-
peinted, the Episcopal Cburch in Scotland had
76 congregations.  Now thore were 314, and in
the majority of theso ritualislic praclices were
in full swiag. Loast year the gain of that
Chureh was 5,600 adherents and 2,000 commu-
nicants, and it was not an exaggerstion to say
that half, if not more, of these adbereuts were
drawn from the Presbyterian Churches, The
motion was passed without discussion,

ally at this Lenten season, when we are all of us
tryiog to get at tho real true menning of the
Christian religion, and to test and measure our
life and character by that standard. '

‘ Belief in Jesus Christ is not an easy method
of gaining happiness and life eternal. Salvation
is not a crown, a robe, & harp and a palace.
Character is sslvation, and there is no short and
esgy way to it.

The heresy of heresies—worst of all heresies
--labelled or unlabelled, that have corrupted
mankind—is the notion that thereis ‘ some way
by which 2 man may get admission into heaven
without purity, truth and luve.’ '

Heaven is purity, truth and love.

No man can get into heaven unless heaven
gets into him.

The blessednesa of heaven is to be poor in
gpirit, meek, merciful, pure in heart. The King-
dom of God is not meat and drink, vor song and
golden gtreets, but righteousness and peace and
Joy in the Holy Ghost—that is—in the fellow-
sbip of Him who is Himself Righteousness,
Peace and Joy.

Believing in the Lord Jesus Christ is not s
substitute for obedience, buta method and a
standard of obedience, We believe in Him
when we ohuy Him,

‘Why do not large numbers of persons avail
themaselves of His offer ? For thesimple reason
that it has no attractions to them. They do
not believe thut to be poor in epirit, to be
merciful, to be pure in heart, is to be blessed.
Their beautitudes—the beautitudes they really
believe in—are of a different order ; they read
3 follows : :

‘Blessed are the high-spirited : for theirs is
toe Kingdom of theearth.’

‘ Blessed are the grasping : for they shall get
possession of theenrth.’

‘ Blessed aro they which do hunger and thirst
after riches : for thoy shall be filled.’

* Blessed are the proud: for they shall have
their own way.'

‘Blessed are the pleasure.scekers: for they
shall have a good time.’

‘To beliove in Jesus Christ is to revolutionize

these ideals ; to care very little for conditions
and a great deal for character ; to count it more
blessed to give than to receive, to serve than
be served, to bestow than to have, to see God
than to acquire the earth.

Believing in Christ means thinking as Cbrist
thought, estimating lifo as Christ estimated it
obeying Christ, following Christ, doing as Christ
did, becoming Christ.like,

This is verysimple; but it is not easy.

Large numbers of people do not avail them-
selves of Christ's offor because they do not really
care for what Christ offers,

They want ta be happy, but they are not
particularly desirous to be good. And it is
goodness which Cbrist offers to ihose that
believe in Him, obey Him, follow him,’

Now, this is all true: 1t is the very essence
of our Lord’s teaching, There is a tremendous
difference between happiness and blessedness,
The one may ba purely animal, the other must
bespiritual, The one may come from moral
deadness ; the other can come only from moral
lite; and moral life is goodness, real worth of
charaoter,

ENGLAND'S DEBT TO WOMEN
WORKERS.

What a debt of gratitude does England not
owe to her noble army of women workers and
reformers, who waged continuous warfare
against every form of social injnstice. The life-
work of Elizabeth Fry, who, from 1809 until her
death (which occurred in 1845), worked un-
ceasingly for prison reform, She found the
prisons of England for women human hells, and

