An Act for extending the Jurifdiction of the Courts

of Juftice in the Provinces of Lower and Upper
Canada, to the Trial and Punifhment of Perfons
guilty of Crimes and Offiences within certain Parts
of North America adjoining to the faid Provinces.

[1ith Auguf i803.]W 'TTHEREAS Crimes and Offences have been committed in the
Indian Territories, and other Parts of dmerica, nor within the
Linits of the Provinces of Lower or Upper Canada, or cither

of them, or of the Jurildiaion of any of the Courts eafablifhed in thofe
Provinces, or within the Limits of any Civil Government of the United
States of Anerica, and are therefore not cognizable by any Jurifdi&ion
whatever, and by reafon thereof great Crimes and Offences have gone and
may hereafter go unpunifhed, and greatly increafe: For Remedy whereof
may ir pleafe Your Majefly that it nay be enaded ; and be it enaded by the
King's noft Excellent Majefty, by and wich the Advice and Confent of
the Lords Spiritual and Temporal, and Commons, in this prefent Par.
liament affembled, and by the Au'hority of the fane, That, from and ofenees co.
after the paffing of this Act, all Offences committed within any of the m whia
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ed Indian Territories, or Parts of America not eithin the Limits of either
e of the faid Provinces of Lower or Upper Canadà, or of any Civil Govern-
f ment of the United States of America, fhall be and be deemed to be

of Offences of the fame Nature, and fhall be tried in the fame Manner and
fubjet to the fame Punifhment as if the fame had been committed within

a. the Provinces of Lower or Upper- Canada. L

rnor II. And be it further enaded, That it 'fhall be lawful for the
Governor or Lieutenant Governor, or Perfon adminiftering the Go-

Per. vernrnent for the Time being of the Province of\ Lcwer Canada, by
as Commillion under his Hand and Seal, to authorize and empower

any Perfon or Perfons wherefoever refident or being at the Time to
s, a& as Civil Magiftrates and Juftices of the Peace for any of ;he 1n-

- dian Territories or Parts of lmerica not within the 4irmits of either of
1 the faid Provinces, or of any Civil Government of th United States of
'r Anerica, as well as within the Limits of either of t e faid Provinces,

either upon Informations taken or given within the aid Provinces of
Lower or Upper Canada, cr out of the faid Provinces in a y Part of the In-
dian Territories or Parts of ,mnerica aforefaid, for the urpofe ònly of
hearing Crimes and Offences, and committing any P rfon or Perfons
guilcy of any Crime or Offence to fafe Cuftody, in orde to his or their,
being conveyed to the faid Province of Lower Canada o be deait with
according to Law; and it (hall be lawful for any Perfon or Perfons what--
ever to apprehend and take before any Perfons fo como iffioned as afore-
faid, or to apprehend and convey, .or caufe to be fately conveyed, with
all convenient Speed, to the Province of Lower Canada, any Perfon or
Perfons guilty of any Crime or Offence, there to be delivered inco fafe
Cualody for the Purpofe of being dealt with according to Law.

III. And be it further enaded, That every, fuch Offender may and

ch fhall be profecuted and tried' in the Courts of the Province of Lower
Canada, (or if the Governor or Lieutenant Governor, or Perfon admini-
ftering the Government for the-Time being, (hall, from any of the Cii-.
cumftances of the Crime or Offence, or;the local Situation of any of the
Witneffes for the Profecution or Defence, think thar Juflice may more
conveniendy be adminiftered in relation to fuch Crime or. Offence in the
Province of Upper Canada, and fhall by any Inítrument under the Great
Seal of the Province of Lower Canada, declare the fame, then that every
fuch Offender may and fhall be profecuted and tried in the Court of the
Province of Upper Canada), in which Crimes or Offences of the like
Nature are ufually tried, and where the fame would bave been:tried if
fuch Crime or Offence had been committed within the Limits of the
Province where the fame fhall be tried under this Aa; and every Of-
fender tried and conviced under this Ad fhall be liable and fubjeêt to
fuch Punifhment as may by any Law in Force in the Province where he or
fhe (hall be tried be inflided for fuch Crime or Offence; and fuch Crime
or Offen.ce may and fhall be laid and charged to have been committed
within the Jurifdia*on of fuch Court, and fuch Court may and fhall pro-
ceed therein to Trial, Judgemenr, and Execution, or other Punifhment
for fuch Crime or Offence in the fame Mariner in every Refpe& as if fuch
Crime or Offence had been really committed within the Jurifdi&ion of
fuch Court ; and it ihall alfo be lawful for the Judges and other Officers
of the faid Courts to iffue Subpcenas and otier Proceffes for enforcing

the Attendance of Witneffes on any fluch Trial; and fuch Subpoenas and
other Proceffes fhall be as valid and effeftual and be in full Force and put
in Execution in any Parts of the Indian -Territoiles, or other Parts of
America out of and not within the Limits of the Civil Government of the
United States of America, as well as within the Limits of either of the
faid Provinces of Lower or Upper Canada, in relation to the Trial of any
Crimes or Offences by chis A& made cognizable in fuch Codrt, or to the
more fpeedily an-d effe&ually bringing any Offender or. Offenders to Juf-
tice under this Aa, -as fully and amply as any Subpcenas or other Procefes
are, within the Limits of the Jurifdiàion of the Court, from which any
fuch Subpænas or Proceffes fhall iffue as aforefaid ; any Ad or Acts,
Law or Laws, Cuftorn, Ufage, Matter, or Thing to the contrary norm
withftanding.

IV. Provided always, and be it further enacted, -That if any Crime c
or Offence charged and profecuted under this Act, fhall be proved to
have been commitred by any Perfon or Perfons nor being a'Subject or f
Subjects of His Majefty, and alfo wichin-the Limits of any Colony, Set- a
tlement, or Territory belonging to any European Scate, thé Court before ,
which fuch Profecution Ihall be had fhall forthwith acquit fuch Perfon
or Perfons, not being fuch Subject or Subjects, as aforefaid of fuch a
Charge.

V. Provided neverthelefs, That it fhall and mav be lawful for fuch s
Court to proceed in the Trial of any other Perfon, being a Subject or i
Subjects of His Majefty, who fhall be charged with the fame or any a
other Offence, notwithftanding fuch Offence fhall appear to bave been f
committed within the Limits of any Colony, Seulement, or Terricory
belonging to any European State as aforefaid. s
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
