Once upon a time, mothers told daughters that it 

fine to get an education or pursue a career while 
waiting patiently - or searching deligently - for an in­
dependently wealthy Mr. Right.

But in the eighties, a woman can no longer afford to 
be so casual about planning for the future. A report by 
the Canadian Advisory Council on the Status of 
Women indicates that three out of every four women 
either never marry or lose their husbands due to 
death or divorce, and even many of those who marry 
choose to work for personal or financial reasons. And 
of course, many women work simply because they 
want to, or to establish their own "identity.” As a 
result, more women are joining the work force than 
ever before, and young women are being encouraged 
to think carefully about educational and career deci­
sions.

It is obvious at UNB and other universities that most 
girls are still opting for the traditional fields of study 
-the faculties of Arts, Education, and Nursing have the 
highest concentration of female enrolment. But every 
year more and more women graduate with degrees in 
Science, Engineering, and Law 
dominated by men - and they are making their 
presence known. Moreover, this trend is certain to 
continue as computers and advanced technology 
render obsolete many clerical and service positions 
traditionally seen as "women's work."

Females, then, are no longer locked into a few job 
categories. In fact, the choice is often overwhelming. 
Here are a few suggestions that may give some direc­
tion to anyone with questions about her place in the 
job market or qualms about transferring to a dif­
ferent, less traditional faculty or training program.

1. Remember that although women have been 
discouraged from some careers in the past, it has 
nothing to do with their ability. Professor R. Cooper of 
the Computer Science department is quicklo point out 
that, at least in his field, such attitudes are changing. 
"Traditionally, that is 10 to 15 years ago when Com­
puter Science was evolving out of Mathematics and 
Engineering schools, very few women started study­
ing Computer Science because Engineering and 
Mathematics were dominated by males in those days. 
Now, however, many women are taking up Computer 
Science, and I don't think the descrimination is there, 
anything like it used to be. This is reflected in the fact 
that pearly one third of our enrolment in Computer 
Science are women."

2. Get the facts about women in the work force and 
programs designed to help them. Zeynep Karmen, 
who is the women's employment coordinator for the 
region, is enthusiastic. "There are now a number of 
government funded programs aimed at introducing

into nontraditional fields, and special incen­
tives encouraging employers to hire them.

3. Visit the Career Centre in Room 19 of the Alumni 
Memorial Building, where a section of the Career In­
formation Library deals with women's employment 
opportunities and related issues like anti- 
discrimination legislation and two-career marriages.

4. Contact women who are already involved in 
fields that interest you. Most people are more than 
willing to talk about their jobs or career plans; strike 
up a conservation with that girl in Survey Engineering 
who lives in the next apartment, or ask your Doctor or 
Professor what she finds rewarding and frustrating in 
her chosen profession.
* Despite the push to get women involved in non­
traditional fields, you need not feel guilty about 
following tradition by becoming a teacher, nurse, or 
wife and mother. And above all, never force yourself 
to study nuclear physics or heavy equipment 
mechanics just to prove a woman can do it; women 
have already demonstrated their competence in just 
about every area and continue to do so. "You've come 
a long way, baby," because gender no longer has 
anythir^ to do with setting and attaining career goals 
that interest and challenge you as a person.

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The variety store in the Student Union Building will not be run by students 
hands until, at least, the 1985-86 school year, when the one-year provi­
sional lease granted by the Administration runs out. This has varying 
ramifications for the students of UNB.

The decision whether or not to renew the lease on the store, and as well 
the other businesses in the SUB, should have been in the hands of the SUB 
Board of Directors. The SUB Board has nine students among its eleven 
members, a good indication of democracy, seeing that students ostensibly 
are to be allowed to run their own building, an edifice they paid one-half a 
million dollars for in 1 969. The truth is however, that the Board of Gover­
nors can, and did, override the powers of the SUB Board. In a press release 
dated March 23, 1984, the BOG, citing "an acknowledged crisis in the 
workings of the SUB Board," decided to renew all the leases on SUB 
businesses for a one-year term. Said renewed leases will expire on July 31, 
1 985.

We've lined up some new editors and staff for the coming 
year. Besides wunderkind Tim Lethbridge (former SRC Vice- 
President and Chairman, former Senator, member of the Ad­
ministrative Board of the Student Union) as Managing Editor, 
we've collected a number of faces, some fresh to the Bruns 
some jaded, but still to simple to be totally cynical.

To be sure, there were legitimate concerns as to whether a student-run 
variety store could work. The people of Campus Services Limited attempted 
to show they could handle a large staff by adding extra shifts and employees 
at the Copy Centre/Book Exchange. They have a manager and six 
employees. The employees share fifteen work shifts and great frustration 
when they do not get paid on time, a distressingly frequent occurence. If 
CSL wants to run something like the Smoke Shoppe, with a large inventory, 
seventy-six hours of operation per week (vs. thirty-two and a half at the 
Copy Centre, and a larger staff, they must prove they can handle something 
as basic to business as paying its staff for the hours they work.

Council voted 2/9/1 to re­
ject Corbett's proposal that 
the Aquinian constitution 
and editorial board be 
reinstated, and a committee 
be set up to resolve the cen­
sorship issue.

Corbett to sign a contract 
stating that she would not 
produce a paper from room 
32 in the SUB next year, and 
that she would work on a 
new council paper. Neither 
Laslo nor Slipp explained 
what led them to believe 
that the Aquinian would 
quietly surrender after their 
year-long struggle to be
