LETTER FROM MISS JONES.
Ramachandrapuram,
Dec. 8th, 1918,
Dear Editor of THE LINK,

The readers of our paper may be iti-
terested in & short account of & very
successful Bunday School Rally, held in
our Ramachandrapuram Chureh, on Sin-
day, Nov, 28rd. The attéendance wis
460, which ineluded nine sehools in Ru-
machandrapuram itself, six sehbvols $£om
outside  villages, the Lepér Bundly
Sehool and some visitors, amoéng théin
our new missionaries, Misseés ' MeLolsh
and MeGill. When Rév: D, A Guila,
who acted as “Chairman, opened "the
meeting, all the town schools and the

arihest away village school wers
present, the remaining five ontside
schools arriving -during the colirse of
the service, aiid two of thesé were just

in time to eontribute tlulr little part to
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the programme and receive the benedie-
tion. - ;

We had thought that the opening o
the rival Brahmin day-sehool would
bave aroused & feeling against allowing
our caste girls to come to the ¢hurch.
However, even some Who have gone to
the new school were among the Coelc-
shutt School which came eighty strong,

filling up about one-quarter of the

ground space available. You know that
it is supposed to defile a caste person to.
touch an outcaste, and this feeling of
superiority and fear is as strong in the
children as among the older people.
This time there were so many of both
kinds present that they could not keep
far apart. ‘The poor little Maias and Ma-
digas had probably never been so near
their Brahmin sisters before, and some
seemed bound to tumble or shift in their
direction on every podsible rceasion.
Besides these, close at hand, were seat-
#d our Christidn ckildren, Tt was com.
forting to notfice that these Brahmin
girls “sepmed . to feel mo. fear about

touching them. e
In spite of these difficulties and the
variety in the children, some being
clothed, jewelled, and pupils of schools,
while some were minus - clothing and
jowels, and all but wild, we had fairly
good order. Each school had ite banner,
of shape and color corresponding to the
taste and dexterity of the teacher, The
teacher of the Madiga Sehool had made
s really handsome one, which was dis-
played at the front of the church; the
other banners being held by different
children, as they sat in their various
places on the mat. ' In response to the
Roll-call, each school said & Bible verse,
answered a question in the little cate-
‘chism, and sang, or sttemtped to sing,
ymn. _Thé Coekshutt Sehool had its

THE STUDENT VOLUNTEER
CONVENTION,
From a Student’s Standpoint.

It was with great expectation that
our McMaster delegation, eleven stropg,
boarded the special train at Toronto for
Kansas City, Missouri, to attend the
Student Volunteer Convention, and our
hopes ran high. Now, after our return,
when the sti of those tings has
passed, we do not feel we were dis-
appointed. ~The spiritual power of the
meptings grew from the first meeting on
Wednesday afternoon until Sunday
evening, which closed the greatest day
of all,  We all fait then that ‘it was
good to be there,’’ and feel so yet. I
am surd not one of us came away with-
out & grea.er vision of the power of
Christianity. I, for one, feel that the
testimony of such strong men as Johu
B. Mott and Robert B. Speer, that the
Christian life is the biggest thing in the
world, is not to be lightly passed over.
What a testimony for Christ to say:
‘“Though  there are many things of
which I have my doubts, I have no
doubt about Christ being a LIVING
Christ. I have had too many experiences
of His power to ever doubt it.”’ ‘whese
were the words of Mott, as he told of
what he had seen im his trips around
the world in the past fourteen years to
study missionary conditions, In the
Iast ‘meeting, he gave us the key to
make Christ the same to each one of
us—adequate time alone with God. He
said this ‘‘life-expanding habit’’ of
speriding an unhurried bour with ‘‘the
Bible and the felt presence of God’’
was absolutely necessary, that the voice
of God might sound in our ears day by
day, that our wills might be energized.
and that owr power of —isior wuight be
preserved. = ‘‘Through this habit, it is

Mott, Speer, Bddy and others connected
with this movement are a living testi-
mony to the power of this habit.

