Gymyastics 1v Schoous,—There is even in
this country a growing tendency just now to
make gymnasdcs in schoolsa fatiguing, tedious,
and monotonous study, instead of their being
an agreeable, diversified, and most invigorating
recreation, We invite attention to the recent
memoir of Dr. Gallard on this subject. The
following are his conclusions, He proposes to
proscribe for young people the exercises of the
bar and the grapezc, and the monotonous use
of “ clubs " and dumb bells; and to replace the
factitious exercising in the gymnastic school
by free and natural exertion in such games as
football, cricket, tennis, &c., in which the mas-
ters can take part with their pupils. Long
walks may replace other fatiguing exercises ;
and for boys the rifle drill may be introduced
after the age of fourteen. Swimming and hoise-
riding are invajuable gymnastics ; and depriva-'
tion of exercise should be banished from the
list of punishments.— British Medical Journal.

Florence and its water, have found themselves

jurisdietion ‘complained of ;” and, in order
. to rectify the mistake, new letters were
made out, fn which the only powers con-
~ ferred on the Bishop were those inclided in
the word “vigitation,” not jurisdiction,
Now the establishment of this great prin-
ciple was the inability of the Crown to grant
letters patent to Bishcp.in Colonies hav'ny
legislative powers, naturally caused thought-
ful men to consider other meaus than those
formerly employed to settle the matter of
Colonial Church government ; and, in proof
of the above, we may state that i$ was this
impression which led to the great Canadian
Act of 1856, by which the Church of Eng
land in Canada not only obtained power to
regulate its own affairs, but the various Dio-
ceses of Quebec, Toronto, Montreal, Huron
and Ontario became formally recognized by
law. This, then, in our humble estim tion,
constituted the first step towards the 1
_pendence gf the Canadian Church, mduced
as we liave seen, not by any restlessness
" here, but by the judgment of the iaw officers
at home,

‘Furthermore, not only fhas the highest
legal opinion at home dccided the invalidity
of a vast number of vatents, but it has ‘au-
thoritatively settled tne right of the Colo-
nial Church to legislate for itself. We quote
vhe following from the edlebrated Long
jn(lgment—“]‘he members of the Church of
- England may adopt; as the members of any
other Communion’ iy ‘adopt, mles for en-
forcing discipline witiin their body, which

“will be binding on those Who, expressly or
by implicatipn, assent to them.” Now as
we in Cianada have not dvmy our Diocesan
. but Provincial Synoila, to which we have
" given in our adhesion both by -our attend,
"‘ance, and, in some instances, ‘by our prom-

-mu
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ise, it follows that rot only are the enact-
ments of the Provincial Synod binding on
us as rega:ds diggipline, but that from them
there could by no appeal to England.

This, then, is our first position: That
whatever steps the Church oi England in

‘Canada may have taken tawards her virtual

independence, they have been caused by
legal judgments at home, and not from any
desire on the part of the Colonial Church to
break her connection with the mother
country, The next point to which. we de-
sire to direct ourweaders is to the bold Ye-
claration of opinion made at the last Pro-

vincial Synod, and to that which is of far
more consequence—the direct action taken
by that august bod' in the/ matter of eccle-
siastical indep he greatest and
most learned Synod expressed
their opinion H the Act of Uniformity
was not in force m Canada, and that the
Church was free to make tuch canoos, laws
and regulations, as ~she mignt deem fit for
her welfare and governance.

SARUM USE}

In the discussions on Ritualism at the late
meeting of the Provincial Synod, spcial at-
tention was called to some very strange pro-
ceedings at the recent consecration of a
Church in the Diocese -of Montreal, where,
according to the narrative of the i Church
Advocate " the * Altar was. vested accord-
ing to Sarum use ;' and other proceedings
agreed therewith, What “ S8arnm use” is,
it would puzzle many good Churchmen to
tell. But one thing, at least, is certain, viz.
that Salisbury, or Sarum use, is expressly
forbidden in the preface to the Brayer Book.
Nevertheless the ** Sarum Missal * has come
into such - favour with a certain class of
advanced Anglican revivalists of Medieval
rites and doctrines, that *‘ the Church Press
Company " has recently issued an  English
version of the old Romish Missal, and ‘ dedi-
cated it to * the Dean and Chapter of Salis-
bury.”

Let us then take a peep into this old
Service Book, and see what are the special
rites, doctrines, and forms of prayer, which
advanced ritualists’ are anxious to set forth
for the admiring imitation of English Pro-
testants.  Among the novelties now happily
forbidden by the Provincial Synod of our
Canadian Branch of the Church, are lights
on the Lord's Table, or * Altar-lights;” as
their admirers prefer to call them. On
turning to the Burum Missal we find a
special service provided for their use ; and
styled *the Blessing of Candles.” It is no

We cannot believe that the plain,
honest sense of Protestan*, and, above all,
Christian England, is to bo deceived and
betrayed by the substitution of superstitions .
rites, gaudy dresses and elaborate Church
ceremonial for the beaatiful, becoming sim-
plicity of the reformed worship as set forth
in our prayer book.
