REGULATIONS FOR LENT

Below are the authorized Lenten

regulations for the Archdiocese of To
ronto:

(From the Appendix the

p. 238.)

10

on  Ash Wednesday the holy time of
Lent. It called Ash-Wednesday,
because the Church puts blessed ashes
on the heads of tHe faithful. The
Church, inspired by the Holy Ghost,
has established this ceremony to  ex-
cite in the souls of those who re-
ceive the ashes on their heads, sen-

1S

tification. By this pious practice, she
intends to retain some traces of hel
ancient custom and discipline with re-
spect to public sinners, who being
covered with sackcloth and ashes,
were separated from the conununion
of the faithful, and allowed to assist
at the divine offices only under the
porticos of the Church.

The priest, in putting ashes on the
heads of the faithful, makes use of
these remarkable words taken
the 3rd chapter of Genesis:

unto dust thou shalt return.”
words should recall to our memory
the sentence prononnced by God
against mankind on account of sin,
and teach us to submit to that sen-
tence, and prepace ourselves for it,
by a penitential life, remembering
that death is certain, and that the
moment thereof i1s uncertain.

You should endeavor, brethren, te
sanctify  vourselves by the fast of
Lent, to bring forth worthy fruits
of penance, to return to God, and
strive 1o deserve llis grace.

During that time, you are obliged
to fast every day (Sundavs excepted)
from Ash Wednesday to Easter Sun-
day. This is the general law pre-
scribed by the Church for her chil-
dren.  Nevertheless she  dispenses
with this law, in favor of those who
are not twenty-one vears of age, she
grants also the sam indulgence to
nurses and pregnant women, to the
infirm and valetudinarians; to such
as are obliged to make long and pain-
ful journeys and vovages, and . all
who by fasting would be rendered un-
able to discharge the duties of their
lemployment, or would endanger their
health.

Homestead Reguiations

A NY even numbered section of Dominion

lands in Manitoba or the Northwest
Provinces, excepting 8 and 26, not reserv-
ed, may be homesteaded upon by any per-
son who is the sole head of a family, or
any male over IS8 years of age, to the ex-
tent of one-quarter section, of 160 acres,
more or less.

Entry may be made personally at the
local land office for the district in which
the land to be taken is situated, or If the
homesteader desires, he may, on applica-
tion to the Minister of the Interior, Otta-
wa, the Commissioner of Immigration,
Winnipeg, or the local agent for the dis-
trict in which the land is situate, recelve
uinhorny for some ane to make entry for
Sim.,

HOMESTEAD DUTIES : A settler who
has been granted an entry for a home-
«tead is required to perform the condi-
tione cgnnected therewith under one of the
fallowing plans :

(1) At least six months’ residence upon
and cultivation of the land in each year
during the term of three years,

T2 If the father (or mother, I!f the
father is deceased) of any person who s
eligible to make a homestead entry unde:
the provisions of this act resides upon a |
farm in the vicinity of the land entered |
for by such person as a homestead, the
requirements of this act as to residence
prior to obtaining patent may be satisfled
by such person residing with the father
or mother,
