This small book, which the author 
modestly puts forward as chiefly con­
sisting of a collection from scattered 
contributions to the subject of nickel 
resources and uses, with special refer­
ence to Ontario, is of peculiar interest 
at the present time. It is only of re­
cent years that the great value of the 
metal, used as an alloy with steel, came 
to be recognized, and the remarkable 
features of steel-nickel armour-plates 
hardened by what is known as the 
Harvey process may be described as 
still the subject of satisfactory experi­
ment. Indeed, we are only beginning 
to learn the capabilities of nickel, and 
the chapter the author devotes to this 
subject, including references to the 
alloy tests of Messrs. T. Riley of Glas­
gow, T. F. Hall of Sheffield, H. Mar- 
beau of Paris, and W. H. Schneider of 
Le Creuzot will be very much appreci­
ated. The first consideration in the 
possible extensive use of this mineral 
—which, we are reminded, was at one 
time only marketable in small quanti­
ties under the name of German silver 
(being combined with copper and zinc, 
and then in the shape of coin tokens— 
is that of cost.

It has been sug­
gested to the Canadian Government 
that a steamer be sent to Iceland next 
spring with the "object of taking a 
cargo of cattle or other live stock to 
Liverpool, there to be sold for the 
benefit of those Icelanders who desire 
to emigrate to Canada. Whether the 
venture would be a paying one is 
doubtful.

ORDER IN MANITOBA.

To the Editor of the Anglo-Saxon.

Sir,—I have intended writing you 
a few lines on the S. O. E. B. S. ever 
since the visit of the Supreme Grand 
President and Secretary, last fall into 
this portion of the Dominion. If ever 
there was such a society needed it was 
certainly here, where young men are so 
isolated, in many instances, in the rural 
districts. They take it as a great boon, 
and the visit of the Supreme officers 

to have given it the impetus 
required. See the hundreds of young 
Englishmen, and descendants of Eng­
lishmen whp seemed lost, as it were, 
for many years 1 I have seen the ne­
cessity of such an institution in this 
far west. Just imagine a young man 
taken sick at one ot those western 
boarding houses, without a friend, 
and worse, without any means. The 
ordinary boarding-house keeper gen­
erally feels ajs though it would be a de­
cided relief if some one would remove 
the patient. Certainly there are some 
very good hospitals, and it is very 
often suggested to the sick person : 
“Had you not better go to the hospi­
tal ?”
