A Roman Sermon.

Rev. Wm. Arthur, in his new volume
“Italy in Transition,” about to be published
by Messrs. ‘Harper & Brdthers, gives the
following curious account of a sermoa by
one of the sensation preachers of Italy. Fan-
cy one of our preachers addressing his hear-
ers as “ Gentlemen !”

At the great church of St. Petronius was
the Jargest congregation I ever saw to hear
a sermon in a Romish church. Over the
pulpit wasspead an awning of canvas to as-
sist the voice, and below that a heavy soun-
ding board. The preacher was a dark
Capuchin, who had already, during Lent,
excited much atf®mtion. In the very heavy
shade created by awning and sound-
ing-board, nothing could be seen but the
yellowish oval of his face, above the thick
bls ek beard which hung down undistinguish-
ed in the general gloom. The only other
point visible, besides this oval, was the white
cord round his waist, and the ye!low bands
when they moved. In darkaess that little
oval was set, and out of darkness came the
deep, rich, pliant voice, and against a black-
ground of darkness the white waist-cord lay,
and the hands were waved. It was the
very thing for Rembrandt 1o have painted ;
and some of his disciples ought to have been
there.

He addressed the people by the style of
“ Signori,” (Gentlemen,) as I bad formerly
heard done at Milan ; but with this friar the
term “ Gentlemen” came as oft as “ Belov-
ed” does with some preachers at home. He
poured out a torrent of rich sound, modualat-
ed with the greatest skill, and adorned by
maoly bearing, and in the main dignified
gesture. He was a speakor of very uncom-
mon-power. The Church of Rome does not
descend to the reading of sermons If men
can preach, they are employed to do so; if
pos, they let it alone. This man could
preach, and that with a witness.

His subject was ‘* The Glory of Priest.
hood ;" and the proposition he laid down
was this ;: * The defamations uttered by the
laity against the priesthood are an impu-
deént injustice.” He began by saying that
he did not wonder at heretics, and Turks,
and atheists maligning the priests, but the
shocking thing was that it should be done
by Catholics. In all ages’and pations the
priest had been held in sacred regard.
Among the Jews, among the old Egyptians
—of whose ideas the hieroglyphics bad given
us back some notion—among the Persians,
among the Greeks and Romans, the priest
was ever a puablic power to<whom men

looked in all junctures that involved the
crisis of life: the Brahmin in Iodia, the
Mandarin in China, and the Llama in Tar-
tary, was often treated as a kind of gold.
So, from the foundation of the Chnstian
priesthood in &ll countries, 1t has been held
in lofty hovor. But of late it had become
the fashion to malign it. They were re-
presented as the enemies of good, the pa-
trons of all evil, obstacles to human pro-
gress, dangerous to liberties and repose, and
even injurious to animal life. He undertook
to show that all was flagrantly unjust. Then
be sat down for a moment, gave the people
time to breathe, and rose and began )

“Do you know what is the dignity of a
priest of the Roman Catholic Church ? It
is the highest under beaven! Kings are to
be hovored ; magistrates are to have their
respect too; scholars, discovercrs, and poets
all merit honor ; but opon this earth there is
no dignity that for one moment can compare
itself with that of the Roman priest. Do
you know who a priestis ? He is no less
than a person who continues here upon eatih
the sacrifice of the Son of God! a person
who daily renews the great act of the econo-
my of redemption ! a person who holds the
keys of the kingdom of God, and opens or
shuts! a peison who, with a few divine

" words, changes the elements of bread and
wine into the body, blood, soul, and divini-
ty of Cbrist ! a person who stands between
you and God, hearkening to the confession
of your sins, and pronouncing over you the
absolution given by the Almighty ! a person
who, in infancy, makes you members of

Christ; who, in youth, formally inducts you

by-the boly sacrament into the communion

of saints; who, when you are young and
full of life, consecrates your union with his
wife of your choice; who, in the day of

ven 10 the dark chambers of your friends ;
and who, when your own day of death

comes, bids your soul depart in peace !”" |

All good, all comfort, 41l true science, all the
lights really valuable to men, had come
through the priest. In the early age the
Church had its Chrysestoms, its Augustines,
its Cyrils, and a long list, which be repeated
with the utmost rapidity, and wonderfully
sonorous effect. Now, in our modern day,
it had its equally illustrious roll of names,
which_ again be paured out with*the same
fluency and force. ” But what was my as.
tonishment, in the midst of these names, to
bear those of Lawennsis and Gioberti!
The priests bad been the patrons of the
arts: here another list of artistes whbom
they bad made, from Michael Angelo to
Canova. They had been the fathers of
knowledge : here a long citation of learned
and scientific priests. They had beeu the
founders of all charitable institations : and
here was really the most eloguent part of his
sermon, but one impossible to report from
memory. Selecting every great work in
the history of the Church which had been
done by an individual, characterizing it in a
word, he concluded each sentence with,
*“This ie the benefit of a priesthood !”
“Yes, the priests were guides of life, the
lights of the world ; they were the salt of
the earth, they were the staff of society, they
were the shield of the people, they were the
glory of the past, they were the hope of the
future.” Again be sat down, and gave the
people the benefit of a long respite. Rising
up, he exclaimed, “ Bat there are bad
priests! True : there are bad priests, many
of them ; but what does that prove ? There
are bad Christians ; but that does not p‘ove
that Christianity itself is bad.” And so he
went on ; but this part of his oration was
certainly the least effective. Still it was &
grand declamation; real eloquence was
Joined with earnestness and courage; and,
80 far as one could judge, the whole was
sustained by perfect honesty. The man
seemed to mean every word he said, and to
look on the priesthood, of which he was the
organ, as the one institution upon which the
temporal and efernal happiness of mankind
depended, The effrontery appeared to cost
him little effort, and of the blasphemy into
which his grandiose periods often led him he
seemed unconscious. The people heard
well. A few looked as if his reproaches
troubled them ; some were evidently angry ;
but the most part seemed just to say, * He
does it very cleverly.” Opposite Lim sat the
Chapter of the Cathedral, a numerous body
in rich robes—some of them fine-looking
men, but others of dark and dangerous
countenances. His enthusiasm did not ap-
pear to carry them along. They seemed
more uneasy than elated, and as they retired
there was more of anxiety than of any other
feeling upon their countenances.

