Internal State of Russia.
1 sent you, some mont lis ago, two letters j 

on the Czar Nicholas. 1 will now speak ol 
the internal state of bis vast colossal empire : 
the elements of which its population is com­
posed ; the degree of civilization to which 
the inhabitants have attained ; the^govern- 
ment, religion, army, judicial authority, Ac. 
These points deeply interest the civilized 
world, in view of the gigantic and insatiable 
ambition which impels the Muscovites to ex­
tend unceasingly their conquests. - “ Before 
fifty years," said Napoleon at St. Helena,
“ Finrope will he Republican or Cossack,”— 
r. prophecy which may not improbably be 
fulfilled, ami which, in any case, must inspire 
a desire to know the real state of this em­
pire, which threatens to absorb everything 
in ils vast bosom.

•Several works have recently been pub­
lished on Russia, one of which is by Mr. 
Zando, wh* has studied this country with 
patiefit and scrupulous attention. Unhap­
pily, Air. Zando is an enthusiastic advocate 
of i"ue Muscovite empire, its head, and its 
institutions, so that the information he gives 
is not worthy of full confidence. His book, 
however, contains interesting researches ; it 
offers the most complete picture of Russia 
hitherto drawn ; and taking car.; to correct 
Mr. Zando’s testimonies by other more 'im­
partial documents, I hope to furnish you 
with accurate information on this important 
subject.

Russia is the largest empire in the world, 
in respec^of territory, without excepting 
even thè Lnited States ; it occupies one sixth 

. part of the land on the globe, or more than 
double the rest of Europe. 'Flic Roman 
empire, in the flourishing days of Augustus 
or Trajan was not so extensive. Bat Asiatic 
Russia, whicli comprehends two thirds ol 
this vast territory, is almost a desert, and 
the wandering tribes who inhabit it do not 
allow the Czar but a nominal authority.

The population of Russia is not exactly 
known, because the periodical censuses are 
not taken carefully. The, best informed 
statistics estimate the number of the Czar’s 
subjects at (11 or 62 millions of souls, includ­
ing the'army and navy forces. The increase 
of the population, though not as rapid as 
that of the American Union, is very large ; 
it amounts annually to. nearly 700,1X10 souls, 
and in the space of fifty years, the number 
of Russians has almost doubled. If this 
progress continues, and if the unity of the 
empire is preserved, the numerical force of 
Russia will become gigantic in a ceutury : 
but who knows what changes will take place 
before this time, in the condition of Europe 
and the world 'I . x t

Tbe-fitle of notable citizen is com­
monly conferred on merchants who lihve ac­
quired a large fortune, on learned men who 
have made interesting discoveries, on mem­
bers of the Academy of Science or the Fine 
Arts, the University professors, and officers 
who have shown remarkable zeal and fidelity. 
These are the most responsible men of the 
empire.

The merchants are divided into three 
classes. The members of the first class may 
own commercial vessels, may trade with 
foreign countries, be bankers', manufacturers. 
Arc. Those of the second class most coniine 
their attention to internal commerce ; still 
their rights and privileges are large enough.

Above all, the preservation of ab­
solute authority ; after that, an extended 
commerce and increased revenues, if practi­
cable. i

TlyZ/riv peasants form a population of 
about sïm*m millions. They are serfs who 
have been successively freed by their lords, 
or who have purchased their freedom.— 
Others are become free by military service ; 
for it is a law in Russia that the soldier, af­
ter having phssed a number of years in the 
army, returns no more to servitude, when he 
comes home. The free peasants have al­
most all a small property. They compose 
distinct villages, governed by municipal ma­
gistrates, whom the inhabitants themselves 
appoint. Several of these villages form a 
district, over which is a chief called golou-a, 
who is also chosen by the peasants. These 
securities are judged necessary against the 
ill-will and encroachments of the boyards, 
who see with a jealous eye this freed popu­
lation increasing, and try to reduce them to 
their former bondage.

