The general prosperity of the past year has been marred
by the civil disturbances which took place in several parte
of thisColony. Misled by ignorant or designing men, tenan!s
were induced to form themselves into an association with
the avowed intention of withholding payment of their rents,
unless their landlords consented to sell their lands oo such
terms as this association chose to dictate.

The law was openly and systematically set at defisnce,
and it became necessary to use extraordinary measures to
enforce it. A requisition was, therefore, made for a de-
tachment of Her Dajesty’s troops, to aid the eivil power,
and the authority of the Jaw has been firmly and impartially
maintained.

“ResoLven, As the deliberate opinion of this House, that any
Union of tke British North American Colonies which would em-
brace Prince Edward Island, upon the terms and principlesset forth
iu the Resolutions of the Conference of Quebee, held on'the 10th
October, 1864, would not only beunjust to the inhabitants of
this Colony, but prove disastrous to their dearest snd most
cherished rights and interests as a free people, enjoying the bles.
sings of a priceless constitution guaranteed to them by the Imperial
Government of Great Britain.

- “That, considering the isolated, peculiur and exceptional posi-
tion of Prince Edward Island, as contrasted with the other British
North American Provinces and Colonies, this House deems it to
be its duty, as the Constitutional Representative of the people
of Prince Edward Island, to re.affiim the decision so clearly and
unejuivocslly declared by this House in the Resolutions passed
by it, in its last Session, upon the subject of a Union of the
British North Amzrican Coloaies, and afterwards communicated
by the joint Address of the Legislative Council and House of
Assembly of this Colony to Her Mujesty’s Imperial Government.

¢ RESOLVED FURTHER, That even ifa Union of the Continental
Provinces of British North America should have the effect of
strengthening and bindjnz more closely tozether those Provinees,
or advancing their material and commercial interests, this House
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cannot admit that a Federsl Uniap of the North Ataerican Provin- |
ces and Colonies, which would include Prince ¥dward Island, could
ever be accomplished upon terms that would prove advantageous
to the interests and well-beinz of the people of this Island, cut off
and separated as it is, and rhust ever remain, from the neizhboring
Provincas, by an immovable barrier of ice for many rhonths in
the year; and this House deems it to be its bacred and imperative
duty to declare and record its conviction, as it now does, that
any Federal Union of the North Awerican Colonies, that would
embsace this Island, would be as hostilé to the feelings and
wishes, as it would be opposed to the best and most vitalin-
terests, of its people.

‘¢ RESOLVED FURTHER, That while this House cannot assentto a
Federal Union of this Island with the other Colonics, they recog-
nize it to be the duty of this Colony to contribute, from its local
revenues, towards its défence, in fair and just proportion to its
means.”

The Hon. J. C. Pope moved, seconded by
Mr. Duncan, and the guestion being propésed,
that the Resolutions, as reported from Commit-
tee, be agreed to.

And this
Home believes that a plan of Confederatien might be so framed
a3 1ot to involve'the sacrifice of any material interests on the
part of any Province ; but inasmuch «s the people of Prince
Tdwaid Islind do not appear to be prepared to regard with
any favor the projoct of Confederation, it is unwise to press it
upon public attention, as its discussion is only calculated to pro.
duce excitement and apprehension, without reasonable cause.

A ¥D FURTHE RRESOLVED, as the opinion of this House;that there
should be no vote passed by the Legislature of this country in fa-
vor of & Confederation of the Provinces until the people shall first
be afforded an opportunity of pronouncing their judzment on
the question at a general Eleetion.”

