EXTINCTION OF ORB AT BIRDS.

How the Dodo, the Great Auk and Other 
Fratherdd Wonders Have Dleao- 
oeared.

It is a noteworthy fact that some of the 
great birds most interesting to naturaliste 
have become extinct, apparently within the 
memory of man, and even within two yen- 
tunes. The dodo (did us inept us), which wae 
an inhabitant of the Mauritius Island and al 
the time of its discovery in 1696 ex- 
tremely common, has been so effectually 
eradicated that it is now only repre­
sented by a few pictures of the seventeenth 
century, and two heads, a foot, a few feathers 
and some of its bones that are scattered about 

g the museums of Continental Europe. 
From the pictures above mentiened +n& the 
descriptions of the early voyagers, it appears 
that this giant among pigeons wae a large, 
bulky bird, weighing seventy five pounds. Its 
bill was long and strong, and the upper part 
of the mandible wae so homy, arched, hooked 
and ferocious in appearance that its discover- 
ers for a long time considered it a ground 
vulture. Its body terminated in a rounded 
extremity, being destitute of true tail feathers, 
having a tuft ef plumes to take the place.

From Madagascar we have the remains ef 
that were found amoug human imple­

ments that were a good lift for two men, and 
that, after being cut in two, were probably 
used as vessels for holding water, their cap»- 
city being several gallons. The hen that laid 
these monster eggs is unknown to science, 
but must have been a wondrous spectacle. 
Two other birds, the solitaire and nazarene, 
have also become extinct within the tradi­
tions of man. The former attained a weight 
of forty-five pounds, had feet and beak like 
turkey, but in other respects resembled 
didus above mentioned. The plumage 
of a brownish gray color, and according to 
De Legnat they produce a noise like a rattle 
by fluttering their wings, which ho says were 
enlarged on the extremity of the bone into a 
round knob, like a musket ball. The nazar- 
ine had only three toes, and from ita home 
we judge that it was thrice as large ae the

Even as recently as fifty years ago a large 
bird, 40 inches in length, called the great auk, 
was occasionally found ae far south as Bos­
ton, and was quite common in the Arctic re­
gions. To-day not a single specimen is 
known to exist in the world, having become 
totally extinct, but by what means will always 
remain an enigma. Very few specimens of 
it are known, and only one skin is on exhibi- 
tion in this country ; this was purchased by 
a gentleman in New York at a cost of 1750 in 
gold. The eggs alone, at market value will 
bring 8200 a piece.

But the aspect quickly changes ; spots come 
rushing in all directions aud assuming all 
forms; They appear singly and in pairs 
again m groups and rows. Immense gi 
break up into small ones, and small ones 
unite to form great chasms, into which half a 
dozen worlds might be dropped aud there 
would still he room for more. Sometimes the 
spots are visible to the naked eye, and at tin t 
time a good opera glass cr a spy glass wi 1 
make them easily perceptible. Hundreds . f 
observers all over the world watch the sun's 
face every clear day, ami keep a record of the 
number of spots, their size and the direction 
in which they move, for as tho sun turns on 
its axis they turn with him, some of them 
remaining for months without much change, 
some taking on new forms aud some disap­
pearing entirely. Very little is known of this 
mysterious sun or the spots 
more than 90,0u0,00<) miles

Once in about eleven years the sun takes on 
Lis present sun spot phase, nud wo are ap­
proaching the maximum of disturbances. No 
one knotts the cause. Some believe that it is 
planetary attraction, tome that it is the fall 
of great masses of meteoric matter, aud some 
that it is tbe result of internal commotion 
and a rush upward of gaseous explosions, in 
comparison with which our fiercest volcanic 
eruptions are but the flicker of a flame. Be­
sides the sun spot agitation, the gaseous out­
bursts arc marked and vivid. Tho tougucs of 
flame or rosy protuberances are darting forth 
in all directions and bearing their testimony 
te the solar commotion. Mr. Tvouvelot, of 
Cambridge, who makes daily observations of 
the sun's chromosphere, gives a graphic de­
scription of a remarkab'e solar protuberance 
that he witnessed in November 16. When 

was la-gc and complicated, 
mg upwaids from the sun about 100,- 

000 miles. Three or four hours after it had 
developed into Lugo proportions extending 
fir out into space, aud vanishing gradually 
te regions wlv re it could not be perceive 
As nearly as it could bo measured, it reached 
a height of over a qunrter of the sun's di- 

ut 235,000 miles. Such a pro- 
ance hurled upward fiom tho euuth

Observations 
this give an idea of the mighty force 
rk in the solar orb, and make obser- 

ork long for the time when a satis­
factory solution may ho found for this mys­
terious periodical solar disturbance, so inti­
mately connected with the moterologioal con­
ditions of the earth.

have then the best emigration agents 
you can possibly establish. But some 
little expense must be incurred, and 
some trouble taken by the Government 
in assisting these early settlements or 
nvcleii if you are to have a large settle­
ment of that class. I know net to what 
extent the Minister of Agriculture may 
have contemplated or engaged in such a 
system of settlement, but I am con­
vinced that with our great North-West 
country we should endeavor j>y . that 
means to have it settled by people from 
the‘different nations of the world—by 
Germans, by Scandinavians, by High­
landers, and people ot Irish and 
English blood.
