LONDON, July 12.—After ten days 
and nights of continuous fighting our 
troops have completed a methodical 
capture of the whole enemy’s first 
system defence front cf 14,000 yards. 
The system of defence consisted of 
numerous continuous lines and fire 
trenches. The German success in the 
recapture of Trônes Wood after cost­
ly casualties was of short duration. 
To-day we recaptured nearly the 
whole of this Wood, but the northern­
most end is again in our hands. Apart 
from the number of guns hidden in 
houses we have in the course of these 
operations brought in 26 field guns, 
one naval gun, and anti-air craft gun. 
and one heavy Howitzer, while the 
number of German prisoners exceeds 
7,500.

“ THE LIFE CHAIN.”LONDON, Telegrams from Vienna 
t<? the German newspapers annoumcc 
tbât the well k»own Czech leader in 
the Austrian Reichsrath, Dr. Kram­
arzh, and three other prominent 
Czechs have been condemned by 
court-martial to be hanged. These 
facts have ajready been cabled, but 
thb details are worthy of note.

Dr. Kramarzh was arrested o» a 
charge of high- treason at Prague in 
April, 1915. The trial began on De­
cember 6, and has thus lasted six 
months. Its result was a foregone con­
clusion, because Dr. Kramarzh had al­
ways been a resolute opponent of the 
Austro-German alliance and had con­
stantly advocated close agreement be­
tween Austria-Hungary and Russia* 
In other words, he was one of the 
most powerful opponents of the grad­
ual absorption of the Hapsburg mon­
archy by Germany.

The Vienna correspondent of the 
Hamburg Fremdenblat<. writing on 
May 3, before the announcement of 
the sentence, said that “but for the 
limitation of publicity necessitated by 
the war the Kramarzh trial would 
have attracted as much attention 
the Dreyfus affair.”

The variations of rainfall from 
year to year, to quote from publi­
cations dealing with the pheno­
mena, are connected with the gen­
eral circulation of the earth’s at­
mosphere, which is without doubt 
affected by changes in solar radia­
tion which is also variable. Prof. 
Abbott of Mount Wilson Obser­
vatory has shown that the sun is 
a variable star, changing its out­
put of energy by at 
seventh of the whole.

To quote further, “the sequence 
probably is a solar change effect­
ing first the equatorial regions, 
and leading to changes in the 
strength of the trade winds, and 
their ocean currents, and a little 
later the wind circulation and cy­
clonic formations of the middle 
and higher latitudes.”

Whatever the cause the effect is 
most remarkable, and unless a 
change soon takes place portions 
of Canada and even Newfound­
land are likely to suffer a short­
age in different crops. Newfound­
land is not so prone to suffer for 
her crops are mainly hay and po­
tatoes, and these are rather en­
couraged by copious rains than 
otherwise, 
steady rains of the past fortnight 
prevailing on the West Coast have 
greatly helped hay and all farm 
and garden stuff, which a long 
dry period had threatened with 
destruction.

In Canada and especially in On­
tario the almost unprecedented 
wet and cold weather is hamper­
ing farming operations. Seeding 
has been greatly retarded or made 
impossible. Wheat, especially the 
spring variety is being injured 
and potato planting is almost im­
possible.

Corn is sure to be small, but 
corn for forage or fodder will be 
normal. On the other hand is the 
compensating promise of a big 
hay crop.

That Passeth Understanding

Collier’s Weekly:—Religion has 
been bankrupted by the war in 
Europe, according to some pess­
imists; others say that the war has 
meant a great wave of mysticism 
that at times seems mere super­
stition. The best religious war- 
news we have seen is summoned 
up in two sentences found in the

(Twillingate to Trump Island).— 
The catch is 879 qtls. with 40 for 
last week. Thirty traps, and 
about 40 skiffs are fishing. Fish­
ing was worse this week than last 
both traps and hook and liners 
getting only a few fish each day. 
There is still sufficient caplin for 
bait but owing to rough weather 
no fishing was done for two days 
last week. Salmon are still being 
taken but they are not so plenti­
ful as previously.

July 8th. From R. Lawton,

Pt.)—Fourteen traps and from 8 
to 12 dories and skiffs are fishing.

Raynes took hold of him to bring him 
in. Raynes asked him if he was much 
hurt and he said “Yes Harry, my side 
is gone,’ and Harry said he put in his 
hand and it fell right through 
Joachim’s side. Another trench mor­
tar hit Murphy in the hack and he 
said “That’s a hard cne, Harry.” 
Another hit him in the calf of the leg 
H<? lost over twenty pounds of flesh 
that night. Besides the three trench 
mortars he was hit by eight bullets. 
As each one hit him, he used to say to 
Raynes, “I get another Harry.” While 
Raynes was dragging him along, Mur­
phy saw two Turks approaching and 
told Ravncs. “A1 right” said Harry. 
He fired and got one Turk, the other 
one tumbled and fell, but was up 
again before Harry was ready. Luck­
ily for Harry and Murphy he stumbled 
again, and Harry said ‘Yen’ll get no 
more now hoy,’ and he let daylight 
through him. He now dragged Mur­
phy in and I can tell you no man 
d'ed braver than Murphy. He was 
smoking cigarettes the v/hole time 
and talking to the men, though he 
was almost cut up, and when the 
Doctor was dressing his wounds, he 
uacd to say ‘Which side will I turn 
on now.’ And don't forget that Mur­
phy gave his life to save the men on 
Caribou Hill, and I was one of them. 
Elsworth died just after they brought 
him back to the lines.
