LONDON, June 8.—Another de­
monstration by a militant suffragette 
in the presence of Ring George and 
Queen Mary was carried out at the 
International Horse Show at Olympia 
this afternoon. Their Majesties had 
hardly taken their seats when a young 
woman rose in the stalls opposite and 
in a shrill voice screamed denuncia­
tions of the forcible feeding of suffra­
gette prisoners. The police pounced 
upon her immediately, but the woman 
fought wildly, and her ejection from 
the building was effected only after a

“No peace for King George or 
Queen Mary,” is the latest order giv­
en out by the hearquairters staff of the 
militant suffragettes and their fol­
lowers now allow few appearances of 
their majesties in public to pass with­
out some 'kind of demonstration.

The second serious accident to a 
workingman in the construction of 
the new post office building, corner 
of Dalhousie and Queen streets, and 
one that may yet terminate fatally, 

{Occurred on Saturday afternooon, 
when a laborer by the name of Robert 
Curran, residing on Dufferin Ave., 
fell from a boom on which he was 
working over tji south side of the 
building. A number of pedestrians- 
who were attracted by the dangerous 
position of the man on the boom, 
witnessed the fall, among whom were 
Police Sergeant Wallace and De­
tective Chapman, who together with

large crowd, rushed inside the 
fence, and found Curran lying in a 
heap on his side, unconscious. The 
police patrol stretcher was brought 
into commission and the Courier at 
once telephoned for the ambulance. 
The unfortunate man was rushed to 
the hospital, where Dr Stinson was 
called and gave immediate aid. He 
found that Curran had broken three 
ribs, smashed the breast bone and 
also had a concussion of the left side 

•of the head, though- the skull did not 
appear to be fractured. It was evident 
that Curran was also suffering from 
internal injuries, possibly to the 
pericardium, though he had no hem- 
horages of any kind. He remain­
ed unconscious all Saturday night 
and all day Sunday, and was still un­
conscious this morning, though the 
nurses were able to give him a glass 
of nourishment Sunday evening. The 
doctor considers that Curran has one 
chance of ten of recoveririg, and his 
recovery all depends on the nature of 
his internal injuries.

Gurrah was adjusting some tackle 
at the end of the boom when he fell. 
He is 21 years of age, and had been 
in Brantford for seven months, com- 
irig from the Old Country.

Thomas Bartley, which was comple­
tely demolished by the tornado and 
all attenmpts at looting were put 
down. The belongings of Mr. and 
Mrs. Bartley who were instantly ki’l- 
ed when the cyclone picked up their 
cottage and scattered across a hun­
dred acre farm, are being gathered 
together as quicky as possible. Much 
of the furniture of the house, includ­
ing stoves, beds, dressers, etc., was 
smashed to pieces by the storm and 
parts are to be found a quarter of a 
mile "qway.

WOODSTOCK, Ont., June 8.— 

Hundreds of people from this city 
and district flocked to the scene of 
last night’s terrible cyclone in East 
Zorra township this morning and 
gazed upon the trail, of chaos left by 
the wind and hail.- A staff of county 
constables were put in charge last 
night at the home of Mr. and Mrs. 
Thomas Bartley, which was comple­
tely demolished by the tornado and 
all attenmpts at looting .were put 
down. The belongings of Mr. and 
Mrs. Bartley who were instantly kill­
ed when the cyclone picked.up their 
cottage and scattered across a hun­
dred acre farm, are being gathered 
together as quicky as possible. Much 
of tlie furniture of the house, includ­
ing stoves, beds, dressers, etc., was 
smashed to pieces by the storm and 
parts are to be found a quarter of a 
mile -^way. A large roll of money, 
which Bartley had in the house, can­
not be found, while several valuable 
family treasures are. missing. The 
bodies of Mr. and Mrs, Bartley have 
been brought to this city by order of 
Coroner McKay.

A son of the aged couple, 28 years 
of age is heartbroken over the tragic 
occurrence. He had just ordered a 
supply of lumber from a firm in the 
city, intending to. build his parents a 
new home this fill. Across the road 
from Bartley’s farm hundreds of 
curious paid a visit to E. Brown’s 
house. All was confusion there. A 
great scantling from the house, pier­
ced the wall of the Brown home and 
fell in the front parlor, cutting a hole 
in the wall as clean as if it was done 
by a carpenter. In one of the bed­
rooms a small stick of wood about 
three feet long and two inches in 
diameter pierced its way through the 
panel of a bedroom door, showing 
the remarkable force with which it 
must have been driven.

In Woodstock many windows were 
broken by the hail, which was as big 
as a small hen’s egg. Greenhouses 
suffered very heavily.

Commissioners to the general as­
sembly have snatched hundreds of 
pictures of the wreck and this visit 
to Oxford county will probably never 
be forgotten. ' ,
