Soap-suds and soot are two
little-known, yet effective remedies
for onion flies and . maggots.

Green beans are more easily
grown and more proeductive a crop
than butter beans.

Seeds will be very dear this year
and gardeners are urged to grow
seeds for next year’'s muse. The best
specimen of each variety of plants
should be seledted for seed.

M. J. O’Donohue, collector of in-
land revenue, calls the attention of
all dealers in any of the articles
affected under the new taxés an-
nounced yesterday, to the fact that
they are required to make ‘out at
once a signed inventory of 'all such
articles in their posesssion on May
1, together with the selling value of
all these, and to return this state-
ment to the collector. Following is

posed taxes:

The excise on cigars is inereased
from $3 to $6;. on raw leaf tobacco,
unstemmed, from 28 to 40 cents,
and stemmed, from. 42 to 60 cents.
A duty of 5 cents per pound is plac-

' baccos.

A tax of ten p& cent. is placed |

on all automobiles; also on grama-
phones—including talking machines
of every variety—cylinders and
records; on mechanical pianos, organ
players and records. All jewelry
for personal adornment only .is also
subject to a ten per cent. tax; on
the manufacturer’s price, in the
case of articles of domestic manu-
facture, and on the., import price
plus the customs duty on imported
goods.

A tax of ten cents per pound is
placed on tea, but dealers or im-
porters whose stock on May ‘1 .did
not amount to or exceed 1,000
pounds, are not liable to taxation
on their holdings. A special stamp
duty of one cent. per hundred
maiches is imposed, and eight cents
on every pack of playing dards, not
exceeding fifty-four cards.

New York, May 2.—Madame Mary

She said she was -born
in Buenos Aires and her father was
at one time a captain in the German
army, but had been naturalized as
a citizen of the Argentine Republic.

She is reported
to have been the chief aide to a
lieutenant-commander of the Ger-
man navy, who reached here in
December, 1916, and who has been
working among Sinn Fein sym-
pathizers, trying to get them to en-
list in the British navy in order to
plant ‘bombs on warships.

The German naval officer disap-
peared a few days ago when he dis-
covered that agents of the dephrt-
ment of justice were trailing him.

She’s a Good Spender.

Madame de Victorica, Government
agents said, is known to have re-
ceived money from, this man and is
reported to have spent $40,000
since she arrived in the United
States. She has admitted receiving
funds from the lieutendnt-comman-
der, it is reported, but asserts it Is
money she placed in his hands for
safe keeping before leaving  Ger-
many.

Enlisting the support of Irish
radical newspapers is believed to
have been one of her objects in this
country. She stopped at various
fashionable hotels in this city and
is said to have been acaquainted with
Madame Charlotte Nix, yho is
awaiting deportation because of her
alleged pro-German. activities, and
with Madame Desoina = Storch, the
woung Turkish woman, who. arrest-
ed with Madame Nix, died later at
Eli¢ Island.

LICENSE DEALERS ,
IN FLOUR AND FEED

All Will be Under Control of
Canada Food Board
By Junel

By Courier Leased Wire

Ottawa, Mmay 12. ‘- Wholesale
dealers in flour and feed will be
brought  under the license system of
the Canada Foed Board by June 1
An order issued to-day * provides
that on and after that date, no per-
son shall deal wholesale in flour,
bran, shorts, or other feeds made
from seeds or graing, or products of
secds ‘or graims, hay or straw, with-
out having obtained from the food
hoard a floor and feed whelesalers
license, or a flour and fead breckers
license

‘For purposes of tke order ‘‘whole-
salers’”” are defined as those buving
in wholesale quantities, warenous-
ing their purchases, and disposing
of not more than 90 per cent. of the
total value thereof to retailers.

“Brokers” are defined as those
who do not warehcuse or handle
goods but act as intermediaries be-
tween the seller and the buyer, sell-
ing on a brokerage or commission
basis only.

The fee for a wholesaler’s licerse
will be $2¢ when the  value sold
does nct exceed $100,000 per an-
num, with an additional §$10 for
every additional $50,000 per”annum
cold or fraction thereof. The fee
for a flour and feed broker’s license
will be $25.

