Lloyd George and His Minis-
try Assured of Substan-
tial Majority

By Courier Leased Wire

London, Dec. 16.—(By J. F. B.
Livesay, , Canadian Press corre-
spondept).—What strikes a Cara-
dian most- about thé election cam-
paign which closed with. the voting
on Saturday is its - extraordinhary
dullness. This, no doubt, was Dbe-
cause all parties seem azreed that
Premier Lloyd George was certain
to be returned by a substantial
majority and with the ‘possible ex-
ception ‘of Labor, none of his op-
ponents would ®welcome a different
result. The country, in fact, agreed
that the man who mad® victory
possible, ig best fitted to undertake
reconstruction. Where divargence
of opinion -exists, is over the char-
scter of the coalition behiud -him.

It is undoubtedly unfortunate
that his government is not more
_mwidely representative, especially Sf
labor. All London papers agree
that no basis is offered'.for an
estimation of the result because too
1nany factors entered inte the elec-
‘tion. Firstly, there was the wo-
men’s vote, which on Saturday, by
all accouats, outnumbered the m m.
Secondly, there was the- aggressive
labor campaign, whose measure of
success can be gauged only when
the vote is counted. Witim this is
coupled the political future of that
section; of historic. Liberalism loyal
to Asquith. Finally, there is the
absentee soldiers’ vote, which can
be counted if ~received by the mail
of Decemher 28

Returning from the Rhine

through France, your correspondent |

made inquiries wherever possible
of British units concerning their
aftitude toward the electors. Gen-
eral opinion was that the men Were
apathétic, consgquently the vote
récords will be but a noiety of the
soldiers.. The reason, often given
was ~the men feel the elections
should not-have been held till de-
mobilization was complete and in
a few cases it was added’ that sol+
diers on their return will take the
situation into their own hands. The
distribution of ballots is also far
from complete.

Polling day itself was the flat-
test: thing imaginable. Hitherto
elections have been a season of ma-
tional holiday and spread _over
three, weeks, with stump orators,
‘bands, general turmoil and excite-
ment with climax after climax as
the vote was counted. Holding the
elections in one day cut out these
picturesque features and the ardor
of the .political enthusiasts was still
furthér dampened by the postpone-
ment of the declaration of the re-
sult for a fartnight. Behind all
this is the grave. sense\)f national
responsibility, premonitions, new
cleavages, new groupings and radi-
cal reconstruction of- the state’s
fabric.. Dull though it may be on
the surface, indications are not
lacking of the seething unrest be-
neath. <Competent politicians don-
sider that even though the coali-
tion government ‘is returned by a
subspantial majerity, it is- only-a
makeshift to tide the country over-
‘the dangerous shoals of recomstiruce
tions, which before long must give
way to a new line-up wherein the
old parties have mo share and - a
powerful labor party will be’ one of
the main factors.

Precautions to be Taken
Against After Effects
of .Influenza

Owing to the recent epidemic: of
influenza, more than ordinary pre-
cautions should he taken agafust
colds and cther pulmonary troubles
during the, next year at least, ad-
vises the Public Health branch; of
the Commission of Conservation.

The experience gained from formyer \

epidemics, notably that of 18900,
serves to show that influenza gdies

i | culosis,

main scourge at intervals for a con-
siderable time. Not only that, but
thé conditions folfowing influenza
epidemics are favorable to the de:
velopment of tuberculosis and
pneymonia. Unnecessary alarm, of
ccurse, is not advisable. Fear, 8-
pecially if it bg the result of-ignor-
ance, undoubtedly may “tend tto
chedk the preveation of disease,
But the fear that_invites the adop-
tion of precautidnary measures and
puts a stop to Parelessness and neg-
lect, serves a useful purpose.

In- ‘a pamphlet entitled ‘“Tuber-
a_ Disease of Insanitary
Living,” issued by'the Commission
of’ Ccmservation, Dr. P. H. . Bryce
points out some of-the dangers and
indicates means for alleviating con-
ditions that are not only conducive
to the spread of tuberculosis, but
influenza and other related ills.

We thus realize how
one of the first steps we must take
