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WILD HORSES OF CARIBOO.
For a great many years wild horses 

have been breeding and running to the 
regions bordering on the Fraser river 
from near Iüllooet up toward* Queenelle- 
mouth, says ithe Ashcroft Journal, 
horses are of a fair quality as proved by 
efforts of whites and Indians to. catch 
them. Their sagacity is great and they 
are as wild as deer. They will scent 
danger a long way off and at the ap­
proach of a man they will scu-rry off 
through the woods and over the open 
places at a rate that outstrips all ordi­
nary pursuers. It is now deemed well 
n.gh impossible to catch them and only 
desultory attempts are occasionally made 
by Indians.

Then by making an upraise the 
work of "stripping the bed-rock can be 
carried on with the thick strata of blue 
clay as a roof. tf3y this means the work 
of stripping the bed-rock can be pro­
ceeded with far more easily than by 
sinking directly through the gravel, and 
the work will not be hindered by water. 
The tunnels and shafts will be complet­
ed in about a year and then the com­
pany will reap the returns for their en­
terprise. .In the meantime, however, the 
bed-rock - which is only 40 feet from the 
surface on the other side of the shaft 
will be worked. Nelson creek, from which 
some $3,000,000 in golc^ has been taken, 
empties into the Slough creek property. 
Mr. Sargent has brought down with him 
a nugget weighing over four ozs., valued 
at $75, which was foun£ just outside the 
sidelines of the Slough creek lease. The 
borings from the bed-rock are highly sat­
isfactory and shows that gold in con­
siderable quantities exists there. Mr.

THE EMPfeROR’S° PROCLAMATION.
The following ia the proclamation is­

sued -by the Emperor of .China in the 
Peking Gazette: Ever since the opening 
of this country to international com­
merce with the various nations of the 
West, foreigners have been permitted to 
reside within the Inland towns and have 
lived in harmony^with t'he nations, whilst 
the grace of the throne has been ex­
tended to both without distinction. In 
this connection we have repeatedly com­
manded the high Provincial authorities 
to constantly grant extre protection to 
the foreigners. Instead of this, riots 
have frequently occurred. of late in Sze­
chuan and other provinces, and mission­
ary chapels have been burnt and torn 
down, while at the same time the flames 
of riot and discord spread 
veloped several sub-prefectures and dis­
tricts in the general destruction. Now, 
we again learn from reports received from 
Foochow that desperadoes in Kutien, 
also nafned Kuch’eng, have murdered a 
large number of foreigners even going 
so far as to massacre women and chil­
dren! The ferocity and cruelty betrayed 
by these acts has made us exceedingly 
distressed and indignant. As for the 
riots in Szechuan some of the guilty ones 
have already been captured, tried and 
punished; but the ringleaders and im­
portant criminals connected with the 
Fukien massacre are still at large and 
have not yet been arrested. We now 
command the Tartar General of Foo­
chow, Ch'ing Yu, and Pien Pao-ch'uan, 
the Viceroy of Min Che, to direct their 
military and civil subordinates to hasten 
with all speed to make the instant ar­
rest of the criminals nor shall they be 
allowed to permit anyone to escape the 
meshes of the law. In the meantime,, we 

convinced
ruffians having been allowed to exist at 
large and spread false rumors so as to 
excite the masses has been entirely due 
to the negligence of the local authorities 
and their failure to nip such matters in 
the bud. How should these officers be 
excused for exercising such carelessness, 
thereby causing much serious crimes to 
be brought about ? We now command 
the Tartar Generals, Viceroys and Gov­
ernors of all the provinces wherever 
there may be missionary chapels to give 
stringent orders to all of their subordin­
ates that they must use their best ef­
forts to give real and adequate protec­
tion to the said chapels, and they are 
also to issue proclamations to the masses 
exhorting them not to listen to false ru­
mors thereby needlessly creating suspi­
cion in their breasts, and that should 
anyone dare to use this as an excuse 
to get up disturbances the guilty ones 
shall without distinction be punished 
most severely according to their deserts. 
Furthermore, we warn such of the local 
authorities as shall try to craftily avoid 
their resposibllitles, that they will be 
most severely punished, and that no *** 
mercy will be exercised in their cases.
Let our commands be promulgated for 
the knowledge of all concerned.

BRINGING COALS TO NEWCASTLE.
We thoroughly agree with the Vic­

This has been 
the policy of The World ever since Its 
inception, and we congratulate our con­
temporary on the fact that at last even 
it has had the scales removed from its 
eyes, and possibly the moss from its 
back. It tells us that it has been, and 
still Is, the practice of Chief Justice Da­
vie to patronize home industries, as 
much as he can. This is an old, old 
story re-told, having been made known 
through these columns over two years 
ago. But how comes it that other V c- 
torians do not learn the lesson taught 
by the Chief Justice? If we remember 
aright it 4s not long since the Toronto 
papers announced the fact in bold type, 
that no less than 17 carloads of fruit 
had been shipped by an Eastern canner, 
Mr. Boulter, of Prince Edward county, 
to wholesale dealers at the Capital. The 
Colonist surely must have been aware 
of this fact, and should have directed 
its fusilade at the ramparts of the es­
tablishments on Wharf and Yates 
streets, in its own city. This Province 
can and does grow excellent fruit, equal 
In every respect to that raised in On­
tario or anywhere else—the Annapolis 
valley apples possibly excepted. We have 
canneries in our midst, which can put 
up the fruit in good shape, and those 
who know are not backward In giving 
expression to their views as to excel­
lence of quality. We contend that every­
thing being equal, the home-made ar­
ticle should always get the preference. 
If there is a feeling of hostility to Main­
land-made goods in Victoria—and we 
hope there Is no-t—the sooner the people 
on this side of the Gulf are aware of the 
fact, the better it will be for all con­
cerned, as then we will know what ac­
tion to take to protect ourselves. But 
the Colonist has done a good act in 
drawing attention to the matter.

OUR MEXICAN LETTER.
oA Country of Great Possibilities—Impos­

ing Function—A Scotch Welcome. Ayerte,Sarsaparilla fEditor World: I must ask space in 
your columns for a brief letter on His­
torical Mexico. Perhaps there is no coun­
try about which so little is known in 
Canada and the United States, or from 
which so little is heard, which has such a 
marvelous history and has passed 
through so many political upheavals, but 
notwithstanding the many vicissitudes 
through which the country has passed, it 
can boast of a rapid growth and steady 
prosperity, even when other nations are 
suffering from commercial depression. 
This success can, in a great measure, be 
attributed to the wise and liberal policy of 
a great and good man, President Diaz. 
What George Washington was to the 
UnitPd States, the present ruler has been 
to the Mexican Republic, and like the il­
lustrious Washington, he will long live in 
the hearts of the people. The resources 
of this country are exceedingly varied 
and great. The culture of coffee, rub­
ber, vanilla, sugar, tobacco, corn, vege­
tables and tropical products can be suc­
cessfully and profitably carried on. Very 
many are engaged in mining and much 
English capital is invested in this in­
dustry. The silver mines are among the 
richest in the world and are considered 
inexhaustible. The City of Mexico, the 
capital, is the largest and most impor­
tant In the republic. The present popul­
ation is estimated at 400,000. The city is 
fairly well laid out. The street railway 
system is much inferior to that of Can­
adian cities, but upon this opinion 
to be divided. The material generally 
used in the construction of buildings is 
stone and brick. There are said to be 
150 churches, the principal one in size 
and grandeur being the cathedral, which 
cost $2,000,000.

political wigwam cannot be further de­
nied. Rows and disagreements upon 
public questions cannot be hid from the 
public and the attempt is now being 
made to conceal the fact that harmony 
no longer exists either amongst the 
members of the Administration, or those 
who are in the immediate outside act­
ing as sponsors to and advisers of the 
leaders of the factions which are at pre­
sent so actively engaged in the 
genial task of knifing each other.

