A huge 
key, together with jthe chatter of the 
University were given into the custody 
of the newly installed President by 
the chairman of the corporation „ Mr. 
James C. Colgate, of New York, both ol 
which Mr. Cutten accepted, pledging 
fidelity to the trust committed to him.

Congratulatory addresses were de­
livered by Dr. the Hon. Frank P. Graves, 
President of the University of the State 
of New York, Dr. Livingstone Farrand, 
President of Cornell, and Dr. Mac­
Donald, on behalf of the University ol 
which Pres. Cutten was formerly head, 
Dr. Cutten chose for the subject of hit 
inaugural address “The Limitations ol 
Democracy”. The address was warmly 
received and its subject matter créa tec 
no small amount of editorial commeql 
by the press of New York City and State

Dr. MacDonald expressed himself ai 
favorably impressed with Colgate, it 
prospects, and its spirit. He inclines t< 
the belief that President Cutten nov 
occupies a more influencial and promis 
ing position in the educational work 
than that which he left.

At least fifty percent of all crimes 
general are committed by these uni
tuna tes.

Normal children especially boys 
are by them led into vice, and the evil 
rapidly spreads] Mischief is thus done 
that will curse these youths for years 
if not for life.

The Mentally defective constitute, by 

no fault of their own, one of the greatest 
and most perplexing of social problem^ 
This fact is all too little understood and 
appreciated.

It is usually estimated that from 11 
to 2 percent of the population are tielou 
par mentally. On that basis there are 
in Canada from 135,000 to 180,000 of 
these unfortunates. Some are idiot - 
utterly helpless and unable to care 
for* themselves. Other are imbeciles, 
a grade higher than idiots, but unabl 
to support themselves, and requirine 
constant oversight and protection. Be­
tween the imbecile and th? normal are 
the much larger proportion who be 
cause they are notz«asily detected con­
stitute the greater menace. After they 
reach adult years they remain mere child 
renin mentality and self-control, yet pos 
sessed with all the passions, propensities 
and desires of adults.

It is false economy not to provide for 
the care, training or restraint of these 
deficients. A large part of the enormous 
cost of administration of Justice, police 
courts, gaols, prisons, reformatories, 
etc. could be saved if adequate provision 
were made for their Segregation, special­
ized training, and the prevention of the 
reproduction of ttieir kind. A subse­
quent article will 'however deal with the 
remedy for this great social evil.

It is easy to see what a menace this 
combination constitutes to themselves 
and to the community.

Their sextual propensities are unusual 
ly strong, and they have neither mental 
vision to foresee the consequences of 
indulgence, nor moral self-control to 
govern their passions. They multiply 
as fast as normal folk, and always re 
produce tfipir own kind and this quite 
regardless of whether they are married 
or not. In the Board of Education offices 
in Vancouver, is a family chart showing 
that some years ago an alcoholic man 
married a feeble minded woman.

Some provision for the re­

"Canada marched through half a 
century of heated, fierce, political, in­
ternal struggle, up to nationhood through 
the British North American Act of 1867. 
In and through that act it was published 
to the parliament of Britain and to the 
world that Canada would accept the 
right of a free people to govern them­
selves.
