Harry Shippey is seriously hurt,
but Foley will probably recover. The
Chief’'s wound is trivial. The assail-
ant entered Shippey’s home while the
Chief and his son were alone in one
the rooms. The man said to
have handed Chief Shippey a letter,
which the Chiei opened and began
to read. Almost immmediately the
anarchist drew a revolver and fired at
Harry Shippey. The boy fell to the
floor and his father grappled with the
assailant.

Foley attracted by the shooting
rushed to his employer’s aid. As the
servant entered the room the anarch-
ist broke from the Chief’s grasp, aim-
ed deliberately and shot Foley twice.
Again the Chief closed with the man
and the latter turned on him with a
knife. Shippey attempted to grasp
the weapon and received a deep cut
on the hand. The official then suc-
ceeded in reaching his own revolver
and fired chet after shot into the
would-be assassin’s body

Woman Leads Remaining Children to

Buffalo, March 2.—Anthony Schultz,a
retired business man of Depew, dropped
to his death with the collapse of a stair-
way in a fire that destroyed his home
early yesterday morning, taking with
him three children whom he was trying
to rescue, while his wife with three
other children looked on in horror.

The piercing cries of the perishing
father and children impelled Mrs.
Schaltz to make a frantic attempt to
obtain their rescue. Dragging her three
remaining children with her she groped
through the front rooms of their apart-
ments, threw open the window and
there, clad only in her night clothes,
hysterically cried at the top of her voice
for aid.

Residents of the neighborhood who
heard the screams for help found that
the stairway leading to the rooms had
fallen and had taken with it the father
and the three children. The woman
and three little ones were taken from
the window by means of a ladder by
James Gould, Earl Williams and Walter
Schultz, a son, who lived next door.

Fierce Fire Fighting.

Although the entire fire department

of Depew, which consists of five com-

panies, headed by Chief John Wagner,
aided by the company from the Gould
Coupler Works, poured thousands of
gallons of water upon the burning build-
ing, it was not until long after daylight
that the ruins had been sufficiently cool-
ed to permit a search for the dead.

The bodies were charred. They were
entirely unrecognizable. Limbs and arms
were burned off completely and there
was nothing left in one case but the
trunk. The body of the father was
found with<one arm ,Iaspod about the

Fireman ifpSghting the fire were in
danger of théyr lives. The big building

burned from the insids and the flames
shot through the roof. All of the frame
supports to the side walls were eaten
away and one by one the side walls fell
to the street. Several times the fire-
men had to make hasty¥ retreats.

The work of extinguizhing the flames
was also hampered by the bursting of
hose Jaid by the volumteer fire depart-
ment. Two of the line§ could not with-
stand the water pressure and split. Has-
ty repairs were made.

The Woman's Story.

The origin of the fire is such 2 mys-
tery that the police, fire departipent
officials and Medical Examiner Danser
have started an investigation that will
be thorough.

OVERCOME BY GAS.

i Minister of Detroit Church Staggers
From Pulpit During Sermon.

Detroit, March 2.—Escaping
gas nearly asphyxiated forty members
of the congregation of the Green Av-
enue Baptist Church yesterday fore-
noon. Several of the worshippers
were made unconscious, but revived
after being carried to the open air.
The pastor, Rev. Wm. Walker and
his wife and daughter, were among
the sufferers, the minister, becoming
conscious of dizziness and the cause
of it, cut short his sermon in the mid-
dle of a sentence and staggered from
the pulpit. Noting the condition of
the congregation, he, though’ almost
unconscious himself, began direct res-
cue work. Children and women wera
carried from the building by men so
weak they could scarcely walk.

Fatal results are not expected in
any of the cases. The gas came from
a lardgytove placed in the basement
of the church and in which fire was
built yesterdav for the first time.

it along. And an extremely wholesome
form of diet it is. But among persons
of greater pretension, though certainly
of no greater worth, “daily “bread” has
faded into a mere metaphor; bread is
little considered, and the main items of
each m are merely accompanied by
insignificant morsels of it. Holland has
not yet reached this pretentious, or this
wealthy stage. It still feeds itself large-
Iy on bread. The first two meals (and
there are but three) are, so to speak,
always grounded on bread and butter—
thick slices of bread thinly bespread
with butter. Can anything be simpler
or less conducive to overfeeding? The
Dutchman’s appetite is stalwart, and he
puts away slice after slice, sampling
one relish after another. But by the

enterprises, and the Dutch housemother

Mother spreads everybody’s
bread, and sees that the weekly allow-
ance of butter lasts till Saturday night.
And she buys just so much meat as she
finds it convenient to pay for, and care-
fuly apportions it to the individual needs
of each member of her family. Greedy
or careless men and boys would eat too
much if they were not reminded when
to stop and when to fill up odd corners
in their appetite with bread or vege-
tables. In such a way only can expenses
be calculated to a nicety, and kept with-

time half-past 5 o'clock dinner comes to
is ready for anything, and far too hungry
to be fastidious.

Half-past five o'clock dinner is of the
very essence of the simple life. The
hour is plainly incompatible with most
forms of foolish luxury. After a day’s
work supported by bread and butter the
mere ingestion of food become a highly
pleasurable action; and not attempt is
made to conceal the truth.

Dutch home life appears in no wise to
tend toward personal vanity. At a half-
past 5 o'clock children’s dinner it is out
of the question to appear in evening
dress, and as, even in the case of a rare
dinner party, the meal is only postponed
for half an hour, the necessity for smart
toilette at once disappears. A woman
of some position in Holland may go
through months and years without put-
thg on uyt\hg but walking dress.

