MR. BLAKE AND THE PACIFIC
RAILWAY.

Mr. Blakeat St. John is alleg-
ed to have given a lucid history
of the DPacific Railway. An
honest as well as a lucid his-
tory of that business would have
left the gentleman with few
friends and no supporters in that
assembly. ;

In 1873 he denounced as mad,
wild, and wicked a bargain by
which a company engaged to

- go on with the work at a cost

of $30,000,000 and 50,000,000
acres of land.

In 1874 he helped to put up..
on the statute book a law in-
volving a policy of building the
road as a Government work—
and, as he has since confessed,
the work was to be done out of
cash raised by ,means of what
must have been enormous tax-~
atior, irrespective of the lands,
which it appears he did not con-
sider, even as late as 1880, as of
any value. . :

In 1875 he was first respon..
sible for the Carnarvon terms—
which he .subsequently intri-
gued against, inflicting on his
personal honour a stain which
all the waters of Lake Ontario
could not efface—for it involv-
ed treachery to Mr Mackenzie.
treachery to Lord Dufferin, and
treachery to Lord Carnarvon,
as well as a breach of faith with
British Columbia.

In 1876 he wasa party to
a negotiation by which it was
proposed to compensate British
Columbia for the loss of the Es-
quumalt railway; and during
these three years he was fully
and personally responsible for
the expenditure of the Govern-
ment on the railway, and for
the increase of the taxation and
on the raising of a new loan ex-
pressly for the purpose of that
railway. :

In 1877 he was responsible
for an offer of the Government
to any company to build the
road on terms that “gguld have
madethe work co¥® at least
$20,000,000 more than the bar-
gain of the present Govern-
ment.

In 1878 he was responsible
still for the policy of his friends,
and for the orders-in-Council,
advertisements, and contracts
which all tended to commit the
country to the gilding of the
through line, in‘guding the line
north oflake Superior and the
Yale..Kamloops portion.

In 1879 he was out of public
life, and may be allowed the
benefit of his unwilling exclu..
sion. But an earnest “Reformer”
would not have remained silent
on the serious topics of the

time. )

In 1880 he was to the fore
again; and in criticising the
policy of the Government he
ridictuled the value of the lands
of the North..West, in order to
make it appear that the Govern~
ment is trusting to them as a
source of revenue was leaning
on a broken reed.

In 1881,after having been com-

\ <
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mitted to the whole scheme for
$0 many vyears, as we have
shown. he suddenly shifted his
ground, advocated partial con-
struction, made himself thej
champion of a concocted impos- !
ture, and exaggerated the value
of the landsin order to show
that the Government were giv—-
ing away a ‘‘valuable herit-
age.’7
To add to the force of these
facts, let us state that during the
time that Mr. Blake and his
friends were engaged in their
most extravagant expenditure,
and adding yearly to the public
debt on account of the railway,
the country was fast sinkingin..
to a slough of debt, deficits,and
distress; and it is only when
the country is prosperous, and
his opponents in power, that he
begins to talk of economy.

CUITLE-FISH BAIT.

The great bank of Newfound-
land has been known for over a
century as excessively produc-
tive of cod-fish and of late years,
during the autumn season, the
fresh bait used for the capture
ot this fish has been a cuttle-fish
or squid with movabele eyelids,
called Ommastrephes illecebrosa.
This squid does not appear early
in the year, during which time
the herrings and the capelin are
used as bait, but begins to mi-
grate northward in' autumn in
large, but intermittent schools.
At one time they are taken as
fast as they can be hauled in;
while again they will occur but
rarely. The old and young squid
appear to form different schools.
They are captured by a process
called “jigging”; the only gear
is a peculiar hook,called a‘“jig”
with a couple of fathoms of
mackerel line. No bate is used.
The jig carries a number of un..
barbed pins, which.get ens
tangled in the tentacles of the
squid, whereupon he is haul-
ed up so fast that escapeis im-
possible. The instant he emerges
from the water he discharges
through his siphon a jet of salt
water, and by a rapid succes~
sion of respiratory acts sucksin
air and soon becomes almost
spherical; by a second con-
traction he now ejects from his
siphon the contents of his ink
bag, and if the fisherman be not
on the alert he may be struck
fullin the face by the inky
stream. When the squid lie
thick, the scene on the bank is
exciting; there isthe monoton-
ous noise of the squirting,varied
with some loud tone of human
wrath as an expiring ink~shot
has told home. These squids are
sold at from 25 to 40 cents per
100, and a large vessel will in a
single season use over 100,000.
They are preserved in ice, and
sometimes even salted. Mr. H
L. Osborn, who spent three
monthsin a cod-fishing schoon-
er on the Newfoundland banks,
has published in the May num-
ber of the “American Naturalist”
a very-full and interesting ac-
count of this, irom an economic
point of view, very important
cuttle-fish.

