In Birmingham
the average number of juvenile offenders in
in the five years ended with 1875 wa< 1,373,
while in thefive years ended with 1882 it
had fallen to 842, In all England the
maximum number of juvenile offenders was
reached in 1869, when it reached 10,314, In
1875 it had fallen to 7,212, and now it is
5,840. Education, therefore, though it has
not yetrhad time to tell much cn the adult
criminal classes, has aiready pearly halved
the nnmber of juvenile offenders. That is
truly a beam of light in a dark place.

IMPERIAL PARLIAMENT.

Prorogation of the Session—The Queen’s
Speech Delivered by Commmission,
LoxpoN, Aug. 25.—Parliament was pro-
rozued at five o’clock Saturday afternoon. The
Queen’s speech at the ciosing session was read
by the Royal Commissioner.
The following is the text of her Majessy’s
“speech :—
¢ My Lords and Gentlgmen :

*¢ I take this occasion to acknowledge your
unremitting energy and devotion to tbe ful-
filment of the great trust committed to your
care. My relations with foreign Governments
continue undisturbed. The conference which
assembled in London to settle questions con-
nected with the rree navigation of the Danube
arrived at an agreement favourable to com-
merce. The administrative reorganization of
Egypt, though retarded at important points
by the visitaticn of cholera, has steadily ad-
vanced. Thesim of the temporary occupa-
tion of Egypt by my military forces for con-
siderations which must govern its duration,
and the constant direction of my efforts to the
maictenance of estabiished rights, to tran-

welfare of the Egyptian people, have been
more thau once explained to you, and remain
unchanged. Occurrences arising from
FRENCH OPERATIONS IN MADAGASCAR

form the subject of communications with the
Government of France which are conducted
in a-spirit of friendship, and will, I douot not,
lead to satisfactory resnlts, In connection
with these occurrences, my attention has
been, and will continne to be, steadily direc-
ted to all which may affect "the Fights and
liperties of my subjects.

‘“ My uopes for the re-establishment of a
stable peace and order in Zuiuland have not
yet been fultilled, and the working of the con-
vention with the Transvaal Government has
proveg in certain respects iar from satisfac-
tory. Reyarding the first case, I shall, while
avoiding all gratuitous interference, study to
maintain such engagements as I have con-
tracted, and keep steadily in view the security
of the border of Natal. The

The
Times’ correspondent, referring to the fact,
states that there are thousands of Jews in
St. Petersburg and Moscow who either clever-
ly evade the law or belong to a privileged
class.

During the recent anti-Jewish riots at
Ekaterinoslav, Russia, 346 houses were
wrecked and plundered, the loss being esti-
mated at 611,000 roubles. Eighty houses
belonging to Jews were wrecked at Berchad,
their u:fortunate inhabitants being left with-
out shelter, Three days’ rioting against the
Israelites is also reported to have occurred in
Hungary, where a mob of 2,000 peasants
wrecked the shops, shouting, *‘Murder all
Jews!”

Hanging from a Balloon by Two Fingers

At Royon on Gironde there was on Friday
a scene perhaps unprecedented inthe annals
of bailooning. M. Gratien, a well-known
aeronaut, was about to make his ascent in a
hot air balloon, calied La Vidouvilidise, Mlle,
Albertine, heroine of several balloon ascents,
was seated in the car, and M. Gratien was
holding in his right hand & loose coil tied to
oneof the cords that served tor attach the
loose, and the

tried to haul himself np on the cord and loop
it over his arm. After frantic efforts he be-
came exhausted aud hung at the end of the
cords, suspended solely by his two fingers, and
sufferieg excruciating agony, owing to the
jerking sf the balloonand the cord, wiich cut
like a- razor through the flesh to the bone.
In that situation Gratien was carried a dis-
tance of nearly four miies, at a height of 600
metres above the earth. Mlle. Albertine,
overcome by the horror of the situation,
fainted away, and sank heipless to the
bottom of the car. 4As the air 1n the balloon
became cool the balloon descended,but bugp-
ed against theearthin the midstof a dense mass
of thorny shrubbery. Gratien was not only
stripped of his clothes, but his skin was liter-
ally torn in strips from his body, as he was
dragged for nearly half a mile through thorny
brambles. Finally, some peasants managed
to cut the cord. Gratien appeared to be a mass
of wounds, and to be near bleeding to death.
Strange to say he did not lose consciousness
for a single instant. He suffered no internal
injury, and although his condition is critical,
he will probably recover. Yhen the rope
was cut and the balloon was freed from the
weight of Gratien’s body, it again rose ia the
air, carrying off Mlle. Albertine. By singular
good fortune it soon landed in a marsh, and
mademoiselle at last stood on terra firma. She
was sorely distressed in mind, and badly scar-
ed, but otherwise safe and sound.

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TERRIBLE EARTHQUAKE.

From Thirty to Fifty Thousand Lives Lost,

BATAVIA, Aug. 29.——Volcanic eruptions in
Jnvq began on the Island of Krakaton, in the
Straits of Sunda, 100 miles from the coast of
Java, Saturday night. By Sunday the dis-
turbances had extended beneatn the waters of
the strait, causing great waves and a rise of
20 degrees in the temperature ot the sea. The
disturbance was felt 500 miles away. By
noon Maha Meru, the largest volcano in Java,
was in violent eruption, and shortly the -
Gunang crater, which is the largest in the
were either in active eraption or y
threatened. At dusk Mount Gunungsentont
streams of white and sulphurous mud, with
an@explosicn of cinders and stones, which
carried death to all about the valley. The
clouds were charged with electricity, and
fifteen waterspouts were seen simultaneously.
The inhabitants fled terror-stricken. Hun-
dreds were buried under the houses or crushed
by the masses of rocks and mud. Gunung
Tenger, which has not had an eruption since
1800, shot out great red-hot boulders, which
crushed through the huts of the Chinese
fishermen. Fissures and yawning chasms
appeared.  Fertile valleys covered with ’
flourishing plantations, were now but mud’
and stone, and lava covered the flelds with
destruction. There will probably not be a |
single crop in Java saved. At the entrance
to Batavia wasa large group of houses occu- "
Fied by Chinamen. This portion was entire-

y swept away. Of 25000 Chinese, about
5,000 were saved. Of 3,500 Europeans, 800
perished. At Anjier the European and
American quarter was first overwhelmed
by rocks, mud, and lava, then the
waters came up and  swallowed
the ruins leaving nothing, and causing a loss
of 200 lives. Bantam, once a prosperous
native city, abandoned by Europeans many
years ago, was entirely covered by water, and
1,200 to 1,500 people drowned. The Island of
Serang was completely inundated, and not a
soul remains at Cherobin, where the loss of
life and property is considerable. Buitensorg
suffered very seriously, as did Samarang,
Jogjakerta, Sourakerta and Sourabaya, wniﬁe
meagre reports from its lesser towas indicate
their loss to be as great in proporfion. The'
latest advices are that the eruptions continue.
The violence has abated somewhat, but it is
feared the disaster will be the most frightfui
ever known.

