Dear Sir: I have the honor to sub­
mit this my Third Annual Report as 
Chief Inspector under “The lutoxieat 
ing Liqucr Act, 1916” for the year 
ending October 31st, 1919.
Strength and Distribution of the 3taff 

The officers consist of:
1. Chief Inspector.
1 Stenographer and Clerk.
1 Stenographer (temporarily)
22 Inspectors .
(1) the number and descriptions of 

licences and the names of applicants 
to whom licenses were granted are 
given in Schedule “A.”

(2) The number of prosecutions 
conducted by the department wa":- 
Convictlons, 578; dismissals, 96.

Twelve appeals by defendants have 
been taken to the Supreme Court 
against magistrates’ decisions. One 
of them was an appeal called ^!x 
Parte Crawford case which was de 
elded by the Court of Appeal sus­
taining the magistrates’ decision, 
showing that Jamaica Ginger having 
been sold and used as a beverage 
was an Intoxicating liquor and came 
under the provisions of “The Intoxi­
cating Liquor Act, 1916.’ ,

(3) The number of licensees con­
victed under the Prohibition Act wa: 
four, one wholesale and three retail.

(4) General remarks as to the work 
ing of the law within the province.

Since the first of November, 1918 
we have experienced in the province 
of New Brunswick, as elsewhere, an 
abnormal condition. Great crime 
waves have been sweeping over the 
world and in this province we have 
felt them more or less. “The New 
York Evening Post’ says: “It is the 
condition that has followed all wars. 
It is the back-wash of the military 
tides. The psychology of it may be 
the suspension of the civil law by the 
military or the suspension of the mor 
al law by the irregularities of war. 
Another possible reason is the con* 
fus'on In the period of reconstruction 
which emboldens the criminal to 
seek an advantage.”

Another condition hard to over­
come was that which was created by 
the influenza ep demie. This cover­
ed a period of several months and 
was accentuated with a recurrence 
of the “Flu.” Some doctors asked 
that provision be made so that liq­
uors for medicinal pjrpo es might 
be obtained much more readily. This 
request, In the face of stern necess­
ity. was granted and it is only fair 
to state that in eome quarters the 
measurers taken were greatly appre­

ciated, while on the other hand it is 
only fair to set forth that there were 
many who did not scruple to take 
advantage of the occasion to obtain 
liquors for other than medicinal pur­
poses.

The conditions created by the epi­
demic were intensified by the ending 
of the war and the return of the sol­
dions. The influences operating dur­
ing the years of tension and trial be­
ing suddenly withdrawn a changed 
condition was immediately noticeab­
le. Every province In the dominion 
has had this same problem which 
has been described by John Garrlty, 
Chief of Police in Chicago, as “the 
inevitable aftermath of the war."

The many restraints throughout 
that have held men for four years 
were relaxed and many things that 
were considered unlawful du-ing the 
days of war are now considered law 
ful. When these restraints were lif­
ted and the period of rehabilitation 
had come a changed condtjjon was 
Inevitable. This change found ex­
pression by a great many returning 
to old habits and to old haunts.

A sari .us cause for complaint Is 
found in the attitude cf rome few 
of the doctors in the province of Now 
Brunsw ck, tweùtyfour cf whom have 
been before the courts la various 
sections and have been convicted. 
We have had some do?tors who free­
ly resorted to the Issuing of prescri­
ptions and the number issued by sev 
oral of them appear to be altogether 
beyond reason. During the last few 
months we have been keeping a re­
cord of the number of prescriptions 
written by the different medical men 
which record is most illuminating 
showing that dfcntrary to expecta­
tions the senior doctors or the lead­
ing doctors in the community do not 
prescribe! liquors freely, but that the 
Junors do. This con titutes a pro­
blem that Is worthy of very serious 
consideration and adequate means 
ought to be sought and found to 
deal with doctors who persistently 
and flagrantly vi late the law.

