the 1st January 1866 to 1st January 1862.

One of the favourite dodges of the Govern­
ment party when hard pressed is turn away 
from the question really under consideration 
and to force the lie-use if possible into the dis­
cussion of matters entirely ext-aneous, and still 
better if they can get up a personal squabble.

hear the Attorney General, the Postmaster Ge 
neral, and some of their supporters, howdVer, 
one who had not heard Mr. Anglin’s speech 
must have imagined thit \he made no charge 
and effired no proofs. Thè Attorney General 
probably thought it a very clever trick to state, 
as he repeatedly did, that Mr. Anglin had made 
no charges of’fraud, that he bed not made any 
of the specific charg-s of fraud against Mr 
Jardine, Ac. He called on Mr. Anglin to mske 
such charges now, and if any one were to de­
pend on what he said the Government sought 
to force by taunts and challenges to compel Mr. 
Arglin to make charges, and sought in vain.— 
The Postmaster played thes same game, alleging 
that if Mr. ^inglin had sought the truth in 
Railway matters he had not yet found it. He 
too spoke as if no charges were made, and like 
the Attorney General thought it much more 
convenient to challenge accusations and charges 
that were not made then to deal with the 
charges that were n.ade. They asserted indeed 
that the charges were not proved, but they did 
not at empt in any simile instance to relute any 
of his statements or to invalidate his arguments.

The. Corporation has recently passed Ordi­
nances increasing the rates of Slippage of 
Woodboats in the Market Slip, end imposing a 
rate of five centç a ton on all ballast deposited 
at the Bi^akwater. The Anchorage Ordinance 
his also been amended. We publish the fol­
lowing outline of these Ordinances for public 
information :— ,

BALLAST.
For all sand, stone or ballast unladen from 

any vcEsel and deposited upon the present 
Breakwater Wharf, or or. any extension c*f the 
same, or on any part of the public ground to 
the Southward of the Break water, the sum of 
five cents is made payable by the master, own 
er or person in charge of such vessel, or by the 
owner or person in charge of the scow or lighter 
m which the same is conveyed from the vessel 
co the Breakwater or o her place of deposit.

ANCHORAGE.
All decked vessels, including unfinished and 

unregistered vessels, arriving or launched into 
the harbor, except ships of war, transports or 
other vessels employed in the transportation of 
troop» or munilions of war, or otherwise ex 
clusively in the employment of the Imperial 
Government, .except steam vessels not beir.p 
ocean steamers trading or plying between Eu 
rope and America, are liable to the payment o- 
the rates of anchorage wnether they anchor or 
not.

BLIFPAOB.
The slippage of woodboats lying in the pub­

lic elipa is double that of the former rates.

Murder.—A most daring murder was com­
mitted at Hamilton oh the 8th inat. It appears 
that two eeame-i who had slept at a lodging 
house kept by a man named Kendrick, on the 
previous evening, returned on that night for 
the same purpose. They were refused admit­
tance. While there other sailors came up, and 
considering the refusal was on insufficient 
grounds, they were trying to get in when Kan 
dick discharged a revolver several times at the 
Bailors, one man was shot in the left breast, and 
another in’the head,—the latter was killed in 
Btamly. The poor fellow who received the 
shot in the head, as well as the other m n, was 
as speedily as possible removed to H, M. S. 
Racer, Commender Lyons, now lying in our 
harbour, under care of the Asst. Surgeon ol 
that vessel, Richard B. O’Toole, Esq. The 
former died soon afterwards ; and the ball 
having been removed from the breast of the
latter, he is we are glad to learn doing well._
The man who has thus unfortunately lost hit 
life, was named Michael Brown, a stout, hard 
uome, active fellow ; a man of very steady 
habits— a leading seamar, a gunner, the-diver 
of the ship and a general favorite.

Two days before Brown so deplorably lost 
bis life, he most nobly leaped into the sea from 
the Aboukir, during a gale of wind, and saved 
the life of a shipmate who had accidentally 
1 alien overboard. .

Kendrick is an American, and Arrived at 
Hamilton from Aspinwall some months since, 
and opened a house of entertainment, where 
continual quarrelling took place. The murdeier 
has been apprehended, and a coroner’s jury On 
the boyd of the deceased men brought in a ver­
dict of Wilful Murder against Kendrick.