left them freed from the disgusting and brutal-
ising influences. She found some 300 women
and children herded togesther within two wards
and two cells, with no furniture, no bedding, no
arrangements for deeency or privacy, nofemale
warders—in fact, left to themselves, & seething
mass of vice and corruption, to gpread and to
contaminate all that they came in contact with,
Yet for this purifying work Mrs. Fry was sub-
jected to opposition, to abuse, and her motives
impugned. The movement was for bettering
the condition of those who needed it, God
knows, But when we read the pames of those
who opposed this work of sociul impravement,
we blush for our manhood, Mary Carpenter,
the mother of our Neglected Children's School,
had to undergo the same from brutal ignorance
and prejudice raised against what was called un
womanly work. Women sbould be seen, not
heard was the ignorant dictum of a prejudiced
bourgeoisie, It is to Mary Carpenter’s inde-
fatizable work that wé owe the reformatory
and industrial schools established. For 20
years she laboured incessantly until she saw
her efforts crowned by the Youthful Offenders’
Bill receiving the Royal Assent in 1854. The
work of Ilorence Nightingale, who shall
estimate it ? To the suffering and dying she
camo like an angel of light and love, No
wonder they turned ¢ ‘to kiss her shadow as she
passed.” And “Sister Dora,” that * beautiful ”
rovelation of the Good Samaritan, a beautiful
and fascinating woman, to whom was opened
the path of wedded life and the comforts and
pleasure of domestic felicity, chose a lot that
brought her hourly in contact with pain and
aftliction in their most repellant aspect. In
1868 * Sister Dora ” one night was sent for by
a poor man who was much attached to her, and
who was dying of what is known as the black
pox, She went at once, and found him almost
in the last extremity. All his relations had
fled, and @ peighbour =alone was with him,
doing what she could for him. When Sister
Dora found that only one small piece of candle
was left in the house, she gave the woman some
money, beg;ring her to go and find some means
of light while she stayed with the man, She
sat on by his bed, but the woman never return-
ed—went, no donbt, to some public-house and
spent the monay, After some little while the
dying man raised himself up in bed with a last
effort saying, ‘‘ Sister, kiss me before I die.”
She took him, all covered as he was with the
loathsome disease, into her arms and kissed
him, the candle going out almost as she did so,
leaving thom in total darkness, He implored
her not to leave kim while he lived, although
he might bave known that she would never do
that, It was then past midnight, and she sat
on, for how long she knew not, until he died.
Human sympathy—oh ! how rich thy blessing!
How boundless thy power! The world to-day
iy dying for the want of it, Faith, love, and
sympathy are the forces that beautify the face
of the earth and make humanity a poem —Irish
Eeclesiastical Gazette.

The Rev. Prebendary J. W. Reynolds, in his
weekly scientic address in the church of 88,

Anne and Anges, said the idea of Divine_Exist.-
ence is more than & thought about which we

reason. Itis a truth that the heart fecls, the

mind apprehends, and the experience realises
as & moral heart-throb telling of a Higher
Power. Theidea was esrlier than faith: faith
rested on it, It preceded religion, for it made
religion possible. 1t is the ground of philosophy
and thecrown of science, a8 representing the
Eternal who makes, explains, and continues
the worlds, Evolution, in the baads of atheists,
is put in the place of creation, We are glad to
know that ihe cosmic harmony is not by my-
riad efforts_but an enlargenent of one thought,
and, possibly, one act of God ; and this disproves
every statement as to there not being any direc-
tive principle, To deny personality to God, and
theu to nttribute & spurious personality to
animals in particular, and to nature in general,
is a mark of dullness or of small crafliness. The
main intelligible principles of Godhead in nature
discerned by our reason are:—Unity in power
and purpose—this led all peoples to believe in
God; intelligibleness and order witnessing to
the wurk of miad; causation, not a mere se-
quence of antecedent and consequent, but by an
efficient cause accomplishing a purposed result ;
life, coming, as do many other marvels, with
sensation, thought, morals. All these show a
work of universal agreement, They are as lights
Divinely kindled, All unbelief as to the Divine
is & mark of ignorance. The unbeliever says, I
do not know.” Let him strive to koow. Not
by levelling himself to the beast, for the higher
realitics are nut attained by the lower, Lethim
think truly, think up to his best, and better that
day by day. The elevation of his spirit will
soon altain, in peace and vision of beauty, to
true knowledge of the glorious God.