The' meetings throughout the five
days were marked by quietness and
saneness. No effort was made to work
on the feelings of ‘those gathered there
day after day, 1In fact, all efforts
seemod “directed to prevent such. No
applause was allowed during any of the
meetings,  When the audience at. the
beginning attempted to show their ap-
preciation of the singing by the Con-
vention Quartette, or of the addresses,
Dr, Mott immediately used his mallet
to call order, and requested no more
applause, Even when American pat-
riotism tended to overflow during the
address of Wm, Jennings Bryan, on
Batu;day evening, it was immediately
suppressed. In this and other ways,
the proceedings of the Convention were
& revelation to the people of Kansas
City. One local paper remarked that
the men at the head of affairs in the
Convention made no more of Wm,
Jennings Bryan’s presence than of the
most obseure missionary. No announce-
ments were made as to the speakers at
the meetings, so that delightful surprises
awaited us at each meeting.

Horton (of London, England), J. Camp-
bell White, J. Ross Stevenson, Dr, Zwe-
mer, and many others who have devoted
time and emergy to thié Volunteer
Movement.

His wife’s
éarnings will bring the family h‘m

‘up to sbout thirtysix ecents a aweek.

The coarse grain which he eate' is-sb
exceedingly cheap that im grain, &t
English prices, the thirty.six cenfs is
equsl to a dollar. He requires uo firing
for warmth, and no warm clothes, - His
ehildren gather wild vegetables, mnd
eatch some fish when the streams are in
flood. His caste connection sectres him
some sense of importance,

The scuthern villages are
built in palm groves, with low mad
houses, having thatched reofs, and often
covered with vimes. These ho sge a¥e
dirty and comfortless. A fow coarse-
woven mats are on' the floor, and here
the wife and children sleep, while the
husband has & rude bed. A
-whul a fow eookh‘ quill, s box
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during the dsy -aud return to ' their
homes at night. Pass by a village in
the early morning before the first streak
of dawn has glimmered in t! s east, ve-
fore even chanticleer has spoken, and
you will hear the sounds of the eorn
being ground for the day’s consumption,
This is done by the women of the house-
hold, who get up for the purpose long
before their lords are awake, and sit
two together at each mill and grind, just
48 they did in Palestiné when the Bible
was being written. Then, after suffi-
¢ient meal has been ground, the 'women
#tart off with their pitehers to draw
‘the water for the household. They bal-
anee bwo or even three pitehers on their
heads, and walk along with a graceful
¢arriage, steadying them by a slight
touch of one hand.

The centre of village life is the
“‘ehauk.’’ 'This is comparable to the
i ot public house of an English village
in 80 far as it is the place where travel-
lers rest and are regaled, where much
of the village business is transacted,
and where the men while away their
leisure time lmoking the hookah and
gossiping.

The <itios and large towns have very

agnificent places of marble and stone,
but the houses are mostly of brick. They
are built around & eourtyard, on which
all rooms open. There are no windows
on' the outside, only & blank wall with
a door for entrance.

Family Life.

The joint ‘‘family system’’ of India
o & dangerous one to family peace; jeal-
ousy and hatred, discord and deceit,
rale. ‘The child’s life is full of misery.
The indecent speech of the home is one
of its darkest Muru. The average

The majority of Mobammedan girls
are secluded when very young. Shut
up in the Zenanas, with few amuse
ments,, they lead unhappy lives.

There is one thing above all others
which makes the life of the Hindu girl
so cruelly sad, that it would have been
better for her had she been allowed te
die, a8 80 many are &» a baby. 'This is
widowhood, “The little girls are married
when between five and ten years old;
and often to midie-aged and even old
men, who-soon die and leave them wid
ows.  Then . they are considered the
eause of their husband’s death, and can
never marry again, Kindness is rever
shown to them; they are ernelly treated
by the ménmbers of the family, evem
though they may be only five or six
years old; their pretty jewelry is all
taken away, and they have only coarse
clothing to wear. '\ Only the plainest
food is @iven to them, and they have
no place at the family fpasts.

Think ‘of it, you gikls and boys with
your happy Christian homes, just think
of itl ‘There .are neurly 22,600,000 of
thess poor little widows, and over 93,000
of them under ten yeéars of age. This
cruel practice is part of one of the false
religions of the country, and neither the
girls and boys of India nor the grown
men and women can be really happy
until these heathen religions are dome
away with and the religion of Jesus
Christ reigns in all that great land.