O! how one would bave liked to stand up
then and preach, giving this honest manjand
bis theme credit for every good man and
good action he could justly cite; then,
sweeping his false facts and false history to
the winds, preach to that throng the one
great High Priest, the one sacrifice for sin,
the one Mediator between God and man ;
and tell them of the true, meek, and benign
mission of the minister of the Gospel upon
the earth! One could not do that ; but one
could pray that He who holds the starsin
his right hand—and the stars are the mes-
sengers of the Churches—would call many
pot of darkness to shine on this Italy,

The White Stone.

* To him that overcometh will I give a white stowe.’
—Re. vii 17, X

It is generally thought by commentators
that this is a reference to an ancient judicial
custom, of dropping a black stone into an
urn when it is intended/to condemn, and a
white stone when the prisoner is to be ac-
quitted ; but this is an act so distinct from
that described, “1 will give thee a white
stone,” that we are disposed to agree with
those who think it refers, rather, to a cus-
tom of a very different kind, and ndt uon-
known to the classical reader—according
with beautiful propriety to the case before
us : In primitive times, when travelling was
rendered difficult, from want of places of
public entertainment, hospitality was exer-
cised by private individuals to a very great
extent—of which, indeed, we find frequént
traces in all history, and in none more than
in the Old Testament Persons who par-
took of this hospitality, and those who prac-
tised it, frequently contracted habits of
friendship and regard for each other ; and it
became a well established custom, among
the Greeks and Romans, to provide their
guest with some particular mark which was
handed ‘down from father to son, and insur
ed hospitality and kind treatment whenever
it was presented. This mark was usually
a small stone, or pebble, cut in balf, and
the halves of which the host and guest na-
tarally inscribed their names, and then in-
tzrchanged them with each other. The pro-
daction of this tessera was quite sufficient to
insure friendship for themselves or descend-
ants, wherever they travelled again in the
same direction—while it is evident that these
stones required to be privately kept, and
the names written upon them carefully coo-
cealed, lest others should obtain the privil-
eges instead of the persons for whom they
were intended.

How natural, then, the allusion to this
custom in the words of the text, “ I will give
him 1o eat of the hidden manna!” and hav-
ing done, having made himself partaker of
my hospitality, having recognized him as my
guest, my friend, “ 1 will present him with
the white stone, & new name written, which
po man knoweth saving he who receiveth it.”
I will give him a pledge of my friendship,
sacred and inviolable, known ouly to him,
self — Rev. H. Blunt's Practical Ezposition
of the Epistle to the Seven Churches of

Asia.

The Gospel in
We take the following interesting account
of the state of things in India, both among
the European residents and the native Hin-
doos, from the columns of the Pittsburg
Christian Advocate : ’

First, among the Europeans evangelicalt

religion has made a steady and most gratify-
ing progress daring the past half centary.
Fifty years ago the Eoglish officials, with
rare exceptions, were notoriously profligate
—skeptical in religion, corrupt in politics,
and most fearfully depraved in private life.
They were the avowed enemies of mission-
aries, and they barely tolerated any clergy-
man who made the least pretensions to per-
sonal piety. It is well known that Dr. f: -
son and his companions were banished from
the country, while the talents and learning
of Henry Martyn did not protect him from
a continual succession of slights and insalts
wherever he went. When he preached his
first sermon in Calcutta the whole city was
thrown ini0o a ferment, and ministers even
preached against him from the pulpit. Al-
though he was one of the first scholars of his
age, and beyond doubt the miost eloquent
minister in India, yet be was recklessly
charged with fanaticism and ignorance, as a
setter forth of strange doctrines, and a dis-
turber of the peace of the Church.
Bat all this is changed now. The Eng-
lish residents of Calcutta will compare favor-
vorably in point of morality with those of
any other large city in the world. The paul-
pit in which Henry Martyn preached is
pointed out with pride to the stranger. The
churchyard where lies the dust of Sidney
Smith's * consecrated cobbler” aund bis as-
sociates is regarded as a hallowed spot. The
missionary meeting is crowded with sympa-
thizing Christians; the churches are filled
with devout worshippers, and even daily
prayer-meetings have been beld with encour-
agiog success. In Bombay, Madras, and
other Inrge cities, similar changes bave oc-
curred, while the general character of the
whole Englsh population throughout the
country bas decidedly changed for the better.
It is true, the work of reformation is by no
means complete, but it bas surely been com-
menced. The officers’ seraglio has not ceas-
ed to disgrace the character of England in
the eyes of the heathen ; but the example of
holy men has begun to retrieve that disgrace
—telling the heaihen, as it does, that our re-
ligion is oue of the heart, and not of name or
race. In every station m.y be found men
who are at least favourable to piety, while
many are consistent and zealous Christians.
To such an extent bas this change been
effected, that now missionaries are actually
dependent, to a considerable extent, on the
lLiberality of the European residents at their
several stations. Their salaries are nearly
all paid by contributions from home, but the
greater part of their other expenses is given
by Christians in this country. In the year
1850 the amount thus cootributed reached
the very liberal sum of $150,000; and there
is no doobt but that it has increased very
largely since. Perhaps it would be safe to
say that it now amounts to $250,000 per an-
pum. The figures speak for themselves.

In the army, also, a most gratifying change
is taking place. I have conversed with
many soldiers who bave spent the greater
part of their lives in [ndia, and all agree in
saying that a wonderful change for the bet-
ter is observable in the army. With very
little encouragement from the chaplains, pi-
ous men have establi-hed prayer-meetings in
different regiments, and by well directed per-
sonal efforts bave succeeded in leading many
of their comrades to Christ. In a single
regiment in the Madras Presidency more
Pthan & hundred men have been converted
-during the past year, while less extensive re-
vivals bave occurred in all parts of the coun-
try. Dissatisfied with their chaplains, the
soldiers are now asking for Scripture read-
ers—men who are supposed to bave a little
personal piety, and enough humility to allow
them to mingle with the common soldiers
and do them good- One regiment has ac-
tually subscribed enough money to sustain
such a man among them at a ealary of $600
per annum ; which is practically the same
thing as a little church in a wicked commu;
ity of nine bundred persons settling a pas-
tor over it on such a salary. The introduc-
tion of these men into the army will mark a
pew era in its religious history. The com-
missioned chaplains who are usually sent
out are no more fit to meet the religious
wants of the scldiers than a lawyer would be
to fill the post of surgeon.