The serfs, or half-slaves, still number 
nearly forty miilious, in spite of the encou­
ragements and examples of the czars for 
their emancipation. Very different accounts 
are given of the condition of the serfs. 
Some travellers say that they are threatened 
like brutes, exposed to the rapacity and 
cruelty of their lords, and hardly above the 
tie-woes in the Colonies. Others make not

The Russian language is the official lan­
guage of the government ; but more than 60 
longues or idioms are spoken in the different 
ipfovinces of the,empire. When the Czar 
desires to make known any orders to" his 
w'tolc people, he is obliged to resort to in­
terpreters, who translate these documents 
into at least 14 distinct languages. This is 
a constant subject of embarrassment for the 
government^ Russia Iras not the power of 
assimilating its population, as the United 
States has. There being few schools and 
still fewer periodical publications, and very 
imperfect means of intercourse, the nations 
successively annexed to Musboyy persist in 
shaking their old idioms. They are not 
united, but only placed in juxtaposition, 
and this want of cohesion diminishes their 
strength. Indeed, the Czar is the only bond 
that holds these races together ; he alone 
cau keep them under uniform laws. It he 
should disappear, if the monarchical govern­
ment should perish, the Russian empire 
would he rent in a thousand pieces. Some 
jMrlitical men find in this fact the best excuse 
tor the Czar’s despotism.

In this country, every individual is in a 
special class, from which he cannot go out 
without difficulty. The tchinn, or order of 
ranks, is applied to the common people as 
well as to the soldiers. There arc 14 classes 
or grades ot inhabitants, embracing all 'per­
sons from the highest state officers to the 
I>easantry and serfs. One grade corresponds 
to that of" lieutenant, another to that of cap­
tain, a third to that of colonel, and do forth. 
Russia resejnbles vast barracks, and the 
same sort of discipline is applied to citizens 
as to soldiers. In this way good order is 
secured, no doubt ; but progress, personal 
activity, public and private enterprise are 
checked.

Let him falter , in 
his place—let him touch the earth lor an in­
stant, and show his stains—and the clamor 
and the assault are always more formidable 
from the superior elevation of ’’the victim. 
Wo see spots on the sun and moon, which 
we should never regard on a housewull or a 
hillock.—Simms.

These contradictory assertions may be re­
conciled. The condition of serfs changes 
sensibly according to the character ol their 
masters. When the masters are bad, all 
goes badly ; when they are good, all goes 
well ; and travellers express the impressions 
they receive.

Some restrictions have been imposed up­
on the lords. Families of serf's cannot be 
separated, when they exchange masters ; the 
members must be sold together. When a 
nobleman’s land is sold, the serfs are allowed 
to purchase their liberty, and remain propri­
etors of the land they cultivate. The 
punishments which may be inflicted on serfs 
are prescribed, and if this measure is ex­
ceeded, the serfs may be confiscated by the 
State. A serl may go to the cities to gam 
his living, on condition of paying to his mas­
ter an annual sum, which rarely exceeds 
120 francs. There are in Moscow, St. Pe­
tersburg, and the other cities, serfs who are 
artists, musicians, merchants, manufacturers; 
some have become millionaires ; but they 
have no right to constrain their masters to 
accept the price of their freedom. The serf 
who lives on his lord’s domains, labors for 
him three days in the week ; the rest of the 
time is his own.

Whether or not tbe system of serfage will 
soon be abolished In Russia, is a question ol- 
ten asked. The government of the emperors 
cannot effect so difficult a task. A czar who 
should dare to proclaim at once complete 
emancipation of the serfs, would lose his 
throne and be assassinated. But on the 
other hand the serfs begin to feel painfully 
the weight of their phams. From time to 
time, they avenge themselves barbarously 
upon their masters, and these revolts are not 
suppressed but by torrents of blood. The 
question will be decided by physical force 
and not by the wisdom of statesmen.

creing them often by thousands at a time, yet 
it could never wholly root them out ; because 
the ignoracce of the people left them open to 
l>e imposed upon by crafty and fanatical 
teachers.