We, Your Majesty's dutiful and loyal subjects, the House
of Assembly of Prince Edward Island, having had under
consideration the Message of His Excellency the Lieaienaot
Govervor, communicating a Despateh datei the 24ih day
of June last, from the Right Hooorable Edward Cardweli.
Secretary of State for the Colonial Department, upon the
subject of a Federation of the British North Awmerican Pro-
vinces—beg leave to approach Your Majesty for the purpose
of expressing our respectful but deliberate opinion that any
Union of the British North American Colonies, which would
embrace Prince Edward Island, upon the terms and principles
set forth in the Resolutions of the Conference of Quebeo.
held on the 10th October, 1864, would not ouly be asjast
to the inhabitants of this Colony, but prove disastrous to
their dearest and most cherished rights and interests gs a
free people, enjoying the blessings of a priceless constitution,
guaranteed to them by the Imperial Government of Great
Britain.

88 the Coustitational Repre-
sentative of the people of Prince Edward Islaud, to re-affum
the decision so clearly and utequivocally declared by this
House inthe Resolutions passed by it, in its last Session,
upon the subject of a Union of the British North American
Colonies, and afterwards communicated by the joiat Address
of the Legislative Council and House of Assembly of this
Colony to Her Majesty’s Imperial Government ; and farther,
that even if a Union of the Continental Provinces of British
North America would have the effect of streugthening and

Sixteenth Annual Report of the Medieal Superin-
tendent of the Lunatic Asylum.

CHARLOTTETOWN,
January 31, 1866.
(GENTLEMEN,

In compliance with the requirements of my
annual duties, I have the honor to furnish your
Board with this my Sixteenth ahnual Repoit,
exhibiting a statistical view of our operations

in the Asylum for the insane, for the year end-

ing January 31st, 1860.

By directing your attention to the accompa-
nying chart, you will observe that the number
of patients remaining in hospital amounts to
30, viz: 21 males and 9 females.

There have been admitted, during the past
vear, 16 new patients, viz: 9 males and 7
females.

The number disch: rged has been 11, viz: 6
males and 5 females.

During the year, one death only has occur-
red, in a female, aged GG, who was cut off by
seirrhus or cancer of the stomach.

. The unimproved chronic cases amount to 7 ;
12 have improved ; 13 much improved; and 8
have recovered their reason, while 30 yet re-
main under treatment. I may here remark,
that of the total number admitted during the
last 12 months, one-haif have alrcady recovered,
making a per centage of 50 per cent within the
year!

Two others, in a state of improvement, were
removed by friends after 2 months and 3
months respectively, thus cartailing our efforts
by these limited periods, and risking the chance
of a fatal permanency of the disease.

The paupers amount only to 4 ; they are all

infirm old men, whose united ages zmount to
305 years.

Among the recent additions to the comfort of
the patients, the new yard for the females
(newly finished) wili be found a most desirable
accommodation for their quiet exercise, being
situated at a distance from that of the men.

The applications for admission are steadily
on the increase, and the new cases presenting
are more of a receut stunding thau forwerly,
which may in svme measure account for the
greater success in their treatment.

The severity of the present winter has been
but slightly felt in the Institution, owing to the
ample supply of heat furnished by the new hot-
air stoves; throughout the whole building, halis
and dormitories, an equable and agrecable tem-
perature can be maintained both night and
day.

As the institution continues to progress, as
a natural consequence, the number of chronic
incurable cases must accumulate as in similac
hospitals, for the number admitted is always
greater than the cases discharged, particulaily
of pauper lunatics. )

Oa no previous occasion have I had to report
so great a number of patients admitted and
cured in one year, and two apparent causes
may account for the circumstance, viz: the
amount of success in our treatment of the in-
sane, and the belief gaining ground that the
prompt admission of patients is the most likely
means of ensuring a speedy recovery.

Of the disadvantages of treating the insane
in this Province, not the least is the long and
severe winter, which obliges us to confine the
greater proportion of the patients, for half the
year in their respective halls, without adequate
amuasement, exercise, or means of abstracting
their miads frow their morbid propensities and .
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illusions, a difficulty we have not as yet been
enabled to overcome.

The absence of bodily labor is a great avil,
for one of the most power{ul means in the treat-
ment of the insane is daily occupation. This
not only {ends to prevent the mind from dwel-
ling on its delusions, and thereby to lessen
their intensity, but frequently puts an end to
that restlessness both of mind and body which
attends many forms of the disease.