These licenses will not be requir-
ed by persons engaged exclusively
in the operatiop. of a flour mill and
operating under a miller’s license-

Certain regulations designed to
prevent prefiteering and to keep
the selling prices of these Qroducts
to a reasonable amount are includ-
ed in the order.

IS REGAINED
IN OLD LAND

Defeat Administered to Foe
on Monday Revives
British Spirits

OPTIMISM SUPREME

Fiy Courler ILecased Wire,

London, May 1. (via Reuter’s Ot-
tawa agency)—As the details .of
Monday’s fighting are received, con-
firming the fact ‘'that it was the
worst defeat the enemy has exper-
ienced since the-opening of the great
offensive the newspapers thitherto
reticent in view of the fluectuations
of 'the battle, now comment on the
operations in a tone of confidence
they have not hitherto displayed.

As ‘the Times says:

“Of all the violent combats wit-

{nessed in the last few weeks we

know of none which is a more hope-
ful augury for the Allies than this
ten-mile German failure.”

It is pointed out that the public
is apt to reckon victory in tenms of
offensive success, but a defensive
vietory like that on Monday may,
contribute equally towards the ulti-
mate object of the campaign, viz.:
destruction of the enemy’s fighting
strength. From this viewpoint, the
Germans, despite ‘their spectacular
successes can be regarded as hav-
ing had the worst of the balance of
nearly six weeks fighting, ' for" it
must not be Iforgotten that they sus-
tained a series of disastrous losses
of which Monday’s was the hlood-
iest of) the past fortnight. TIndeed
apart from the capture of Kemmel,
it had been one complete failure,
including four separate defeats in
pitched battles, viz.: On the La
Bassee canal, the Belgian front, at
Villers-Bretonneux and now on the
Bailleul-Ypres front. The' culminat-
ing effect of this has been to im-
mensely increase the confidence of
the Anglo-French troops, whom the
correspondents describe as now feel-
ing that they have got the measure
of the new enemy divisions.

Other strokes will immmediately
come 'before the German reserves
are exhausted, but confidence is felt
that wherever the Germans try they
will find the Allies ready. Now that
the attack of no fewer than a hun-
thousand - Germans has been brok-

Jen in a sheer trial of strength on

ground none-too favorable by the
thinner allied line, there is a grow-
ing hope that Ypres <will not be
abandoned. The Germans are ap-
parently as anxious to capture Ypres
as they were Verdun two years ago
and it now looks " as though their
experience at Verdun was about to
be repeated. The loss of Ypres
would be less serious than the loss
of Verdun would then have - been.
But now that the Allies have shown
their ability to hold positions with a
force smaller in comparison to that
of their assailants, it may be - ad-
vantageous to hold Ypres and con-
'tinue 1o conflict enmormous logses.

The correspondents emphasize the
fact that everything favored the
Germans on Monday. They - had
magnificent artillery support, a
{favorite fog, innumerable machine
guns, masses of men and unlimited
explosives, yet they failed after ex-
periencing a day of steady slaughter,
which ‘only slackened with the Kfad-
ing light,

The British alone ' between La
‘“Clytte and Zillebeke, defeated five
German divisions, but French valor
is. also praised in the highest terms,
They were fighting alongside the
British and  their batteries firing
from the same fiellls in the spirit of
most local cooperation.

The Daily News concludes a hope-
ful editorial on the whole position
thus: >

‘“The new British advance  in
Mesopotamia threatens the most
vulnerable heel . of the Geérman mili-
tary system. Things are not going
too well in Russia. The fact that
Germany wants' her prisoners in
Russia on h r own terms throws
some light on the dtate of her man-
power problem, nor is it clear that
Germany’s effort to browbeat Hol-
land is working to her advantage.
Added to her economic anxieties,
Germany has her hands pretty full.”