In Ian fladaren’s New Story.

The following is extracted from the 
San Francisco Chronicle’s review of 
Some Books and Their Authors, appear­
ing la that Journal on the 17th Inst:

The issue of a new book of Scotch 
Btcriee by Ian Maclaren, entitled The 
Days of Auld Lang Syne, Is worthy of 
note, because of the sudden and wide­
spread popularity of the author, which 
has continued for nearly a year, and be­
cause he is the greatest master of laugh­
ter and tears now writing In the English 
language. With no strong literary gifts, 
he yet accomplishes more than the ablest 
writers, because he is a prose Burns, 
with the power of bringing out the dry 
humor and the genuine pathos of Scotch 
country life. And he does this without 
the use of a single theatrical device, 
something for which in this age of Imi­
tators of Dickens’ melodramatic tricks, 
one ought to be profoundly grateful. In 
reading this new book which, in many 
ways is the equal of Beside the Bonnie 
Brier Bush, you cannot reach the secret 
of this Scotchman's power over the emo­
tions. You only know that a lump rises 
In your throat and your eyes grow misty 
when you read of the generous self-sacri­
fice, the steadfast love, the enduring 
friendship, of these hard, undemonstra­
tive Scotch people, whose hands are cal­
loused with rough work, 
hearts are as tender and responsive as 
the hearts of little children to the cry 
of the suffering and forsaken. And you 
know that this man, who moves you at 
will from tears to smiles, has seen ev­
erything of which he writes, has suf­
fered deeply and has felt the ministry of 
sorrow—that great refining power which 
brings out the pure gold in the nature 
of the genuine man or woman and makes 
the strength of the writer as the 
strength of ten.

Bast year the literary world recognized 
the appearance of a new light in the per­
son of an unknown Scotch preacher, the 
Rev. John M. Watson, who wrote under 
the pseudonym of Ian Maclaren. Dr. 
Robertson Nicoll, the editor of the Ex­
positor and of the English edition of the 
Bookman, discovered Maclaren, just as 
in the years before he had discovered 
Barrie and Crockett. It is, of course, un­
necessary to say that Nicoll Is a Scotch­
man, but he is broader than most of his 
countrymen, and quicker to see and re­
cognize the value of new things. He 
found Barrie writing sketches in a pro­
vincial newspaper, and within a year he 
had encouraged him to produce A Win­
dow In Thrums, which made him famous 
wherever the English language is spoken. 
In the same way he felt by Instinct the 
power of Crockett’s style, and his praise 
and encouragement resulted In the pro­
duction of The Stickit Minister and The 
Raiders. This help and the wonderful 
success of his stories Induced Crockett 
to leave the pulpit and take up fiction. 
Wiseacres there were who predicted that 
he would soon write himself out, but in 
his latest romance, The Men of the Moss 
Hags, he has done some of his best 
work. He proves in this tale that he Is 
one of the story tellers who Is good for 

stirring romances. With his min­
ute knowledge of Scotch life, and his 
fondness for the most picturesque periods 
of Scotch history, he has a noble field 
before him.

Having floated Barrie and Crockett, 
Dr. Nicoll next unearthed Rev. John 
Maclaren Watson, a Scotch non-coijfor- 
mist preacher of Liverpool. Mr. Watson 
told some Scotch stories at a public func­
tion which Nicoll attended, and the 
clever editor gave the preacher no peace 
til; Watson had written out and sent to 
him Domsie, the story that had the place 
of honor in the first book. Those whq 
do not find the Scotch dialect easy to un­
derstand may not enjoy reading this 
story or others in Beside the Bonnie Bri­
er Bush, but the great majority of read­
ers can follow Scotch dialect more easily 
than they can understand the slang of 
the New York slums or the talk of 
Southern negroes or the mountaineers 
of East Tennessee. And the effort la 
richly rewarded, for McLaren’s stories 
cannot be read without leaving a power­
ful impress on the mind. Their Influence 
is all in the direction -of those simple, 
homely virtues that are the salt of life. 
No one can read the shortest of his 
stories without being the better for It. 
Of his style you take no thought, for 
the story lays hold upon the sympathies, 
and you read It as you would listen to 
a real tale of actual events. One is to 
be pitied who can read calmly, without 
emotion, such a story as Domsie, the rec­
ord of the struggles of a poor Scotch 
lad for college honors, the unselfish aid 
given him by the village teache^and the 
bitter grief of the mother—^fhenc=,sa^n- 
sumption claims the young scholar Vt 
whom she was so proud. It is the merX 
est trifle as regards plot and incident, ' 
but it teaches a noble lesson o-f plain liv­
ing and high thinking which is sorely 
needed in these days. The softening by 
sorrow of a strong, rugged nature is seen 
in The Transformation of Lachlan Camp­
bell, but the best thing in the book is 
His Mother’s Sermon, a masterpiece of 
genuine pathos, which is worth reading 
again and again, for the love and the 
human nature that It contains.

In his new book, The Days of Auld 
Lang Syne (published by Dodd, Mead & 
Co., and for sale by Doxey), Mac’.aren has 
several stories which are sure to be 
laughed over and cried over. The best 
in the volume are Drumsheugh’s Love 
Story and A Servant Lass. Needless Is 
It to teh any lover of the Drumtcohty 
tales who Drumsheugh Is; but to those 
who know not Maclaren It may be said 
that Drumsheugh Is the leader of the vil­
lage in all public movements. Hard at a 
bargain and close in money affairs • is 
his general reputation, yet this story 
shows the love romance that has color­
ed and transfigured his life. In early 
youth he loved a woman who marreid 
another before he had an opportunity to 
ask her to be his wife. Misfortune fell 
upon her, and Drumsheugh, by the de­
vice of a fictitious cousin in America, 
sends her regular remittances. To raise 
this money he is forced to deny himself 
all luxuries and many comforts, and It Is 
only by chance, after years of such aid, 
that the woman learns of the unselfish 
levé of the man whom she regarded as 
nothing more than a kindly neighbor, 
but hard and mean in all business trans­
actions. The conclusion of this story, 
when the woman discovers his secret, 
religiously guarded for thirty years, is 
the hest thing Maclaren has y 
It is written in a noble strain 
love and pathôs that contains not a sin­
gle false note.

Another story, simpler than this, but 
no less pathetic, is A Servant Lass. It 
tells of the setting out for London of 
Lily Grant, a poor girl, who, with her 
grandmother, is determined to pay a debt 
contracted by her spendthrift brother. 
The grandmother had saved the six chil­
dren of her worse than widowed daugh­
ter from the poorhouse, had brought 
them up well, and had been rewarded by 
seeing them prosper, with the exception 
of the boy, Charile. He had squandered 
what was given him and had disappear­
ed, leaving debts behind. So Lily went 
up to London to service, saved her money 
and was clearing away the debt, when 
she fell 111 and died. Nothing in recent 
literature is more full of real feeling 
than the story of the hard mistress send­
ing Lijy to the hospital, the rescue of 
the poor girl from death in this public 
place by a great Scotch doctor, and the 
excusable fiction by which old Jamie 
Su ter of Drumtochty makes the dying 
girl believe her mistress has given her 
£20. The coming home of the dead girl 
is a pure idyl that appeals to aU that is 
best in human nature. The longest story 
in this volume, For Conscience Sake, 
gives an admirable picture of the Scotch 
tenant farmer, hut it contains too much 
detail. One may pardon this, however, 
in consideration of the climax, which is 
strong and true.