The
mother is the only busy person, hovering
behind the tea tray with an eye on
everyone, and still observing a rigid
equity and strict rules of the card game.
Dutch girls have before them every
evening of their lives a striking lesson
in the desirability of getting married.
Finally, the mother washes up the tea
things in the parlor. They are much too
precious to be allowed out of sight; they
live continually piled up on their own
beautiful table, covered with an embroid-
ered cloth. The ritual of the tea tray
has in Holland something akin to a re-
ligious rite, and possibly even in Japan
the ceremony has no deeper spiritual sig-
nificance. When an expatriated Dutch-
men dreams of his mother it must al-
ways be in this situation.

JUDGE KILLAM
DIES OF PNEUMONIA

DEATH OF THE HEAD OF RAIL-
WAY COMMISSION.

He Will be Greatly Missed—His Loss
Regarded as a National Calamity
—Sketch of His Career.

Ottawa, March 1.—One of Canada's
most efficient and valuable public offi-
cials, Judge A, C. Killam, Chairman
of the Board of Railway Commission-

ers, died at 8 o'clock this morning of
pueumonia, after a very brief illness.
News of his death came as a great
shock to nearly every one in the cap-
ital. A week ago, on Friday, he com-
plained of feeling unwell, as a result
of suffering a chill, but stayed at his
desk, working with his usual indefat-
igable industry until late in the day.
On going to his rooms in the Russell
| House that night he became quite ill,
| and shortly atterwards pneumonia de-
| veloped. It was known but to few
people in the city last week that he
| was ill, and until ¥riday his condition
l\\-as not regarded as precarious, Des-
| pite the best of medical attention his
| constitution, probably weakened by the
| incessant and  seli-sacrificing work of
the last year or so, was unable to
throw off the attack, and in the end
death came suddenly this morning of
| syncope of the heart, Mrs. Killam
and his only son, George, a student,
were with him at the bedside. - His only
| daughter, Mrs. Hubert Pennock, died a
| few years ago.
The late Hon. Albert Clements Killam
was a native of Yarmouth, Nova
Scotia, where he was born in 1849. He
received his early education in the Yar-
mouth Academy, which became noted
lin Ontario on account of the Principal-
| ship having been held in succession by
the late Dr. McLellan, of the Ontario
Normal College, and Chief Justice Fal-
conbridge, of the King’s Bench division
| of the Ontario High Court of Justice.
After leaving the University, in which
he took high honors in mathematics
and modern languages, winning the
Prince of Wales’ prize for general pro-
ficiency in his final year, he took up
his residence in Collingwood as a teach-
er. Mr. Killam was called to the On-
tario Bar in 1877, and practised two
years in Windsor, where he married
Miss Whyte. In 1879 he moved to
Winnipeg, where he soon built up a
large practice. He hecame a K. C. in
1884, and after he had been elected a
member of the Manitoba Legislature he
was raised to the Bench in 1885. Four
vears later he became Chief Justice,
and this position he held till he was
translated to the Supreme Court in 1903,
During his judicial term in Manitoba
he had the distinction of giving the
jndgment that settled the Manitoba
| school ecase, his view of the law hav-
ing been afterwvards sustained by the
Imperial Privy Council on appeal.
When Hon. Andrew Blair, the first
| Chairman of vhe Board of Railway Com-
|mi~~mnr:-, resigned that position in
| 1004, Mr. Killam was asked to take {t,
| and after giving it a good deal of con-
i~1‘!r-m|iun he complied with the offer
| early in 1905. Since that date he had
been continuously at work, doing much
| travelling in all parts of the Dominion,
| hearing a large amount of evidence, and
| yet disposing quickly of the cases com
ing before him. His decisions have had
the remarkable effect of giving general
| satisfaction to all disputants, and none
of them have ever been upset on appeal
to thes Supreme Court.

DARING ROBBERS.
THEY ATTEMPT——;O HOLD UP A
WINNIPEG BANK.

Manager and Cashier of Union Bank’s
Suburban Branch Drop Behind
Counter When Ordered to- Hold
Up Hands, and Robbers Afraid to
Follow Them.

Winnipeg, March 1.—Last night this
city was the scene of a sensational at-
tempt at bank robbery, which recalls
the days of Jesse James and which in-
dicates that the bad gang which has
been operating in the Dakotas for some
time past have probably crossed the
border. A number of branch banks
remain open on Saturay evenings to
accept deposits on savings bank ae-
counts, and this gave the desperadoes
an opportunity- that would be impos-
sible in regular banking hours,

It was shortly after 8 p. m, when
C. E. Rae and F. W. Sussex, cashier
and manager of the little suburban

branch of the Union Bank on the cor-

ner of Nena and Logan streets, close
to the C. P, R. stockyards, were start-
led by the entry of two men, armed

with automatic revolvers, who ordered
them to throw up their hands. Rae
promptly ducked under the counter,
but Manager Sussex could not get out
of sight so easily, and the bandits fired
point-blank at him, one bullet going
through his left arm.

He then got under the counter also,
and the robbers were evidently afraid
to follow for fear of being shot by the
cancealed men, who they fortunately
did not know were unarmed. They
contented themselves with shooting at
both of the men, and with a man con-
federate, who stood guard outside, made
good their escape. Eight bullets were
found afterwards in the walls and fix-
tures,

The police were promptly notified by
telephone, but, owing to the distance
from the station, it was nearly half an
hour before the detectives reached the
scene. They followed the tracks of the
bandits in the fresh snow away out
into the C. P, R. yards, where the trail
was finally lost in a labyrinth of
tracks.