'ANOTHER SNAKE STORY.

Burt Brown, Geneva,s amateur
oars-man, whose character for
truthfulness is second only to
that of George Washington,
relates that while practicing on
Cayuga Lake, he rowed near the
flags at Cayuga bridge. The
water was about eight ieet deep
with no ilags or grass within
fifteen feet of his boat. Sudderly
he seemed to have lost motion,
and pull as he might, his boat
made no headway. Finally he
made a sudden herculean cffort
which snapped his oar. Notfive
minutes elapsed when turning
his eyes in the direction of the
bow, he noticed what was ap-|
parently three or four coils of
heavy rope wound about his
shell. He worked as best he
could with the other oar to get
it 7ose, when suddenly his boat
began to move,and looking once
more behind him he discovered
that his boat was within the
coils of a monster serpent, at
least forty feet long,which swam

off with frightful velocity. Right
up the lake it towed him and
across to the east shore, to Union
Springs, wherc it at once un-
wound from the boatand sank
beneath the surface. It had
towed him in safety ahout 12
miles, as near as Burt can name
it, in thirty-five minutes. Se-
curing a new oar from Bob
Larmon,Brown leisurely pulled
over to Sheldrake, where he
told the story.

We are most inferested in New
Brunswick and all the more delight~
ed with the increase, bcocanse we
have been told so often by the un-
patriotic portion of the press that the
National Policy had driven a 'great
portiou of our people to the States.

Now we bave been told that the
tariff bears so hard on Nova Scotia
and New Brunswick that it is driv-
ing all their people away, while it is
partial to Ontario and Quebec. Yet

Nova Scotia and New Branswick
is 15 per cefit.

In Ontario and Quebec it is only 11
per cent.

The city of St. John shows a falling
off but this is due to the fire,—
though some of the St. John papers
are mean and dishonest enough to at,.

weut. The St. John Globe exnlts
like a ghoul oyer the depopulation of
the city from which it derives its
bread and butter.

Westmorland in the last decade has
beaten all the other New Diunswick

“counties, having increased its popu-
lation by over 8,000. Thisis bad news
for Sir Albert Smith and the Grits
generally in Westmorland. No news
can be more unwelcome to the ears
of Sir Albert than that his county is
increasing in population—and in
wealth. e must realize that ¢‘‘the
fly on the wheel” is the only part
he can play. Ilc admitted he was
that as a politician; while as a
defamer of his county and an ob-
structionist of its progress, he is like-
wise only a “fly on the wheel.”

THE TOWN OF CHATHAM.

we think a state ot things ia the
management of town affairs has now
been reached that loudly demands the
attention of the people. There are
some we know who are content to
wade all their lives through filth, and
to put up with the grossest irregu-
larities.. But thé town of Chatham
to day is not alone deluged with filth,
and an abomination upon a whole-
some atmosphere, but its sanitary
condition is of such an alarming
nature as to challenge immediate at-
tention. ‘The condition of its sewers,
and sinks, ond rubbish pits, and
slaughter houses are a standing men-
ace to the health of the people.—
These hot days now those places of
abomination send million after miilion
of poisonous germs afloat on the air
to be inhaled by those who are nol
conscious of the presence of the poi-
son. If there are some here who are
content with filth, who want mno
sewerage, nor any of the other needs
of a civilized community, there are
none bere satisfied that they shounld be
threatened with diphtheria and ty-
phoid fever, and heayen only kunows
what worse. For what the develop-
ments from filthy places may some-
times be, the wisest physician ecannot
tell.
How is it that there is no town of
its size in Canada who has half so
much typhoid fever in summer as we
have in Chatham? or one tourth as
many cases of diphtheria as we have
here all the season round? How isit
we are never rid of diphtheria here,
and that there is never known a time
here that there is not sorrow by some
fireside because of the horrible dis-
ease? Ask those victims of this
scourge, some whose hearths have
been desolated, what they think of
the system which refuses te take
sleps to prevent such calamities?
We now are taking for granted
that diphtheria as well as typhoid
fever may be a development of filth,
of bad drainage or ventilation,poison-
ous sewer-gas and other fcetid mat-
ter. The burden of evidence is all
in favor of the supposition. Cleanly
towns are not afflicted with chronic
diphtheria, while the filthy are. The
disease seems to be a punishment of
the filth, and but that the inno~
cent suffer with the guilty, perhaps
we might not complain of the retri.
bution. Cleanliness, for its own
sake is a virtne. Cleanliness, verily
is next to Godliness.
Now what is to be done? We see
neither provincial Jaws nor boards of
health can heip us. We see the filth
accumulating. aid disease and death
growing upon us. What are we
going todo? Weanswer, the remedy
is with the people. That remedy we
can now suggest, if the people who
ave threatened desire it.