The towns of Anjier, Jiringine, and Telo-
kobelong have been destroyed by volcanic
eraption. All lighthouses in the straits have
disappeared, where the mountain of Krama-
tan tormerly- stood the sea now flows. The
aspect of Sunda straits has much changed
and navigation is dangerous.

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THE WAR IN ANNAM.

Attack by the French Troops in
Three Divisions.

REPULSED AFTER SEVERAL HOURS' FIGHT.

Severe fighting has taken place between
the French troovs advancing from this place,
under General Bouet, and the enemy. The
French have met with a very decided check.
At half-past two on the morning of the 15th
inst. the French force left Hanoi, and di-
vided iuto three columns, each of 500 mewm,
with four guns. Their object was to clear the
country of the Black Flags as far as Ciieune
Tei, and then to Jay siege to that town. The
columns were commandgd respectively by
Colonel Revillon, Colonel Coronat, and
Genvral Thier. The right column, under Col.
Revillon, advanced along the’ river bank,
five gun boats keeping abreast to support
them if necessary. After proceeding five
miles along the river, the colamn found the
enemy in an entrenched position. The gun-
boats opened fire, and the works were carried
by assault with but little diffienlty, as was a
similar entrenchment in the rear. Behind
these lay a village covered by strong works,
and protected by a formidab e abattis formed
of bamboos. After the gun-boats had shelled
the works the troops advanced to carry them
with the bayonet, but so vigorous was the de-
fence that ok

THREY Wm REPULSED.

After the gunboats had . again. shelled the
works the assault was repeated, but with a
similar result. Three times the Freneh
troops made desperate efforts to carry the en-
trenchments, the gunboats preparing the way
each time by an hour’s cannonade. At five
o’clock in the evening Colonel Revillon, find-
ing that his attempts were fruitless, deter-
mined to wait untii mornirig before renewing
the attack.

Meantime the centre column, under Col.
Coronat, had met at first with but a faint re-
sistance, the enmemy retiring before them
apparently in accordance with a prearranged
plan. At one o’clock the French occupied
the wvillage of Yenoi, seven miles
from Hanoi, and there waited the
result of the turning movement which was to
be carried out by the left coiumn.

TERRIBLE SUPERSTITION,

A Mother and Two Children Horribly
Burned, L]

No one of the horrors which occasionally
crop out in the interior of New Jersey has
been more wrayped 1n mystery than the cre-
mation of a woman and her two®children last
Friday night at Estellviile, six miies below
May’s Landing, the county seat of Atlantic
county, and eighteen miles from Atlantic
City, N.J. The iacts became known at the
railway etation at May’s Landing tnirty-six
bours after  the tragedy had occurred, It
took place in a settlement of thirty-seven
families of Russian Jews, who were colonized
at Estellville a year ago by Gemeral Bur-
bridge. From midnight Friday ununl Sunday

orning the tortures of the mother and her
daughter seem to have been hnshed up
among these people. On Sunday morning a
group of them appeared at the depot with a
waggon. in which lay the woman and the
girl. Both were burned almost into uncon-
sciousness, and it was developed that the
purpose of their compatriots was to take
them to a Philadelphia hospital, although
none of the party would or could speak Eng-
lish, It finally transpired that Friday mid-
nigat

AWFUL SHRIEKS
had been heard from the small cabin ocen-
pied by the wife and children. Ivan Nilo-
towsk1, the husband, had either deserted his
family, or wandered away in search of work.
The cabin was found iu flamés, the six-year-
old boy burned to an -armless, legless trunk,
the mother rolling in agony in ths sand, the
eight-year-old daughter ecrisped”to uncon-
sciousness. The mother was a beautiul
young Jewess of 28 years of age. - Her long,
black hair was singed over her shioulders, her
eyes fixed in a mad delirium. She would say
nothing of the cause of the fire, The neigh-
bours can or will give no explanation. There
are Russian Jews from this colony now
begging through this vicinity.  Their silence
is, 1n some cases, more that of cunning than
stupidity. One of them hints that the woman
sacrificed herseif, while another intimates'
that her mneighbours were unfriendly, It
seems that the people are many of them
given over to degrading superstitjons. Their

Germany, Sir Charles’ visit we believe was
mainiy connected with emigration. Hisaim
was to obtain a practical imsight into the
continental branch of this work, and the
difficulties which have hitherto sirrounded it,
and to see What measures couid be adopted to
overcome the latter. We understand that
Sir Charles has every reason to be satisfied
with the results iikely to follow from the
time and labour thus expended. He has
‘sown sced which bids fair betore long to pro-
duce good frmit. It is well known that
throughout the German empire great restric-
tions are placed upon emigration work.,” In
spite of this, however, nearly 200,000 persons
annually leave the country, most of whom
have in the past made théir way to the United
States, Canada, as a competitor with the Re-
public, having laboured under many serious
disadvantages.

STORIES OF JUDGE BLACK.

Some Incidents in the Life of the Late
Statesman and Jurist,

His appearance before the Supreme Court
was always a subject of interest and atteution
by the judges, and Justice Miller, a political
opponent, once said that “it isalways a relief
when Judge Black rises to speak. His argu-
ments are as delightful as a page frgm Macau-
lay.” Thesame member of the court less
relished an incident that is worth tel.
ling, Upon one occasion, since the
civil rights laws were *passed, a' white
man was indicted for killing “a negro in
Kentucky, and the motién ‘&S made to
transfer his case to the 'Federal’ Courts for
trial before a mixed jury. Judge Black was
earnestly pressing the case upon the court
for a decision of some mooted point, when, to
avoid juigment upon it, the court held that
it bad no jurisdiction, the law in question
not sbeing apphicable to a case in which the
victim was a negro and the-defendant a whize
man.