Throughout the year it was sugges 
ted that an advantage might be 
found in Increasing the number of II- 
cen ees under "The Intoxicating 
Liquor Act, 1916.” It was felt that 
where there were one or two drug­
gists in a city holding a license that 
they not only had a monopoly of the 
business, but that there was an un­
fair discrimination against those 
who had not obtained a license. 
From the view point of sobriety the 
move was unfortunate, as no sooner 
was the number of licensees multi- 
pl'ed than drunkenness increased. 
Our experience has taught us that 
whercever the greatest facilities for 
drinking are made there we shall 
have the greatest amount of drunk­
enness. t

The enforcement of the act has 
gone on quite stead ly, tlv. various 
Inspectors facing their dl-J\cuii tasks 
as best they could binder the Worse 
circumstances that con'.o.ted them 
during the abnormal period of the 

■“Flu,” the ending of the war and 
throughout the year. The officer’s 
task la not an enviable one at the 
best of times and has been exceed­
ingly difficult 1 these last twelve 
months. The strange mentality op­
erating and the very nature of their 
task» making it at all times hard, 
quite often risky and seldom pleas­
ing. Possibly no class or set of of­
ficers Is so beset with temptation or 
opposition as a prohibition inspector 
and yet the work of enforcement has 
gone along In this province fairly 
free from the embarrassments and 
impediments that usually hamper 
and hinder officers of the law. One 
difficulty experienced here, as else­
where, is to obtain the class and 
type of men who will make efficient 
officers and that class when obtain­
ed are usually hard to hold.

We have found It necessary to 
have an Interchange of officers 
throughout the province during the 
year because of •:> many holt lays, 
exhibitions, horse races, Joy days ana 
picnics. That method was suggested 
as several of the committee had ask 
ed for help to control the large 
crowds that came to the different 
places of entertainment. Many re­
quests came from clergymen who 
were having church picnics or some 
other aeries of attractions requesting 
that then be sent to assist in keeping 
ortHy Many places where the men 
went their help was greatly appre­
ciated by times I» charge.

Throughout the year several of the 
iaepecto^e have been subject to sev

bitten by a violator of the law whom 
he was trying to arrest.

The inspectors have disclosed in 
their investigations considerable* 1) 
tclt manufacture of spirits and sev­
eral prosecutions have been brought 
by the officers of the Inland Reven­
ue Department, conviction following 
as the result of the work of the In­
spectors.

The ouotanding affair in the his­
tory of the province, however, was 
the visit of the Prince of Wales to 
the city of St. John in August last. 
Tremendous crowds gathered to wel 
come the heir apparent to the Bri­
tish Throne. Never before have we 
had such a concourse of people as­
sembled "on one occasion and yet the 
testimony of the Chief Commissioner 
of Canada, R. G. Chamberlain, was 
to the effect that the crowds were 
easy to handle because of their sob­
riety and that it would have been a 
much more difficult task if liquor had 
been in evidence.

It is recognized that at certain 
times and certain places there are 
waves of Intemperance occasioned by 
a supply of liquor arriving in these 
communities, but these occasions 
have been reduced as near to the 
minimum as possible. The testimony 
of those best qualified to speak con­
cerning conditions throughout the 
province is that Improvements are 
noticeable in practically every sp­
here of life. It has even been sug­
gested in well informed circles that 
the reason for the abundance of mon 
ey being spent throughout the pro­
vince is because that lees money is 
being spent on liquor and more on 
the necessaries of life.
. The collector of customs for the 
port of St. John is our authority for 
stating that before adoption of pro­
hibition the amount of duty collected 
on sptrltious liquors here was from 
$35,000 to$40,000 per month, but that 
since the adoption of prohibition the 
amount collected has been from $2.- 
000 to $2,500 per month. Thix may 
be one explanation of why so much 
money is available in the country.

Before closing this report I beg to 
submit for your consideration the fol 
lowing recommendations :

(1) That in view of the many seri­
ous, flagrant and continued violations 
of “The Intoxicating Liquor Act, 
1916” that Sections 31 and 46 be 
changed so that the maximum quan­
tity a doctor may prescribe for a 
patient In a town, village or city 
may not exceed more than eight oun­
ces of Intoxicating liquor, this not . 
to include Alcohol for external pur­
poses. This recommendation comes 
because of conferences and discus- 
sons with doctors in this province.

(2) That in view of the fact that 
drug stores are increasing and that

the proprietors of eald drug stores 
are making application for a license 
I would recommend that no license 
be granted to any druggist, but that 
it be given to parties whose only 
business is attending to that one 
particular affair and that the govern­
ment, regulate the price of liquors.