Toe O’Donoxhue — Sir, I hope it is unneces­
sary for me to say that 1 should regret deeply 
to do anything to violate in any way the privi­
leges of this house (hear, hear). I think also 
I may say of myself cnit I would be the la»t 
person in this house to do anything to wound 
the susceptibilities of any hon. member (hear, 
hear). Perhaps the house will ipermit me to 
read the words which t considered as offensive 
to myself (hear, hear). Alluding* to the alleg­
ed prosperity of Ireland, the right hon. gentle­
man said :—

“Of the justice of that opinion no more re­
markable proof can be adduced than that which 
took-place the other day, when there was dan- 
gei^ctt.^ rupture with America, and Ireland 
was filled with American emissaries who tried 
to rai-e a spirit of disloyalty. A meeting was 
then held in the Rotunda, at which a few ma­
nikin traitors sought to imita’e the cabbage 
gaiden heroes of 1848, but I am glad to say 
they met with no response. There was not one 
to follow ; there was not ^single person of re­
spectability who answered fhe appeal.”
I fell that language personally offensive to my­
self, and I thought I cculu not allow*it »o pass. 
I felt that the right hon. gentleman came down 
to the house, having made up his mind to dis- 
paragé my social position—(hear, hear)—and I 
would not attach any importance either to asser­
tions or insinuations that great allowance should 
be made for the excitement of debate and the 
heat ot argument, for I am quite prepared to d*> 
the right hon. gentleman the justice to say that 
his speeches bear the tnarks of very c ireful 
preparation. The meaning of the right hon.

I am per 
fectly well aware" that the ancient mode of 
arbitrament has fallen into disuse ; but if it has, 
those unseemly manners that rendered .t almost 
necessary have also disappeared (cheers) What 
course, then, did I take ? I consulted with my 
hon. and gallant friend the member for Limerick, 
in whose hands I felt that my honour would 
be pet fectly safe, and upon whose judgment— 
matured as it was by the experience Required 
in th3 most honourable of professions—I could 
mplicity rely (hear, hear). I consulted with 
him, and he agreed with me that 1 was entitled 
not only to expect an explanation from the 
right hon. gentleman, but that I was bound to 
demand, and, if possible; to obtain, an explana 
tion. Well, sir, we did all we Could to obtain 
an explanation ; 1 am certain the house will 
agree with me that there was nothing bullying 
in the tjne we adopted ; but we failed to ob­
tain it. If I am forced to the conclusion that 
the right hon. baronet is not in an eminent de­
gree distinguished by. those qualities for 
which his countrymen generally are remarkable, 
it is no fault, certainly, of mine. What 
ever the right hon. gentleman may think 
fi to say wit-ii regard to my political conductor 
course ot action, with that I have nothing to do. 
He may talk as much as he pleases about

year proved that they could not rely on any 
mere aesuranca or promise, and the only r bso- 
lute security that could be given was by a Bill 
which wofild render the further issue impossi­
ble. The Government at first professed to be 
indifferent about the Bill, and admitted that ex 
penditure nhould cease. The Attorney General 
assured the House that whether the Bill passed 
or not he would oppose any further issue of 
Debentures, but the Government nevertheless 
worked with all their might to defeat the Bill, 
On Tuesday merning the Government seemed 
to have some more hopes of preventing the 
passage of the Bill, and their programme of 
possible requirements accordingly grew and ex­
tended, until not only was the water terminus 
at St. John spoken of, but also possible increase 
of sidings, extension of buildirfgs, &c. No one 
alluded to the necessity of changing the posi­
tion of at least one of the Stations. Monroe 
went far beyond the members of t ie Govern 
ment, or any of their avowed supporters. He 
reviewed the several items of last year’s expen­
diture, and approved of them all, could see no 
objection to any of them, and concluded by 
moving apt amendment, which would distinctly 
authouthprise the issue of Debentures for the 
maintenance of the road. Tilley himself felt 
obliged to disclaim this huge infiovation on all 
principles of Railway management.