The Pope is losing no time in completing his
pluns for the supercession of the Established
Church in Wales. While our English Govern-
ment are bent on & policy of ecclesiastical de-
moliticn, the astute ruler of the Vatican is
busily engaged in completing bis Church or-
ganization, 80 28 10 be ready to occupy the field
as soon as the Protestant forces are withdrawn,
Thue news from Rome states that *“A Papal
Brief has been placed in the hands of Cardinal
Vaughan, constituting 11 of the Welsh counties
an Apostolic Vicariate, Glamorganshire has
been excluded (for reasous, it is stated, affect-
ing the religious interests of the country), and
"will be included in the diocese of Newport, to-
gether with Herefordshire and Monmouthshira ;
Cheshire and Shropshire forming, benceforth,
the diocese of Shrewsbury, At the meeting of
the Bishope, at the Provincial Synod of West-
minster, in * LW’ week, three names will be
gubmitted to ue Sovereign Pontiff for selection
of a Bishop for the Welsh See.”

work; and, as he told me that he could not af-
ford to take o theological course, I could do

pothing, If he will take a full course of divinity
in either Trinity College, Toronto, or at Len-
noxville College, I will accept him ‘as a ct.ndi-
da.e for Holy Orders, and should be go to Len-
noxville I can give him & nomination which will
fecure him free tuition.” In reply to this the
Archbishop was curtly informed that the young
man had *decided’ to go Lo Wycliffe College.
His Grace's reply was that he could not admit
him to the examination for Holy Orders under
any other conditions than thuse he had laid
down, No bardship is thereby inflicted upon
the would-be candidste, as, if he persists in his
determination, he could easily get another
Bishop to admit bim to tbhe examination for
Deacon's ordevs. The agitation is, in short,
merely an attempt to put pressure on the
Archbishop to accept the young man on his
own terms and not on those prercribed by his
Grace, If the candidute wishes to be admitted
t+ Holy Orders by the Archbishop, it is plainly
his duty to fulfil his Grace's requirements, He
has clearly no possible right to decide what
course he will tako, and then to demand ordina-
tion as 2 matter of course,

Church Belis, London, Eng.:

It has been said of Christianity that one great
socret of its nppeal to the wurld, of its univer-
sality, lies in its infinite tenderness of concern
for the sick and serrowful. So many among
us, in one sense or unother, are for so large &
part of our lives sick and sorrowful,and though
this view of the potercy of Christ's message
may be dwelt upon too exclusively, the trath
that lies in it canoot be denied, Certainly it is
a proof of this position that no hymns are more
touching and popular than those which are ap-
propriate to the penitential seucon ot Lent, and
to that most solemn week which is deveoted to
the commemoration of our Lord's Passion. To
& certain school of Churchmen it hus somotimes
seemed that any specific dwelling upon the
physical side of that Passion is degrading to
the spirituality of religion and tends to mere
morbidness That one could bring forward ex-
amples of this is not to be questioned, and some
of the devotions—for instance, say, to our
Lord’s wounds, like some of the ghastly repre-
sentations of our Lord on the Cross—cdinunot be
too straitly condemped. Yet tho physical side
of the Pasgion must by no meaus be ignored or
made little of, for the physical side ot our na-
ture is an ever-present fact, and that the Son
of Man, Who was incarnate for our saleation,
thoroughly shared in it is not the least part of
that appeal which He makes o us to come unto
Him, as One Who bas beon tempted in ajl
things like ourselves, and knows by actval ex-
perience the whole range of human life, -

The Livng Church, Chicago:

In 1791 the great English Roman Catholic
Reliet Act was mainly brought about by a pro-
testation on the part of the Roman Catholics of
England to the effect that they * acknowledge
no infallibility in the Pope,” together with de-
clarations that their Church bud no power to
injure Protestants, and that no ecclesiastical
power could in any way affect or intertere with
the independence, sovereignty, laws, constitu-
tion, or government of the realm. This pro-
testation was deposited in the British Museum
to be preserved there as a lasting monument of
the political and moral integrity of the Roman
Church in England. In 1875 Cardinal Manning
declared *‘that the infallibility of the Pope was
a doctrine of the Divine Faith before the Coun-
cil of the Vatican was held, and that the Vati-
can decrees bave in no jot or titile changed
either the obligations or ihe conditions of civil
allegiance.” Again, Keenan’s catechism, widely
circulated in the United States and sanctioned
by high episcopal imprimatur, declared that
the assertion that Papal infullibility was & doc-
trine of the Roman Catholic Church was a Pro-

testant slander. After the Vatican Couneil
thie catechism was pecessarily withdrawn or
altered. These are illustrations of the *un-
changeable” character of the Roman Catholic
Chureh.