Among the natives the progress of Chris-
tianity, if mot so general, is no less marked
and certain than among the Europeans,

Madras received more than two thousand
native members into the church, while in
other parts of the connz? remarkable rewi
vals bave taken piece. In Delbi more
one hundred bave been baptized by the -
tist mission §-in Meerut, A.lhhbz, Boll?b.:y
and other places in South India and Ceylon,
unusual movements have taken place. The
baptism of a dozen converts is now so com-
mon an affairs that it need not be chronicled
in all the papers; so that we hear less of the
general work that is going on than formerly.
A new census would show a large in-
crease ol nominal Christians. In some
places many natives have renounced idola-
try and embraced Christianity outwardly,
withoat having been formally received into
any church. There is & remarkable instance
of this within the bounds of oar own mission.
A number of villages, embracing several
bundred patives, bave made a nominal pro-
fession of Christianity, and many of them re-
gularly attend the services which we bave
establshed among them. These people seem
to be actuated by such doubtful motives, that
we bave not felt able to admit them into
church fellowship—although their outward
conduct in mauy respects, is very exempla-
ry. The work among them, however, is be-
coming more promising, and we are looking
for much fruit from our labours during the
coming year. Such movements as this, em-.
bracin. as it does, whole villages, is one of
the signs of the times which clearly points
out the dawn of a brighter day in the history
of India.

The Syrian Butcheries.

Letter from Rev. Dr. Thomson— Causes
and Probable Oonsequences of the Massa-
cre— Intervention certain.

From the New York Observer.
BeIruT, Jane 20, 1860.

‘The iotelligence which | communicate to
you in this ietter is the most wonderful and
astonishing that it has ever been my lot to
send to America. You. will have received
some tidings of the present war before this
reaches you, and be ready to listen to my
concise s'ory Oa the 27th of May the pasha
(of Beirut) marched what troops he had and
encamped on the lowest spur of Lebanon,
north of Hadet, to oppose the Kesrawan pec-
ple, who bad assembled at En¢ Elias to march
upon Shwoifat against the Druses. In ah
bour after he reached his camp-ground, 600

bim into Babda. That night the pasha sent
a depatation 1o them, with a message that he
would attack them if they did not at once re-
tarn home. The next morning they left
Babda and went up Beit Miri, and in the
afternoon began the war at that place, and
before dark all Beit Miri was in flames. We
could both see and hear the fight from our
terrace. lt needed only th's blazing lesson
to set ali Lebanon on fire, and accordingly
the fight raged that night all over the Meta
district, and many villages were burnt. The
next morning, May 30, the Druses from Al-
lah, Aitath &c., burnt Arrayeb, Rban Jem-
hoor, the Wady, Babda, Hadedtb, and all
the smaller hamlets belonging to them, and
Beirut was flooded with miserable refugees.
The war thus begun raged all over Leban-

‘non, the Druses everywhere victorious. Be-

fore a week was goone, the Maronite power
throughout the entire Druse half of the
mountains was anoihilated. The people of
Dibbeeyeh, Duccoon, Aincrafeel, &c., had
assembled vt Mirrallakah ; becoming alarm-
ed, they all fled by night to Beirut, with
women, children, cattle and effects.  Arriv-
ed af Dikkun Kussis, they were attacked by
the Druses of Shwoifat and a great many of
them batchered. The rest escaped to our
house, some reaching us before daybreak, and
others in parties, as they could get in. Be-
fore noon we had between 200 and 300 on
the mission premises. We stopped our fe-
male schools and gave up the rooms to these
most wretched refugees.

Jezzin was sacked and burned, and all the
Maronite villages in that region. Those of
the people who could escape fled toward Si-
don, pursued by Druses and Moslems from
Shebim aod other cities. The governor of
Sidon shut the gates of the city against them,
and let out a mob of Moslems with the scl-
diers of the garrison to mid the Druses bat-
cher these helpless wretches. Scarcely a
man escaped, and many women and some
children were slaughtered. The number
thus killed is variously estimated—Dr. Guill-
ardt says 600 or 700 ; the Abelas and o:hers
raise the number to 2,000. Mr. Eddy from
our house, could see the work of slaughter
going on ; some were killed under our own
windows. As there was great danger of a
massacre of Christians in Sidon itself, bro-
thers Ford and Eddy sent express after ex-
press to Beirut for help.  Providentially
there was a small English war steamer (the
Fire-Fly) here, and it sicamed away at once
for Sidon, and materially aided to restore
some sort of order in the city. Bat up to
this day (Jane 20) there is great fear there,
and Mr. Ford bas just written fora vessel to
be sent there. All the churches and convents
between Sidon and Jezzin have been sscked
and plundered. Deir Mukhull is among the
rest, with its enormous wealth. Every
priest and monk was butchered, wherever
he was caught. The number of priests,
monks, and nuns said 0 be killed varies from
60 to 200. I write resolutely over horrors
which makes one’s blood run cold.

On the 10ih of Jane, the Christian popu
lation of Hasbeia, who had been shut up in
the palace of the Emeer for nine days, under
the promised protection of O.hman Bey,
commander of Turkish troops there, and bad
been disarmed by him, were treacherously
given up to the Druses. They entered the
palace, and with swords, Aatshets, and dag-
gers literally siroghtered them to the num-
ber of 800 or 1,000. Abu Mansoor, his son
Mansoor Buberakat, and most of the Protes-
tants were batchered among the rest. Oar
church was burnt and destroyed. Khalil el
Khbooby, Costa, and two or three other Pro-
testants, were saved by Sitt Naify, the sister
of Said Bey, who also rescued inost of the
women and children Every Christian vil-
lage and town in Wady et Yeim and Merj
’Ayon bas been destroyed. At Rasheiys
even the children were destroyed, and
thrown, it is said, on the points of the bayonets
of the Torkish soldiers into the burning
bouses. The Emeer, Said ed Deen, and
most of the emeers of Hasbeiya, were batch-
ered with the rest, because they had sided
with the Christians, Most of the Christians

The details
of this tragedy will, no doubt, be dreadful.

But I maust close this horrible recital of
outrages by giving a few general explana-
tions, without which many things mast ap-
pear to you incomprehensible.

Aund 1. The European governments hav-
ing adopted Turkey into the general famil
of nations, consummated their folly by dedz
ing that mo interference was to be allowed.
Hence the consuls of all nations found them-
selves paralyzed by positive instructions for-
bidding them to do anything to arrest this
mad and infernal work.

Then 2. Beirut has been governed, for the
last few years, by an old, talented, but most
bigoted pasha, who has managed to get the
Christians of the Kesrawen, of Zaleh, and
of Deir-el-Kamir, into a state of semi-rebell-
ion against himself, and he has been plotting
their destruction for a long time. By in-
creasing the ill-will between sl classes, and
especially by stirring up the hatred of the
Druses toward the Chbristians, he bas now
succeeded. .