Thoughts on- the Present State 
of the World.

(Concluded.)
In our late notice of the Jews, we had intend­

ed to Mate our conviction in respect to their re­
turn to their own land, but want of time forbade 
us. We believe the Jews will be returned to 
what we have been accustomed to call the holy 
land. Their preservation to this day, as a people 
distinct from all other,, though in certain circum­
stances mingling with them, can be accounted 
for only on the ground, that an overruling Pro­
vidence designs them for lome special purpose, 
and that purpose, their occupation of the land of 
their forefathers. They mem to have been re­
served for the land, and the land for them. We 
do not regard the present aspect of affairs be­
tween Russia and Turkey ai at all favourable to 
the attainment of this object. Russia, as tbe head 
and patron of the Greek Church, will be opposed 
to the transference of the holy land to the Jews ; 
and, therefore, if Russia succeed in her ambitious 
projects against Turkey, that object must be in­
definitely postponed.

We have no idea, however, that Russia will 
succeed, but on the contrary, that she will be 
retarded by tbe in' et arm is of Turkey, France 
and England, in her ambitious career of conquest. 
In which case, either amid the fierce conflicts 
of arms, or which is more desirable during peace, 
the Jewish people may be restored to their own 
land. This we think to be highly probable, and 
more than highly probable, because, we have 
been taught to believe, that “all Israel shall be 
saved." The good lime for the Jews is there­
fore coming, and may be near at hand ; and all 
who feel an interest in divine prophecies may 
profitably be looking for the fulfilment ol predic­
tions bearing on this subject the present por­
tentous aspect of aflairs in the East forbids hope 
of the realization at no very distant day, of Isra­
el’s restoration, which, as far as human sagacity 
can discover, must be thrown far into the future, 
if Russia should succeed in her mad and ambi­
tious projects. But, if the return of the Jews 
to the Holy Land be within the purpose of God, 
He will, doubtless, providentially arrange so as 
that, when the fitting time shall have arrived, 
His designs shall be accomplished.

The return of the Jews to their own land, 
and their conversion to Christianity, are two 
events which, when they occur, will constitute 
an era in the history of the world, whose influ­
ence on the human mind for good may not be 
fully developed, until the dim shadows of time 
dissolve in the glorious light of eternity.

Now ye Wesleyans, put that in a gilt frame 
over tbe mantel-piece, and when you bear it in­
sinuated, as it will often be, that you are not 
tiaptized, and that “ Baby-sprinkling” is popish, 
tell the traducer to read that confession from “ A 
Baptist Minister."

As to my motives in publishing tbe obnoxious 
paragraph, I have only to say in reply to all gra­
tuitous and unkind insinuations, you had better 
leave them with Him who searches all hearts, 
and deal simply with the question whether the 
statement was true or false ; for, after all this 
waste of temper and time on the part of yourself 
and others, 1 merely slated that such was the 
cause of the adherence of the deceased Mr. C. to 
Methodism, and that he viewed the system from 
which such statements sprung as dishonouring to 
God, Jrc. Now is that true or false ? I believe 
it true, so do thousands, and so does “ A Baptist 
Minister.” I further believe that such statements 
have been made by accredited Ministers, both 
in New Brunswick and in Nova Scotia, because 
I have heard Christians say so, whom I dare not 
believe liars; because I know that B. Ministers 
have Jield, and still hold unconditional election, 
and that some infants are non-elect, (a modern 
substitute for reprobate), and because none can 
hold this without hoH’rag either the palpable ab­
surdity that all who die in infancy are of the 
number elected to eternal life, or that some of 
them go to hell.