Of all modes of employing patients so affect-
ed, bodily lakoris the most advantageous, inas-
much as it not only produces the beneficial ef-
fects now adverted to, but contributes to bring
the system into that state of health which is
necessary for the due performance of all men-
ta] operations.

In other respects, since the recent improve-
ments, and enlarged aecommodation in the
building have been brought to bear on the com--
fort of the patients, they have greatly facilitated
their medical treatment, the test of which is
best evinced by the number of recoveries.

With these brief remark, I herewith submit
to the consideration of your Honorable Board,.
this my Sixteenth Annual Report.

Jehn McNeill, Esquire,
Secretary Board of Education :

DEar Sir,—

I have submitted Special Reports, detailing
concisely the results of enquiries, in.compliance
with the orders of the Board, to investigate
the disputes in the West River, and the Goose
River Districts; 'and I now supplement my
statistical sheets, with a few general remarks.

As usual, there is much of an encouraging,
as well as of a discouraging nature, to commu-
nicate on school matters. I have pleasure in
being able to report that, in New Perth, Hem-
lock Grove, and a few other Districts, commo-
dious, comfortable school-houses have lately
been built. A Grammar School has baen
established in Pinette, Belfast. There is de-
cided improvement in the reading and writing
departments of many schools, so that, upon the
whole, the prospects of progressive prosperity
are encouraging.

The Government have sanctioned the organi-
zation of new Districts; given aid to build
suitable school-houses, and in severul localities,
previously destitute of the means of educating
youth, due encouragoment has been given.

I believe our School Act was enacted asa

tentative expedient; but, as the income of

teachers is more precarious than under the for-
mer code, some teachers relinquished not only
their schools, but their profession. Notwith-
standing, if the attendance of students in the
Normal Schoal, or the candidatare. ¢ for li-
gense,’” by.the Board of ,%ducat.inn. bea cor-

S ECTIOIN:

rect criterion, the profession of teacher is not
now, less attractive than it formerly was. I
regret to say, that in my opinion, salaries have
fallen, owing to the number of young men in
the field as candidates : there being for every
vacancy, generally half a dozen applicants.

To the Board of Education :

Mr. CoAIRMAN AND GENTLEMEN,—

I respectfully submit my Anaual Report of
the District Schools in the Eastern Section,—
The synopsis of statistics appended was pre-
pared on a plan assimilated to the School Re-
gisters. As no material alterations had oc-
curred, after due consideration, I decided to
describe the condition of the schools in the ag-

gregate, which is now the custom in «other
colonies.

In reference to the City Schools, as no im-
portant change of system or method .has been

introduced within the period embraced by this

report, I have only to reiterate on this oceasion
what I have repeatedly submitted for your eon-
sideration;: . : :

Mr. Archibald McNeill resigned the
mastership of the Hillsborough School, which
he successfuily conducted for many yeéars ander
embarrassments caused 'by -inadequate sceom:
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modations. He was succeceded by Mr. Mor-
row, who is pains-taking and energetic.

The Rochtord School was closed for several
weeks. Mr. George Corbett succeeded Mr.
Gunn, who was appointed master of the Gram-
mar School in Georgetown, and from the fre-
quent changes and interroptions in the manage-
ment of the school, some of the scholars removed
to other schools, and a few entered the Gram-
mar School, so that Mr. C. had not, during his
first quarter, a large attendance ; but, by dili-
gence and punctuality, his prospects have since
assumed a more encouraging aspect.  His
evening classes forapprenticesand others, have
been well attended.

Bud health obliged Miss Davis, a superior
teacher, to resign her charge.  Miss Lawson,
hor suceessor, is atteutive and ambitious to
sustain the rveputation of the Kent Female
School.