AUTOCRACY

Nothing ought to surprise us that
German diplomats do after the per-
formances we have witnessed, but
the spectacle of the representative of
Kaiserism luring anp anarchist to
stir up trouble in a friendly country
is one to make men and angels laugh,
According to the Madrid Sol, the
secretary of the Gemman embassy in
the Spanish capital, a certain Herr
von Storrer, hired Miguel Pascual—
known to the police as a syndicalist
and anarchist—to write and circu-
late antisgovernmental pamphlets,
Here is von Storrer’s letter, which
the Sol reproduces in facsimille;
“With reference to the conversa-
tion T had with you a few days ago
in this embassy, I have the pleasure
to inform you that the Ambassador
is willing to refund you the cost of
printing your fly-leaf. Be good
enough, therefore, to inform me of
the amount which, if I remember
rightly, you told me was 100 pesetas
($20 at pre-war rates).”

Pascual eventually took fright and
confessed his sharre in the agitation
to the Sol. Here is a summary of his
activities:

‘“‘His acquaintance with the Ger-
mans dates from the Anarchist Con-
gress at Ferrrol, in - April,- 1915,
where he made a particulaly violent

.{speech. He was immediately invited

to call at “the German Embassy
where he was received with. great
cordiality by Herr Grimm, one of
the secretarieg, and loter by von
Storrer, First Secretary. Grimm
spoke  enthusiastically of the close
relations existing between the Ger-
man Embassy and the syndicalists of
Barcelona, and offered him ' (Pas-
cual) assistance for the purpose of
extending his anarchist propaganda
and giving an impulse to the syndi-
calist movement throughout Spain.
‘“An anarchist imeeting ' held in
Madrid at the end of 1916 was organ-
ized in agreement with the German
smbassy. The most violent anarchists
took part, and dinstructed by the
German embassy made a combined
attack on Count Romanoes (who was
then prime minister). The Germans
at that time had Remanones on the
brain.” -

Meanwhile Prince von Ratibor,
with characteristic cynicism, admits

f{that von Storrer’s letter is genuine,

but excuses the embassy by saying
that Pascual’s ideas were too ad-
vanced and he was subsequently
dropted. Commenting. on the|Prince’s
statement, El Sol remarks:

‘“Herr von Storrer’s letter is there-
fore authentic. Consequently the

Jwould do well to ponder

personnel of the German embassy
had relations with a Spanish anar-
chist, and the Anarchist Pascual,
had a conversation with Herr
Grimm, one of the secretaries of
the German embassy, regarding sys-
tematic acts of violence. This con-
versation.  also coincided with the
Germanophile campaign against
Count Romanones. The leaflet, the
cost of which Herr von Storrer pro-
mised to reimburse to Pascual, dealt
with domestic policy and attﬁckei
capitalism, that is to say, it was
fankly Maximalist. After all, it 1{s
really intolerable that a foreign em-
bassy should pay the cost of such a
leaflet. The German Embassy must
surely agree that Spain can never
tolerate that funds from abroad
shall be used for such propaganda
work.”

The London Daily Chronicle points
the moral to adorn this tale:

‘““‘Germannophile Conservatives in
Madrid must, indeed, be edified to
find that their favorite embassy has
been financing anarchists behind
their backs, Yet it is only the story
of Russia over again, Before the war
German influence ' in Petrograd
showed itself publicly on the side of
the Czarina and the reactionaries,
but secretly there is no doubt that
it was also in touch with revolution-
ary conspirators; during the war it
has followed the same dual course,
The method is a simple one—cyni-
cally simple; in order to weaken and
enslave a country. Germany stimu-
lates its extremists on both sides, re-
actionary, and revolutionary; cal-
culating that when it is rotten with
the resulting violences and dissen-

lap. In Russia’s case the process is

complete; in Spain it ig merely: in
progress; - and the Spanigsh puplic
Russia’s
object lesson.”

The Spanish government has been
placed in an awkward position and
is anxious to hush the matter wup.
The Madrid correspondent of the
London Times writes:

“These revelations following upon
the flagrant violation of Spanish
rights by .Gérman submarines, have
created a profound impression, and
obviously place the German embassy
in what in any other country would
be an awkward situation. The o\'-
ernment, however, seems inclinec
damp the ‘matter down. It has con—
fiscated the Sol and all the other pa-
pers, including the Epoca, which
ventured on comment, and stopped
telegrams for London and "~ Paris
dealing with" the subject.”.