Those who think that no good work 
is done by writers of. this generation 
Should read a few of the stories of Ian 
Maclaren or of Barrie. I have dwelt on 
these Scotch tales at some length be­
cause It seems to me that they represent 
the best type of fiction. They transfig­
ure real life; but they do not transform 
it; they give human nature ap a great

■photographer would reproduce it. These 
writers do not consider it any legitimate 
part of their art to describe the coarse­
ness and the meanness that 
found even In the most remot 
glen.

He spoke to 
no one about it until to-day. Then Mr. 
Sexsmith mentioned it, and he remem­
bered holding the light for him.

Wellington Carscallen, sworn: Was a 
resident on Lulu Island. He was along 
No. 4 road on Sunday, June 10. South 
of No. 4 road was all flooded. When the 
dam was made his father made a mark 
by the side of the road, and Mr. Sex­
smith on a post. This was done to see 
how much the water would rise during 
the night. It raised little or none. He 
did not think there could be a foot of 
water on lot 26 without Lashbrook and 
Sexsmlth’s place being flooded.

There was a man walking near Kings­
ley’s outhouse. The water was up over 
part of his legs. He had no Interest In 
this action.

On cross-examination he pointed out 
on the chart the parts of Kingsley's 
farm that were under water. He had 
taken only a casual view. He had no 
idea of how deep the water was. He 
could not say who the man was, or 
whether or not he had gum boots on or 
not, but thought that he had. There 
was water all ovèr the places pointed 
out. Could not say whether the po nts 
covered were high or low.

James F. Garden, re-called, said that 
a mark on a post had been pointed out 
to him by Mr. Sexsmith. The post was 
at the angle of roads 4 and 20. Had the 
water been up to that mark, Lashbrook 
and Kingsley’s place would have been 
flooded. Technical details as to levels 
were given by the witness.

Cross-examined—It was after this trial 
was started that he went out at Mr. 
Sexsmlth’s request, and was then shown 
the mark and took the levels.

Cross-examined—At Wylie’s he had to 
be cautious. He did not want to let 
them see him talking to Mrs. Smith. 
He did not remember asking Mr. Man- 
son not to keep back a letter from Mr. 
Hussey. He had no definite agreement 
as to pay. He had got two months’ pay 
and had asked for more.

Edgar Wilmot Wylie was next sworn. 
He lived on Reed Island. He was a far­
mer and trader on Reed Island. Ben­
son was a friend of his. He had known 
Him since 1879. He had known Smith for 
six years. Benson and Smith were good 
friends. They often sat together and 
chatted In the store. He was absent 
when Benson went away. He had been 
at Hayter Island. He came back with 
some deer. Smith came along just after 
they landed. He came around the shore. 
Witness saw no boat at Smith’s. Smith 
and witness had a conversation. Ryd 
and Smith skinned a deer. Smith brought 
In a piece of it. It was fresh. There 
was blood on it. Smith left for home 
about 6 o’clock. Witness was present 
when Benson’s body was found. I\ had 
been rough all the day before. It is 
rocky in the bays along Reed Island.

would not live long In any of the 
bays. He hunted for Benson’s body 
from his place to Manson’s. Benson 
never told him that he had been famil­
iar with Mrs. Smith. Smith jgot deer 
and fish from him whenever he wanted. 
He got It for nothing. He also got gro­
ceries in the ordinary way. Witness^ 
never saw Benson going to Smith's 
house.

Cross-examined—He had met Smith at 
Ballard City, North Dakota, in 1885 or 7, 
or thereabouts. Wylie was chief of po­
lice and Benson was mayor. Afterwards 
he was buying wheat. There was a dis­
pute about accounts. Witness had been 
a deputy sheriff. He left rather sudden­
ly and got into Manitoba. He drifted 
out to British Columbia, was in Vancou­
ver six weeks and got to Reed island in 
about a year. Witness went under the 
name of Edgar Wilmot. Mrs. Wylie 
came out a year after witness. Smith 
and witness’ two children came with her. 
Witness went Into business with Benson 
in 1892. They carried on business until 
Benson died. They had done no business 
for some time, but they had not ac­
tually dissolved partnership. A state­
ment was put In In Benson’s writing. 
Witness said lie had never seen it be­
fore. There was no trading to amount 
to anything after Benson’s return from 
Tacoma. Witness’ conviction for selling 
liquor to Indians was in his opinion 
wrong. He was very heavily fined. He 
thought there might have been prejudice 
on the part of the Indlari agent. He 
appealed and the appeal was dismissed. 
He took a deep interest in the case. He 
did not engage counsel. He had heard 
that Mr. Smith was suspected. He did 
not know that Mrs. Smith was to give 
evidence against her husband. He had 
heard that she had threatened her hus­
band. If he had thought Smith was 

11 ty he would have helped to convict 
Benson had been almost like a 

brother to witness. When he heard that 
Smith was accused he thought that an 
alibi could be proved. A letter written 
by witness to a brother ot Mrs. Smith 
was produced.

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would only bring herself to the level of 
Mrs. Smith by going into the box to 
deny her stories.

A woman who would perjure her­
self in Swo cases would do the same in 
a third,®'He thought her first story was 
correct. Her garbled story at Comox was 
based on a statement made by the hus­
band. Such could not go as evidence. 
There were no lawyers at the Comox In­
vestigation, but Mr. Manson afterwards 
locked up his code and saw that that 
was not enough. She had to go further 
and hence the story about her having 
seen the deed. He then quoted from her 
previous deposition, and went on to show 
that Benson, to get back from Drink- 
water’s on Oct. 9th, would have had to 
pass Ireland’s. Why were they not 
brought to give evidence? Tne story of 
the child had been broken. She had first 
said that sho had seen the boat from the 
school house; afterwards she saw It from 
Wylie’s front room, which Mr. Manson 
explained was Impossible. The mother 
located the blood In the bed-room and 
the little girl said that it was in the 
kitchen. The other girl did not see it,- 
but she knew it was blood and she saw 
Mrs. Wylie wipe it up. Mr. Bowser then 
went on to show other facts which in­
dicated that the children had been re­
hearsed the story and that they could 
remember nothing of any other day’s 
doings. The witnesses for the defence 
tcld a consistent story. They did say 
that Smith had been absent from them 
for 10 minutes. They could have made 
a better case for him if they had left 
that out, but they were only telling the 
tiuth. He cast doubt upon Benson act­
ing as he did on Oot. 9th, knowing Smith 
to be about. He also doubted if under 
the circumstances Mrs. Smith would no­
tice exactly where the blows were 
struck. She had heard that the left side 
was battered after the body was found 
and made her story to fit. If the head 
had been struck as she described It, the 
skull, according to Dr. Bell-Irving, would 
have been crushed.

The address af W. J. Bowser, in the 
Benson murder trial, a portion of wthich 
was published on Thursday, lasted two 
hours and a quarter. It was an eloquent 
effort and he concluded with a strong 
appeal tor acquittal. He was followed 
by itihe deputy attorney-general iwfho mode 
a very fair summing up of the evidence. 
HLs remarks were entirely xmlmpassum­
ed and he left it with the jury to find 
a verdict according to the evidence.

The learned judge said that the cose 
had been fairly put before them by the 
Crown and the prisoner had toeen ably 
represented. They were nolt 'to be car­
ried away by fluency on the part of the 
counsel. They had a still small 
voice—their conscience that should not 
allow them to go in the wrong path when 
the right lay before them. They were 
not trying Mr. Manson or Mr. Hussey. 
The former had 'been bitterly attacked 
the latter more delicately. He thought 
that they both had done their duty and 
it was a good thing for the country to 
hove such an intelligent man as Mr. 
Manson in the northern country to as­
sist in keeping the law respected. It 
made the learned justice angry to hear 
such a man attacked when he hod done 
hds duty. He admitted that the main 
evidence was that of a 'bad character. 
Here he commented on the shocking re­
velations made by Mrs. Smith of her 
husband’s actions while she was ill. 
Then he said that thedr might be a rea­
son for not putting Mrs. Wylie to the 
box. If she had assisted in cleaning 
up the blood she was an accessory to 
the crime. Benson had been missing 
from Otit. 9th. He was found on Oot. 
31st. The head was under the seaL That 
was imml'terla.1. Mrs. Smith had been 
held up as a second Jezebel who wished 
to get rid of her husband. This man is 
said to come In and to find that toad as 
his character is he is angered at find­
ing his wife unfaithful. The woman’s 
story is t/hat the state of affairs up there 
are to a terrible state. They seem to 
have a socialistic idea that purify of ac­
tion should be thrown aside. The word 
hounding had been used in regard to Mr.