Disaster To The Manitoban-

This fine ship, of the Allan line, has
been badly wrecked by running against
a cliff in the Strait of Belle Isle. It
was on Tuesday a week from yesterday.
A cold easterly wind bad sprung up,
with its usual uccompaniments in the
Strait of Belle Isle, oi dense midst and
obscuring fog. Several small icebergs
bad been passed. A careful lookout was
kept both forward on the balyard deck
and on the bridge. Shortly before ngon
the forward watch cried out, * Land
ahead.” The officer in charge immedi-
ately telegraphed to the engine depart—
ment to have the engines reversed at fall
speed. When the land was descried by
the man on the lookount, the Manito=
ban was not more than twice her own
length from the rock, and as the fog lay
down on the water the first indication of
land that presented itself was the lower
end of the western side of Belle Isle

land rising sheer out ofthe water, with
its grim and formidable looking granite
cliffs menacingly suspended above the
steamer. The rapid reversal of the en-
gines, acting on the previous modified
speed of the steamer, had the effect of
preventing her complete destruction. The
bow of the steamer was tora and sun-
dered by the jugged rock, and ber for-
word compartment speedily filled with
water. The ship was towed to St Johns
but there is no ship-dockage there anud a
coffer-dam will be built round the ves-
sel, Wae wonder there is not a ships’
dock in St. Johns.

MR. BLAKE AND THE PACIFI
RAILWAY.

Mr. Blakeat St. John is alleg
ed to have given a lucid history
of the DPacific Railway. Ai
honest as well as a lucid his
tory of that business would havd
left the gentleman with fev
friends and no supporters in thaf
assembly.

In 1873 he denounced as mad
wild, and wicked'a bargain by
which a company engaged to
go on with the work at a cos
of $30,000,000 and 50,000,00¢(
acres of land.

In 1874 he helped to put up.
on the statute book a law in
volving a policy of building th
road as a Government work
and, as he has since confessed
the work was to be done out o
cash raised by ,means of wha
must have been enormous tax
atior, irrespective of the lands
which it appears he did not con
sider, even as late as 1880, as o
any value.

1n 1875 he was first respon.
sible for the Carnarvon terms
which he subsequently intri-
gued against, inflicting on his
personal honour a stain which
all the waters of Lake Ontario
could not efface—for it involv-
ed treachery to Mr Mackenzie.
treachery to Lord Dufferin, and
treachery to Lord Carnarvon,
as well as a breach of faith with
British Columbia.

In 1876 he wasa party to
a negotiation by which it was
proposed to compensate- British
Columbia for the loss of the Ls-
quumalt railway; and during
these three years he was fully
and personally responsible for
the expenditure of the Govern-
ment on the railway, and for
the increase of the taxation and
on the raising of a new loan ex-
pressly for the purpose of that
railway.

In 1877 he was responsible
for an offer of the Government
toany company to build the
road on terms that -gguld have
madethe work co! at least
$20,000,000 more than the bar-
gain of the present Govern-
ment.

In 1878 he was responsible
still for the policy of his friends,
and for the orders-in-Council,
advertisements, and contracts
which all tended to commit the
country to the gyilding of the
through line, including the line
north oflake Superior and the
Yale..Kamloops portion.

In 1879 he was out of public
life, and may be allowed the
benefit ot his unwilling exclu..

sion. But an earnest “Reformer”

would not have remained silent
on the serious topics of the;
time. . i

again; and in criticising the |
policy of the Government he/
ridiculed the value of the lands |
of the North..West, in order to|