SAD MINING ACCIDENT.

" Nine §ives Jost in an Xnglish Mine,

The' Lot@68: ' Pelergrapl of the 16th inst.
M':L‘fﬁ%o‘dent, terrible in its conse-

uences, occurred yesterday morning at

 Heal \ﬁéﬂgmne, which is situated in the
great mining disttict between Camborne and
Redrith.. The fatality took place early in '
the morning, when the men who had worked
overnight were being raised to the surface in
a cage. This cage is calculated to carry eight
persons, but on this occasion there were more
;h‘n thiis number in it ;.El;c % loo;‘dter
to the surface from the Tevel, |
which is not &t the bottom of the mine, and
a number of:men had descended the shaft in
order to commence work.  The cage, which
is in two compartments, and open on two of
its sides, having a bar in the centre to which
the men cling, had come to the surface, and
was within two and a half feet of 1ts ordi nary
position,

WHEN A SNAPPING SOUND WAS HEARD,
and immediately the wire rope parted. One
man saved himself by jumping out, but the
gig and it§ hiving treight were precipitated
down the shaft, the men meeting a sudden
and an awful death. An alarm was at once
raised, and sn exploring party went down
and found the bodies at different parts,
greatly mutilated, and iife in each case ex-
tinct, The cage came to a. standstill 130
fathoms from the surface, and in it were two
men, ‘their legs broken and their neads fear-
fully shattered. The whole way down the
shaft there was painful evidence of the
mutilation of the bodies. The cage had
turned over at the 130 fathoms, and it is be-
lieved that some of the miners were then
Ahrown out and sent further down the shaft,
four bodies being picked up 225 fathoms
from the adit, or 245 fathoms or 1,570 feet
from the surface, At four o'clock yesterday

NINE BODIES HAD BEEN RECOVERED,

and it was not - known how many others, if
any, had been. killed. Mr. Frecheville, the
Government lnspector of Mines, reached the
mine at noon, and remained daring the after-
noon. There is reason . to believe that the
jury which will be empanelled to-day for the
reliminary inquiry will have something se-
vere to say concerning the wire capstan rope
that was in use on this occasion. A cursory
examination even shows it to have some time
since parted many of its strands of smail wire
m the very_ place where it has given way.
The rope is an old-one and has generally been
used to lower and raise heavy pit work. On
occasions, however, it has been brought into
requisition to raise and lower the men. Last
week the rope stood a test of ten tons, At
the surface there is no means to prevent the
cage, upon breaking; faling down the shaft,
and there was no appliance which wonld pull
back, asin some cages elsewhere, and obviate
{ité descent. An accidens.of & #imilar natare
joceuryed at-Botallack some years since, when-
f ere killed. Tt'was said last night
that three men wereriding on the top of the

The cage should not take more than eight.
In the afternoon Captain Trevena, the mana-
ger, and Captain Rowe, an agent, stdted that
nine bodies, in each case feariully smashed,
had been recovered. Of four men no account
could then be ascertained, inasmuch as there
was but one survivgr, who did not know all
who were iu t.heu!g; chambers. It wae"Fot
known if all or ary of these were killed. The
bodies found were picked up at different parts
of the shaft. The kiiled discovered last
night are Charles Osborne, single ; George
Clemes, single; Charles Trevena, married ;
Paul Pope, jun., single ; John Caddy, single;
Joseph Roberts, married ; William Cawll,
single ; Edward Dawe, single ; and Thomas
Cook, single. ' There were then four men
missing. The bodies were wrapped in rough
flannel, and were to be sent to the surface
during the night. The cage road was so torn
that easy transit to the surface was found im-
possible, and the bodies had to be hauled by
ropes up the ladder way, and taken from the
engine to the new shaft. Mr. Frecheville,
Government inspector, has made a minute
examination of the rope. The inquest will be
opened to-day, and will probably be adjourn-
ed for a week. A telegram at a late hour
Plast night says :—The tenth body has been
recovered at the mine, but it is not yet
recognized, 1t isso mutilated. Two menwho
were missing bave been found safe at the
mine, not having beén underground. Only
one is therefore still unaccounted for, and it
is thought possible that his body 1s in the
water at the bottom of the shaft.

How to Get Rid of Rats, »
Rats "are wonderfully clean animals, and
they dislike, tar more, perhaps, than any-
thing" else, for if it once gets on their
jackets they find it most difficult to remove
it, -Now, I bad heard it mentioned ' that
pouring tar down at the entrance of their
holes was a’good remedy, also placing broken
pieces of glass by their holes was another
remedy. But these remedies are not effec-
tive. The rats may leave their old holes and
make fresh ones in other parts of the house ;
they don’t, however, leave the premises for
good. I thought I would try another experi-
ment—one I had not heard of before, One
evening I sét'a large wire-cage rat-trap,
attaching inside a' most seductive piece
of strongly -smelling cheese, and next
morning I ‘found, to my satisfaction,
that I had succeeded in trapping a very
large rat, one of the largest I had ever seen,
wkich, after I had besmeared him with tar,
I let loose into his favourite run. The nex
mght I tried again, and succeeded in catch-
ing anovher equally. big fellow, and served
him in the same manner. I could not follow
these two tar-besmeared rats into their
numerous runs to see what would happen ;
but it is reasouable to assume that they either
summoned together all the members of their
community, and by théir crest-fallen appear-
ance gave their comrades silent indications of
the misiortune which had so suddenly be-
fallen them, or that they frightened
their brethren 'away, for they ome
and all forsook the place and fled. The ex-
periment was eminently successful. From
that day in 1875 till now, 1883, my house,
ancieiit though it is, has becen entirely free
from_rats ; and I believe that there 1s no
remedy equal to this one, if you can catch
our rat alive. They never come back to the

The Land Act has been
useful, ‘*No rent,” as a policy, has
failed. In the meantime the elections
continue to result in additions to the ranks
of the agitators.