(3) I would also suggest that for 
the more efficient working of the en­
forcement of the prohibition act that 
tube ! replace Ibe «divided f ito five 
separate districts and that each dis­
trict be supervised by a senior 
officer who would be responsible to 
the chief inspector for the carrying 
out of his duties and that in each 
district there be junior officers res­
ponsible to the senior. This would 
enable the officers to much more ef­
ficiently enforce the law and then 
it might be possible to make some 
arrangements for these officers to 
have some other duties and to be 
related to some other department 
I would propose that the province be 
divided into districts as follows:

(1) St. John and Kings counties 
with headquarters at St. John.

(2) York, Sun bury. Queens and 
Charlotte counties with headquarters 
at Fredericton. ,

(3) Westmorland, Albert and Kent 
counties with headquarters at Monc­
ton.

(4) Northumberland, (Gloucester 
and Restigouche counties with head­
quarters at Bathurst.

(5) Madawaska, Victoria, and Car- 
let nn counties with headquarters at 
Edmundston.

$45,000,000 THEFTS
FROM CARS SHOWN.

Booty Double That in Any Pre- 
l War Year.

Wholesale looting of merchandise 
In transit on the railroads of the 
United States caused a lo^s of ap­
proximately $45,000,(’00 in 1010, ac­
ceding to United Suites Railroad 
Administration statistics made ouolic 
recently.

This is estimated to be more than 
dcqible the losses sustained in any 
pre-war year, but it is pointed out 
that the increased cost of the com­
modities stolen, roughly estimated to 
average 85 per cent, must be taken 
into consideration when^doriparing 
the losses in the days of low prices 
with leasts now. Nevertheless there 
has been a steadily increasing num­
ber of packages stolen, and the or­
ganization combatting the thieves 
have met an increased ingenuity in 
diverting goods fiom their owners.

A technique of robbery has been 
develop.d so highly that the methods 
of "master thieves’* are similar in 
the United S arcs, England. France. 
Italy and Argentina, according to a 
recent report of the United States 
Chamber of Commerce in Argentina. 
Detectives, however, are i-itlinrd 
to discredit that v organizaUon's 
belief that a "w d spread hVcvna- 
tional organi; a’vou" is at work steal­
ing ii.erehandse.

Substitution is the usual method 
u.*rd by the thieves. Sometimes 
boxes suppo'od to cent Un velvets are 
found at their destination to bo filled 
with calico or ether cheaper grrdes 
of cloth, but as a rule, v a-te paper 
<r found. These are ref ried to as 
"concea’ed losses” by ! a11 way men. 
and are esne,'daily diTficult to tra~e, 
a.s the ship nent leaves and arrives 
apparently in good condition, and it 
is almost impossible to discover at 
whet point the theft occurred.

KING OF ALL “RAINMAKERS"

Secret of Success of Solly Greenowpb 
Who !• Well.Remembered in the.

West, Was Simple.
Given an Ingenious mind and an eye 

to business, a live man can make mon­
ey out of almost any old thing.

Perhaps you remember the extraordi­
nary success scored some years ago 
by Solly Greencup, the rainmaker. If 
not, you can read his record In a port­
folio of newspaper clippings collected 
all the way from Nome to San Diego, 
from eastern Oregon to western Kan­
sas.

I Solly Greencup, Indeed, occupied for 
a while a position unique In the annals 

j of meteorology. Scientists might doubt 
sad cynics might scoff, bnt, whenever 
Solly went after the rain clouds he al­
ways got ’em. Moreover he didn’t 
work on “the heads-I-win, tails-you- 
lose” principle of some other rainmak­
ers. Solly Greencup, when he once de­
cided he could produce rain in a given 
district, always backed his opinion 
with hard cash. If he asked the farm­
ers to put up $1,000 for an Inch of 
rain, he put up another $1,000 himself 
as a forfeit in case he failed. And he 
always won.

Greencup never explained his meth­
ods. All the farmers wanted was the 
rain. All Greencup wanted was the 
money. With tha result both were | 
satisfied. His apparatus consisted of , 
a flag pole, an electric battery, a kite 
with a metal tail and an air balloon 
filled with a mysterious gas. If sclen- | 
tists demanded the reason for these | 
contrivances, he shook his head and 
smiled.