The first section passed so far that a verbal 
amendment was carried on a division of 19 to 
16. Monroe voting for it, in order as he stated 
to kill thê Bill afterwards. Fisher then moved 
an amendment to the effect that the restriction 
oiiv-u «ppiy only to the road now oui It, and 
not to the extensions. It was urged that’ this 
would b> most anomalous to restrict the Go­
vernment where the expenditure can not be 
very large, and to allow them to expend wha 
they pleased on.extensions which no one would 
say should be commenced in the present state 
of the country. The Bill would expire before 
thére was any chance of tne country’s being 
able to undertake the extensions, and as for 
the inter-colonial Railway, that could not.be 
provided for by means of this law for the issue 
of debentures, and it was idle to suppose that 
any connections wi*h that Railway could be 
required for two or three years, Fisher, how­
ever, persevered, and his amendment was sup­
ported only by two or three. When the ques­
tion was taken on the Section Fisher ar.d 
Grimmer, who voted for the first amendment, 
voted against the Section, which was lost. A 
motion was then made to postpone the Bill, 
but Fisher and Grimmer voted ige.ii st this 
also. A mpjirity declared in favour of the 
Bill, but could not agree as to its precise pro.i* 
sions, and so the matter stands for the present,

or which are only partially taxed, rather tnan 
Sugar and Molasses, articles which so largely 
enter into the consumption of all classes, and 
effect the industrial interests cf the country.

promises of increased trade mede when th® 
duty was abolished were not realized, and he 
read some figures to prove this. He estimates 
the quantity at 400,000 gallons. He said that 
the late Tariff of the United States, and the 
imposition of excise duties there, rendered it * 
possible to impose higher duties on rum, alco­
hol, Ac., without fear of smuggling. He 
thought there would be no diff rence of opi­
nion a» to the propriety of taxing those articles 
as far as they eou'd bear, without encouraging 
muggling. Wines are luxuries, and he did 

not anticipate any difference about the duty on 
Wines. He defended also ythe duty on Sugar.
He calculated that in the whole year the pro­
posed increase of duties would yield : Rum 
$7,000; Gin and Whiskey $10,000; Wines 
$1.000 ; Sugars $4,000; Green Tea $1,000 ; 
Molasses $16,000 ; £ per cent $20,000; Total 
$59,000.

He then went over the estimated appropria- 
tions and asked in what particular any re­
trenchment could be made ; in Legislative ex­
penses, Schools ? &c., Ac.

Fisher argued with much force that the 
House should hesitate to impose additional da­
les on articles of primary. r.ece«aity. The pies 

that this should be done with a view to ar­
rangement» for intercolonial 'ree trade, waa now 

hotly abandoned, to his great astonishment, 
and without any change of facts or circum­
stances, but merely because the Government 
felt it necessary to yield to the pressure brought 
to bearffn them, half the whole principle waa 
conceded already, and he would ask the House 
to get rid of the other half. He then pointed 
out severe' articles cn which the amount could 
be raised, viz , atlka, laces, jewellery, tobacco, 
coal, line», and twines, Ac. These" articles 
would bear the burden, but if this were not sa­
tisfactory an addi ion of one per cent to the 
unties would produce the,whole amount in the 
easiest and simplest way. Smith followed, and 
declared that if the duties on Molasses, Meat, 
Flour, Ac., existing in 1854 were now imposed 
they would yield £45,000 a year. Why, if Fisher 
felt ao much for the poor man, why did he 
make no effort in those days to abolish the tax 
on Molasses ? Smi’h contended that the tax 
on Molasses bore no more peculiarly on the 
poor man than did the duty on shoes, or hats, 
or shirts, Ac. He asked where retrenchment 
could be effected, and dwelt on the $10 000 for 
the militia, to which no one had taken the 
slightest exception, and he'dashed off into a 
glowin'! description cf the Crimean heroes, 
their achievements, their decorations, their vi­
sit to the Colonies to defend the flag, Ac., un­
til no one could tell where ho would stop, and 
no one succeeded in discoverfng what all this 
had to do with the question before the House. 
Fisher remarked that the duties on Flour, 
Meal, Ac., were put on, not to raise a revenue, 
but during the prohibitory mania to carry out 
the views of those wfo believed the interests 
of the Province could be promoted by such 
means of fostering Provincial industry. . Smith 
seemed to assert that no further retrenchment 
than the cutting down of the Rye Grants waa 
possible. ,

Boyd spoke for some time, pcinfing out se­
veral means of retrenchment, the reduction of 
members pay, Ac. I understood him to aay 
that he and his colleagues have come to an un­
derstanding a Pout the Tariff should, the pre­
sent Bill be committed,

Til'ey asserts broadly that although the du­
ties have been repeatedly increased the people 
are not required to pay as much per head even 
after the proposed addi ion as they did in^I854, 
or as much as is paid in Prince( Edward 
Island and many other places.