New Zealand Church News,

The Most Rev. Dr. Cowie, Bishop of Auck-

land, N.Z., bas been elected to the Primacy of
the ecclesiastical Prevince of New Zealand,
Dr. Cowie was consecrated second Bishop of
Auckland in 1869, and has gnined a large ex-
perience in the work of the New Zealand
Church,

The General Synod of the Provinca of Now
Zoaland opened its 13th session in Nelson on
the 31st of Junuary last past under the Presi-
dency of the Bishop of Auckland as acting Pri-
mate. All of the seven Bishops of the Province
were present. Of these not less than four took
their seats for the first time ou the Episcopal
Bouch, They were the Bishops of Nelson,
Wellington, Waiapu and Melanesia. The Bishop
of Salisbury, England, was also present at the
Synod and invited to a seat with the Bishops,

The first action of the Synod after being duiy
constituted was the election of & Primate. The
manner of oleciion differs very considerably
from that of our Canadian dioceses, The voting
was by ballot and Bishops, Clergy and Luity
took part in it, and for the election more than
one half of the votes of each order of ithe mem-
bers of the Synod was necessary.

The Synod also discusted a resolution in fa-
vor of granting to women the right of voticg
at parish meetings, and it was argued that as
she had the political franchise she shonld be ec-
clesiastically enfranchised too. Sir John Hall
argued strongly in favor of the resolution on
the ground that womon do actually take the
toost prominent pait in Church work in all re-
spects save tbat of voting. The Synod, how-
ever, declined to assent fo the proposition by a
considerable majority,

Another resolution which created some dis-
cussion was ouo aiming at the formation of a
Patrigrchato for the Anglican communion, and
suggesting tha consideration of the question at
the pext Laombeth Conference. Aftersome dis-
cussion the resolution (intraduced by the Dean
of Christchurch) wus withdrawn, but in the
course of the discussion the Bishop of Salisbury,
who was present, was appealed to, and be is re-
ported in the Now Zealand Church News to have
made two statements which are worthy of con-
sideration: 1., “There was,” he thought, “a
litle danger of the Culonial churches becoming
t0o conscious of their independence, but he was
glad to feel that they would not enter upon any
course of action thut would be likely to cause
geporation,” 2. * Regarding the autonomous
appointment of Archbishops, etc., there was
one point the English Bishops would nov like,
snd that was to see Archbishops from ecclesi-
astical provinces which did not contain the
number of tlergy held in their own Sees taking
precedence over hem in rank.”

The question of Religious Education also en-
gaged the attention of the Provinciul Synod,
and the following resclution was acopted after
considerable discussior: * That this Synod is of
the opinion that it is desirable that the Educa-
tion Act shonld be so amended as to contain a
provision for imparting religious instruction by:
the teachers in public schools on the model of
the London School Bourd generally, with the
use of the Bible text book known as the Irish
Nutiona) Book of Scriptural Lessons, and with
1 Conscience clause.” In the course of the de-
bate it was stated by the mover of the resolu-
tion, Archdeacon Harper, that the Bishop of
Christchurch had sent out circulars to sll the
clergy of all denominations in New Zealand,
and 287 replies favorable to the resolution in
effect had been received, and only 16 adverse,
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dlews Srom the Soome Field.

any previous year. There were several cele-
brations of Holy Communion commencing at
6.45 a,m,, all of them well attcnded. The rec-
tor, the Rev, E. P. Crawford, M.A,, wus the
preacher in the morning and the Lord Bishop
of the diocrese in the evening. In the atterncon
the annuul floral service for the children of the
Sunday school was held, when offerings of
flowers and money were presented by them.