3 The Christians having been now for so
many years without any acknowledged head,
found themselves utterly disorgamized and
unable to resist the wild ons'aught of their
evemies. Except at Zaleh, they bave made
no real resistance. The whole affair was
driven through with startling rapidity. All
Lebanon was in a blaze in oneday. The

4. I regard the success of the Druses and
its accompaning atrocities as their fnal and
ulter destruction,as a body. Never again
will they rule over Christians. Remember
that the scenes of cold-blooded butchery of
unarmed men, of women, of priests, monks
and puns, not (o speak of conflagrations of
towns, villages, hamlets, churches, convents,
&ec., has no parallel in the history of Leban-
on. I have this very year read through the
entire history of Lebanon since the Arabs
bave resided on it, and it contains nothing
that can compare with this tremendous trag-

Bird and family bave been
removed from Deir-el- Kamar to Abeih, and
this very day, acting on the urgent advice
of hoth the English consul and our own, we
have sent animais; canvasses, and a guard of
soldiers to bring both families from Abeih to
Beirut. Mr. Ford is in Sidon. Expresses
have been sent from Tripoli to bring Mr.
Wilson from Home. We are furling all our
sails, and putiing our missiopary sbip in trim
to outride this tremendous tornado. The
same has been done by the missionaries in
Damascas. We do not expect to encounter
any great personal danger, and you must not
feel alarmed on our account- There really
is no ground for apprehension. Trouble of
every kind we have had and shall experi-
ence for a long time to come, but our trou-
bles are nothing to those of the poor people
of this miserable country.

8. It is to be expected that all these com-
motions will be overuled (by Him whose
promise is to bring good out of evil) for the
ultimate triumph of the gospel in this em-
pire. No real disaster to the cause of Christ

is possible.

The Religion of the Druses.

The howles, or temples, of the Druses
are open for their religious meetings every
Tharsday evening, about an hour after sun-
set. At the commencement of the night's
business, Akkals and Djahils both assemble
together, when the news of the day and the
prices of crops are discassed. At this period
a chapter or two of the Moslem Khoran is
read, and no objection is made even to
strangers being present. This, however, is
not a general rule by any means, and it is
only Europeans, whom the Druses pgrticu-
larly wish to honour, that they would admit
even thus tar to the outside, as it were, of
their workshop. When the evening is a
little further advanced, all Djahils are ob-
liged to withdraw, and the howle becomes
like a freemason’s lodge, closely tiled, or
shut, with an armed guard near the door to
prevent all intrusion. At these meetings
no one save the initiated are ever present,
and they often stretch far into the night, so
much so, that | bave sometimes seen the
Akkals going bome from their bowles long
after midoight. Sometimes, when very im-

The Druses.

The Druses reside chiefly in the southern
ranges of Lebanon and Aati-Libanas., The
R?lum is estimated at seventy thousand.
ir principal towns are Deir el Kamer,
once & capital, Bhwyfat, the residence of
their present sove! emir, Heittat, Allaye,
Hbeieh, Kakleen, Muckiara, Bavook, and
Ainshalti. At the last-named place, sod
also at Abeieb, the missionasies of the Ame
rican Board have stations. They ude the
Arabic language. Some of them are found
in the villages of the Maronites.
The form of government is half feudal,
half patriarchal. The sheiks, who are the
strongess, most intelligent men of the yarious
tribes, preserving very carefully the parity
of blood, owning, by hereditary tenure, the
best lands, and the absolute service of their
tenantry, rale by unwritten law, and are sus-
tamned by the traditional loyalty of their
vossals. /They are leaders in war and in -
sports, and direct, almost despotically, the
economy and policy of their tribes. Some
of them live in comparative state, but more
frequently their fare and their babits are
those of the common people. Though the
tribes are often engaged in mutual strife,
they readily unite when the race is attacked
by acommon enemy.
They are mostly an agricaltural people—
of simple and primitive habits. Their moun-
tainous soi! is difficult ts cultivate. Except
in the level tract of Cmlo-Syria, where a fow
of them dwell, the rains of winter are apt
to destroy the labor of spring and summer.
The of soil, too small and rough for
the plow, must be turned up and watered by
baod Industry has overcome this natural
disadvantage ; and in no part of Syria does
the face of the moantsin show higher culture.
The fig, olive, malberry, and apricot, vine-
yards trained to grow in crevices of the rock,
with small groves of evergreen, surround
and ebbosom the villages, which cling to the
slopes or fill the narrow valleys. Usaally
the village is placed near the entrance of &
pass, so that, in case of an aitack, it can be
more easily defended. From the level of
the pathway the houses rise in tereaces, till,
in some instances, they reach the top of the
mountain :
The proper era of the Druses begins A D.,
1020, when Hamsa, a wandering fanatic,
persuaded Hakem, the Fatimite caliph of
Egypt, to declare himself a manifesiation of
Gud. Thbe caliph was assassinated next
year, and Hamasa, retiring into Syria, con-
tinued to propagate the new faith among the
monntain tribes. He aod one of his fol
lowers, Moktans Bohs-eddid, committed their
doctrines to writing, and eojoined the striet-
est secrecy as to their nature. No member
of another sect,and no uninitisted Druse
were to be permitted to see the sacred writ-
ings, and no revelation is o be made until
the second advent of the Lord Hakem and
Hamssa, his minister.
They were, however, not sble to keep
their tepets secret. Their religious books
have found their way into various European
librariee. From a careful stady of the Druse
writings, Sylvestre de Bacy concluded that
their system is principally drawn from the
Batenian and Ismaelite beresies, which arose
within the Sbhiite division of Islam in the
third century of the Hegira,and were brought
1o Egypt by the invasion of the Fatimite
caliphs. Their writings also bear traces of
Gnosticism, and of the Magician system of
Persia.
The leading tenet of the Druses is the
unity of God. Tbey regard the term Druses
as a stigme, ond desire to be known as Uni-
tarians, The attributes of God are conei-
dered as created and subordinate beings. He
can odly be known throagh homan manifes-
tations, of which they believe Hamsa to have
been the tenth. Hamsa is also regarded as
mediator. He remits sin and befics Satan
but does not mske any atonement. The
Druses bold the Palagian doctrine in regard
to man’s will and the decrees of God Their

Italy in Transition.