They may not preach such doctrine ; hut until 
the Editors of tbe Messenger, ami all who chooec 
to write in reply to me, avow plainly and pub­
licly that neither they nor their brethren believe 
tliat there are any bom into tbe world of the 
non-elect number, and that they believe that all 
that die in infancy go to heavea, both myself 
and many others must hold our opinions. And 
why in the name of candour and plain dealing 
has not such au avowal been made before now ? 
No man can put his finger on the page in all the 
stardard writings of the close communion Church, 
where tbe doctrine of the salvation of all deceas­
ed infants is avowed, or tbe doctrine of uncondi­
tional election repudiated.

It will not do lor Calvinist Baptist Ministers 
to say, as one said very recently in this region, 
“ We believe that infants have an interest in the 
covenant of Grace, does this look like what we 
see about us in the periodicals9" Do “ we" be­
lieve that all infants have an interest in “ the 
covenant of Grace ?” That's the question. “We 
believe that infants fo to heaven," says another, 
bat why not sav frankly we believe that all in­
fants dying in infancy go to heaven. That little 
word all makes a world wide difference in the 
meaning of certain passages which speak of the 
glorious atonement, and so it does in considering 
the question in hand. Alter all that the Mes­
senger and a Baptist Minister have said, what if 
all their denials about that horrid statement are 
mere quibble, on the words “ infants-in-liell-not- 
a-span-look ?" Tbe phrase is peculiar. Suppose 
for illustration that the statement bad been that 
he believed that some who die » infancy go to 
hell, what then ? Would they have repudiated 
that ? Perhaps so, and on this ground, that the 
old minister, would not be likely to think that 
kind ol preaching “profitable," and therefore 
were not likely to have said it.

I will now state what I have heard with my 
own ears from an “ accredited Minister,” not 
less than 45 years of age. He said that the pas 
sage Heb. ii. 9, should read, “that he by the 
grace ot God should taste death lor a// sons ' 
Why, “ because just afterwards it reads, it be­
hoved him, i.e., Christ, in all things to be made 
like unto his brethren, See. ; and therefore tbe 
Apostle must have been shaking of his, i. e., 
Christ’s brethren in the previous verse, and not 
of all mankind !” The same Minister, (who by 
the way professes to know Greek, and carries 
Greenfield’s Greek Testament into the Pulpit

Ireland.
Belfast, (Ireland), Dec- 26th, 1853.—An of­

ficial return has been made of tbe total agricultural 
produce of Ireland, of tbe number of acres under 
cultivation, and the amount of stock in possession 
of the population, during the year 1852.—Ow­
ing to tha extensive emigration to America and 
Australia, the number of holdings, the extent ol 
land under cultivation, and the quantity of crops 
sown, have undergone a considerable diminution, 
as compared with the previous year, and yet tbe 
aggregate produce of the country is largely in­
creased ; wheat, oats and other crops, in which 
the. diminished cultivation has taken place, have 
been found to exceed the produce of the pre­
vious year, and a similar phenomenon is observ­
able in nearly every department, which has been 
brought under review. In the article of stock, 
the returns show a large increase.—The present 
Russo-Turkish war has affected the markets con­
siderable here, and many sincerely long for a 
cessation of hostilities, which would restore the 
economical equilibrium.

For the last three years, then, there has been 
an organized effort to establish out of door 
preaching in most ot the towns and villages of 
Ireland. This system is specially adapted to 
tbe exigencies of tbe Roman Catholic mission, 
and I find, by a reference to a statistical table, 
that tbe Primitive Methodists have twenty mis­
sions in Ireland, comprising not less than 400 
mission stations or congregations, which are so 
widely scattered that their missionaries hsve not 
travelled less than 42,000 miles during tbe past 
year and have paid 48,000 family visits, for read­
ing Scripture and prayer. The Wesleyan Me­
thodists have 18 missionary stations and 25 mis­
sionaries in Ireland ; and in one of their late re­
ports they say that such an amount of success 
has been realized as to afford cheering hopes for 
the future.