Comwwdious and comfortable accommoda-
tions, with suitable appurtenances, are ¢ essen-
tial to a good schoul.”  The deficiencies in in-
u.qpopmbln requisites, especially in the Roch-
fort and lillsborough Distri.ts, have been, fur
vears, too glaring ard grievous.  Although,
in the Puwn i D.atl ict, b sth departments are
farnished with lurge rocms, supplied with fur-
nitare, and besxdca, having other couvenicncces,
yet, improvements are much needed.

No argumentis are nceessary to induce the
conviction that the pliaces iuv which children
are forming their characters, and preparing for
the after requirements of life, should be re-
ficing in their associatious. Many who have
attained distinction and elevated positions in
this Island, as well as in other countries, have
reccived all their education in dingy, log scheol
houses; but, from this fact, it should not be
inferred that good school-houses, with appro-
priate furniture and equipments, are not de-
girable auxiliaries in eliciting the talents and
ingenuity of youth. Reason and observation
comspire to inculcute the propriety of providing
neat school-houses, attractively adorned, within
and without, which, with approved books and
teachers, will certainly be a creditable and pro-
fitable investment to comwunities that make
lauduzle efforts to procure them.

Another of the greatest wants of our city
schools, is a systemalic gradation. In former
reports I urged the advantages of such a classi-

fication, wherever practicable. In our schools
as at present organized, there are pupils of
every diversity of age and attainments; the
classes are mnecessarily so numerous that one
teacher cannot give thorough instruction in
every branch.

If this important improvement would be in-
troduced, a specified plan of instruction adapted
to the several grades should be prescribed ; and
it could be successfully pursued. The charge
of the schools should be entrusted to one set of
officers ; such an arrangement would promote
harmony and economy in their management.

I regret to report that the dispute betwcen
the Trustees of the Western Royalty school
and some parties assessed to defray a portion
of the expense of erccting a new school-huuse,
has injuriously affected the interests of the
teacher and scholars. The condition of the
school is as satisfaclory as it could be unde
the pressare of embarrassments.

‘The inhabitants of the Central Royalty schoul
maintain it with ereditable liberality. The
house is neat and comfortuble, furnished with
fixtures conveniently arranged. The method
of management is efficient, and the attendance
regular.  But the establishment of this school
has been seriously detrimental to ‘that in the
Eastern Section. As several children who foi-
merly attended the latter, are now enrclled in
the new school, the average in the old is much
lower thar. usual. The Trustees say that the
Commissiners who recomwmended the altera-
tions assured them ¢ that as the change would,
of course, reduce the attendance, a correspond-
ing average would secure the Government al-
Jowance.”” In other respects this school is in
a ¢¢ fair condition.””

I deem it proper in this connection to remind
you of my suggestions submitted in January
last, recommending arevision of the course of
studles, and methods of instruction in the Nor-
mal School ; anumpatmg that exércises in
practieal skx]l would be in future, in this, as in
other countries, ¢ an element’’ in the examin-
ations by the Board, I was gratxﬁed that the
proposal was favorably received.

T submitted that, when the Norma] 'S"cl'i'o'dt
was inaugurated, the literary acqmremenfs of
candidates for adniisston were yery moderabe;
They Téquired to-be instricted in ‘the elemeti=
tary branchies consequently the éxaminstiona
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for matriculation pertained more to mental
attainments than to the possession of the quali-
fications indispensable’ to tecome useful
teachers.

But now, as our district schools are chiefly
tanght by Graduates of the Normal School,
their scholars should be qualified to commecce
training in the teaching art, which is the real
object of that institution. And in addition to
daily practice in teaching the alphabet,
spelling, reading, 'and writing, the analysis of
arithmetic, the principles of book-keeping, and
elementary exercises in English composition,
should be embraced in the course.

It is one thing to be possessed of knowledge,
and quite another thing to he possessed of the
skill amd. ability of imparting knowledge to
others. Qur best teachers are ¢ self-made,”’
thep had a natural aptitude, and an ardent am-
bition to attain distinction in the profession.