At the first 
blow Benson sail'd: "You hurt me,” and 
fell.

He thought that 
the child -who had heard the groans told 
her story in a way that made him 
believe her.

Will­
iam Kingsley was duly sworn and gave 
evidence.

Flitcroft Evans, official stenographer, 
testified that he attended and took the 
evidence at the trial of Lashbropk et al.

James F. Garden was next called. He 
testified that he was a duly qualified Do­
minion land surveyor. He had visited 
the lands In question.

He 
went home. He was at home about 20 
minutes later but returned again short­
ly after. In 1892 he logged with Smith. 
They lost their boom. They got sup­
plies from Wylie. The supplies consist­
ed of flour, bacon, sugar, tea, etc. Smith 
never spoke to witness about his wife’s 
unfaithfulness. Smith and witness were 
partners again in 1894 and got into debt 
that year. Witness went through his 
memorandum book and showed how he 
and Smth had lost money. Witness was 
at Ramsay Arm with Smith in October 
after Benson had disappeared. He no­
ticed nothing peculiar about Smith. On 
OctÔber 22nd, witness left Ramsay Arm 
for Wylie’s with a boat load of fish. 
He left Smith at Ramsay Arm. He went 
back to Ramsay Arm on October 24th. 
They both came down to Wylie’s on the 
*0th. Witness saw the body of Benson 
brought into Wylie’s. Smith was there. 
From Wylie's front window you could 
see anyone going in to Smith’s bay from 
the north, but not from any other direc­
tion—Drinkwater’s for example. There 
was a heavy southeast storm beating on 
Reed island the night before Benson’s 
body was found. A boat would not live 
five minutes In one of the Reed island 
bays on such a night. He had seen 
Smith's wife. He did not know her very 
well. He would not believe her on oath 
This was because of her reputation. You 
could see a boat on the beach from 
Smith’s house.

Cross-examined—Witness lived now in 
Vancouver. He had lived at Reed island. 
Had made Wylie’s his headquarters. He 
boarded there. He paid his bills.' He 
owed Wylie nothing. He though Wylie 
owed him. He was at Wylie’s on Oct 
$th. He was skinning a deer at 5 a. m. 
Smith came In and helped him. They 
had deer nearly all the time at Wylie’s. 
Witness never heard of unfriendly rela­
tions between Smith and Benson, till 
after the latter’s disappearance, 
day Benson disappeared Smith was with 
him all afternoon. He would not have 
an opportunity to get away without wit­
ness noticing it. He was only away for 
18 minutes. He did not remember see- 
ing the Rainbow that morning. Witness 
w&6 sure Smith could not be away half 
an hour that afternoon without witness 
knowing. He did not remember that he 
had sworn previously that he was not 
sure whether Smith was with him all 
day or not. He thought his memory was 
good. He believed It was true what he 
said. He had thought himself out of 
that. He did not remember Smith when 
in jail on June 23rd, saying to witness: 
“If you and Wylie stand by me, I will 
get clear.” Witness did not recollect 
Smith calling witness' attention to the 
fact that he had been at Wylie’s that 
afternoon. Smith did speak of it. He 
did not remember Smith speaking of the 
skinning of a deer.

At this point the court adjourned till

FOURTH DAY’S PROCEEDINGS.

Court resumed at 10 a. m.
Joseph Quigley, sworn, said that he 

lived on lots 21 and 28, east of Kings­
ley's, and east of No. 6 road. He had 
to dyke his land.

Mr. Davis objected to witness saying 
whether or not there was water on his 
land on June 10th.

Witness could not say how the levels 
of hds land compared with the levels of 
Lashbrook’s and Kingsley’s farms. He 
was on No. 20 road, not quite as far as 
No. 5, on the southwest side of the 
slough. The location of the slough was 
pointed out.

At this juncture some 20 minutes were 
used up In a tilt between counsel as to 
the admissability of certain evidence, 
and nothing more was got out of Mr. 
Quigley.

Ira McLaren, sworn, said that he had 
walked along the river road on Sunday, 
June 10, 1894, with others. When they 
got opposite Kingsley’s place they said 
that it was covered ^with water. He 
considered it was water from a broken 
dyke. Those who Were with him no­
ticed the watei* als». He did not notice 
any one about. There was water in the 
orchard. It contained about two acres. 
Had been along No. 20 road after the 
flood, and saw no washouts. The water 
on Kingsley’s place just In front of 
where witness was standing was about 
six inches deep. He presumed that there 
was water at the back of the farm 
because it was lower.

The cross-examination developed noth-' 
ing new. Witness stuck to his story.

Hugh McLean, sworn, said that he 
was a dyking and draining contractor. 
Had considerable experience in that 
line. He knew Kingsley’s place. Had 
examined the dyke along the slough. 
Saw parts of it where the cattle had 
tramped it down nearly to the level of 
the ground. There is nothing else to 
prevent the water getting onto Lash- 
brook’s and Kingsley's places, but No. 
5 road, and It lc about level with the 
land. The dyke In question had not been 
kept up for four years.

Cross-examined—He had not taken lev­
els. He did not knew whether the water 
had actually flowed over the dyke or 
not.

H. B. Warren deposed that he was a 
civil engineer and public land surveyor. 
He lived on lot 19. He knew Kingsley's 
place. It was just across from his. 
He remembered Sunday, June 10, 1894. 
There was a good deal of water on his 
place. It was backed up from the 
slough. He saw water all over Kings­
ley’s place. There were a few knolls 
sticking up. On that Sunday, as on oth­
er days, there were different levels of 
water, owing to the ebb and flow of the 
tide In the river. On that Sunday the 
flood gates were open for only three 
hours. That was 
off the water on t 
were lowered a little. Water that was 
on tne land on Friday and Saturday 
could not possibly have got away before 
Sunday. The water was coming across 
the Island from the south arm.

The court adjourned until 2 p. ih.

Mr. Warren was cross-examined at 

pome length, but no material change In 
ids story was made.

James Wells saw water flowing over 
No. 20 road on June 10th. It did not 
wash away any portion of the road.

George Sexsmith had seen Lashbrook’s 
place flooded on June 10.

Cross-examined—He did not notice
Scratchley’s.
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nothing to prevent it from flooding Lash­
brook’s and Kingsley’s farms. Witness 
pointed out the point shown him as high 
water mark. There was no place where 
the road was washed out, at least no 
signs were visible. When witness was 
there nothing had happened to obliterate 
the signs of a washout. The average 
level of the land was 44:50. Water above 
that would flood the land.

Examined by Mr. Davis. He visited 
the land first on Nov. 28th. The land is 
sticky and did not wash easy. There 
were ruts where the water might have 
flown through. Water rushing over the 
road and boiling along for a quarter of a 
mile would wash out the earth In places. 
A washout in hia idea meant the wash­
ing away of a road bank so as to inter­
rupt traffic. He did not hear all the 
other evidence. He could not say what 
the other witnesses meant.

Mr. Davis said he had used the term 
himself. He had really meant a .wash-
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Mr. Williams quoted from Mr. Davis’ 
examination of R. D. Kinmond where the 
words "scoured-out,” “channels made,” 
etc., were used.