The London Standard terms him a
scepiical optimist, but still always a Cath-
olic and a Bréton.

As a matter of fact, scepticism has so
unsetiled the brilliant Frenchman that
he knows not of what spirit he is of. M.
Lrrree, the Comtist savant, became recon-
ciled to the Church during his last illness,
and M. RENAN may do the same at any
moment. Meanwhile the sheet-anchor is
gone, and he floats abyut on an unfathomed
sea, devising theories &f the universe, and
denying, notv‘tb}:)x‘ but the morals of
Christianity yet commending both to
the youth of France.

Mr. James M1y brought up his son as
an unbeliever ; but advised him never to
avow his scepticism, because it might in-
jure his prospects in life, Mr, J. STUART
Mivx followed the paternal advice imper-
fectly ; for some passages-in his works be-
trayed the inward feeling, - At 'his death
the truth was revealed in  the thumous
essays.he kept secret during his life, He
represents the English type of sceptic,
and was, by parental training, a survival
of eighteenth century into utilitarian unbe-
lief. M. ReNaN is of a different schaol,
and comes of that light medern spirit
which is all that survives of Vorrarms,
And yet there is some resemblance be-
tween the two men. Both can be dis-
semblers on occation ; both give an ugcer-
tain sound on moral questions. ;

The reason of this is that agnesticism
can have no hold on the regulation of
human life.

A HISTORICAL DISC_(_).VERY.

TaR discovery, in Switzerland, of the
records of a regiment of Swiss soldiers,
who in old times served in the campaigns
of Spain, is an event of some historical in-
terest.

FROM CALGARY.

Excellent Farming Land and No Summet
Frosts,
- CaLGAry, August 16.—Two evenings ago
the first tran on the C.P.R. passed over the
Elbow river bridge. The train comprised
three engines, the boarding cars ior em-
}l))loyés. and a number of cars with supplies.
uring the past fortmight a tent towp has
sprung up on the cast side of the Elbow and
north of the track. Here a level plateau
stretches along from the railway northerly
some 600 yards until the banks of the Bow
river are reached. On the westerly side it is
bounded by the banks of the Elbow. The
latter stream, about two chains in width,
flows swiftly from the south-west, and neap
its confluence with the Bow makes a steep
detour to the east ; then the* united stream
flows some two and a half miles in a south-
easterly direction, where it passes under the
C.P.R. bridge, .

On_the south side of -the track, between

the Bow and Elbow river bridges, a high
nn‘ie. of hills shuts out a view of the country
to south ; but, after crossing the Elbow,
a level stretch of praine on either
side of the track, and several miles in extent,
offers a favourable site for the town.
Six weeks ago the resident population
mumbered about 300, exclusive of the
police. Durfing the interval, however, this
number has been more than trebled. The
ubiquitous newspaper man is on the spot, and
a paper will soon be forthcoming. All the
trades are represented, and shop and hotel-
keepers have assembled in force. Five law-
yers stand guard over the moral, four doctors
over the physicai, and four ministers over the
spiritual welfare of the townspeople. No
building operations are in progress yet, as
the town site is not in the market. Thisisa
great drawback, and prevents people settling
into parmanent quarters. The station builde
ings are being located abouta quarter of a mile
west of the Elbow river, and the town, it is
expected, will be laid oat in that vicinity.
There are two busimess centres—oné on the
east side of the Elbow and north of the
track ; the other west of the river and sonth
of the track. The former has the larger
population, and is of recent growth,
whilst the latter is the old settlement
adjoining the police barracks, The principal
business is now trausacted west of the river
under tent roofs, but the indications are,
I have already intimated, that the surveyed
town will be situate about haif a mile west
of the river, and after it is placed in the
market the volume of business will probably
move in that direction.

Calgary has many natural advantages, and
is evigently destined to become a large town.
Pure spring water of excellent quality is
found on alFsides. Both the Bow and Elbow
rivers will furnish ample water power for
milling and manufacturing purposes, The
locality is already noted for the beauty of its
scenery, equalling, as it does, that of the
Qu’Appelle valley.

Excellent Farming Land and No Summet

* CaLcary, August 16.—Two evenings ago
the first train on the C.P.R. passed over the
Elbow river bridge. The train comprised
three engines, the boarding cars for em-
ployés, and a number of cars with supplies.
During the past fortmight a teat town has
sprung up on tbe cast side of the Elbow and
porth of the track. Here a level platean
stretches along from the railway northerly
some 600 yards until the banks of the Bow
river are reached. On the westerly side it is
bounded by the banks of the Eloow. The
latter streamn, about two chains 1o width,
flows swiftly from the south-west, and neag
its confluence with the Bow makes a steep
detour to the east ; then the* united stream
flows some two and a half miles in a south-
easterly direction, where it passes under the
C.P.R. bridge. .

On the south side of the track, between
the Bow and Elbow river bridges, a high
range of hills shuts out a view of the country
to the south ; but, after croasing the Elbow,
a level stretch of praine ground on either
side of the track, and several miles in extent,
offers a favourable site for the town.
Six weeks ago the resident population
pumbered about 300, exciusive of the
poiice.  During the interval, however, this
number has been more tban trebled. The
ubiquitous newspaper man is on the spot, and
a paper wili soon be forthcoming. All the
traies are represented, and shop and hotel-
keepers have assembled in force. Five law<
yers stand guard over the moral, four doctors
over the physical, and four ministers over the
spiritnal welfare of the townspeople.

Measuring the Intensity of Light.

» A new mode of measuring light was pro-
posed at the last meeting of the Royal Sociery
by Mr. Preece, the well-known electrician,
e standard of reference 1s a smail surface
illuminated to a given intensity, and the
mode of corhparison is the light given by a
small glow lamp whose state of incandescence
is raised or jowered by increasing or dimim-
ishipg an eleetric current. The amount of
illumination is measured by the amount of
current flowing, so that the number of am-
peres gives the degree of illumination. The
standard surface is that illuminated by a
British ‘“ candle’ at 12.7 inches, @nd this s
the same as that produced by the French
‘‘ bec” at one metre distance. In this way
sunlight, moonlight, twilight, fog, and the
amount of illumination in any part of a room
or building, or that diztributed over a street
or area at any time of day or night, can be
measured without any reference to the source
of light or its distance from the point

You have probably heard
of the impression of a tree being found upon
the bodies of those kilied by lightning. The
same thing was not'ced’ upon my back, ‘and
as there are no trees on Mount Washington,
it'seems to me tbat the peculiar appearance
must be the result of the blood g in the
smaller veins.