Sometimes Greencup would have to 
stay a long time In a locality before 
he 'could find the exact combination 
necessary to coax the wet forces Into 
action. Sometimes he had to confess 
that the drys were too strong for him. 
But as soon as he posted his forfeit 
and set up his apparatus the desired 
moisture followed In g few days.

Once In Elslnor^ valley Jhe gave the 
ground a good peaking for a paltry 
$2,500, thus saving a $1,060,000 grain 
crop. Of courseybè ratifie a tidy for­
tune, yet at the'tine no pne considered 
his charges exorbitant. And everybody 
admitted he was a good sport As he 
grew wealthy Greencup never gave 
himself frills nor assumed the title of 
“professor.” These things were after­
ward remembered to his credit.

A few years ago Greencup went per­
manently out of this rainmaking busi­
ness. In a street car accident he lost 
his left foot which had ’ to be ampu­
tated above the ankle. After that for 
love or money he refused to experi­
ment with the weather.

When the secret of his success was 
finally revealed some carping moralists 
called him make-believe. He never 
claimed, like another famous person­
age, to be In partnership with the 
Almighty. But at least he had done 
something that nobody in the world 
had ever done before.

Big Private Telephone Exchange.
The size of the private telephone ex­

change grows with the erection of 
every hotel or office building of any 
considerable proportions. The largest 
ever constructed is that of a New 
York hotel which has been recently 
opened to the public. It occupies 3,165 
square feet of floor space, having nn 
operating -room 110 feet long by 15 
feet wide, a terminal room 30 feet 
long and 25 feet wide, a restroom 23 
feet by 15 feet and a locker and wash­
room 30 feet by 14 feet. The oper­
ating force consists of one chief oper­
ator, one assistant chief operator, 
eight supervisors and 110 attendants. 
The switchboard consists of twenty- 
three positions. Thirteen positions 
are equipped with telautographs used 
for paging and announcing only. The 
switchboard has a capacity of 3,340 
extensions and 180 trunks. The hotel 
has telephone service in each of Its 
2,200 rooms, and there are forty public 
telephone booths served by four 
switchboards connected with the main 
switchboard. The following gives some 
idea of a few of the Items which 
make op part of the telephone sys­
tem : 630 fuses, 1,170 condensers, 2,- 
400 relays. 5,350 lamps, 38,500 Jacks, 
750,000 soldered connections, 7,926,000 
feet of wire.

Be­
tween the planes are six Naper-Llon 
engines, each developing 500-horsepow­
er. Four of them operate two-bladed 
tractor propellers ; two of them four­
bi tided “pusher” propellers.

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“BUY AT HOME”
Indications Of 

Another Advance 
In Wheat Flour

Ottawa, March 31—A material ad­
vance in the price of flour in Canada 
is indicated in an announcement 
made here on behalf of the Canadian 
millers by George A. MacDonald re­
presenting the Quaker Oats Company 
and head of the delegation of repre 
sentative millers which waited upon 
the government today to discuss the 
serious situation which Canadian 
mills are facing as à result of the ac 
tion of the Canadian Wheat Board in 
continuing the restriction -n the price 
cf flour on the Canadian market and 
the lack of export markets for Can­
adian flour. The increase will be 
necessary to meet the increasing cost 
cf manufacture it Is understood.

The scarcity of mill feed in Canada 
is directly traceable to the lack of a 
market for flour and the consequent 
decrease in the volume of domestic 
milling, the millers state. They have 
asked the government to modify the 
regulations of the wheat board and 
to cooperate with the millers in in­
ducing foreign buyers to take a rea­
sonable proportion of Canadian 
wheat as flour rather than as wheat.
, Vast quantities of flour said to be 
available in the United States for ex­
port complicates the Canadian pro­
blem. It is said that more than 4,- 
OQP men have alrealy been thrown 
out of employment by the fofeed 
closing down of some of the mills of 
which there are about five hundred in 
Canada.

Cabbage Etc.