Biocese of Furon,

On the evening of Good Friday (April 12
thers passed away from earth the REv, Davip
ArmstRONG, 8,T.D., who was for many years a
prominert member of the Synod of the Diocese
of Huron, He was born in Longford County,
Ireland, Dec. 28, 1834, and was educated under
the supervisiou of a paternal uncle whe resided
1n Dublin., Entsring Trinity College he first
gtudied for the medical profession, but after-
wards took up Theology under the instruction
of the famous Dr, Fleury,Rector. Upon gradua-
ting in Theology he came to Canada with splen-
did testimonials, and having received, in purti-
ovlar, an address from the first Young Men's
Christian Association in Ireland, that ot the
Molynoux parish, signed by Dr. Fleury, Morris
Nelligan and other officers on behalf of the 160
members, With the address a beautiful Bible,
suitably inseribed, was handed to Mr, Arm-
strong. On his arrival in Canada (1859) he
wus ordained Deacon by the first Bishop of Hu-
ron, Dr. Cronyn, and appointed Curate of Galt
under the then Rector, Dr, M. Boomer, after-
wards Dean of Huron, Remaiving at Galt
about six monthe only, he was appointed to
Mooretown parish, where be remained in the
active discharge of his duties until abouk & year
ago when he retired. For nearly 35 years he
resided at Mooretown, being instrumental in
the erection of seven churches. He married at
St. John's church, Sandwich, Oant,, on May 23,
1867, Jane Ann, the youngest daughter of the
late Joseph Cary, Esq., for many years Daputy
Inspector Goneral of Csnada. The degree
8.T.D., honoris causa, was given him by Ho-
bart College, N.Y., in 1871, and for many years
he wan the Rural Dean of Lambton,

Following an attack of lu grippe, he was
stricken with paralysis in his eldest sou's office
in Moorotown, and died in about 20 minutes,
surrounded by his widow, his two sons and a
few intimate friends,
who is a practising physician; and Allan, who
is & student at-law, both residing at home.
Together & most happy and united family.

The funeral on fHusler Mouday was very
largely atlended. Many -persons came long
distances to be present, The Burial Service of
the Church was read by the Rev. G. M., Frank-
Jin, of Wallaceburg, and amung the many visi-
tors present were the Rovs, Rural Dean Davis,
of Sarnis, and R. S. W. Howard, of Cartright,
together with the Presbyteriun and Congrega-
tionalist pastors.

to-be-forgotten helper, tho Rov. Dr. David
Armstrong.

. Si,—In your issue of the 10th inst, * A
Priest” writes criticizing the Brotherhood of

St. Andrew as an organization because “a
young man from the parish, nst bearing a very
good character, was within six weeks admitted
a member, mads much of in a convention (what-
over that may mean) and all this without any
application to the Rector as to moral filness,”
Now, taking it for granted for thesake of clear-
ing the ground that there is no ‘* other side’ to
the facts, it most certainly does not foliow that
the Order is to be blamed for what should
clearly have been avoided by the clergyman of
the parish. No organization in the Church ever
placed itself more completely and unreservedly
in the bhands and under the control of the cler-
gy. Without their writtun conwent a chapter
may not come into existenie, Let them with-
draw this consent for or even without cause,
and the Council is obliged to withdraw the char-
ter of the chapter. They and thoy alone tan use
the solemn service of admission. They can in-
sist on being consulied, aud should, a8 a matter
of course, be consulted as to new members,
Surely then, such being the case, the clergy
have the solution of such difficultivs in their
own hands. They have the power to see that
the members of their chapters are tried and
picked men, men whom they themselves can
trust to do the work to which as members of
the Brotherhood they are pledged, and this
power the Brotuerhood &t large expect them to
uee. The necessity of a full term of probation

"and of keéping up the personal standard of the

membership is insisted upon in all Brotherhood
literature, and I would reter your correspon-
dent to the article in St Andrew's Cross; re-
printed in pamphlet form, on Brotherhood
membership, or to the Uouncil member for his

QOUR ELDER SCHOLARS.

A, Parer rEAD BY THE REV. T. E. TEIGNMOUTH
SHore, st a Meeting of the Lewisham
Rural Deanery Church Sunday Schools
Association (Liewisham and Cat-

ford District) -

A subject for discussion which constanlly
appenrs upon the agenda paper at meetings of
Churchmen and Church women is ** Why men
domnot go to churck.” Ita question of great
and pressing importance. - But Icannot help
, thinking that there would be no reed to ask it
' gll if we could only find a solution for that other
problem which is to be the subject of our
present discussion, viz., How best to keep stead-
fast in the faith the eldor scholars in our Sun-
day-schools, I mean boy's and girls who nave
reached that difficult and dangerous {ransition
period which lies between childhood and man-

hood or wowmanhood, In dealing with this
subject I propose to divide it as follows : —I.
To state the Difficulty; II. To endeavour to
asoertain its cause or causes ; I1I, To suggest
the direotious in which it scems to me that the
remedy is to be sought; 1V. To draw your
attention to & particular organisation designed
to meot and overcome this difficulty.