The following article is from the News of
the Churches, It is atributed to a distinguished
going on in the Italian mind in regard to reli-
gion, and the position of the different parties :—

As the eventful solution-of the great question
of the independence of Italy is still shrouded in
mystery from us by Divine Previdence,so the
problem of the religious regemeration of that
country presents still intricacies, This
problem will be decided, under high direction,
in ways more inscrutable to the eye of man, but
it is in vain that we search for symptoms here
of a renunciation of ‘Papistic errors, and a full
acceptation of the gospel in its original purity,

Nevertheless, by the testimony, and even the
unconscious testimony of the Italian journals,
we find some grounds for a hope of reformation.
We need not enter into arguments to prove this,
bat shall briefly cite some facts which afford di-
rect evidence of it, It is mot to be supposed
that either priests or laymen, however liberally
inclined, have as yet admitted the principle of
the Reformation in the higbest sense. The lib-
eral priests regard the Papal government as hav-
ing been involved in egregiously erroneous
courses, but they do not disown its autbority,
ner discern the falsehood of its dogmas, which
accord so ill with the purport of the gospel.
They preach against the temporal power of the
Pope, bat they go no further, Yet a very cour-
ageous political step has been taken by an epis-
copal consistory in Italy, still under the Aus-
trian jurisdiction, Wo will not cite the place,
thoqi already known, becanse we might thus
draw towards it more particularly the attention
of a suspicious government ; but we will state
the fact. Inan city in Venetia, this
court having been invited to subseribe towards
the Pope’s loan, magnamiously declared that
it would not subscribe, being ready, bowever,
to contribute largely to St, Peter’s pence as
soonas the Pope should resign his temporal
power, *Although this act shows great civic
courage, if we consider the place in which it
was performed, yet we cannot help noticing, at
the same time, how far the noblest minds are
yet from entertaining the idea of a ‘radical re-
formation,

As for the liberal laymen, if they see th¥ Pa-
pal government overthrown, it is all that they
aspire 0, because we must avow (though it is

painful (o say it) they are in general utterly
averse to calling themselves CUhristians, in the
sense of those who hope for salvation {rom the
Faith. They are « Christians ” in a sense that
is altogether accommodated and purely social, in-
asmuch as they confess that the law of the gospel
is the best that has been given to mankind ; but
they do not believe in the divinity of our Saviour,
nor in the mystery of the redemption, As for
those who do believe these things, as there are
certainly some such, they believe as Roman Ca-
tholics, and are not averse to the Romish doc-
trinal errors, though they are so to the Pope’s
temporal power. Tospeak of no others, Manzon-
ni, Tommaseo, D’Azeglio, and Cantu,are believ-
ers of this sort ; the Reformation, thercfore, that
is ripening in Italy, is a partial one; it is re-
formation of discipline, and hierrachal order, but
not of dectrine,

Moreover, according to all that can be gather-
ed from the journals, the ecclesiastical party are
doing their utmost to place a barrier between
themselves and Scriptural believers These dif-
ferences are known to the world, and who kcows
but that they may eventually, when the minds of
men are inflamed, result in an actual schism, and
finally in an abjuration of erroneous doctrines?
History shows us that Reformation has ere now
begun in schism.

Further, there are notable facts and of contin-
ual occurrence, which bave a tendency to pro
duce a division like this, not only between the ree
actionary ecclesiastics and the pegple, but be-
tweeu the former and the liberals of the same or-
der. In fact, the journals have been lately full
of the incendiary behaviour of the mitred Abbot
Zivelli, in the church of St. Mark in Venice, who
to ingratiate himeelf with the Government, utter-

-ed from the pulpit, on a feast-day, the most inde-

cent diatribes against Victor Emmanuel and the
liberals, and so excited a furious commotior in
the church, and was hooted, in the midst of his
address, by the indignant congregation: We re-
member this man’s coming forward evea several
years before the revolution of 1848; he was al-
ways detested, because, being possessed of the
most subtle intellect and a vast store of erudition,
be used by the side of that weak prelate, the Pa-
triarch Cardinal Monico, to be an instigator ot
the most perverse and cruel counsels. His coun-
tenance would be & pleasing ome, were it not for
a serpentine expression in the eyes. His pre-
sumption was so great, that he was advised, even
by the Austrian authorities, who are certainly 5o
models of moderation, 1o keep within the bounds
of prudence, and 10 attempt no further apotheosis
of the living Emperor Joseph. Nor will the faith
of believers be exalted by a statement in the Sen~
tinella Bresciana, which has since been spread
by other journals, about a priest at Bassano, who
from the pulpit upbraided the Blessed Virgin, be-
cause she does not assist Pias the Ninth, forget.
ting. in ber ingratitude, that she is indebted to
him for establishing the doctrine of ber being
sine labe Concepta. This monstrous topic excit-
ed loud laughter in the church, and this was fol.
lowed by several arrests. The laughers were
certainly not Papists.

To pass on to more serious transactions, the

slavery and of the infamous
oppressions which are committed by tyrants,
both amongst us and abroad, of which the
Pope is the Corypbeeus. This is more than a
commencement of schism. Certainly, an Italian
journal of great eminence, the Perseveranza, al-
though calling itself Roman Catholic, does but
encourage the schism, when it gives a kind of
summary of the last enormities of Papal tyranny,
after baving triumphantly exposed, through the
medium of a correspondent in Rome, the ruinous
condition of the Papal treasury, and baving an
neunced exultingly the Babel.like disorder which
prevails among the cosmopolitan mercenarics in
Rome. And in the same long article it expa-
tiates on the many unjust dismiesals there; the
atrocious condemnations and confiscations ; the
arbitrary banishments of nobles and proprietors ;
the imprisonment of the ladies in Ancona for a
deed of mercy; the massacre of an unarmed
crowd at Rom# on the 12th of March; and last-
ly, the destitution of several generals, and of not
less than forty officials. This is certainly accus-
toming the people of Italy to the idea of a schism»
by inflaming the bate which they bear to the
Papal Government, and leaving them no time to
forget the enormities that it bas perpetrated.
Nor do we see aught but a provocation to
schism in the outcries that are reiterated in the
Papal journals against the eminent men of our
day, who are so beloved by the Italian people.
What more shall we say? The Civilta Catho-
lica, a monthly journal published at Rome, sup
ported by the ablest writers of the Papal party,
possessing a great literary superiority, and en-
titled to call itself the organ of the Roman Gov-
ernment, calls thé Italian liberals not Moslemin,
but savages, and compares Garibaldi to Passa-
tore, a famous Romagnian bandit; nay, even
makes him out worse than the latter, and com-
pares him (o the Norman ¢ barbarians” who in-
vaded Italy. Ah! but all this sounds very ill
in the ears of Italians, even where they are Ro-
man Catholics in good faith; and the schism is
ripening, thanks to the blindness of the Pope
and his adberents, who, fortunately, are deter-
mined not to yield. There is also a curious an-
nouncement in the Diritlo, relating to a semi Pa-
pal ceremony which Garibaldi was to bave per-
formed on the 15th inst., in the Catbhedral
Church at Palermo, at the feast of St, Rosali
Here he bas to do no less, de jure, than to assume
the functions of a Papal legate, and, in the midst
of a great company of officials and notables, to
be present ata religious service, on a throne,
which, according to custom, is fitted up with the
utmost magnificenca for the occasion. This
solemnity is designed to commemorate some con-
cessiong that were made in very remote times
by a Pope of Sicily. What will the Pope say
against this profane representation of bis sacred
personage, if, on the 13th, as the Armonia tells
us, the Holy Father beld a secret consistory, to
lift up his voice, before the College of Cardi~
nals, against the leading men of the Italian re-
volation, when Garibaldi, his representative pro
tempore in the festival of St. Rosalia, is the man
ot the revolution par excellence ?