Dr. D’Aubigne, I have heard, was so pleased 
with Ireland on his late visit at the opening ol 
the Presbyterian College, that he has expressed 
his desire and determination, to visit us at some 
future time.—After leaving Ireland, he returned 
directly to Geneva, as the College Session there 
was in progress, and his presence imperatively 
required.

Rev. Alexander Campbell, president of Betha­
ny College, Virginia, U. &, and the father of 
the Campbeliites, has been sending us “ Tracts 
for Ireland,” from tbe “ Millenial Harbinger” 
office. Some person distributes there “ Tracts 
for Ireland" at Dr. Cooke’s Church door to the 
people as they pass in, and many complain of 
tbe bad taste displayed by the parties engaged 
in this anonymous distribution,

A new quarterly, called the “ Ulster Archaeo­
logical Journal,” has been lately issued in Bel­
fast, and attracts among antiquarians and others 
considerable interest and curiosity.

But, 
now aud then, an orange-tree blooming by a 
cottage, a flock of green parrots resting oil a 
roof, the tatooed cheeks of a New Zealander, or 
the spindle-legs and matty hair of a black Aus­
tralian, certify that it is England at tbe anti­
podes, and not England at home.

This City has its Legislature, possessed of the 
most important powers, even to the revision of 
the Constitution ; its Corporation, with a Mayor, 
whose official salary is £800 a-year ; and its Uni­
versity, of which the Senate consists of members 
of all the leading religious denominations It 
has also its hospitals, and its poor ; the latter ac­
counted for chiefly by tbe frightful number of 
public-houses,—tbe former, by a goodly, yet in­
sufficient, number of churches of various jicrsua- 
sions.

Few cities are so orderly at night notwithstand 
ing the excesses of intoxication to which so many 
of its people are wretchedly addicted. Even 
after the great province of Victoria has beer 
separatOTjjhe territory of which Sydney is the 
capital, is as large as ten Englands ; with a thou­
sand miles of sea-coast, rich in forests, mountains, 
plains, and table-lands, in pastures, crops, and 
mines\ glittering with gold,studded with prosjte- 
rous towns, resounding with the voice of indus­
try and the bleating of innumerable flocks.— 
London Quarterly Review, (Methodist.)

No Sabbath.
In a “ Prize Essay on the Sabbath,” written 

by a journeyman printer in Scotland, there oc­
curs the following passage :—

“ Yoke-fellow ! think how the abstraction of 
the Sabbath would hopelessly enslave the work­
ing classes, with whom we arc identified.

loins forever aching, and the restless mind for­
ever scheming.

“ Think of tbe lieautv it would extinguish ; of 
the giant strength that it would tame ; ot the re­
sources of nature that it would exhaust ; ol the 
aspirations it would crush; of the sickness it 
would breed; ol tbe projects it would wreck; 
of the groans it would extort ; of the lives it 
would immolate ; ami of" the cheerless graves 
that it would prematurely dig ! See them, toil­
ing and moiling, sweating and fretting, grinding

which may be set up. What would the 
handful of true men be in the midst of such 
overwhelming odds? And then we have 
amongst us a “ Prince of the Holy Roman 
empire !” What is he doing ! Ho is.fbrm- 
ing a nation under the rule of the Vatican in 
the heart of the British nation. He is con­
structing an imperium in imperio.. Our le­
gislators are simple enough to believe that 
the laws made in St. Stephen’s govern (h^e 
empire. In this they are mistaken. By A 
considerable portion of the empire these law* 
are held as having no validity whatever; as 
l>eing ‘‘not laws/but lies.” That portion of 
the empire is under canon law, and Dr. Wise­
man is rendering canon law applicable to 
the circumstances of British Papists by the 
decrees of synods held in this conntry. By 
this device he completely evades tbe statute 
which still declares it illegal to bring bulls 
from Rome, by getting his decrees framed 
in this country, and countersigned by the 
Pope. Thus, while we sleep, the Pope’s 
empire in Britain is growing. There are 
now two kings and two codes in the country.