Several teachers have urged me to ascertain
if the Board would p'xtromze Teachers” Asso-
ciations, organized for wmutual improvemeunt
and encouragemeut.

Such societics are not only beneficial to
teachers, whether experienced or inexperienced,
but have been in other countries, important
means of influencing public sentiment in fuvor
of educational interests. The powers of the
Board of Education are definite and limited ;
but it is reasonable to expect that it will initi-
ate such immprovements as may be deemed ex-
pedient. The patronage asked, implied a re-
commendation of a legislative grant in aid of
Teachers’ Institutes.

In my opinion, occasional meetings in cen-
tral localities for the fumiliar discussion of
educational subjects, and the exposition, by
experienced veterans in the profession, of their
method and disciplie, would afford important
means of improvement fo young teachers.

How the district schools are to be maintain-
ed, and adequate salaries provided for the
teachers, are questions that have been for some
time generally discussed. The change in the
Act, of which teachers complain, was an ex-
periment adopted as the most feasible scheme
by which a generous public spirit could be
aroused, that would elevate the condition of
the schools, and also ameliorate the circum-~
stances of the teachers. Assuredly the Go-

vernmept duly appreciated the wants and inter- |

ests of the whole country, in the preparatxon
of the measure. Tnnovations commonly raise
agitation and discontent. Education cannot be
advanced by legislative - provisions alone; the
voluntary agency of the community is absolute-
ly necessary. We cannot bhave good schools
without competent teachers, who must be ade-
quately compensated. Children must be edu-
cated. Must the expenses of their education
be entirely defrayed by Government? —
The pressure for admission to the Normal
School, and the competition for vacant schools
are notorious'! :

It is to be regretted that some licensed to
teach, have assumed the profession for some
alterior purpose, and that the people, . often
supposing the licentiates to be equally quali-
fied, engage the *¢lowest bidder’’ for employ-
ment.

It has been truthfully said: ““ 4 good sys-
tem of public instruction ts one which secures and
relains the services of the best teachers. The
comlition of our schools cannot be effectaally
improved without a corps of earnest, skilful
teachers, who make teaching a business.

New school-houses have been erected in
several districts that were represented in wy
last report <¢without suitable accommodations.”
The inhabitants of Hemlock Grove, New Perth,
and Brackley, have built commodious houses
which .are to be finished and furnished in a
creditable manner.

The West River school, Lot 47, was closed
by the order of the Board, until a good school-
house would be provided, and I have reason to
expect from the preparation already made, that
they will erect a ¢ Model School-house.”

The Belfust Grammar School is in a rented
buildicg. This semivary, which enjoys the
fostering care of the Rev. A. McLean, will
prove a blessing to the youth in the adjacent
districts.

The Georgetown Grammar School is neither
finished nor furnished as it should be. Being
the County Principal School, the Trusteesbave
not power to raise, by assessment the means
required to complete the rooms intended for
the male or female departments.

Grammar Schools are needed in Souris and
Valleyfield; and an English High School
could ke well msintained in Orwell, Mount
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Stewart and Fort Augustus, if the adjacent
districts would unite for that purpose.

I have received applications to recommend
the establishment of a minor school in Coro-
dale, Lot 46, Middleton, Lot 58, and near Fer-
guson’s mills, Lot 48.

The formation or alteration of school districts
is a serious matter. The multiplication of dis-
tricts will increase the cxpenditure of the
revenue, and create small schocls, that cannot
be efficiently maintained by the inhabitants.
Several new settlements petitioned the Execu-
tive for aid to build their school-houses, and
the sum allowed by law was granted to each of
them. ,

In reference to the progress of education, I
may safely affirm, there is a sure and steady
advance, year by year. The more intelligent

the parents are, the more rapid is the progress
in each district, As the general intelligence
advances, education will be more and more
prized and fostered ; better school-houses: will
adorn our country ; the teachers will be re-
spected, and their valuable services better re-
munerated. It will be found no difficult mat-
ter to raise the necessary supplement where an
intelligent people meet with a competent
teacher.