Re-examined. The places referred to 
were soft. The holes might have been 
made by wheels passing.

To Mr. Davis. Right angled ruts in a 
road are not filled in by the action of 
traffic. Holes In a road left unrepaired 
always get worse.

John W. Sexsmith, sworn: Reside on

ACROSS THE BORDER.

At St. Paul on Nov. 16th Judge Kelly 
filed his decision in the important case 
of the State of Minnesota against the 
Great Northern and Northern Pacific 
companies. The Slate wins. The Great 
Northern and Northern Pacific may not 
enter into their traffic arrangements and 
Judge Kelly grants the writ -of injunc­
tion as prayed.

The rate from Portland to San Fran­
cisco has been cut to $5. The fare from 
Seattle to San Francisco is $11.70.

Dr. Samuel F. Smith, author of Am­
erica, died suddenly at the New England 
depot, Boston, on Saturday.

Benjamin Buell, an orphan, while fish­
ing at the tide flats, Seattle, fell in.

Dr. Alexander Alison, of the First Pres­
byterian church, Seattle, which has re­
cently been the centre of a heated con­
troversy, has decided to move to New 
York and take up evangelistic work.

While his train was running at a speed 
of 20 miles or more an hour, a fireman 
on a road in Western Washington last 
week shot and killed an eagle measuring 

"6 feet 8 inches from tip to tip of its 
wings. It used to be and probably yet 
is, the custom of engineers and firemen 
on railreads in the west and southwest 
running through thinly settled regions to 
amuse themselves by shooting with their 
revolvers at the felegraph poles, conspic­
uous rocks along the track, prairie dogs, 
and any game that might happen to be 
'n sight. Some of them became remark­
ably expert in hitting small marks while 
running by at a high speed. The feat 
was rendered more difficult perhaps by 
the jarring and jolting of the engine than 
because of the speed at which it was 
running.

Beer kegs are being used with great 
success for the odd purpose of catching 
bears in the vicinity of Hoquiam, Wash., 
and are said to make the best bear traps 
ever used in that region. One end is 
knocked out of the keg, and then a 
number of strong, sharp spikes are driv­
en into its sides, the points slanting 
slightly towards the closed end. A big 
dab of honey or other delicacy, especially 
liked by a bear, is then placed at the 
further end, and the keg is carelessly 
dropped in the woods where the bears 
are likely to stumble across it. The de­
vice caught five bears in one week for 
one keg planter recently. The bear just 
pushes right into the keg after the honey 
in the end, and the spikes effectually 
prevent him from backing out, and all 
he can do is roll around until he is tired,

Judges, while Mayors are not mentioned. 
Further than this, he pointed out that 
Mayors are but the creation of Provin­
cial Legislatures, and therefore “mere 
Provincial officers,” and consequently not 
entitled to "obtain precedence over Do­
minion officials to whom a social rank 
has been officially attributed.”

Official Spanish advices say the troops 
near Bai ajaguas, Province of Santa 
Clara, have captured three camps occu­
pied by insurgents. Rego, the insurgent 
leader, has been defeated with heavy loss 
and compelled to retreat from Siguanea. 
The Spanish troops in the Camajuani 
district, Santa Clara, have had an en­
gagement at Mount Oscuro with the in­
surgent bands commanded by Perez, 
Guerra and Sanchez. The insurgents lost 
heavily through the artillery fire of the 
Spaniards. Another despatch from Santa 
Clara announces that the column of 
troops commanded by Brigadier General 
Garriche while on its way to Cafe&iguan, 
not far from Santl Espirltus, encounter­
ed and dispersed the vanguard of the in­
surgents. Tlje troops also dispersed the 
insurgent bands commanded by Aceo and 
Roque at Abreus in the Bagua districts. 
The insurgents left eight killed on the 
field and the troops captured the Insur­
gent banner, a number of Mauser rifles 
and a quantity of ammunition.

bia has a leper colony of its owpjhe fol­
lowing from a recent issue of The Win­
nipeg Tribune is of interest: In Somerset 
hall yesterday afternoon and last even­
ing was held a convention of members of 
the Mission to Lepers. There are 78 mem­
bers of the branch mission In this city, 
and branches are also established in 
Montreal, Toronto, Guelph, Woodstock, 
Hamilton, Georgetown and other places. 
The afternoon meeting was devoted to 
reading of papers, one of which was by 
Miss Lyla Watt, of Guelph. Mrs. Rob­
ertson, the local president, presided. At 
the evening meeting Rev. David Herron 
gave an address. The reverend gentle­
man is a traveling agent for the mission 
to lepers in India. A number of city min­
isters were also present. Rev. Mr. Her­
ron Is greatly interested In the work, and 
is quite at home on the subject He re­
ferred to the early history of the disease, 
and said it was incurable, disfiguring and 
mutilating, 
turies before Christ, and at times pre­
vailed all over Europe. To-day, leprosy 
was prevalent in Egypt, Asia, China, Ja­
pan and throughout the Orient. There 
were to-day 500,000 lepers in India alone. 
For ages, lepers had been treated with 
great cruelty, instead of being dealt with 
on humane

In his district to a sumptuous feast, and 
while the afflicted ones were feeding, he 
set the building on fire and burned the 
poor sufferers to death. In England to­
day the life of the Ifeper was protected, 
although It was formerly cons 
rltorlous to put the leper oui 
In India the leper lost his caste, which 
was the greatest punishment which could 
befall a native of that country. Rev. 
Mr. Herron said he had seen many hun­
dreds of lepers at one time and for 18 
years had charge of two stations in the 
Himalaya Mountains. Some 21 years ago 
W. C. Bailey, general secretary and man­
ager of the leper missions, told some 
ladies In Dublin 
condition of these poor wretches, and 
they at once organized an auxiliary and 
collected subscriptions, sending in their 
contributions to one of these asylums. 
The sympathy of these ladies had proved 
contagious and had been acted upon by 
other ladies. Year after year the work 
was increasing in volume and interest. 
The ministrations to lepers were first 
confined to India, but now the operations 
included China and Japan. To-day there 
were several hundreds of dollars sub­
scribed by citizens of Ontario for the 
erection of homes for the children of 
leprous parents. There were also 41 
asylums, providing food, clothing and 
mental and spiritual teaching for the 
afflicted. The spiritual results had been 
marvellous.

Brisbane on Thursday last, says the 
Chronicle of the former place to hand by 
the Warrimoo. Ills contributions deal­
ing with the questions of exchange in 
trade and the finance of Australia, have 
been done for leading financial and com­
mercial journals in England and Am­
erica, as well as Canada. Apart from 
this the various positions which he has 
filled from time to time have been such 
as to give him a thorough knowledge 
of the progress or otherwise of the vari­
ous colonies of Australia, whether polit­
ically, commercially or financially. His 
visit to this district Is due to the ‘fact 
that he Is now taking an active part 
In promoting and expanding a trade be­
tween Australia and Canada, which, if 
successful, he maintains, should be of a 
beneficial character to our district In 
many respects. He is here to buy 500 
tons of sugar, which he wants to ship 
for Canada by the boat leaving Sydney 
on the 18th October next. The outcome 
of this order was that last June Mr. 
Rounding sent over samples from Syd­
ney, thinking that he might be able to 
find a market there for Australian 
gars. Directly they arrived he received 
an order by cable to forward 200 tons, 
but unfortunately he could only secure 
60 tons In Sydney. The sugar required Is 
a raw yellow, not above 16 Dutch stan­
dard In color. Since then an order has 
been received for 600 tons, and he has 
come to this district for the purpose of 
filling this order, and If successful he Is 
confident from his experience and cor­
respondence with the people he la deal­
ing with that they will probably take 
16,000 or 20,000 tons of this sugar In a sea­
son. The 60 tons forwarded to Canada 
was from Bundaberg, and Mr. Rounding 
left for that town by yesterday 
noon's train to see if he cannot do busi­
ness personally In the way of a larger 
order. During our Interview with Mr. 
Rounding, he gave us hls opinions on the 
necessity of a Pacific cable and a faster 
Canadian-Pacific mall.service than was 
at present in existence. He la also In­
terested In the export of timber and can­
ned meats from Australia to England, 
and holds that Australian timbers are 
now coming prominently Into use in that 
quarter. Mr. Rounding Is a staunch free 
trader, and on hls return to Brisbane is 
to give a lecture on the question.