Upon a calenlation made. by
me with some care I have found that the
thousands of hard working people of this city
who live very poorly om their smail earnings
could for still less money live verv well
And I will teil you just what I woald do it I
were placed in the position of one of these
people as the head of a family.

I WOULD STINT MYSELF

a little for a week as to meat and potatoes,
aud on the next Saturday night, when I got
my pay, I would take home a half-bushel of
beans, costing about a dollar and a quarter,
With the help of the beans I could easily
economize on potatoes and meat for another
week, and then 1 would take home a half
bushel of peas, costing about a2 dollar and
seventy-five cents. Having done this I would
already be on the road to true economy, and
they do say that economy 1s wealth. At the
end of the third week I should expect to be
able to take home a half bushel of rice and
two dozen cans of tomatoes. The next pre-
sent that I would make my family might be a
quantity of oatmeal sufficient to breakiast
them every morning for a month or so, cost-
ing from a doliar and a half to two doliars,
YAfter this the road would be easy. I would

enough to carry me through a month’s sick-
ness if such a misfortune should overtake me,
and now, being so weil supplied, I counld
afford vo indulge occasionally in luxuries. I
couid buy a barrel of potatoes or a quarter of
beef at a time. At the same time I shouid
expect to find ‘my family healthier and
‘“ wealthier” at the end of the first month
than they had ever been before. Of course I
should always purchase irr large quanties, as
by that means I would save abou: twenty
Per cent.; but in selecting the most nutritfus
foods instead of throwingawav all my sub-
stance on beef tcak and potatoes, I should
save at least twenty-five per cent. more,

The area under wheat this year is 1,876,545
acres; the estimated produce 26,759,439
bushels, and the average yield per acre 156
bushels, but later returns will probably re-
duce this estimate. Last Year the area
under wheat was 1,775,337 acres ; the pro-
duce 40,921,201 bushels, and the average
yield }nr acre 23 bushels, The total
area of fall wheat sown, as returned by town-
ship assessors for this year, was 1,178,280
acres, of which 88,734 are reported as having
been ploughed up or re-sowa, The breadth
of spring wheat sown is nearly the same as
last year.

The return made by farmers on the 15th
of June showed that they had in reserve at
that date 5,453,485 bushels of old wheat, or
fully six months’ supply for the whole pro-
vince, The quantity beld by millérs and
stored in warehouses has not been ascer-
taioed, but it is not large,

The area of barley is less than last year by
91,000 acres, and the estimated prodnce by
3,670,000 boshels, In the western counties
of the provincs it was injured by the exces-
sive rainfall of June and the first hali of
July, and the bulk of it is not & good sample.
In the counties of York, Durbam, Northum-
berland, aund Prince Edward a large acreage
Alhubunrupd and housed in excellent con-

ition. ;

The acreage under oats is larger this year
than last year, and the crop is reported to be
an excellent ope in all parts of the proviuce.
Lik&other cereals, it 18 about two weeks
later than usual in ripening. Tha estimated
product is 5,626,000 bushels more than last
year, and the average yield is nearly 40 bush-
els per acre.

Ryeis only moderately good. The winter
variety fared hetter than tne fall wheat, but
the spring rye was injured by rains, and the
stand was light.

Peas has been a good crop in the northern
and north-eastern counties, but in the West
Midland and Lake Erie counties it was scalded
or drowned out by the rains. The area is
somewhat less than last year, but the esti-
mated product is 775,000 bushels more.

Corn was planted late, and the wet weather
of June and July did great injury to it. In
some sections of Lake Erie counties, where
corn is chiefly grown, it was drowned out by
the heavy rains, and excepting om high lands
its condition at the beginning of the monsh
was generally very poor.. The area of grow-
ing crop has doubtless been considerably re-
duced by the unfavourable weather. The
bean crop i1s in a more bopeful condition, as
also is buckwheat. Tue total Wrea under
corn, beans, and buckwheat is shown by the
tables to be 313,013 acres, against 276,297
acres last year,

CROP OF HAY AND CLOVER.

The crop of kay and clover is doubtless the

1,825,890 acres and 2,090,626 tons last year,
It will be remembered that last year the
c.over was almost completely ruined by win-
ter exposures and spring frosts, which fully
accounts for the smaller area and the lighter
yield as compared with this year. The second
crop of clover was making tine growth at the
beginning of the month, but more recent in-
formation gives ground to the fear that in
many localities the seed will be destroyed by
the midge. This new pest is rapidly extend-
ing to all parts of the province. ’

Roots made slow progress in the early part
of the season, 1n consequence of the excess of
rainfall, but the reports show that in the last
half of July they made rapid and bealthy
growth. The chief difficulty experienced has
been to keep the weeds in cbec&x. The area
ynder potatoes is 167,302 acres, against 160, -
700 last year ; and under carrots, mangolds,
and turnips 127,198 acres, against 104,569
last year.

FRUIT CROP A FAILURE.

The fruit crop isto a large extent a failure
in all parts of the proviice. With the ex-
ception of plums and small fruit, there will
hardly be suificient for home consumption.
The trees are, however, in a healthy state
generally, and bave made a fine growth of
young wood. Black knot’ is rapidly killing
the cherry trees, and in some districts the
plum trees also. The total area under
orchard and garden this year, as collected by
township asseasors, is 200,846 acres. Last
year’s return, which was in part estimated,
was 213,846 acres.

The area of cleared or improved land in the
province this year is 10,587.688 acres, of
which 7,745,827 acres are under fieid crops
and orchard and garden, Last year the arca
of cleared land was 10,172,712 acres, of which
7,326,859 acres were under crops and orchard
and garden. It-thus appears that, without
taking account of flax und tobacco, 27 per
cent. of the improved land isin pasture or fal-
low this year, against 28 per cent. last year.