Club root of turnip an l related 
planta causes a considerable loss In 
the eastern province'. Diseased 
boots are greatly swollen, distorted 
and sometimes rotted. Once estab­
lished the dleease remains In the 
soil Indefinitely unlee» precautionary 
measures are taken.

CONTROL
If the following precaut'ons anl 

p "tctloes are adopted the disease 
be greatly reduced If not com­

pletely controlled :— ,
(1) Plant only on disease free -soil 

—A comparatively new piece of land 
wh'ch has never been planted with 
turnips, cabbage .rape, etc., and 
which hence may be regarded to be 
absolutely free from the disease is 
preferable. Under no circus tances are 
a field which has previously produced 
a club-root Infected crop unless it has 
been heavily limed sad the l'me has 
had three or four years In which to 
free the soil of the organism.

(1) Liming Is a good practice— 
Coneklerable benefit may be secured 
by applying three tons of air slaked 
lime or five tons of ground limestone 
any time before pruning the crop: 
but the best results are obtained 
when the lime la applied Immediate­
ly after the diseased crop has been 
harvested and a period of three or 
four years allowed to elapee before 
turnips or cabbages pro again plant­
ed Liming will not only control club 
root but turnips and cabbage» do

Prices are bound to 
rise, there is sure to be a scarcity here 
and there, and mista kes and irregularities 
of merchandising are certain to happen 
when there isn’t enough to go around—A.

Washingt, District of Columbia- 
The latest attack on national pro. 
hibition is to be found in bills 
memorializing congress to provide 
for 31 -2 per cent beer. One of the 
states in which the liquor interests 
have been able to obtain action 
asking for such national legislation 
is Maryland. In regard to its at­
titude, Wayne B. Whee' r, gen­
eral counsel of the Anti baloon 
League, said yesterday that it 
was useless for the Maryland leg. 
islature to ask congress to change 
a law which it had but recently 
adopted by a vote of two to one, 
especially as every vote since that 
time had indicated that congress 
had not changed its mind in re­
gard to the value of prohibition. 
He also pointed qut that the dec- 
ision of the supreme court had 
said in effect that congress was 
justified in adopting the one-half 
of one per cent standard, its dec. 
ision holding that ‘ it is deemed 
impossible effectively to enforce 
prohibitory law or other law re­
gulating the manufacture and sale 
of intoxicating liquors as liability 
is made to depend on the issuable 
fact whether or not the particular 
liquor made or sold is intoxicating’ 

“A 31-2 percent beer means the 
retention of the old beer saloon, 
with its corrupt influence on the 
community and the policies of the 
state and nation”, said Mr 
Wheeler.

‘The liquor interests, according 
he sworn testimony introduced 

beiore the judiciary committee, 
have been for years the most per­
fectly organized and corruptly ac. 
tive force in American politics. If 
state legislatures and all state exe­
cutive officers, after a federal law 
is adopted, should use their influ­
ence to sustain it, rather than to 
join an outlawed evil in trying to 
bring it back to life, it would 
greatly benefit the community.

“It has been proven repeatedly 
that 31.2 per cent beer, which the 
pj?oosed bill sanctions, is intox­
icating. It is about the same as 
ordinary beer before the war. 
Every one admits that you can 
drink enough of 4 or 5 per cent 
beer to produce intoxication. One- 
third more in quantity of 3-12 p.c. 
beer will produce practically the 
same effect as a 5 per cent beer.

“The remarkable results of 
prohibition are a complete vin­
dication of the action by congress 
in passing the national prohibition 
code", declared Mr. Wheeler.

Comparing the first six months 
under national prohibition with 
the last six months of open sal­
oons, crime has decreased about 
50 p.c. The chief of police in 
Cleveland said that murders have 
decreased one-half since prohibit­
ion went into effect. In many 
places branches of the criminal 
court are being abolished because 
they are not needed. Arrests for 
drunkenness have decreased near­
ly 60 percent.