1. The difficulty scarcely, perhaps, requires
to be stated at all, It i¥ only too well known to
every Sunday-school teacker, and not only to:
Suunday-school teachers but to every one who
is in any way interested in the training of our

children. It certainly cannot bo eaid that the
Church is not alive to her mission to the
children. Sunday-seools, bands of hope, chil-

dren’s clubs and guilds of all sorts and kinds.
abound in every parish, and no one will question
that they are fruitful in good results, ~ At the
same time we are confronted with the indisput--
able fact that a vast number of these children
do not grow up devont Christians, faithful sons

and daughters of the Church, They are uever
seen within the House of God ; it is to be feared
that for the most part they are equally neglect-
ful of the praciices of private devotion ; many
of them openly as well as tacitly repudiate
religion altogether, The fact is admitted, There
is probably no one here to night to whom it is not
a subject of anxious thought. of earnest prayer,
often of bitter grief. Sursly it poinis to some
defect in oursystem, some flaw in our methods,
some weakness in our armour, Before, how-
aver, we ‘can attempt to apply a remedy we
must ascertain, if we can, the cause of the
disease, '

IL—(i) First and foremost wo must, thinle,
put the natural effect upon & boy or girl of the
removal, or at least the relaxing, of many of
the restraints to which in their earlier days they
were necessarily subject. At the age of about
thirteen the majority of children leave our
elementary schonls,” What is the resnlt ? Most
of them immediately consider themselves
“grown-up.” They are filled with ideas of their
own importaice, They are eager to assert
their so-called independence, and independence
is almost invariably confounded with contempt
for all coopslituted authority. I koow more
than one boy who rTecognises my salutation
with a condeseending nod, while his father
touches his hat to me, and this I presume is not
an unique experience, This tendency is ooe
which is unfortunately encouraged and de-
veloped by whatis vaguely termed * the spirit
of the ages,” and it is only to be expected that
this will affect the children in our Sunday-
schools. “ IfI am too old to go to day-school,

Tam too old lo go to Sunday-school.” The

logicis obvicus. Fortunately, in some cases it
is to some extent counter balanced by a feeling
of paironising commiscration toward the good
teacher who has expended so much time, 8o
much trouble, and so much affection upon his
or her pupil.

(ii.) To this growing freedom from restraints
must be added another cuuse, which I shall
describe as prejudice. There is a something in
the air—1 don’t know exactly what 1o eall it—
a feeling very muoch akin to eontempt for Sun-
day-schools and all that is connected with them,
Theroe is about the word—in the minds, I mean
of the avorage boy——& certain flavour of goody-
goodiness and milk and water. Itseems some
how to be incompatible with the * manliness”
to whish every bov aspires. Hence the acquisi-
tion of the first pair of trousers is not in-
frequently coincident with a marked irregu-
larity in attending Sunday-school,

(iii.) Thirdly, there is parental example,
Sometimes we have the influence of home to
fight against instead of its being our most power-
ful ally, and that is indeod a hard battle, If
children see Lheir fathers and mothers entirely
veglectful of duties which they have beea
taught to regard as of the highest importance,
if they see them manifestly indifferant to those
traths by which, rather than by bread alone,
they have been taught man must live, is it any
wonder that when they bsgin (o think for them-
selves they follow the example which is 60 con-
stantly before them, rather than the ideal to
which we strive to point them ? * If father and
mother don’t trouble about these things, why
should we ?! And we cannot, of course, forget
that there are homes where the force of parental
example not only does not tell for good but tells
strongly and positively for evil.

(iv.) Lastly, I would refer to & minor cause
which operates againet the Sunday-school, and
that is tho scandaious.length of the hours of
work of many boys fresh from the elementary
school,  On Saturdays especially many a lad
does not rea.ch his home till after midnight. To
this must.be added the employment of boy-
labour on Sunday, -

So much for the causes,now for the remedies.