In conclusion, we repeat, that whatever may
be the prejudices which now exist in Italy in
fayour of the errors of Roman Catholicism, yet
the probability is continually increasing of an
open schism between Rome and the people, as a
virtual ope exists already. Still the light bas
not yet drawned there, from which we could hope
to see the consummation of an effective reforma-
tion, such as God vouchsaled, some centuries
ago, to bestow on othe r nations.

Woodstock Camp Meeting.

The beautiful Grove on the Farm of John
Bennet, Esq., in the vicinity of W oodstock,
which during the past three years has been
dedicated to the Lord by its traly noble
hearted owner, for the purpose of holding
what may justly be termed our ¢ Feast of
Tabernacles,” has again been made vocal by
the prayers and praises of God’s new born
children. During the past year a great
many improvements have been made on the
ground ; stumps have been taken out;
ground levelled—new seats provided, ac-
comodating comfortably over three thousand
persons—a most delightfal shade formed by
a pumber ‘of beautiful bard wood Trees,
which have been left standing at suitable
distances from each other; the whole sur-
rounded by a light railing. Oatside this en-
closure, arranged in the form of a square,
were tweaty four family tents; a large
preaching tent with seats for five hundred
persons in case of rain; and two commodi-
ous boarding tents. Conspicaous among the
tents, and occupying a central position, was
one- which once bad stood on Crimean
heights, but instead of the blood stained
banner, it bore the euphoneous title of Par-
sonage.

In consequence of unavoidable delay in
the erection of some of the Tents, the regu-
lar services did not commence until Thurs-
day. A prayer meeting however was held
on Wednesday evening in which several
professing christians commenced seeking a
deeper work of grace. Thursday morning
was rendered very tryiog to those who had
the success of the camp-meeting at heart by
the non-arrival of the expected Ministerial
aid. The Rev. R. A. Temple commenced
public service by rcading the rules for proper
maintenance of order, followed by singing—
prayer, readiog a portion of ecripture, and
an address by the Rev. R. Wasson. Dar-
ing the day, the Rev’s. Messrs. Prince, Per-
kins, Reid and Brown arrived on the
ground. Preaching in the afternoon by
Rev. J. Reed and in the evening by Rev.
W. C. Brown. A decp’ and solemn feeling
petvaded the whole audience. Finding two
ministers of the Methodist Episcopal Church
Revd’s. Messrs, Godfrey and Morse and Rev.
D. B. Scott came on the ground. Oa the
invitation being given afier the close of the
sermon in the afternoon for penitents, and
christians seeking a deeper work of grace to
come forward,a lurge number presented them-
selves for special prayer. Quite a'feeling of
disappointment amongst our Brethern and
friends when they found that our Venerable
Fathers Strong and McNutt, the Founders
of Methodism in this region, had given up
the intention of visiting us; but the Lord
was with us.

Over one thousand persons were supposed
to be preseat at the preaching on Saturday
atternoon. The cloud, which at first had
settled down on us so dark and lowering,
bad been dispersed; our Immsnuel was
with us ; and evérything betokened a glori-
ousviciory. Several who had been seeking
after Purity of Heart bad obtained it, and
joyfully bore testimony to the cheering
truth, * The blood of Jesus Christ cleanseth
from all sin;” whilst numbers of conscience
stricken sinners were earneatly’seeking after
the only remedy.

Where thirty years ago were most of that
multitude ? Where will they be thirty years
hence ? Numbered with the silent clods of
the valley.

The Rev. J. Prince, through whose in-
stramentality camp-meetings were first in-
troduced on this circuit, preached from these
words “ Come thow with us and we will do
thee good” &c. ; after which the Rev. Mr.

Syria.
ITS TOWNS AND PEOPLE.

The terrible events occarring in and about
Mouat Lebanca have called attention to that
country,and given it 2 new interest. Scarcely
any other part of the world Las been the
scene of go large a share of the world's his.
tory, or has presented at different times so
widely various aspects. For the benefit of
thoss of our readers who may not be fami-
liar with the present political and social con-
dition of things in that part of the world, we
make tke following summary from the latest
reliable authorities.

The whole region lying directly to the
east of the Mediierranean Sea, and known
as the Levant, constitates the proviuce of
Syria, which is an integral portion of the
Turkish Empire. It embraces, besides an-
cient Palestine, what was ldamea on the
south, and the region of Lebanon, incluoding
its northern and eastern slopes, taking in
the valley of the Orontes on the north, and
ihe plains of Damascus on the east. From
an early autiquity this regivn has been the
dwelling-place of a variety of diverse and
incomgruous rzces, locally intermingled, but
otherwise dissociated, and ofien engaged in
the most deadly hostilities, and mutaaliy
cherishing traditional feuds between ecach
other. Usually these hostile demounstrations
have been eo far held in check by the im-
perial government that a tolerable state of
quiet bas been maintained ; but just nowy
either through the weakness or the perfidy
of the government, a terrible state of war is
raging, led on by the Druses, against the
Maronites especially, but not sparing the
native Christians of other names.