But last and worse than all, the Govern­
ment have it in contemplation to attach a 
Popish priest to every jail in the country, 
ami a Popish chaplain to every regiment in 
which there are Romanists. We have been 
fighting to tret rid of Maynooth ; but here is 
Mnynooth about to be extended over all 
Scotland and England. We shall have a 
body of priests of six hundred and upwards 
salaried by the State, an inevitable precur­
sor, as it will prove, to the endowment of 
the Romish priesthood throughout the em­
pire. Humanly speaking, this measure will 
seal the talc of our country. That part of 
(he plan which relates to the army is espec­
ially formidable. Recruits are drawn main­
ly from Ireland ; the number of Popish chap­
lains wilyof course he large in proportion. 
We thus behold no inconsiderable portion 
of the British nrmy in course of being offi­
cered in the Po]te’s behalf. Not only are 
untold sums being paid to Popish chaplain, 
—men trained in the L'ltrnmontonisin of 
Maynooth—in all parts of (he world, but tbe 
British nrmy is slowly passing over to a for­
eign power. What reliance could be plac­
ed on these soldiers in the event of a foreign 
invasion Î There is not one" of them that 
would not obey the priest in preference to 
their Sflicer ; for the Romish doctors have 
laid it down, that in such conflicts of author­
ity it is the voice of the Church that is to.be 
obeyed ; and so the invading host, instead of 
encountering a wall of bayonets, would find 
hands, stretched out in welcome.

The Railway Bills, passed duting the last Ses­
sion, have received the Queen's assent. Cor­
respondence in reference to the genera! subject, 
shall be laid before you without delay.

The sum granted for the importation of Stock, 
has been carefully expended ; tbe animals im­
ported, sold at prices that indicate the interest 
which has, been already awakened among the 
Agriculturists of tbe Province, for the possession 
of those superior breeds of cattle, so highly prized 
in the Mother Country. The results of this ex­
periment having more than realized tbe antici­
pations of those most favourable to the trial, I 
confidently anticipate, that, by an enlarged pro­
vision, you will enable me to place improved 
breeds in the Central Townships of every Coun­
ty in the Province.

The Exhibition which took place, during the 
past Summer, was highly creditable to the Agri­
cultural Classes, and shewed the excellence that 
might be attained ia the various productions of 
the soil. With your co-operatiop and aid, I look 
forward with confidence, to see Nova-Scotia 
making rapid strides in the advancement of her 
Husbandry ;—profiting by the experience, and 
emulating the examples, of Great Britain and of 
tbe United States, where Agriculture is regarded 
as forming the basis of National wealth and pros­
perity. *

To the Vice Admiral, Commanding on 
this Station, our grateful acknowledgements are 
especially due, for his ready acceptance of the 
oiler made to him by the Government, to take 
under his ijmnediate charge the entire equip­
ment and direction of tbe Provincial Vessels 
employed in the protection of the Shore F ish- 
eries.

UNION or THE COLONIES.

Hon. Mr. Johnston said—Tbe motion I am 
about to make, Mr. Speaker, will I am sure com­
mend itself to the feelings of this House The 
Hon. Provincial Secretary told us yesterday that 
it was the duty of Nova Scotians to boast, and if 
we may look to the report he yesterday brought 
in we well know how to do that. To my mind 
sir, it is of infinitely more importance that we 
should have something to boast of; if we can 
elevate our positions, improve our resources con­
solidate our strength and give to us that which 
we now earnestly yearn for—something of nati­
onality—shall we refuse to avail ourselves of the 
opportunity. Let us blow our trumpets as loudly 
as we please—still little Nova Scotia may just re­
main as she is ; nay, New Brunswick and even 
Canada must be, to a certain extent, limited and 
controlled in their progress whilst they remain 
without national character, influence or position . 
Ever since I first contemplated this subject under 
the auspices of a man of extended talent and 
sagacious mind—1 allude to Lord Durham ; my 
eyes have beea steadfastly fixed upon the period 
when it could be accomplished, and I now be. 
lieve that a movement in that direction, though 
commenced by the smallest and least influential 
ot the three Provinces, may produce results 
favorable to its speedy accomplishment.