Herewith I append full statistics of all the
schools in my section, together with a general
summary of the whole numker receiving educa-
tion, and also the numbers acquiring each par-
ticular branch.

To the Board of Education fur the Island of
Prince Edward :

GENTLEMEN,—

The past quarter affords but little on which
I can report. The roads in the Northern and
Western part of the Island were unfit for tra-
velling, owing to the wet season, in the early
part of the Sprm ; and. the same cause de-
laying the operations of the farmers, hasled to
a thin attendance at many of the schools. I
have made twenty-one visits, the details of
which will be found in the subjoined Schedule.

New school-houses have been built at De
Sable, Nail Pond West, and the new District
of Howell’s Brook, of all of which I can speak
very favorably. There are many in my Sec-
tion of the Island still very defective; and
some stringent regulation on this subject, is
urgently necessary.

The provision, as to repairs, or new build-
ings, where necessary, should, I suggest, he
embodied with the other regulations of the
Board ; and, as I have before proposed, a
printed copy should be transmitted fo each
School District.

The preliminary steps for building a school-
house have been taken in the new District of
Alberton, as near as possible to the site re-
commended by the Commissioners.

During the past quarter I bave made 117
visits to the several schools in my district, a
full report of which will be found in the an-
nexed Schedule.

I regret that most of the school-houses in
Lot 15 are unoccupied. The population in
this Township is almost entirely of French ori-
gin, and there appears to be among them a
greater apathy, with regard to e(]lIC".tIOIl, than
in any other of the Frenca Districts. There
are six or seven vacant schools in this neigh-
borhood, and in only one instance, did I hear
any desire expressed for a teacher. On the
other hand, the Trustees in the Franco-Rustico
District, Lot 24, are anxious to procare one,
if they have not already done so; aund the
French inhabitants of Wheatly, Lot 24, are

building a school-house which will form a
striking contrast to the wretched hovel at pre-
sent tenanted by the English School.

_ There are new school-houses at Webster’s
Creek and Franco-Rustico, besides which,
those at DeSable, and St. Igntius, Cavendish
Road, are pow completed ; but there is- still
too little attention paid to those buildings
throughout the country ; many of them are too
low and much too small for the number of
chiliren now attending them. That at St.
Ann’s, Lot 21, is very unfit for use in the
winter, but I was told that a frame for a new
one is prepared, though the building will not
be fit for use during the present summer.

The inhabitants of the Cavendish District
are desirous of forming a union with the Eng-
lish school in the Cavendish Road, avd thus
entitling themselves to a Grammur School.

I think this might be done without material
inconvenience to either of the parties. The
Cavendish Road school is but a small one, and
there is a very good French school close to it,
and, I believe, central as regards the District.

Some of the families, at its southern extre-
mity, might well be transferred to the New
Glasgow school, and the present master, Mr.
Miller, is well qualified to instruct a superior
cluss of scholars,

The antumnal quarter affords but little to
report with regard to the progress of the
schools. The harvest and the potatoe digging
necessarily occupy so many of the children,
that the attendance is in some cases little more
than nominal. I bave visited thirteen schools,
nearly completing my first half-yearly inspec-
tion, and making one hundred and fifty-one
visits since my “last yearly report, and four
only on my second or winter circuit.