intended to marry her soon. Aylesworth 
then told how Wells asked for his money 
every day for a week before to is death. 
Hyams promised tit repeatedly but never 
paid it. On the Saturday before tots 
death he was to have lit, but Hyams put 
him off till Monday. Witness further 
saiid thalb Hyams sent a telegram to Wells’ 
uncle In Oshawa, telling him that Will's 
would be there on Monday and at the 
same time Instructed Aylesworth to col­
lect the mercantile reports on Monday 
afternoon. Witness told about Harry 
Hyams coming to his house after the 
fatal occurrence tin the warehouse. He 
was excited and his hands ‘had blood 
on them. Witness at once went down 
to the warehouse, but they refused to 
let him see Wells’ body. Everything 
was in confusion tin -the warehouse. On 
the elevator was a hammer with blood 
on the handle, and a chisel which he had 
never before seen, also with blood on 
tit, lay on an. empty box. The elevator 
weight had blood on the broad side of 
tt. The cross-examination by -the de­
fence failed to Shake Aylesworth’s teeti-

Toronto, Nov. 16.—A strong point was 
established by the defence in the cross- 
examination of Aylesworth, who was on 
the stand 12 hours. He explained the 
scheme by which the Hyams’ brothers 
wanted to start Aylesworth and Willie 
Wells in the hotel business at Fort Erie. 
Counsel for the defence here pointed out 
that had this enterprise been carried into 
effect, Willie Wells would have been at 
Fort Erie and not at the warehouse on 
the day he met his death. The testi­
mony of Aylesworth, which went to show 
that the Hyams’ brothers had resorted to 
many skillful artifices in order to per­
suade Willie Wells to take out a policy 
for $25,000, was fully substantiated. The 
counsel for the defence took Aylesworth 
over all the details connected with the 
warehouse tragedy, but on the whole 
they agreed with his previous story. 
When his cross-examination was finished, 
Mrs. Aylesworth, the sister of Willie 
Wells, was put on the stand. She was a 
party to the $2,700 loan to the Hyams. 
She said that the $1,000 of the money 
was promised to her brother the Satur­
day before his death. She also stated 
that on the day before the occurrence 
in the warehouse, Harry Hyams came to 
her house and left a message telling 
Willie Wells to be down early Monday 
morning. Wells went down early on 
Monday morning and met his death early 
in the forenoon.

HOLMES AGAIN IN COURT.
Philadelphia, Nov. 14.—Counsel for H. 

H. Holmes, the convicted murderer, yes­
terday filed papers for a new trial. The 
grounds upcn which the application is 
based are mainly that the verdict was 
against the law and the evidence; new 
matter discovered since the trial; for the 
reason that the District Attorney in his 
opening speech made statements which 
related to other crimes which could not 
be part of the evidence, and they were of

Terre Haute, Ind.; in allowing the testi­
mony cf Mrs. Pietzel relating to the bot­
tle of nitro-glycerlne; In ruling that the 
defendant’s wife was a competent wit­
ness; allowing evidence of the where­
abouts of the children and finding their 
bodies in the City of Toronto, Ont;

p. O. IMORGAN AND SALISBURY. m
A Difference of Opinion over the Great 

Sealing Award.
Livingston, Ala., Nov. 15.—Senator 

John T. Morgan gave an interview to 
the Associated Press in regard to Lord 
Salisbury’s claim that Senator Morgan’s 
objection to the payment of the Bering 
sea claim is based on a misapprehension 
of the facts. He said: " I have not seen 
the despatch to which attention has been 
called, but It is impossible to be mis­
taken in the facts which stand opposed 
to the demands of Great Britain for 
$425,000 damages for the seizure of fish­
ing vessels arrested under Mr. Cleve­
land’s administration. The Bering sea 
tribunal, of which I was a member, had 
no authority to decide any controversy 
between the United States and Great 
Britain that led to the question of dam­
ages or liability of either Government 
for damages for the seizure of ships, atid 
expressly decl.ned to do so. After a 
very rough examination of the facts 
presented in the case of the two Gov­
ernments, supported on either s.de by 
the testimony of more than 10,000 wit­
nesses and diplomatic correspondence 
from the Governments covering the sub­
ject, and after listening to the great 
lawyers who appeared before the tribu­
nal, it Is not likely that any member of 
that tribunal would be less informed 
than Lord Salisbury as to the facts in 
the case. His Lordship doubtless sup­
poses his information of the facts of this 
case quite superior to mine, otherwise 
he would not attribute to me the grave 
error of a mistaken conception of the 
facts. Evidently he concedes that if 1 
am right in my statement of the facts 
he must be wrong in claiming that the 
United States owes Great Britain $425,- 
000 for depredations committed upon 
British ships found poaching upon the 
seal herds of Bering sea, when the re­
cords show that more than half the sum 
claimed as damages In this, if due at 
all, Is due the citizens of the United 
States who violated the laws of their 
own country by marauding upon our 
own seals under cover and shelter of 
the British flag. If I should be wrong 
in uniting with Mr. Bayard and Mr. 
Blaine in the opinion that these ma­
raudings by British subjects were con­
trary to public morality and interna­
tional comity, I think I cannot be wrong 
in denouncing this conduct of American 
citizens, under cover of the British flag, 
as being close akin to piracy and I can­
not be wrong In denouncing the shelter 
which the British flag gave their people 
as being an act of arrogance and pre­
sumption which scarcely conceited hos­
tile intentions. I am unable to perceive 
why the United States Government 
should kindly regard the perpetrators of 
this base conduct or should compliment 
the Government of Great Britain by con­
tending that it was either just, friendly 
or honorable.”

Constantinople, Nov. 16.—Official des­
patches published here from the disturb­
ed districts say that the Armenians in 
every case have been the aggressors and 
attacked the Mussulmans, who were 
obliged to defend themselves against 
their ferocity. At Arabkir, on October 
26th and 27th, the official report adds, 
the Armenians set fire to the mosque, 
school and bazaar with bombs and mas­
sacred a number of Mahommedans. The 
authorities, it is claimed, afterwards dis­
covered 40 bombs which the Armenians 
intended to explode in the local barracks 
and Government offices on Nov. 2nd. Ac­
cording to the official announcements, 
the Armenians or Erezingham attacked 
the Government offices, barracks and 
other buildings, but were dispersed by 
the military. Over 1,000 revolutionists 
are said to be assembled at Schoukmer- 
zen and Adana prepared to fight the 
Turkish troops.

The Sultan apparently Is not tired of 
snubbing Great Britain. Quite recently 
he decorated Bahrl Pasha, who had been 
removed from the governorship at the in­
stance of the British ambassador, Sir 
Phillip Currie, for ill-treating Armenians. 
It was said he would be appointed to 
the command of the Turkish troops op­
erating against Zeltoun, where Armen­
ians have seized the barracks and strate­
gic positions. It is now announced that 
three prison officials of Moosh who were 
dismissed some time ago upon the de­
mand of the British ambassador, owing 
to maltreatment of prisoners, have been 
reinstated. The British Charge D’Affaire, 
Hon. Michael Herbert, has demanded 
that they again be dismissed. The re­
port of a serious outbreak at Sivas is 
confirmed. The rioting was attended 
with great bloodshed. Order is now being 
partially restored. The Turkish officials 
are protecting the foreigners there. No 
change of the situation is expected for a 
few days. The report of a conflict be­
tween the Albanian regiment and Tri­
poli regiment at Yildiz Klsosk has not 
been confirmed, although it is well-known 
there has been bad blood between the 
guards at the palace ever since the Tri­
poli regiment furnished the sentries in­
stead of the Albanians.