A return of the dairy butter produce-of
last year shows that the quantity made was
33,442,123 lba.; but a Iarge number of far-
mers were unable to fill the schedule under
this head, and it is probable that the quantity
given does not represent more than 70 per
cent. of the actual production—possibly dot
so0 muach. 4

There are in the province this year 29
creameries, or 13 more than last year. The
produce of 17 of these from the opening of the
season to the 3lst of July was 250,908 lbs,,
of which 217,855 lbs. sold for $48.146. The
number of cheese factories is 628, which is 151
more than the Aumber reported to the Burean
last year. The nroduce of 262 factories that
have made returns for the same period as the
creameriea was 10,823,507 lbs., and of this
quantity 8,431,372 lbs, was sold, realizing
the sum of §903,310. The quantity of cheese
on hand at the 262 factories on the 1st of
August was 2,402,135 Ibs.

MANITUBA’S CROPS.

The third crop bulletin of the Province of
Manitoba has jnsi been issued by the Deyuty
Minister of Agriculture, Mr. Acton Burrows,
and is made up of reports from 363 town-
ships,. It was anticipated that the dry
weather in June and the early part of July
would have proved disastrous to the yield,
but the rainfall om Jaly 11, 12, and 13 re-
lieved the minds of the farmers to & great
extent, snd seversl gnb.quont refreshing
showers helped forward the growth of the
crri;s to a large extent.

If not a medicine salt is a preventive of
disease in domestic animals, Prof. James E.

- When stock
is st'nted of salt the bile is not able to as-
sist digestion to its full extent, and the
natural waste of the cartilages camnot be
built up as rapidly as they otherwise could.
The protessor believes that it is better th
place salt where stock can have iree access to
it any fifne, ctherwise they are liableto be-
come *‘salt hungry ” by too long abstinence,
and when the opportunity offers will eat too
much of it.

When there are more young pigs than
teats, it is wise to remove one aitogether, and
either rear 1t by hand or give it to someocne
else to rear, as, however plentiful the milk
supply, the continuous quarrelling frequently
eventuates in the drying up of one or two
teats (this is quickly done when not drawn
regularly) ; and, if not as bad as that, it
nearly always causes there to be two or thres
half-starved little ones 1in the litter, which
otherwise might have been all regular.and
well-grown. Whenever it can be readily ar-
ranged, it is well to have two or more sows
coming in at the same time. Then with or-
dinary quiet and doeile animals, and a liftle
management, the different litters may be
regulated, so the overplus of the one may
help to fiil up those that are less numerous.

The still common practice of allowing the
foal to follow its dam while the latter is at
work about the farm or on the road seems to
us unadvisable. If taken when young the colt
can soon be accustonied to remaining guietly
in a box-stall or small lot where it can rest in
comfort. - It is better that it have milk but
thrice a day than that it run the risk of injury
by fatiguing itself and by suckling when the
mare 1s overly warm. If necessary to take
the colt with the dam on the road, i1t is better
to fasten it by halter to the dam’s harness
than to allow it to follow, sometimes a
nuisance to owner and others, from its deter-
mination to follow some other team. Leftin
stall or suitable grass lot the.foal will soon
begin to eat grass and oats.

The important point in threshing grain is
to'have sufficient help to keep a steady flow
of grain to the separator. Too rapid thresh-
ing is wasteful, and an unekilful tbresher can
easily lose more than the cost of clean work
by letting grain go into the stack.

In our own
experience we have found 1t quite the best
grain with which to sow grass or clover seed,
and the large amount of gord pasturage the
crop gives in a favourable fall and spring is a
point much in its favour, We have had
fully ten weeks of pasturage, si1x in antumn
and four in spring, and then have had a good
yield of grawn. Rye is good food, especially
for hogs, when ground and mixed with water
or milk. Taken all in all, we believe it
might be grown more generally to advantage

The hay and the oat crops are safe, They
are more, we know them to be abundans.
Many are even now disposed to think them
too much so, and that throughout the year
prices will rule low, the can, however,
afford to go slow, for the gorn crop is not
yetsafe. The dry weather of the past month
has retarded its growth, and made it any-
thing but a certain crop, Farmers are be-
comm% alarmed at the outlook. Not more
than 10 per cent. of the corn is yet in roast-
ing ears, and much of it is just beginuing to
silk.” Owing to the wet weather of last
spring all of the corn was planted late, and
will not be out of the reach of frost before
Outober 1s6. We must have rain at once,
and that followed by warm weather, to make
the crop of corn what has been expected.
The acreage is larger than ever betore, and
with iavourable weat'er from this time a
large crop may be expected. Thero was
pever such a crop of hay as has been cut this
season, and it has all been harvested in fine
rondition, —Rural World.

Worse Than the Colorado Beetle,

Mr. Jobn Meldrum, of Bristol, has been
the first as far as we knmow in this county
(Ponsiac, Quebec), to discover the cause of a
peculiar blight that has afiected the potato
stalk in some fields. Mr. Meldrum - not ced
in his field of potatoes that some of the s'alks
appeared dried up and the leaves withered,
and on a careful examination one day he
noticed a small brown worm with a little red
head. This yorm enters the stalk under the
ground, eatss it way up throngh the pith,
consuming the soft saccharine matter as it
proceeds and finally making its cxit at the
first or second branch of the stalk. Asa
natural gonsequence tue stalk immediately
dries up. At whatever stage of growth the
tubers arg when the worm commences opera-
tions they grow no more, and as the worm ap-
propriates to itseli all the nourishment
that should go both to vines-and tubers, the
Jatter shrivel up and are entirely useless,
Our reporter and two other gentlemen exam-
ined ‘several stalks and though they failed to
discover the worm, they had no difficulty in
tracing its work, . Opening the stalk with a
pen-knife the passage of the worm could be

An inchof fine manure spread aroand straw-
berry plants set since bearing will preserve
moisture in the soil, and prevent the ground

from crusting if it becomes necessary to water
them.

Bud such fruit trees as are freely growing
and oa which the bark will lift freely. Sue-
cess in budding depends more on s iree-
growing stock than on all else. Remove the
ligature as soon as it begins to cut the bark.