The- inebriate ward of the 
General Hospital in Philadelphia 
closed its doors July 1, 1919. The 
Danvers State Hospital in Mas­
sachusetts has decreased its cases 
for alcoholism over 60 per cent. 
Poverty is decreasing rapidly. In 
Beloit, (Wisconsin, the chairman 
of the board in charge of the poor 
house announced receritly: "Pro­
hibition is robbing the poor house 
of its tenants." Accidents are de­
creasing. Mr. Stanley, president 
of the Cleveland Street Car Com­
pany, stated that shutting off of 
liquor had reduced the danger of 
accidents and removed the un­
derlying cause of fights. Labor 
and business have been greatly 
benefited. The president of the 
Guardian and Trust Company, 
Cleveland, Ohio, says a record ol 
all banks show an incre se in sav­
ings deposits which can be attri­
buted to prohibition.

“In Bloomington, Illinois, the 
home of brewers and distillers, 
there are twice as many men 
under employment as were for­
merly in the imployment of the 
distillers and brewers. Tramps are 
going to work and becoming itstru- 
ments of production because there 
are no longer free lunches and the 
saloon stove, says an official of 
the New York Central Railway

and poverty, and increased i 
and productive power, the na

The French
Canadian Horse

That automobiles, trucks and trac 
tore are replacing horses for certain 
kinds of work in many places is ad­
mitted by all. But when one thinks 
about the very congested city dis­
tricts where trucks will never be 
profitable on short hauls, the long 
winter months, in most northern 
sections, during which tractors will 
necessarily be idle, the hilly or even 
very rolling farms where too much 
power ig Lost ih propelling the mac 
hine itself, it is clear that Xhe horse 
less age is still very far distant. 
That the automotive industry is 
rendering a service to the country 
at the same time as it »s piling up 
dividends is certain; that it will in 
time crowd the horse away from 
farms is not believed by anybody 
who has given the question serious 
consideration.

Drafters have always and will al­
ways be profitable to the breeders 
who produce them. But there are 
large number of farmers who like 
a good general purpose animal, one 
that can be hitched to a carriage 
without looking out of place, and 
that can make his turn at farm work 
wiith a willing disposition, a fast 
walk, lots of courage and endurance. 
To pretend that drafters are the only 
class of profitable horses to raise I» 
to go too far, jugt as it is not right 
to say that tractors or trucks are al­
ways the most economical for the 
farm or the city.

The old time French Canadian 
pony, as he was called, was admitt- 
to be a little horse of iron. The first 
animals of this breed came to Can­
ada from France where they were 
chosen amongst the best to be had. 
Through natural selection, by the 
survival of the fittest, only those re­
mained which had the most vitality, 
enough to withstand the cold clim­
ate and the deepi^winter roads of 
their new ^country. This made of 
them a breed which can probably 
•develop and keep on developing more 
power per hundred pounds of livo 
weight than any other one. Their 
qualities were so well known that 
they were used to form certain fa­
milies of the Morgan and of the 
Standard Bred, so that their blood la 
flowing in the veins of some of the 
gamest and fleetest horses in Amer­
ica. The Honorable Sydney Fisher 
has well said of the French Canadian 
‘‘He never gives out, it does not mat­
ter what he is at.”

There are now four stallions with 
fifty mares and fillies, all pure bred 
and reg'stered, at the Cape Bouge 
Station and at the new St. Joachim 
Horse Farm. These are used to 
study problems of breeding, feeding 
housing and management. They 
form, it is freely admitted by all, 
the largest ai^d best stud of the 
breed in existence today. One of 
the points towards which efforts are 
concentrated is the production in a 
fairly consistent manner, of a breed 
of horses weighing between 1200 and 
1300 pounds, which may be used 
either on the road or on the plough, 
a low-set, thick animal, with a short 
back, a strong loin, giving him a 
general conformation which will 
make him an easy feeder and a cheap 
producer of power.

Whoever is interested in this class 
of horses will be quite welcome eit­
her at Cape Bouge or at St. Joachim.

Handle the young trees carefully. 

Do not make it a practice to heal 
back V4 or à annually. Watch the 
crotches and always keep one 
branch in the lead to avoid weak 
crotches. Cut out where the variety 
produces a long rangy tree, suppress 
the strongest growing branches the 
meet and the weakest the least. 
POINTS TO REMEMBER

In cutting back a main branch 
and one of Us strong growing later­
als do not cut both to the same len­
gth. Permit tlfc main branch to 
retain the lead, otherwise two bran­
ches of equal dimensions will result 
which will produce a very weak 
crotch; a constant source* of trouble.