. III.—(i)-To begin in the middle with my

third canse-—ihe force of parental example.
‘We must of necessity set that on ope side ; it
is one which is beyond our control. We can do
no more than we are slready striving to do—
bring the Gospel to bear on old and young slike;
try to put before parents the greatness uf the
responsibility which God has put upon them,
and the dreadful consequences of neglecting €o
solemn a trast. y

(ii.) Then as to the last cause to which I re-
ferred : a great deal uf good might be done by
putting the Factory Acts in motion, drawing
the inspector's attention to ome or two cises
where they are most flagrantly violated, ard so
influencing other employers of labour in the
neighbourhood. Aud I think we ought to do
everything we can to stir up public opinion on
the question of early closing on Saturdays—
reasonably early closing that is—and the ques-
tion of Sunday trading. If Londoners cango
without their letters on Sunday, surely they
cap also go without Sunday papers, especially
when all the evening papers publish *oxtra
speciald ’ on Saturday night.

(iii,) 1t remains, then, to 'be considered
whether and how we can counteract the effects
of freedom from accustomed restraints and of
prejudice. For that prejudice we must be pre-
pared to admit that we are in some degree
ourselves responsible. There has been, perhups,
a tendency to make the teaching given in the
school of & somewhat sentimental and mawkish
character. Almost unconsciously ouve finds
oneself misrepresenting the facts of life in the
way one puts them to children; side by side
with this we are tempted to make our Sunday-
schools. attractive by means that are not always
quite wise. The law compels the parent to
sent his child to a day-school, while their at-
tendance at Sunday-school is necessarily purely
voluntary. Therefore persuasion must take
the place of coercion, The result is very often
seen in the adoption of what I may call the
*bun and orange " sysiem, & system which is
most demoralising, A Sunday-achool thatcan
only exist by dint of frequent and lavish treats
is doing very little good. Of course an anrual
treatis & mnecessary part: of Saunday-school
organisation; but it is very easy to overdo it,
and its chief merit is that it brings the children
and their teachers together “out of school,” and
still more that it brings the teachers and
parents together. . So the first remedy which I
shall propose is—

(a.) Better Discipiine. "It may sound some-
what paradoxical, but I am sure that the better
they are kept in order the better children like
it. Don't let us be afraid that it will trighten
them away; on the contrary, it will attract
them. There can be no doubt that the day-
schools where discipline must be strict are
very attractive to children, more attractive per-
haps than most Sanday-schools. It is far
oftener the parents who keep their ochildren
away from the day-school than the children
who play truant, The fact is that the more
seriously you take the childzen the more
seriously they will take themselves, Therefore
discipline mast be strict ; but it must also be
impartial and intelligent.

to begin and hunt around to find a man; a man
whose touch will give the dead thing life; & man
who will supply the brain and conlidence and
vigor and direction that will make the thing &
success; & man whose faith and courage and
persistence will.contront all difficulties and pull

it through sl perils, When the man is found
money i8 no -object, he names his own terms,
he is one of the aristocracy of affuirs ; he1s king
n his own domain,. Such men are the leaders;

they make nations, cities, enterprises, busi-
nesses, We are content to follow them, nay,
we must follow them or drop out of the proces-
sion, One set of characteristics marks them
all—alertness, courago, positiveness, persist-
ence, manliness, Even the corrapt, sordid world
admires macliness and respects & man,

And it is nothing different in that divine In-
stitution, the Church and kingdom of God. The
work of the kingdom is to be done by men. and
calls for the exercise of the same qualities that
ordinary affairs demand, for they are God-given
qualities and reflections of the divinity within
us in whatever cause they may be used, And
50 St. Paul says to his Christian brotherbood,
“ Watch ye, stand fast in the faith, quit ye like
men, ba strong.” You sce these are exactly the
same qualities that the world demands and wor-
‘ships and ie willing tn pay for—alertness, posi-
tiveress, courage, stepdfastness. These are
Christian virtues, toc; and if we are to com-
mend our holy relizion, our divine Master, to
‘men, we muost exhibit the virtues that adori a
man, that commend a man and a cause alike to
God and to the world.