The population of Syria is made vp of
the following enumerated tribes or subnation-
alities, namely : 1. The Mozlems, the ruling
classes in ali the couniry except in Mount
Lebanon, who are apparently those of the
descendants of the old inhabitants of the
Greek empire who accepted of the doctrioes
of the Koran ; they number about 800,000
2. The Kurds, an inferior race, also Mo-
bammedauns, estimated 50,000. 3. The Na-
sairiyeh secm to be the descendants of the
ancient Canaanites ; their religion is a mix-
ture of all the various forms that prevail
around them. They occupy the mountains
to the north of Tripoli, and are thought to
pumber about 150,000. The Druses are
Arabs by race, and were originally a here-
tical sect of Mobammedans, formed during
the eleventh century. They reside chiefly
in the soutbern parts of Lebavon, and in
Hermon, where by virtue of their superiority
of character they constitute the ruling race ;
they number about 100,000. The Maronites
(and all the Christian sects) are descendants
of the primitive pupulation, with intermix-
tutes of European blood, brought in daring
the Crusades and subsequently.  Their
Christianity is little more than nominal, aud
their characters generally degraded ; esti-
mated pumber, 200,000, The Orthodox
Greeks, of the same origin as the above, are
found io nearly all parts of the country, and
amount to 150,000. The Armenians, (20,
000,) Jacobstes, (15,000,) several minor
sects, (20,000) Papists, (80,000,) and Jows
(25,000) are tound scattered in most of the
towns—160,000. Making an aggregate set-
tled population of about 1,610,000. Besides
these, who all dwell ia the towns and vil-
lages, there is also a large wandering popu-
lation of Arabs—ihe Bedovips—whose num-
bers are variously estimated at two hundred
thousand to half a million.

The entire pepulation of the country, ex-
cept the wandering Arabs, reside in the
towns and villages. Though they are
generally agriculturists, neither the hab.ts
of the people npor their safety would allow
them to dwell 1n separate residences, as in
most other agrieultural countries, In Le-
banon there are more than six hundred
cities and hawlets, among which are Zaleh,
with 11,000 people, and Deir-al- Kamar,
with 7,000; and in Hermon, Hashbeiya,
6 000, and Rashaia, 25,000, ali of which
have been the scenes of the lata horrible
massacres. Damascus, the capital of ancicut
Syria, and the oldest of living and flourizh-
ing gities, has a mixed population of 12,000,
while. Jerusalem bas only aboat 18.000.
Aleppo has over 70,000 and Beyrout 40 or
50,000; Hameh has 33,000, Hams, 25,000,
Aaggioch, 20 000, and Tripoli, 18,000.

The recogrized badge of distinction amongz
these various races is their religion. They
indeed differ comewhat in the manners and
customs of ordinary life, yet they have very
many of these in commcn, and but for the
influenc: s of diverse religicus systems they
would graduaily assimilate and become Ho-
mogencous. But the religious element, which

{under & proper cultare becomes a univer-

sal bond of union, here operates only to se-
parate and esirange men from each other,
In the absence of a civil government ade-
quate to individual protection, in order to cs
cape the dangers of anarchy, the people
bave sssociated themselves in nominally re-
ligious communities. There are Moslems
or Christians, Druses or Nucairiyehs, Maro-
nites or Armenians, Greeks or Papists, not |
as the results of convictions or of d::vout!
feelings, but simply as partisans and clergy-,
men, and with the intent of serving the per-,
sonal or partisan interests of each individual
orclass.

AtrociTiES OF THE- C1viL WAR IN VEN
¥zZUELA.—There is no end to the misfortunes of
the people of Venezuela. For years this country,
one of ihe most hrliko:‘ron the globe, has been
the scene of the bloody strife of contending
factions, which bave entirely drained the re-
sources of the State. The last revolution, or
rebellion, bas not yet been brought to a close.
We make extracis from two of the papers of the
country, showing the horrible condition ot aflairs.
Tbhe Naticioso, ot Valencia, says:—*“ On the
20th, Calisso Villamediana was assassinated in a
most horrible manner, in the neighborhond of
La Loma. He was tied hand and foot to a tree,
sbot three times,received fiity-two stabs, and had
his bead split open. Mr. Vallamediana was a
respectable merchant and property owner of
Valencia, and legves a large family of orphan
children.” The }ndepcndmug, of Caraccas, pub-
hisbes a letter from Ocumare del Tuy, of the
20th, whicb says :—* We are getiing worse every
momwent. The rebels do not take any towns,
but they assassinate every onme who falls into
their bands in the neighborhood. Yesterday
four unfortunates were murdered in a frightful
manner in the little district of Marare; ot a
man seventy years of age, peaceful and generally
esteemed ; another a farmer, attending to the
aifairs of his numerous family ; anotber a farmer,
astbmatic and always sickly, so that be was never
able to enter the service. Finally, a young
man who Lad retired from tbe scrvice the day
before, in obedience to the earnest en'reaties of
an aged father. Their bodies were cut to pieces
by batchets '—These troubles, says the editor
of the Montreal Witness, may traced to
Popery and ecclesiastical endowments.

Toe Turkisn EMPIRE.—An Alexandrian
correspondent of the Daily Telegraph writes,—
“The Druses murdered the young Christian
children by two strong men each taking a leg,
and pulling at full force untl the body was torn
to pieces. Female children above the age of
eight were fxeneully abused, and afterwards
quartered. Husbands were forcibly compelled
to be eye-witnesses to their wives dishonour,
after which both were murdered. The Turkish
empire is falling to pieces. The curse of God
seems to be hanging over it; and it is not to be
wondered at, for the crimes Turkey bas com-
mitted against Christianity are only known to
ber own agents and the Providence that over
looks all. Consider her conduct on the shores
of Abyssinia—three millions of Christians, the
descendants of the first Christians in the world,
during the last twenty-nine years, have either
been flogged to death or compelled to embrace
the Mobammedan faith. Her proceeding, from
Soakim to Tajura, along the shores of Abyssinia
and Nubia, is too borrible to describe. Fancy a
group of innocent children, such as you daily
see playing in the parks of your metropolis, with
their bands bound behind their backs, pieces of
large sticks stuck across their mouths and
fastened with cords behind, 0 as to deprive them
from giving alarm These processions 1 bave
witnessed with my own eyes, not many wonths
ago; and I regret to say that many of the young
slaves were baptized Christians. These children
are marched from where they are stolen to sea-
ports of Turkey, on the shores of the Red Sea,
under the protection of Turkish soldiers