Hon. Prov. Secretory,—I can only say as an 
individual member of th» House, that nothing 
would give me greater pleasure than to engage 
in the discussion of the exceedingly interesting 
question propounded in tbe resolution just 
moved. Sir, I almost hailed that motion as 
something clearer, more elevated, more excit­
ing, (1 speak in the rational and proper sense 
of the term) than some ol the discussions in 
which we have been engaged. I quite agree 
with the bon. anil learned member for Annapo­
lis ; the British North American Provinces have 
the extent ; their population is rapidly increas­
ing, they possess tbe national resources neces­
sary for the creation ol a great nation—cheer­
fully then will I engage in discussing the 
measure contemplated by him. And, sir, let 
me say to him that the conflicts of faction here 
will never do us the honour, or confer on us tbe 
blessings which we may expect from the open­
ing up of the wide and expanded field. Again, 
sir, I say to him that I will gladly engage with 
him in that discussion.

The House then adjourned until 3 o’clock,

Ask his 
habitation ; its fallen chiniuey and rag-stuffed 
window will tell. Ask his children ; their 
tattered garments and haggard features shall 
testily. Ask his wile ; her calloused hands 
and care-lurrowed features will tell. XVhat 
has the rum-seller done, for her? He has 
taken her last bed, her last gown, her last 
cow, her last loaf. He has robbed her of 
the heart of ber husband, fie has clouded 
her sunny sky, and rendered her paradise a 
purgatory. Go to her wretched house at 
midnight, and see her shivering over her 
last half-consumed stick of fuel ; while, 
through the crevices of the wall, and the 
broken pane at the window, the bitter blasts 
of December howl out the requiem of her 
hopes. Poor victim ! once the happy occu­
pant of a palace ; see how she weeps ! hear 
how she sighs ; and, but for the rumseller, 
those tears might have been smiles, and those 
sighs might have been songs.

Among other topics his emi­
nence congratulated the Roman Catholiéa 
on the schisms among the various dissenting 
bodies in England, and especially on lhe 
difference of opinion in the Church of Eng­
land on the subject of baptismal regewera 
lion, which he considered beiokened the 
speedy dissolution of that establishment ; 
adding that more converts had been made 
to lhe Roman Catholic Church in England 
during the last ten years lhantn three bun 
dred previously. He then enlarged on ils 
immutability, mtl^ U>e delight he experi­
enced on returning lo Rome after an ah- 
sence of ten yeara, during which lime lhe 
whole world had been shaken by revolu­
tions, but without any effect or alteration 
being produced here ; forgetting the pre­
sence ol a Fiench garrison, without which 
Pio Nono would probably have remained 
the guest of the King of Naples, and to 
whose bayonets the Roman Catholic religion 
owes its present existence even in ita own 
capital. The cardinal’s sermon (says ano­
ther account) was, in fact, more ornament­
al than argumentative, and wound Op with 
a piece of tautology which seemed to sur­
prise h.s auditor, greatly. “In fine, my 
brethren, said he, you muet contemplate 
Rome as the cuy of God’s apostle,—conse- 
qiiemly, as the city of the aposilea of God" 
—a variation of the same sentiment difficult 
to express in any other ,h.„ ,he Engliah 
language. A select band of pickpockete 
exercised their predatory arte upon the eon- 
gregation the whole lime, delighted to have 
to do with such re/ pectable and unsuspect­
ing victims—London Watchman. ,