The continual changes in the children at-
tending the schools, prevent me from forming
any actual estimate of the progress made in
any particular school ; bat, on the _whole, the
education of the rising generation is going on
f: xvorably in the Western Section of the Island.
That it is capable. of lmprovement, cannot be
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doubted but the teachers are gencrally willing
and zealous, and many individual instances of
diligence and aptitude for learning among 4he
scholars, have come under my nonce The
greatest drawback to improvement, is the irre-
gular attendance of the pupils, and this is oc-
casioned, in a great measure, by the apathy
and indifference of the parents—an indiffcrence
which cannot be too strongly reprobated. Itis
true, that, at certain seasons of the year, the
Jabor of the children is indispensuble ; but it
too often happens that, at other times, some
slight excuse, or the avoiding some trifling in-
convenience, is considered sufficient to Just.fy
an absence from school ; and this temporary
absence not only throws back the individual
child, but retards the progress of the class to
which he belongs, and embarrasses the teacher.
[ regret that, in very many districts, the Trus-
tecs are negligent in performing their duty,
and this, in time, causes an indifference on the
part of the parents, and may induce an apathy
on that of the teacher. I believe that many of
the teachers have great reason to complain of
the way in which the portion of their stipend,
to be paid by the inhabilants, is collected by
the Trustees; in many districts it is left to the
teacher to collect, or perhaps not collected at
all. This is too often the case, but I am happy
to say that there are some exceptions in which
the Trustees have co-operated with the teacher
and the Visitor.

I have before mentioned the want of a suffi-
cient supply of books; in some districts this
exists to such a degree as to paralyze the exer-
tions of the most active and diligent teacher.

The clauscs in the Act of Assembly, requir-
ing the action of two thirds of the resident
house-holders, is found very inconvenient,
This has retarded the erection of school-houses
in three or four rew districts, not so much
from unwillingness, as fiom neglect in attend-
ing the meetings. It would surely be sufficient
to require tbe co-operation of a majority at-
tending a meeting duly called.

The early age at which the children are
taken from school, especially the boys, often
causes the instruction they have received to be
forgotten, and therefore of little use in after
life, This :mgh(: be obviated, and, at the same
time, mstructlon given to many young persons,
who, from want of opportunity, have received

little education, by the establishment of even-
ing schools for boys. In this country there
are few youths, of 14 years of age and ap-
wards, who could not afford a swall weekly
payment to any teacher who might be willing
to receive them, for three or four evenings in a
week. Should the Board approve of this sug-
gestion, it will be for them to devise the best
mode of carrying it into effect.

Wherever female teachers are employed, it
would be beneficial if they were permitted, if
not enjoined, to instruct the girls in plain
needle-work on one or two afternoons in the
week.

I submit for the consideration of the Board,
that the formation of the Medel Farm, near
Charlottetown, affords an opportunity of giving
instruction in scientific agriculture to a few of
the young men of the Island, by establishing
three Scholarships (one for each County) in
that institution. The expense to the Govern-
ment would be trifling, as, of course, the youths
wowld be employed in carrying on the farming
operations, and the benefit, especially to the
remoter districts, woald be obvious.

The new school-house at Alberton is nearly
completed, Sir Edward Cuonard having very
liberally given the fee simple, and one of the
Members for the District, G. W. Howlan,
Esq., having relinquished his claim to a lease
of an aere of land on the spot recommended by
the Commissioners. ¥ ought also to notice a
new school-house in Franco-Rustico District,
and another nearly completed, in that of
Wheatly, also in Rustico ; which last affords a
striking contrast to the miserable dilapidated
log bmldmfr used as a school-house by the
English and Scotch inhabitants of that Dis-
trict.

There are many school-houses still requiring
improvement or rebuilding, partly from their
being out of repair, and pwrtly from their being
too small and confined for the present number
of scholars. '

Alberton, Dec. 23, 1865.

The statistical details of one hundred and
two schools, visited in the past quarter, will
be found in the annexed Schedule, which, with
one hundred and fifty-eight, in the previous
quarter, will make two hundred and sixty
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visits paid since my last Annuul Report, to
which should be added twelve, in a Supple-
mentary Report of April last, forwarded too
late to be laid before the Legislature.

Four new Districts have been laid out on
the Western Road, during the past summer,
but I regret to say that but little progress has
been made with the several school-houses. I
have not.been able to visit these localities to
ascertain the causes of delay ; but it is mainly
attributable to the difficulties alluded to in my
Inst report, under the 5Sth Scc. of the Act
24th Vie., Chap. 36.