The report that the Sultan intends to 
recall Shakir Pasha, Turkish High Com­
missioner for Armenian reforms, from 
Erzeoun an<J eventually appoint him 
Grand Vizier, has not yet been confirmed 
by his actual recall, but It is persistent­
ly stated that the Pasha will shortly be 
appointed Grand Vizier.

Constantinople, Nov. 16.—About 800 per­
sons were massacred by the Mussulmans 
at Kharput and eight of the 12 buildings 
belonging to the American missions sack­
ed and burned. The missionaries, how­
ever, escaped. The news from different 
provinces in Asia Minor continues to be 
grave, confirming the impression that the 
movement has now assumed proportions 
which have placed it beyond the con­
trol of the Turkish Government. It ÎS con­
sidered very doubtful whether Turkish 
troops would fire on Mussulmans if or­
dered to do so. It is now known that 
there were about 800 victims of the Khar­
put massacre and eight of the 12 build­
ings belonging to the American mission­
aries there were sacked and burned in 
spite of the assurances of the Porte to 
United States ambassador Terrell that 
the lives and property of Americans 
could be protected and despite the an­
nouncement that Turkish gendarmes had 
been detailed to guard the mission. The 
American missionaries, however, escaped 
and are now in places of safety. Mr. Ter­
rell has notified the Porte that the Unit­
ed States will hold it responsible for the 
lives of the missionaries. The inhabi­
tants around Kharput are in a state of 
great distress from hunger. From Gu- 
ran, in the Vallayet of Sivas, where the 
Kurds have been besieging 4,000 Arme­
nians, it is reported all the Armenians 
have been massacred. In the district of 
Mardin, where there is a large Christian 
population of Chaldeans and Syrians, a 
number of villages have been burned to 
the ground. People are destitute and 
suffering from sickness, exposure and 
hunger. This outbreak here is regarded 
as being very significant and indicating 
a systematic campaign directed from Yil­
diz Kiosh, as being carried on against all 
Armenian Christians in particular. This 
puts quite a different and more serious 
complexion upon the matter and is a fea­
ture which will immediately attract the 
attention of the Powers, if it has not al­
ready done so. In Sivas and elsewhere 
the Turks have claimed that the Arme­
nians were the aggressors and that the 
former simply defended themselves when 
attacked by the latter. The weakness of 
this plea can be judged from the fact 
that during the recent massacre at Sivas 
800 Armenians were killed and only 10 
Turks met death during the rioting. 
Therefore, it is safe to presume that it 
was a massacre pure and simple and not 
an ordinary disturbance which resulted 
in such a loss of life among the Arme­
nians. The report that four Jesuit 
priests, under French protection, were 
murdered at Malaties, turns out to be 
untrue. There was a disturbance there 
for a time and the lives of the priests 
were endangered. They were said to have 
been killed but escaped. The police here 
continue making unexpected arrests and 
not a day passes without revolutionary 
posters being placarded on the walls or 
distributed in the streets. The real state 
of affairs cannot be ascertained by rep­
resentatives of the embassies much less 
by the press, but it is certainly stated 
that 400 Softas (Turkish theological stu­
dents) were recently arrested. The cause 
of their imprisonment is said to be their 
reffle&l to return to their homes 
without receiving money which was 
due them from the Government 
for expenses, etc., in undergoing 
their course otf study, but an­
other and more likely version is that 
the students have been proved implicated 
in posting the revolutionary placards 
continually found about the public thor­
oughfares of this city. The Porte is also 
said to be verv anxious about the atti­
tude of the military cadets. The latter 
are said to be strongly imbued with the 
revolutlcnary spirit which prevails in the 
army and navy, and It is reported the 
Government has decided to transfer the 
Pancaldi military school to the barracks 
a* Scutari. No definite action is known 
to have been taken by the ambassadors 
of the Powers, but it is reported they will 
join in a note to the Porte informing the 
Government of the Sultan that in spite 
of the, remonstrances and recommenda­
tions of the Powers matters have now 
reached a. stage in Asia Minor where it 
is evident the Sultan’s authority Is not 
sufficient to quell the repeated distur­
bances which are • breaking out and It 
has become necessary for the Powers, in 
the interests of Christianity and humani­
ty, to put an end to these disorders by 
occupying jointly various portions of the 
Turkish empire until order is fully re­
stored and a better system of govern­
ment inaugurated. To carry out thé 
policy of the Powers, the most powerful 
fleet ever gathered together is being as­
sembled at Salonica Bay. It wiH consist 
of about 30 British vessels, including a 
dozen battle-ships of the first-class, ^ a 
dozen or. so French ships, including half- 
a-dozen battle ships, 12 Russian vessels 
of which four will be at least first-class 
battle-ships, and several Austrian and 
German war-ships.

AFFAIRS IN NEWFOUNDLAND.
St John’s, Nfld., Nov. 15.—The ss. 

Aurora has got back from the whale 
fisheries, off Davis straits. The whal­
er did not succeed in gett.ng any black 
fish, but killed 720 porpoises. The crew 
of the steamers, report that the Dundee 
fleet met with equally poor success in 
fishing, having but three whales among 
them. The Aurora met with most un­
favorable weather. She was caught on 
an icefloat and for a time the crew 
feared that they would be compelled to 
abandon her. Yesterday afternoon 
while making preparations to discharge 
her cargo, a fire started in the cabin, 
and much difficulty was experijai 
preventing it from communicating 
the oil tanks, where 80 tons of porpoise 
oil had been stored. Had this oil ignited 
it would have caused immense destruc­
tion and damage to the ships crowded 
in the harbor. Members of the crew of 
the steamer Aurora report that they saw 
nothing of the explorer Nansen’s vessel 
during this tr.p. They also fear that 
the Dundee fleet has been caught in -the 
ice and that tihe vessels will remain 
frozen in all the winter.

The shareholders of the Union Bank 
at a meeting determined to resist the 
payment of the assessments on their 
shares called for by the receiver until 
the directors have surrendered all of 
their property for the benefit of the cre­
ditors of the bank.

PACIFIC COAST DEFENCE.
Seattle, Wn., Nov. 15.—Senator Watson 

C. Squire, chairman of the Senate Com­
mittee on Coast Defence, who will leave 
within a few days for the national Capi­
tal, has very decided views concerning 
the Alaska boundary dispute. He Is by 
no means pleased with the present out­
look. “ This country must wake up Im­
mediately to the knowledge that It Is 
In a defenceless condition,” he said. 
" Several years ago the Senate commit­
tee on Coast Defense, recommended to 
the Senate the establishment of a can­
non factory on the Pacific coast. I re­
ported the bill from committee and sup­
ported It Very few people are aware of 
the fact that old fortiflcaitiofas and old 
cannon mounted on our sea coast forts 
are useless against modern ships of war. 
They are about as effective as a pistol 
would be against Gaitling guns. So far 
as I am aware there is now only one 
completed fortification in the United 
States supplied with modern guns of 
heavy calibre, and that is at Sandy 
Hook. This constitutes the entire mod­
ern land defence of the great city of 
New York. It is -true, however, works 
of this kind have been commenced at 
Boston and San Francisco. The appro­
priations of Congress have been abso­
lutely Inadequate for the protection of 
the sea coast from destruction by a 
foreign enemy.”