The best remedy for cabbage-worms on a
small scale, and which we have used tor many
years, is hand-picking before the plants form
beads, and hot water from a watering-pot
when the heads appear—some practice being
required to know just how hot and how long
%0 apply the water.

The amount of the crop of strawberries
next year will depend much on the treatment
of the bed this year: A strong growth late
in summer and daring the first baif*of the
autumn will give a good crop next year,
Scatter manure between the rows or about
the stools, and work itinto the surface soil
with a steel rake,:or hoe, 1t in the garden, or
with horse cultirelin the field. Keep the
runners cut, and a: fine growth will be the

A dairy cow produces seven timed her own
live weight of milk yearly and haif her weight
in.cheese, besides a large amount of butter,
The cheese and butter are worth as food taree
times as much as an equal weight of beef.
And this product is kept up for tem years,
The comparative value of a dairy cow is then
equivalent to a beef animal of three times
her weight every vear, and if such a steer
could be killed every year for ten years, it
would be worth as mach as a cowand no more,
So that one cow is really worth, as a producer
of food, as much as ten fat beeves of 2 500
1bs. ‘each, and her calves and her nwa beeif
at the end of her nseful life are thrown in,—

Packing Pound Prints of Butter,

A very good way for keeping pound prints
of butter 1s to pack them mn brine. Makea
saturated bripe of the purest salt you can get,
usinga pound of saltpetre to about 20 pounds
ot salt, Scald the brine by bringmngitzod
boiling heat, skim, and apply wheo sufi-
ciently cool. The casks should be careiully
prepared, as well as the brine. It
the gum and ‘sap in the wood are
not removed <ctbeigre - the casks are
used, they will work out into the brine
and affect the butter, To remove the woody
flavour frorg the casiks, a shorough steaming
with a hig,pnuﬂi- the quickest and, best
means. lf soaked before the steem is applied,
hot steam will cut. the gum and woody Havour
all out in a shorw:time. If steam is not cou-
venient, soak in brine till the wood is satur-
ated. Then fill :with boiling-hot brine, and
let ‘it stand nutil it gets coid, when
the wooly flavoor will be sufficientiy
removed. By hkeeping the butter under
the brine and-«ithe. cask in & cool
place, the butter will keep safely,—National
e Stock Journal, Chicago.

¢ It is natural fot the calf to suckle its
mother, and I don’t suppose you can improve
on nature,” says the old-fashioned farmer,
when urged to britrg’ his calf au by hand, and
raise it on skimniéd 'mik.

But the whole process of rasing calves-and
keeping milch cows'is an effort to improve
ou nature. In the state of nature, or when
running wild, the céw gives milk onl} for the
purpose of raising its- young, The amount
given is proportioned to that end, and the
supply ceasea when the calf can get its living
from the pastures, In the domesticated von-
‘dition the€ow is bred with the avowed object
ot inereasing the miik production and pro-
longing its period, and is then grain-fed and
supplied with bay and roots in winter, and
put in warm stables and otherwise so treated
that she is no better adapted for the methods
which were natural to the wild animal than
her owner would be to go back to the manner
of life of the primitive savages who dweltin
caves and dressed in skins of animals that
they had canght in the chase, and killed with
clubs, and eaten raw, because they knew not
how to build a fire,

say it is not natural to. milk the cow or the

Both were fed to cows in millk, gnd
they -were changed at intervals $o ?Peht
any difference in the animals from i ag 1ng
the result ; the dry fodder gave a liftle better
retarn in milk aud butter, and the ensilaged
corn lasted a trifle the longer ; theé difference
being no fruter than might be expected to
oceur in feeding two lots of ensilage or two
Jots of dried corn to two sets of cows in the
same way. The large amounnt of ‘water in
their rations seemed to keep those fed on en-
silage plomper than those. using dry feed.
The best results from feeding ensilage were
ha'odnood by feeding it in connection with a

little grain and other dry fodder, making the

ensilage about half of the ration, It gave to

the milk and butter all the fine flavour and

colour of summer or grass-fed milk. .

Tree Plarting,
To the Editor of The Mail.

SIr,—As farmers and others owning
large tracts of land are beginning to seriously
counsider the necessity of planting trees for
timb.r, the first thing to consider is what
to plant, and therefore | wish to show the
merits of the European larech. The larch isa
coné-bearing  tree, belonging %o the pine
family, but differing from that genus in the
athual sheddingg}f leayes. It is a native
of Switzerfalid} @lowiny principally m the
We have two natives
in Canada, larch microcarpa and biack larch
(L. Pandula), commonly called tamarack or
hackmatack, growing mostly in swamps,
and for this reazom they are not so
suitable as the European larch. I will give
some idea of its value as a tree for'timber.
The larch was first introduced into Scotiand
in the year 1738, when eleven plants were
given to the then Duke of Athol, who was so
pleased by the rapidity of their growth and
the quality of their timber - that he after-
wards planted thousands of acres. In the
year 1744 4 small Plantation, of some twenty
trees, was made at Blair, and in the year
1804, sixty years after, their average girth
at three feet from the ground was from eicht
to ten feet. The total measurement of this
lot of twenty-two trees was 2,645 feet,
which,. if placed at the moderate
value of fifty cents per foot, would
give $1,174. %f from f{our to five hundred
could be grown to the acre, then the timber
would be worth from $16,000 to $20,000 in
60 years, It must be remembered that the
larch can be grown on the poorest land, in
fact on lamd that would not grow enough
pasture to feed a sheep. Being a close observer
of the merits of the different varieties of trees
or timber, I think I am sufe in saying that
there is no tree that grows equal to the
larch for quick growth and durability,
of the timber, = Whiie the heart wood is not
formed at all in the other resinous trees till
they bave lived some years, the larch,.on the
contrary, begins to make it as soon as plant-
ed. To prove the durability of the larch as
timber, several experiments were made on
the banks of the River Thames, posts of
equal thickness, some larch, others vak, be-
ing driven down, where they were alternate-
ly dry and covered with water by the effects of
the tide, a most trying test for timber. The
oak posts decayed, and hnad to be renewed
twice in the course of a few years, while those
made of Larch remained aliogether wun-
changed. Tarch is- largely used in
ship-buildibg ; in faet, 1t is the
principal timber used in both naval and mer-
cantile dockyards in Secotland. Larch is
propagated by seed, which the trees furnish
in great abundance.