,Whenever given the option of sel­
ecting either a branch growing at 
a sharp angle to It* parent or one 
growing almoet st right angles, 
choowe the latter, It will make a 
stronger crotch In future years.

Always cut back a bud, cutting aa 
close aa possible without Injuring 
the bud lttolf. By paying attention 
to the position of the bud one can 
do much to decide the form the tree 
shall take.

Study each variety you are deal­
ing with and adopt a system most 
suited to its need».

How A Young Bey 
Got A New Start

He served a jail sentence in the 
home of a Salvation 

Army Officer

When a reporter for the police 
court news says “He was handed 
over to the Salvation Army,” what 
becomes of the man? Not long ago 
a young, chap, In whom there Is 
much hope, served his sentence in 
the home of a Salvation Army Offi 
cer, Special circumstances surroun 
ded his case. Special consideration 
was given by the authorities. The 
boy was saved the humiliation of a 
jail term. He was set right and in 
tends to stay right.

A prisoner who gives evidence of 
trust worth iness and Intention to gc 
straight is sometimes released on 
an orderf-in council. He can com 
plete his term at his work. From 
the very beginning of the case the 
services of the Salvation Army are 
requisitioned.

The wages of the men are col­
lected by the Army, and —turned 
over —every cent —to his depend­
ents.

“What happens when a man goes 
to a situation?” (We asked Brig 
adier Fraser, the Army’s Parole 
Officer.

Free If He Behaves
"He is entirely free so long as he 

behaves. We visit him once a week 
We collect his wages and pay them 
over to his dependents. There is no 
charge, no deduction from the 
amount. It goes in its entirety to 
wife or mother as the case may 
be.”

Recently a stowaway reached Can 
ada. He came from Scotland. He 
was arrested soon after arrival in 
connection with the theft o a horse 
He was sentenced to Burwash. Adju 
tant Adams, the local Prison Officer 
of the Salvation Army, brought his 
case up for consideration. The lad 
had been dealt with by the Army 
Officer and showed signs of having 
undergone a change. He was dis 
charged. The Government paid his 
fare to Montreal. The Salvation 
Army saw him through to St. John, 
N. B. There he was met by another 
Officer of the Army who saw that 
the boy was given an opportunity 
to work his way back home.

Brigadier Fraser takes a tremen 
dous interest in the parole%work. He 
Is not alone in this. Mrs. Fraser 
is known at “the farm” as “the lit 
tie mother,” and is constantly help­
ing the Brigadier with the problems 
that present themselves. Her spec 
ial work is visiting the wives and 
families of men whose liberty, tern 
porarily, has been taken from them 
She takes a great interest in “the 
beys,” and they are happy when 
she is around. She conducts 
most of the religious meet­
ings at LangstafK |nd Concord. 
These are the men’s and women’s 
divisions of the Toronto Municipal 
Farm.

Pays a Tribute
Dr. Lavelle, the new Parole Com 

mlssioner for Ontario, speaks highly 
of the assistance he receives from 
the Salvation Army. He has gone 
so far as to say that he does nut 
see how he could get along without 
it.

“This is Brigadier Fraser,” said 
that Officer in answer to a ’phone 
call. Then the following was heard 
“I am sorry. He was taken ill this 
morning and we had to get a taxi 
to take him home. He is very sick 
There are two or three children 
and the mother ill with the flu. No. 
there was neither coal or food, but 
I am arranging for both right away
I ............... I think he should go to a
hospital............... ”

The subject of the conversation 
was a man on parole. He’s making 
good too. Arrangements were made 
to send him to a hospital of his own 
denomination. By this timet how­
ever, many mothers and fathers 
were waiting to see Brigadier Fras 
er, and thus we leave him aga'n en 
grossed in his task.

Bat That Happened to Be a Centers 
Ago.

Only a hundred years ago It was • 
crime to belong to a trade union, 
aays Tit-Bits.

It was not until the year 1824 that 
this system was put an end to. Even 
then it remained a penal offence to 
“molest or in any way obstruct an­
other person for the purpose of in­
ducing such person to belong to any 
club or assocaition or to contribute 
to any common fund.”