Now it is a painfal fact that few professing
Christians do exhibit these virtues in their

lives, Hor the most part they are an uncertain,
shuftling, cownrdly set of people. Their religion
is the last thinyr they will talk about or defend
or exhibit to the gaze of men, Personal loyalty
to Jesus Christ expressed in daily conversa-
tion, in private correspoudence, in public docu-
ments, in every page of English literature three
hundred years ago, has disappesred from writ-
ing and from speech, As u rule, we are an
unpromising set, we professing Christians, like
Falstaff’s soldiers, and the world very properly
thinks lightly of us. Well, that wonldn't matter
80 much were it not that from our mean conduct
they learn to think lightly of our religion, too,
They see that it lacks the life, the vim, the
character, the go, that they find in business,
Is not this an awful thought, that the noblest
parts and qualities of worldly men are those
that lead them to despise our religion, because
they see religion so unpractical and so meanly
- %:r] migerably represented by Christian people.
ill not the world rise up to condemn us ell,
as Sodom and Gomorrah will rise to condemn
Chorazin ?
. Let us lay this to heart, The world can be
captured by straightforward manliness—there's
nothing it admires more; it can be captured for
Christ by Christian manliness, for it will own
its favorite quality in whatsoever cause it finds
it. Why not do as.mueh for. Christ's religion
as we do for our business, for success, for pub-
lic estimation ? Why not be straightforward,
courageous, uggressive in exhibiting our reli-
gion in our lives, at home, in the store, .on the
street ? Why should any man be in doubt as
to what we are? Wo are not ssthamed to be
known as Republican or Democrat; we don't
conceal that we are for a gold standard or for
iree silver, for protection or free trade ; why s0
carefully concesl the fact that we are for
Christ, that we have solemnly sworn to confess
the faith of Jerus Christ and Him crucified ?
Let us take St, Paul's exhortation for our motto
and conguer the world with it: *‘Stand fast in
the faith, quit ye like men, be strong.” And
for our encouragement let us remember that
while but few by the utmost exercise of manly
virtue can become leaders of men in the world’s
affairs, yet in .the great business of the king-

They may disputo the fact, be-
canse they did not see the angel with face of
lightning ; the stone rolled away; the Saviour
walking onca more amid scenes which had wit-
nessed the outpouring of His life's blood, Men
of the present day have not talked with St.
John, and learned from him by word of mouth
the incidents that took place on that first Euster
Day. Itis very probable that no scientific ag-
nostic would believe in the raising up of a dead
man, even if it took place in his presence.
There is no evidence which could possibly be
adduced that would be strong enough to prove
to the materialist that God opens the gruves,
and brings His people out of their graves. The
aterialist begins by limiting God's power, and
in order to test what has been, first of all lays
down the limit of what can be, There is no
means of arguing with a reasover like this, who
begins by practically clsiming a complete ac-
quaintance with the laws and phenomerz of an
infinite universe, But even the materialist
must acknowledge the power of the Resurrec-
tion as a prospect in the experience of the indi-
vidual, The best argument, perbaps, which
may be presented for the streugthening of be-
lief in the indestructibility of tho humuau race
comes from & consideration of the power which
such & belief exercizes in the amelioration of
the human lot and the ennobling of the human
character.

It was because deuth
had been swallowed up in victory that he could
remain steadfast, tnmovable, always abounding
in the work of the Lord., It was not & merely
subjective immortality that 3t, Paul looked for-
ward to; this would be the immortality of the
Pyramids, the immortality which George Eliot
prayed for in which her name would be remem-
bered and her influence felt by succeeding gen-
erations, 1f only in this life we have hope in
Christ Jesus we are most miserabls, The
misery of & partial, visionary, mooumental or
literury immortality ie' not eatisfactory to the
agpirations of maunkind ; and the Christian doe-
trine abolishes this misery, and in its place puts
joy and peace in believing, It sets before the
human race a complete restoration of life,
power, and deuthless joy. The Christian resur-
rection makes those affections, which have
cheored and elevated life, immortal as the ran-
gomed soul and the glorided body of those who
beiievein s God who is not a God of the dead,
but of the living. The hope of Easter, the
peace of Easter, the joyof Buster mauifest forth
as they spring out of the power of Christ's Re-