ProrFIT AND L0SS ACCOUNT OF THE GREAT
EASTERN —Let us see bow the piofit and loss
account of the voyage stands. The ship left
Scutbampton on the 16th of June, and she will
leave this country for England on the 16th of
August, which allow ten days for her return trip,
would make the period of the whole voyage just
seventy days.

coa! ; from visitors at Annapolis, Baltimore, Nor-
folk, &c., $15,000 ; ber freight home to England
will probably pay $15 000, and her pessengers
and other sources about $10,000—making her
total receipts $150,000. Thus she will bave
wade a clear profit of $70,000 by ber first At-
lantic voyage. So far the * Great Eastern” has
not done badly ; but the question now is what is
to be done with ber when she gets back to Eng-
land ? She is too large for the commerce of the
present day, and will hardly pay as a passenger
and freigbt carrier. As a troop ship, calculated
to throw ten thousand men into any point in an
emergency, she is invaluable, and to this service
she wiil probably be devoted ultimately. How-
ever, it is satislaclory to think that she did not
lose either in money or reputation by her visit
to America ; and she has demonstrated that ves-
sels of the largest size can cross the bar at New
York and lay alongside of our wharves—N. Y.
Times.

Sarm and Fireside.
Prince Albert's Farm.

Lonpon, June 24, 1860.—As I have
been somewhat of an agriculturist, I hope
my remarks as to what I say on Prince Al-
berts farm will not be devoid of some inter-
est 10 some of our readers. It is situated
near Windsor Castle, about twanty miles
8. W. of the city, occupies 1,000 acres,
100 of which is never ploughed, snd is woo-
ded and sown with orchard grass, top-dres-
sed every four years with liquid manure.
“The arable land is subsoiled every two or
three years with four emormomsly large
Scoteh horses driven tandem ; rotation of
erops much the same as ours, without the
1ndian corn. Crush barley and oatsin a
mill, driven by steam ; keep eighty short
horn and Alderney cows; cow stalls made
of wron ; iron trough always foll of water
in each stall, with waste pipe to gutier be-
hind them, and thence to manure shed,
from which it is pamped into carts, similar
1o ours for watering streets and sprinkied
over the grass. Keep nove bat Suffolk and
Berkshire pigs ; prefers former on account
of their taking on fat\as one of the swine-
herds said, “ a dale of fat a dale quicker.”
The pig-pens are of stone, and paved with
stone, being lower io the centre, from which
a pipe conducts the liquid maoure to-keep.
In the garden saw peach, apricot, and plum
trees—trained espalier ; pine apples, straw-
berries and grapes in all stages of growth;
latter finer than in countries to which they
are indigenous aud ripe all the year round.
Melons will not grow in the open air, by
they have very fine ones in frames. Her
Majesty must certainly fare sumptuously
every day. There are forty men to atiend
to the garden alone.
Mr. Tau, the Gentlemanly manager of
the farm, gave me every information desi-
red. | also went to see the Queen’s sta-
bles, at Buckingham palace—they would
make more comiortable dwellings than two
thirds of the people of London live in.—
Foglish farriers have found out that the
upper part of the stall ougbt to be lowered
two inches at least. There are in these sta-
bles one hundied and sixiy horses. Her
Masjesty is partial 1o greys; and may fre-
quently be seen driving two in hand, in
Windsor Park. The Princess Alice drives
four ponies, and is said to be an excellent
horse woman. I saw the eight cream colo-
red horses that draw Her Majesty at the
time of opening or dissolving Parliament.
Their hsrness is red morocco, gold
mounted, cost $20 000, and the Siate car-
riage cost $25,000 ninety years sgo.

AN INxsurious FerTILIZER. —Severe
probibitions have been issued in France,
Englaud, and Germany, sgainst the use of
poudrette imperfectly prepared, it having
been proved by careful experiments that
the fecal matter of sinks cannot be conver-
ted with safety into garden manure under
five years’ careful preparation. Pestileo-
tial and other diseases are propagated by
vegetables grown in soil thus manured.
Yet, 1t is stated that these desth-dispensing
deposits are absolutely used in the market
gardens around our large American cities
in their natural state, snd maoy of the fruits
and vegetables so grown can be told by the
nostrils or the taste, before they are cookad
and in the process of cooking.

It is the opinion of skilful medical obser-
vers that pearly all 1he novel diseases which
now afflict many American cities, owe
their origin to the organic diseased matter,
taken up by vegetables and fruit grown in
soil dressed by the tecal matter of the sinks
and transferred to the stomach.

Galloping consumption, in persons whose
families have never been subject. to this
errible disease, has been traced to the use
of vegetables grown by poudrette. This is
ouly one instance out of a thousand.— Te
Century.

To Stor Poraroes RorTiNe.—An ag-
ricultural exchsuge says :

An experienced agriculturist informs as
that about six years ago he applied lime to
potatoes that were parily rotien, and that it
immediately arrested decay. Potatoes that
were partly rotten when the lime was ap-
plied coatinued to rot, and were lost. Since
then be has made it a common practice to
apply slaked lime 10 bis potatoes as ha takes
them up. He puts a thia layer of lime
upon the floor where the polatoes are 10 be
laid, and sprinkles some of it over them
about every ten inches, as they are put dowa.
He considers this as perfectly protecting
them from rotting, as he has never had a
rotten potato since he bas practised it ; and
he believes, also, that polaioes thus used
are rendered better by the action of lime.
Wo advise the farmere to 'ry this plan, as it
easily can be done by them all.

PrrserviNG VEGETADLES.—Take box-
es or barre's sufficient 10 contain what ve-
getables you wish 1o keep for winier use,
or, for want of boxes, use a corner of your
cellar. First make a layer of roots as close
togetlier as may be ; than a layer of dirt or
sand, filling all the interstices, and about
an inch over the roots. Proceed with lay-
ers of roots and dirt alternately, till you
have secured all you wish. Over the whole
place an inch or two of dirt. The_sand or
dirt should be a little moist, but neither wet
nor dry.

CurranT JeLLY.—Squeese the juice out
of the carrants, strain and measure it, put
i 10 a copper or brass ketile and boil it un-
:;lkq:o l‘;-qn cmﬂ' to rise ; then, without

10g the juice off the fire, stir in one pound
of well refined sugar to every pint of ';:?u
and as 8000 as the augar is folly diuolué
—which will be in less than a minute—take
it off snd pour it in the vessels prepared to
receive it. This jelly retains the beautifal
crimson color of the currant much better

than that made by the old mode.—Garden-
er's Monthly. b Faf