The state of edueation at Summerside, has
culled for the special attention of the Poard;
and, in obedience to your instructions, I have
paid four several visits to that place. During
the summer, the district school was closed,
owing to the unwilliugness of the inbabitants
to make any payment to the teacher ; but Mr.
McKay has lately re-opened it, and has row
forty-four scholars on his Journal. The Gram-
mar School has twenty-two pupils, and I shall
transmit a special report on their progress,
which has been quite satistactory. There are
two private schools, numbering respectively,
forty-five, and thirty-two ; but, as the children
in the town, between the ages of five and six-
teen, are estimated at three hundred, it will be
evident that the provisivn is very inudequate.
The only remedy appears to be the formation
of a second svhool district ; but, from a large
portion of the population being of a transitory
nature, some special legislative provision seems
to be required. Of this, a large portion of the
inhabitants are fully aware; and a petition,
praying for a special enactment, is now in
course of signature. The existing school-house
requires considerable repair, and its position is
ohjectionable. An active, energetic set of
Trustees might effect a great improvement in
many respects; but I have to regret that here,
as in many other places, no little apathy pre-
vails in educational matters.

The school-house at Alberton is so fur com-
pleted that the school will shortly be opened.
The new school, at Pleasant Valley, Lot 67,
is in operation ; and the school-houses at St.
Ann’s, and the South Wiltshire Road, are
both in progress, and will probably be com-
pleted in the summer.

Should any Bill be introduced into the House
)

of Assembly, relative to Summerside, it may
afford an opportunity of making some few gen-
eral and experimental alterations. I should
recommend the dispensing with the average
for the autumnal or the harvest quarter, if it
were kept up during the other three qaarters.
I suggest also, that it would be advisable to
increase the Government allowance, by an ad-
dition of five pounds to second class teachess,
and to those of the first class, who have taught
without interruption for five years—making a

'proportionate increase, also, to females.

I shall endeavor to present, at the foot of
the Schedule, & sammary shewing, as near as
may be, the number of children receiving edu-
cation in the Western Section of the Island,
and comprising those schools which I have beeu
unable to visit during my winter circait.

Alberton, 24th March, 1866.

The Grammar School, for Prince County,
located at Summerside, have incrcased its numi-
bers, from seventeen to twenty-two; and I
have twice examiued its scholars since the date
of my last report, in March, 1865.

On the first occasion, I was assisted by the
Rev. Mr. Forsythe, and the cxamination prin-
cipally embraced the mathematical studies of
the pupils. The scnior classes acquitted them-
selves very satisfactorily, and the juniors were
respectively well advanced in the wore elemen-
tary branches.

On the 12th ultimo, T again visited the
school, and had the pleasure of finding con-
siderable improvement in all the pupils. Oue
of them, Albert McLennan, construed and
parsed an ode of Horace, and some passages
from ¢« Greek Extracts” very correctly. Five
others were examined in Czesar’s Commentaries,
and the Lutin Grammar, and shewed themselves
fairly grounded in that language. The work-
ings in Arithmestic were very correctly done.
The mental caleulations, and the examinatiors
in Geography, were equally satisfaclory. 1In
French, four pupils translated passages from
Voltaire’s Charles the XII, with great ease and
flucncy.

I was, however, somewhat surprised at find-
ing the school quite destitute of maps. In
addition to those of the World, and of Prince
Edward Island, (which are expected to be sup-
plied by the Trustees of every district school),

1t Would not be too much for a Grammar School
to possess maps of the several continents,
Great Britain and Ireland, the British N. A.
Provinces, and the United States.

I think too, that a junior class, not instruct-
ed in the classics, might be introduced into
this school, at a lower charge ; and this would
assist in providing the means of education at

Summerside, the destitution of which, in this
respect, is already under the consideration of
the Board.