THE PREVOST CASE.
James Charles Prévost appeared in 

Court at Victoria on Friday to hear, in­
stead of to read, an indictment, which 
latter he had so often done in the same 
room in his capacity as registrar. He 
pleaded guilty to three charges of hav­
ing stolen money -while in Her Majes­
ty’s employ, the sums being $3,154.49 in 
December, 1893; $1,565, in October, 1893, 
and $827, In January, 1896. Hon. A. N. 
Richards handed in the indictment on 
behalf of the Crown.

Charles Wilson, Q. C., of this city, 
represented the prisoner and spoke feel­
ingly but briefly, asking the court to 
deal leniently. While knowing that the 
court, in spite of any personal feelings, 
had a painful duty to discharge, he 
would ask that before passing sentence 
His Lordship would consider the circum- 

He ceUld say that his client 
did not raise the plea of guilty from any 
Idea that it would bring him a lighter 
sentence; nor was it done from any re­
sult of a conference between counsel 
for the defence and the prosecution. It 
was because of penitence and regret. 
The law was not formed to Inflict pun­
ishment in a vengeful spirit, but as a 
deterrent, and this age lived under the 
principles of Him who had said to a 
greater sinner, “Go and Bin no more!” 
He asked that while passing such a sen­
tence as would punish, that the training, 
the mode of life, the age* of the man 
and his penitence should receive some 
consideration, and he would entreat the 
court to restore him in as short a time 
as possible to. his wife and children.

Mr. Justice Crease In passing sentence 
said that he had a few words to speak 
to the prisoner, which he hoped would 
convey their intended impression to his 
mind and to that of every one else pres­
ent, that he was doing it as the solemn 
duty of a judge. The three indictments 
set forth that- as a public servant the 
prisoner had committed a grave offence. 
He had been thoroughly trusted by his 
superiors and by those about him in the 
Supreme court of which he had been the 
registrar, and Be had .betrayed that trust 
by purloining large sums of money in­
trusted to his care. The discovery had 
been a painful one, that a man of such 
capabilities and qualities should have 
dene this thing. It was inexpressibly sad 
to the court to have to pronounce sen­
tence, but duty was paramount. In con­
sidering the sentence about to be pro­
nounced the aCllowance had been made 
for every favorable circumstance. The 
sentence of the court was: On the charge 
of stealing $3,154.49, two years In the 
penitentiary; on the charge of stealing 
$1,568.08, one year and six months, to fol­
low the first sentence; and on the charge 
of stealing $825, six months, to be en­
tered upon at the expiration of the sec­
ond term.

PEDLARS WIN.
London, Nov. 16.—The Imperial Privy 

Council this morning handed down its 
decision in the matter of the appeal of 
the City of Toronto vs. pedlars, dismiss­
ing the appeal with costs to the appel­
lant. The title of the action is the City 
of Toronto vs. Virgo. It was an appeal 
from the decision of the Supreme court 
of Canada relative to the hawking of 
goods. Virgo was a pedlar who was re­
strained from hawking goods upon the 
street, 
city^

Association, who believed that the by­
law enacted by the dlty council of Toron­
to in 1891, preventing pedlars from ply­
ing their calling and crying their wears 
upon the business streets was unlawful. 
The Court of Assizes decided in favor of 
the City, and the Court of Appeals af­
firmed the judgment. The pedlars then 
carried the case to the Supreme court of 
Canada which delivered judgment in fav- 
of the pedlars, reversing the decision of 
the lower courts. Thereupon the city ap­
pealed to the Privy Council which has 
just now handed down a judgment in 
favor of the pedlars.

Further massacres are reported from 
Sivas. An unconfirmed report states that 
4,000 Armenians have been massacred at 
Gurrun. Although the reports of this 
wholesale killing are not confirmed, the 
Turkish officials admit that the Khurds 
made two attacks upon Armenians in that 
locality. There was considerable loss of 
life, due, according to the Turks, to the 
rioting of Armenians, which could not 
otherwise have been suppressed. The 
Porte, it is said, ordered a special in­
quiry Into the massacre of Christians at 
Alexandretta, Northern Syria, where 300 
Turkish troops are said to have looked 
on while the killing took place, abstain­
ing from rendering any assistance or sup­
pressing the disorder. The making of ar­
rests continues. It is reported that a 
number of members of the Young Turks 
party have been secretly executed. The 
Sultan is said to be alarmed to the verge 
of insanity at the assembling of foreign 
fleets in Salonica bay, and.it Is known 
he sent urgent messages to the Valis of 
the disturbed districts ordering them to 
suppress the disorders. In addition a 
number of special commissioners have 
been despatched from this city to various 
parts of Asia Minor armed with the 
highest authority and powers to quell the 
revolutionary outbreaks. The British 
fleet, it Is reported here, is being still 
further relnfbrced. Important news is ex­
pected daily from Zêitoun, where-a des­
perate battle between the, entrenched Ar­
menians and Turkish troops sent to dis­
perse them is expected.

London, Nov. 18.—It is understood in 
well informed circles to-day that the as­
sembling of the British and Foreign 
fleets in Salonica bay Is having a good 
effect upon the Turkish Government, and 
that the Sultan has finally determined 
to make earnest efforts to put a stop 
to bloodshed to Asia-Minor.

The second version of the affair is that 
the Turks, acting under instructions 
from Ylldls Kiosk officials, if not from 
the Sultan, deliberately planned a mass­
acre of the Armenians of Kharput. The 
Kurds were not armed with rifles, but 
provided with weapons similar to those 
used by the Turkish soldiers and am­
munition was plentifully distributed 
among them. The Armenians, however, 
have been anticipating an outbreak for 
some time, and armed themselves as 
well as possible. They had placed their 
dwellings in a state- calculated to en­
able them to hold out as long as poss­
ible. Doors and windows were quickly 
barricaded, at the first alarm, and the 
Armenians, men, women and children, 
made so determined a resistance that.

Lieut Winston Leonard Churchill, of 
the British army, eldest son of the late 
Lord Randolph Churchill, has arrived 
here. Lieut. Churchill toelongs to the 
Fourth Hussars, and Is desirous of fol­
lowing the operations of the Spanish 
troops against the insurgents.

A BIG ENTERPRISE.
Rochester, N. Y., Nov. 18.—One of-the 

most stupendous business enterprises 
since the establishment of the Western 
Union Telegraph Company has been or­
ganized with a capital stock df ,35,000.000. 
and contemplates the establishment of 
agencies in all the principal cities of Cen­
tral and South America, and all cities of 
the United States and Canada with up­
wards of 80,000 inhabitants. The name 
of the new organization is the Interna­
tional North and South American Trans­
portation and Express Co., organized for 
the purpose of systematizing the trans­
portation of freight and organizing the 
present facilities between cities and trad­
ing points In Central America, North and 
South American ports and international 
cities of the United States and Canada.

A HUGE “«TRIKE
New York, Nov. 18. -A building strike 

which looked as if it would Involve 10,000 
or 12,000 men, tout which may Involve 40,- 
000, began at 8 a. m. If It becomes as ser­
ious as it threatens, it will be the largest 
building strike that has ever taJcèn place 
in this country. As a starter 10,000 house- 
smiths went on strike on 18 jobs. The 
walking delegates of building trades, 
which controls 60,000 building workmen, 
pledge assistance to the houseamiths and 
will order a sympathetic 
buildings in this city where iron work is 
being put in. The cause of the trouble 
dates back five years, during which time 
a great decrease has taken place in 
wages, men receiving 34 and 35 a day 
being reduced about half that amount. 
The State Board of Arbitration meets to­
day to endeavor to arrange a settlement.

Shoemaker here arose, and excitedly
cried; “I did not say so; I explicit-----”