Should the Government wish to enconrage
tree-planting, perhaps the best means that
could .be employed would be to get seed and
establish nurseries to raise the stock for
plantine, It takes about three years to raise

lants from seed large enough for transplant-
ing, hundreds of thousands of forest trees
are annually sentout from the Grant Edin-
burgh narseries, and | do not suppose there
could be got enough suitabie plants in all the
Can: di.lg,giueyriosw ut a five-acre patch.

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The Antigunity of Smoking-Rooms.

In these our ancestors,
from about the middle of the reignof Eliza-
beth till within almost every one's memory,
spent no inconsiderable part of their vacant
hours, residing more at home than we do,
and having fewer resources of elegant amuse-

ment. At -one periad, at least, this room-

was thonght to be thescene of wit, for in
1688 Mr. Hervey, afterward Earl of Bristol,
ina letter o Mr, Thomas Cullum, desires *to
be remembered by the witty smoakers at
Hausted.’ Adjoining to this was a large
wood closet, and a pas that led to the
dining-room, of m tedimensions, with a
large buffet.” = -

PRODUCE.

Like its predecessor. the past week has been
very quiet, and the offerings of either flour or
grain have shown no improvement. -‘There has
been no inclination to trade,” as buyers held otf
for concessions, which the sellers were unwilling
to grant, until the result of the present harvest-
ing was more detinitely known. Towards the
close, however, a firmer feeling has sprung up
and sellers have genherally marked up their
prices. -with the exception of oats, wh ch still
drag heavily along and close weak and de-
pressed. Another two weeks will no doubt
piace the whole position on a different basis. and
a revival may be expeeted in trade gencrally.
Stocks in store show somne increase over
those of a wcek ago, and now stand at 2,8%0
bbis. of flour, 74,462 bush. of fall wheat, 42,732
bush. of spring wheat, 700 bush. of oats, 26,155
bush. of barley, and 341 bush. of rye; against
1,575 bbls. of flour, 74,728 bush. fall wheat, 40,505
bush. of spring wheat, 700 bush. of oats, 23,076
bush. of barley, 772 bush. of peas, and 341 bush.
of rye last week, or a total of 144162 bush. of
grain on Monday last, against 140,130 bush. the
previous week. Western markets shave been
unsetiled, but generally weak, while English
cable advices indicate a lower range of prices,
and this in the faceof unfavourable cropreturns.
The New York Produce Exchange expects the
movement of wheat at western lake and river
ports will probably show a decrease for the week
to end the 25th inst,, as compared with the pre-
vious week. It is the general impression that
the maximum has been reached on the move-
ment of winter wheat for this season. The ex-
ports of wheat from Atlantic ports for the first
eizht weeks havebeen 11,821,709 bushelsless than
for the corresponding eight weeks in 1882, The
movement of corn for the week, to end the 25th
inst., will not probably vary much from the pre-
vious week. The winter wheat harvest is all
ended, and the spring wheat harvest is in pro-
gress. The output of the former, in large areas,
in several winter wheat-growing States is said
to be very disappointing, aud there are intima-
tions that the output of the spring wheat crops
will not come up to the glowing expectations of
some of the reports that have been made in.re-
gard to it. Shippers seem to be taking wheat

uite freely whenever there is a depression in
the price, Foreign advices show no improve-
ment in the prospects of the crop, which in
Russia is admitted to be a failure, and in Kng-
land will fall 13 per cent. below that of 188%
The farmers’ deliveries of homegrown wheat
in the 187 towns of England and Wales for the
week ended August 18, 1883, were 40,000 to 45,000
quarters, and estimated in the Kingaom at 133,-
334 to 250.000 quarters. The imports of foreign
for the same week were 150,000 to 155,000 bbls. of
flour, 300,000 to 305,000 quarters of wheat, and
130.000 to 135,000 quarzers . of maize. . The supply

Frour—The supply is still limited, while the
demand kecps up and prices are stronger than a
week ago. There is a good demand for strong
fresh flour, sales of superior extras being report-
ed at $5.15, with sellers holding out for $5.20.
Extras have also improved, and are quoted at
$5 to $5.05, with spring wheat flour at $4.90 to $5.
The market closes with a stro.g undertone, and
a prospect of better prices when business again
revives.

Bran—Corftinues in moderate demand, with
the supply light, and prices can be quoted at
$10.25 to $10.50. the latter being the ruling figure,
although sales have been reported as high as
$1l.

OATMEAL—Is quiet, with sales of carlots of
good gnality at $6 on track. Small lows: brirg
$5.25 1o $5.50 as to quality. Granulatéd com-
mands fancy prices, ordinary Canadian selling
at $5.75, and Akron at $6.75.

WHEAT—A steadier feeling is characteristic of
this market. the Jocal demand for millers’ im-
parting a somewhat firmer tone. Sales of No. 2
fall have been made at $1.12, and of No. 3at $1.09
to $1.10, which can still be given as quotations.
s g wheat is firm, with sellers inclined to

1.16 for No. 2. but $1.14 to $1.15 being about
the'market price. No. 3 i8 without sales, and
guoted nominal at $1.12 to $L13. The demand
{;r mw%ha:’l;:ssened. and that grade can now

quoted at $1.

OaTs—Are dull, and the market overstocked,
with sales of Western at 38c., and sellers willing
to nceept that figure, Buyers, however, do not
seem (Usposed to give more than 36c.. which
would readily be obtainable for round lots,
wh:lesmaller quantities would bring 37c. Street
prices have declined to 40c.

Nothing definite has yet been
lenrned relative to the crop, but it is expected to
fully egual expectations.

Hay—Pressed hay remains dull and inactive,
there being no change in quotations, which re-
main at $8 to $10 fornew. and $12 to $13 ror old.

The London Corn Trade List of the 10th inst.

But the discussion, which
had long been what is termed an academical
one. must at some titoe be superseéded by the
more practical logic of events, some change
having inévitably to take place after so long
continued a_period of tivity and mere ex-
pectation.