It was not until 1871 that the first 
Trade Union Act was passed, and 

; that unions were able to register as 
friendly societies.

At once sixty-six unions registered 
themselves ; their property was legal­
ly vested Jn trustees, and in their 
names a uQion could sue or be sued, 
while it could proceed summarily 
against any persons who embezzled 
or misappropriated its funds.

Since that date never a year' has 
passed without the adding of new 
trade unions to the constantly-grow­
ing list. The largest number regis­
tered in any one year was in 188», 
when there were sixty-five; the 
smallest in 1884, when only twelve 
were registered. To-day the number 
of trade unions exceeds seven hun­
dred.

There are unions with member­
ships running into hundreds of thou­
sands, and with branches extending 
all over the kingdom ; there are little 
unions that are hardly ever heard of, 
with but a score or so of members. 
Some years ago the Cabinet Makers' 
Federation of London had actually 
but a dozen members, while the 
Paper Stainers* Union, a very an­
cient one, had only fifty.

Other small unions are thos» of 
the barometer and thermometer 
tube blowers, and of the tin canister, 
and preserved provision case makers.

There is probably no trade or in­
dustry which does not boast a union 
of some sort. For instance, keepers 
of London coffee stalls, those useful 
Institutions where the night worker 
can always find refreshment, have 
their own association. So, too, have 
the dock watchmen, about whom Mr. 
W. W. Jacobs writes so delightfully.

There is even a union of “street 
sellers and peddlers,” and a “Street 
Trades’ Brotherhood.” The oldest 
trade union In existence is said to 
be • that of the United Society of 
Brush Makers.

Lancashire has more unions than 
any other county in the kingdom, and 
second in point of numbers comes the 
county of London.

In Muscat Harbor.
Muscat, or Masqat as it is more 

correctly spelled, is situated at the 
extreme southeast end of the Gulf 
of Oman. It possesses a fine natural 
harbor, protected from all winds ex­
cept those from the northwest. The 
town stands huddled in the war cor­
ner of the harbor, with two old forts 
standing guard over it on either side. 
All over the rocks surrounding the 
harbor are the names of the ships 
which have anchored there for the 
last 100 years, painted in large white 
letters by the crew, and visible from 
every side without the aid of glasses. 
This curious custom has been follow­
ed by every naval ship which has 
visited Masqat for nearly a century, 
and the history of the British navy 
in the Persian Gulf is “writ large on 
those torrid rocks. There-are few- 
places in the world hotter than this 
coast of Oman and the waters of Mas­
qat, in which the visitor can bathe 
without risk of sharks, is at times 
unpleasantly warm.

The sultans of Masqat have for 
long had intimate relations with the 
British Government, and though their 
power, which once extended not only 
over the whole of Oman, but as far 
as Zanzibar, is now considerably cur­
tailed, they are rightly regarded as 
the most important of the Indepen­
dent rulers of the territories sur­
rounding the gulf. The present sul­
tan has the most polished and court­
ly manners,»and receives European 
visitors with a welcome unmatched 
even among Orientals. His palace is 
richly and tastefully furnished, and 
to be led by him up the winding 
staircase to the reception hall, while 
he repeats at intervals the formula 
of welcome, "Blamillah, Blsmillah,” 
and to sit on a Persian rug and taste 
the delicacies he provides, surround­
ed by a vast concourse of attendants, 
all gorgeously dressed and armed 
with gold-hllted swords and daggers, 
is an experience not lightly to be for­
gotten.—Christian Science Monitor.

Ireland Is Prosperous.
Samuel S. McClure, publisher, has 

Just paid a three months’ visit to Ire­
land, where he said he found a 
“paradise.”

“Ireland is the most prosperous, 
comfortable and law-abiding country 
in the world,” said Mr. McClure. 
“The people are well dressed and well 
housed. One has to ‘read outside 
papers to learn of trouble and un­
settled conditions there.

“I found that Irish banks have de­
posits of more than 100,000,000 
pounds, and have been forced to form 
alliances with English banks In or­
der to find an outlet for their money. 
There are 6.000.00Q head of cattle in 
Ireland, or half aa many as in Can­
ada. Ireland has exported as much 
food to England since 1918 as either 
the United States or the Argentine.”
