DEDICATION.
New Baptist Church at Marysville and Its 

Promoters.

For the past three months a church 
has been building at Marysville. The 
location chosen is on a knoll behind the 
factory, overlooking the town, and giving 
a fine view of the river. No better site 
could have been chosen as the land is 
high and dry, the air pare and at all times 
and plenty of ventilation is obtainable.

During the past two years services have 
been held at certain intervals in the hall 
at Marysville, through the kindness of 
Mr. Gibson, but the Baptists of the town 
thought that it was right that they should 
have a place that they may call their 
own. Labor was therefore necessary and 
the Rev. Mr. Noble put his whole soul 
into the work.

Ho called on Hon. A. F. Randolph of 
this city who kindly responded with $200. 
Asa Dow of Canterbury gave $500. Geo. 
Kitchen sent in $125. Chas Fisher gave 
$75. Messrs. Good and McPherson of 
Marysville put in $25 each, and others in 
that town put into a fund that totalled 
$150. Sums were also donated by Mrs. 
Blakeslie and W. T. Dryedale of Wood- 
stock.

Reed Blair of St. Marys was pat in 
charge of construction and the building 
under hie supervision has been rapidly 
and well cattstnicteil. It is Of gothic om­
et ruction, has a tower and ie built of wood. 
It has comfortable pew* with a seating 
capacity of four hundred. There is a neat 
wainscotting of ash with imitation black 
walnut trimmings. The chandeliers were 
given by Jndge Steadman and John 
Hodge, of Fredericton, Wm. Campbell of 
St. Marys and James Wisely of Gibson. 
A very tasty pulpit is the donation 
of Allen Randolph. Mrs. D. F. George 
presents a handsome bible while Miss 
Hattie Magee gives a magnificent organ, 
in memory of her father, the late Rev. 
John Magee for nine years pastor of the 
first Baptist church on the Nashwaak. It 
is a fine instrument, purchased through 
McMurray & Co., this city. Deacon Geo. 
Miles of Maugerville presented a neat 
carpet for thé platform.

The dedication took place on Sunday, 
Aug. 14th. The building was filled, many 
standing in the aisles and at the door 
while a large crowd heard what they could 
from outside the building. The reverend 
gentlemen present were Mr. Knight, Dr. 
Day, Mr. Stewart and Mr. Nobles. The 
choir was composed of the Misses Titus, 
Logan, Co wpeth waite and Bradley and 
Messrs. Henry, Hallet, Bradley, Hail and 
Peterson. Prof. Cadwallader presided at 
the organ. The services were : B. 
Hymnal, No. 97, Rev. Mr. Nobles ; 84th 
psalm, Read by Dr. Day ; Prayer by Rev. 
Mr. Knight ; B. Hymnal, No. 611, Rev. 
Mr. Stewart.

The dedicatory sermon was preached 
by the Rev. Mr. Stewart from Ephesians, 
2nd chapter, 19,20,21 and 22nd verses. 
“ Now therefore ye are no more strangers 
and foreigners but fellowcitizens with the 
saints, and of the household of God ; and 
are built upon the foundation of the 
apostles and prophets, Jesus Christ him­
self being the chief comer stone ; in whom 
all the building fitly framed together 
growth unto an holy temple in the Lordr 
In whom ye also are builded together for 
an habitation of God through the Spirit.”

The sermon was an able effort and de­
spite the discomfort caused by the dense 
crowd was listened to with marked atten­
tion. The dedicatory prayer was made by 
the Rev. Dr. Day, the services closing with 
Hymn 615 from the hymnal. A collection 
was taken up amounting to $60. The 
church is now fairly launched upon the 
sea of Christian duties and endeavor and 
taking the dedicatory services as a crit­
erion much good will be accomplished by 
the little band of church workers who 
have now a home of their own.

Eel river.
Bustling, Busy Village with a Bright 

Future in View.

The only place on the St. John river 
between this city and Woodstock that 
aspires to the dignity and population of a 
town is Eel river, or as it is perhaps bet­
ter known, Canterbury.

Eel river was an important milling 
centre some years since, but the mills 
have gone to decay, the old wheels, shat­
tered dams and demolished foundations 
speaking of the days of lang syne when 
Asa Dow was a young man and rushed 
thy mills to their fullest capacity. It 
may be said here that Fred. Moore has a 
very fine grist mill erected at this place 
with six run of stones, and in connection 
a carding mill of the best quality. Mr. 
Oronkite has charge and the mill is 
doing a large amount of first-class work.

The name Eel river is not derived from 
the startling idea that eels were numer­
ous, but from the notion that the con­
tortions of the stream resembled an eel 
while dangling on the barbs of an 
Indian’s spear.

Well, Eel river, no matter how it de­
rives its name, is a beautiful village, well 
worthy a visit from all, a village from 
wnich the visitor can only take thoughts 
of good usage, kind treatment and pleas­
ant memories.

One of the most enterprising men and 
perhaps one of the best known is Elisha 
Moore. He keeps the poet office and 
runs a large general store, well patron­
ized by the villagers as well as by the 
people of the various settlements round 
about His beautiful garden and neatly 
kept grounds form a pleasant spot indeed. 
His conservatory contains some beautiful 
specimens of plant life, while the flowers 
that border the garden paths show that 
the florists of the world have been asked 
to contribute.

Fred. Moore is the great man of the 
place, a large lumberman and gentleman 
fern -, his large and comfortable home 
beihg noted for the hospitality that 
reigfla there. He is so well known that 
we dtoy pass him by with this short 
notice, sufficient to say, however, that in 
all the social, political and moral life of 
the district he takes an active part, always 
o^i the side of right

Asa Dow (who does not know him 7) is 
yet hale and hearty and hie eighty odd 
years sit lightly on him. His father, the 
bon. John Dow, one of the pioneers of 
the parish, left a worthy son. Mr. Dow 
hj$e large property interests in the place, 
is a man of large philanthrophy, ever 
ready to extend a helping hand to the 
weak and oppressed, and a man honored 
by all.

The Oita brothers ran a general store 
which appears to be the head centre for the 
young men. Besides the shop business 
they ran a meat cart which suits the 
formers very well. ,

Hedley Groevenor runs that famous 
form and garden which, dui^ng his 
father’s time at Canterbury, was known 
all over the province. He keeps: the 
place up to its usual state of fertility and 
makes it pay.

The hotel is kept by Jacob Tompkins, 
and a better place to put in the time it is 
hard to find. The house is large and 
there is room for alL It is quite an out­
ing from Woodstock to take- a run to 
Tompkins’. Those running the river 
should call at this hotel and try its table, 
beds and general makeup.

E. Marsten and Mr. Phillips do a large 
business in all branches of trade. Both 
are first-class men, have very neat stores 
and pay the best of attention to customers.

Ed. Higgins does a fine amount of 
blacksmithing and carriage work.

The school is of the superior class, 
taught for some years by P. Girdwood, 
who is also parish court commissioner. 
Mr. Girdwood teaches the young idea 
how to shoot in a proper manner, and 
many bright pupils have had a polishing 
at his hands. (Not with the ruler.)

When your correspondent visited the 
place the Salvation army had just fired 
its first gun. Whether the army has 
completely subdued it or not is not 
known. Rev. Mr. Shaw, a graduate of 
Wolfville, is stationed here for the Bap­
tist church. He is much appreciated.

The boys are very fond of athletics and 
can do a hundred yards run inside of 
13 seconds, take a 9 foot vault or 33 feet, 
three standing jumps ; at least Hazen says 
so.

This place needs a factory of some 
kind. There is a fine water privilege and 
a cheese or butter factory could find all 
the cows required within a radius of three 
miles. A starch factory would also be 
well patronized and material could be 
found to supply a pulp mill. Any of 
these or all of them could find room and 
would pay the promoters as well as help 
the village.

A. J. Best runs the tailor shop. He 
employs eight girls, does good work and 
has all he can attend to. McAdam, 
Canterbury station, Benton and several 
other districts give him a large amount of 
work. His suits guarantee themselves.

The railway which is now located will 
bring to this village new life and vigor, 
and it will then branch out into a town. 
Having close connections with the United 
States by way of Canterbury station and 
Benton, the best water privileges on Eel 
river and St John, cheap land, low taxes 
and light insurance rates, the village 
must grow. We will have something 
more to say about it and its people in » 
future issue.

MARTIN SETTLEMENT.

August 13.— Several attempts have 
been made of late to capture John Norton, 
who assaulted constable S. Hull a short 
time ago but as vet Jack is too fleet footed.

The road machine sent out by the Gov­
ernment has made a great improvement 
in our roads and with what has been sold 
to be made by hand we should feel well 
satisfied this season.

The farmers here are about done haying, 
a heavy crop has been cut.

We sympathize with John Ratigan 
in the loss of his little son, a bright intelli­
gent lad 7 years old, who died of croup 
last week.

PROHIBITION COMMISSION.
The Play Is Over, the Actors Reap the
Harvest and the People Foot the Bills.

Monday’s Doings.
J. A. Vanwart, barrister, sworn, said 

that he had observed the operation of the 
Scott act professionally and as a citizen; 
could not suggest amendments to the act, 
but thought that it was sufficiently 
strong if public sentiment was behind it, 
the act is simple enough, the only diffi­
culty is to get evidence to secure a con­
viction ; drunkenness on the streets has 
decreased, not, however, on account of 
the Scott act, but to the changed char­
acter of the city. There was not as large 
a floating population as before the act 
came in force, but among the citizens 
there has been a decrease in drinking. 
There had been few prosecutions in York 
under the act ; the act had done little to 
restrain the sale in the county. Could 
not say as to whether the council favored 
the act or not ; did not think an inspector 
would be an advantage ; would not say 
there was peijnry in Scott act trials ; 
was opposed to license. One defect the 
law had was that it allowed trials before 
justices who were incompetent ; would 
favor the passing of a prohibitory law if 
public sentiment was behind it; had seen 
drinking in Maine as flagrant as under 
the license law in this city. From com­
mon report believed that there were 
twenty places where liquor is sold here.

To Dr. McLeod : The difficulty with 
the law here was mistakes in the prosecu­
tions ; there is less drinking now than 
under the license law, but could not at­
tribute it all to the Scott act ; believed 
sentiment was in favor of the law, but 
were against the imprisonment of the 
sellers. People did not care to appear as 
witnesses in Scott act cases ; it would be 
the same in respect to a license law ; was 
not in favor of a license law.

Police magistrate Marsh said that there 
had been a large diminution of crime 
since the act came in force ; the hotels 
have been the chief offenders ; the city 
had grown better so far as intoxication 
was concerned. The financial result of 
the act for the past ten years, judged from 
the fines, was : 1882, $1,000 ; 1883, $1,500 ; 
1884, $683,34 ; 1885, inspector’s year ; 
1886, $1,650; 1887, $900; 1888, $1,050; 
1889, $1,250 ; 1890, $800; 1891, $700. 
There was no collection between the 
police and offenders. It is more difficult 
to get liquor than under the license law ; 
there is no jug traffic like there used to 
be. Under the old system there were 
from forty to fifty licenses issued yearly ; 
there was illicit sale under that law ; do 
not think the police would allow open 
sale if they knew it, though there was a 
violation of the law when the soldier’s 
canteen sold to outsiders ; it is said the 
open sale has been greater since the com­
mission arrived ; appointment of an in­
spector had «not been an issue in the 
council. x’-i

Sheriff Stealing said that the vote for 
the Scott act Was a fair vote, 768 votes 
were polled at a dominion election, two 
years after 680- were polled for the Scott 
act and the next dominion election had 
691 votes. The Scott act had been a 
benefit to the young men as they had 
grown up Without the temptation of an 
open bar before their eyes.

Deputy Sheriff Hawthonre said there 
was no trouble to get liquor here. There 
were some 15 to 20 places selling. The 
police did their duty to the best of their 
ability. Commitments to jail are decreas­
ing. In the country the Scott act is en­
forced in some parishes and not in others. 
Was satisfied that liquor could be got in 15 
places here.

H. B. Rainsford, clerk of the peace, had 
seee a marked improvement in temper­
ance. Thought that the act had caused hip 
drinking, that is drink ing from the bottle. 
No difficulty in getting liquor in city or 
county. An inspector would not be an im­
provement The act does not restrain nor 
prohibit, it gave rise to peijury. Was 
against the Scott act but would favor 
license law. Thought a prohibitory law 
could not be enforced.

Ed. Jack, explorer, said he had noticed 
a marked cnange in the city under the 
Scott act and attribute it to the act. Had 
reduced drunkeness 30 per cent. While 
the hotel keepers were in jail there had 
been little drinking. The statistics of the 
drink trade had gone down. The Scott act 
had been a success. Delays in the courts 
had discouraged the people. Would sug­
gest that there be no appeals after three 
months. Thought the brewers and distil­
lers should be compensated.

Rev. Mr. Montgomery, Scott act is not 
fully enforced at Kingsclear, in Ludlow 
and Blissfield it had been enforced. 
Thought the Scott act had not made much 
improvement. Thought there was a 
change in temperance sentiment. Believ­
ed the Divine law did not forbid the 
moderate use of wine but certainly forbids 
the excessive use of it, did not think a 
prohibitory law would be out of accord 
with Divine law.

Afternoon Session.
Alfred Rowley, Marysville, bookkeeper 

and councillor, said that the population of 
that town was about 2000, they were a 
law abiding community. The Scott act 
was well observed there, no sale of liquor. 
There are no rum shops, no pauperism. 
Had assessed nothing for poor year before 
last, last year $100 but it had not been 
called on yet. Thought one policeman 
could not keep order in the town if there 
was a sale of liquor. Saw the building of 
the town. A great change had taken place 
in the valley of the Nashwaak during the 
past 25 years, then the condition of the 
people was not as good as to-day. Business 
was better. Between Fredericton and 
Stanley there used to be about 18 places 
where liquor was sold, report says there 
are 5 places now. Believe the change was 
owing to the Scott act Believe the par­
ishes would carry prohibition. The 
country is in favor of prohibition. Fi­
nancial condition of the people on the 
Nashwaak had much improved, better 
homes, broader acres and better clothes.

S. D. Townsend, commercial traveller for 
wine house, was called. Dr. McLeod 
entered a protest against him as he was 
not a native of the province. The chair­
man overruled and Mr. Townsend said 
had no trouble in getting liquor here or 
in any Scottfact town, the Maine law was 
the same as no law. Read a report of 
Collector of Customs at Woodstock show­
ing liquors entered there : In 1890, 5,855 
gals ; 1891, 4,140 gals ; 1892, 4,660 gals., 
this was about one half the liquor import­
ed to that district. Was careful about 
selling liquor in Scott act towns as the law 
would not compel payment. Trade has 
been driven into the hands of less scrupul­
ous people. Did not believe in a prohibi­
tory law as it would affect his business. 
We sell where we can whether in Scott 
Act towns or not. His business had not 
fallen off and there was no diminution in 
drinkers. Did not see any connection be­

tween these two. Dr. McLeod, at this 
point, asked him if he was aware that he 
had violated the law every time he had 
made a sale here. He did not have a re­
ply ready.

Rev. G. G. Roberts : Had been an in­
crease of sobriety here. Thought the 
Scott Act had been beneficial. Would 
favor a dominion inspector. Did not 
think the Divine law prohibits the use of 
wine. Would not say as to whether he 
would favor a prohibitory law or not It 
would depend on the provisions of that 
law.

William Queen, Woodstock, magistrate, 
thought the act was not well enforced in 
that county. Twenty-five places where 
liquor was sold in Woodstock. Lots of 
drunken people. No attempt made to 
enforce the act. No more drunkenness 
in Victoria than in Carleton. Would be 
in favor of a prohibitory law if it would 
prohibit. Thought appeals discouraged 
the inspector. A party to one prosecu­
tion was sent to jail by him. His court 
was not used as a stoppage to prosecution 
as was charged in a petition to govern­
ment. Did not know that there was a 
petition to take away his warrant as a 
magistrate.

Hugh O’Brien thought the law had 
worked well. Had decreased drinking at 
least a half. Before the Act there were 
twenty-one licensed taverns here and 
fifteen jug shops, where liquor could be 
got at any time. The licenses supplied 
the illicit men. Twenty years ago could 
hardly pass through Regent street. 
Thought the act had done wonderful good 
now. Knew of but one jug shop now, 
but thought the hotels sold. The law 
had been well enforced by the policemen. 
Should have an inspector to work with 
them. Thought lumbermen would have 
difficulty in getting liquor now. Would 
favor a prohibitory law all over the 
dominion.

John Hudson, lawyer of Brooklyn, 
found the Scott act violated and open 
sale in fifteen places. Law was not 
enforced in Maine. There was a change 
here as there were three females to one 
male. Office drinking had increased 
here, it was worse than bar drinking, as 
a man who followed it was sure to be a 
drunkard. Did not know why the wives 
and mothers desired a law unless because 
they wanted to rale the town.

Dow Vandine, ex-sergeant of police, 
said that the police had tried to enforce 
the act. There are violations of the law, 
though there were six persons selling. 
Have heard them say they did not sell 
enough to pay their fines. Law is work­
ing well, as fifty dealers have been driven 
out of the business. Difficulty was to get 
evidence. The police were watched and 
bells rang so that they did not see enough 
to convict, but this was no worse than in 
any other cases. Did not believe people 
sold it on the street. Would favor a pro­
hibitory law.

D. F. George said that there had been 
an improvement in the people and that 
the law should be kept in force. Favored 
an inspector. Preferred to employ total 
abstainers. Had met with loss by em­
ployes getting drunk. There is- not so 
much drinking among the laborers. 
Liquor sale is not so extensive by one 
quarter what it was. Appointment of an 
inspector had not been made an issue at 
the election of aldermen.

A. D. Thomas said he was alms house 
keeper. There were twenty-one inmates 
at present Out of twenty-nine who had 
been under his charge, fifteen had been 
brought there through drink directly. 
There had been a reduction in number 
brought there during the Scott act, forty- 
five less for the past twelve years than 
twelve years before the act came in force. 
There was more general prosperity in the 
city.

John McCormack, school trustee, Wood- 
stock, said .the act was poorly enforced 
there. Three or four places where liquor 
was sold. Think there is less drinking 
than before the act. It appeared to be 
hard to make a man give evidence when 
he is a party to the sale. Woodstock was 
better under the act than under a license 
law. Total prohibition would be the 
best

J. C. Risteen, manufacturer said the act 
was beneficial. It was well enforced, but 
it might have been better enforced. 
Thought an inspector should be appointed 
by the local or dominion governments. 
Would favor a prohibition law. Thought 
the act had done much good here.

John A. Morrison, said the Scott act 
had been a perfect farce. Out of one hun­
dred men they employed ninety-five who 
drank. She sentiment of the people was 
against the law. He would favor a string­
ent prohibitory law, rather than the 
Scott act, for it increased house drinking. 
He favored high licenser He thought the 
men would drink less if a licensed shop 
were in the vicinity of their mills, than 
now when they have to get it illicitly. 
He did not think a prohibitory law could 
be operated.

H. H. Pitts considered the Scott act a 
marked success, judging by the decrease 
in the drinking habits of the people.

The royal prohibition commission con­
tinued its labors, Saturday afternoon. 
The first witness called was E. B. Wins­
low, barrister, who thought that there 
was about as much liquor sold now as 
under the license law. He would not 
favor prohibition which he believed 
would not have public sentiment to back 
it.

John M. Wiley, president of the board 
of trade, said there had been a great ad­
vance in temperance sentiment during 
late years in this city which he attributed 
both to moral influences and the in­
fluences of the Scott act. He favored the 
appointment of officiials by the local or 
dominion authorities to enforce the act.

Alfred Edgecombe said his firm em­
ployed from fifty to sixty men. Those 
addicted to drink lost about three days a 
month. He preferred abstainers. Under 
the old license law there was more 
drinking among the workmen than now. 
The Scott act had done a great good in 
Fredericton. He favored prohibition.

A. F. Street, collector of customs, said 
the Scott act was not properly enforced, 
which was due to want of public senti­
ment. Some people voted to sustain the 
act and then violated it. There had been 
no improvement under the act. If there 
was a license law it would be just as apt 
to be violated.

W. B. Sewell, of Springhill, was op­
posed to prohibition. He had noticed a 
great change for the better in the drink 
habit of the people in the last four years.

Geo. F. Gregory personally was not in 
favor of prohibition, but thought it would 
be better than the Scott act.

Alex. Gibson sr., said there was no liquor 
sold in Marysville and never had been. 
We get rid of a man who drinks as soon 
as we can. Temperance was the rule 
among his people, with most satisfactory 
results. The sentiment of Marysville was 
entirely against liquor. If we had 
nothing else than societies, etc., liquor

would be sold. Any law enacted by the 
dominion should be enforced by the 
dominion officers. He employed 1,200 
men in summer and 2,400 in winter. He 
preferred abstainers ; better men every 
time. Prohibition, as I have it, has had 
a tremendously good effect. I have never 
had a claim for loss which I attribute to 
prohibition. Prohibition would be a good 
thing for Canada. Employes in the trade 
would find work in other business.

Sir John C. Allen after referring to the 
business arising out of the Scott act before 
the Supreme court said he had not much 
opportunity of observing the enforcement 
of the act Had very rarely seen any one 
on the streets under the influence of 
liquor. He would not favor prohibition, 
but if public sentiment was behind each a 
law it would do a great deal of good.

Judge Fraser thought a general prohibi­
tion law could not be enforced in the 
present state of public opinion. He knew 
many who voted against the Scott act 
because it was not sufficiently enforced.

Bishop Kingdom—A prohibitory law 
would not accomplish sobriety. It was 
harmful to have a law flagrantly violated. 
Law did not emphasize public opinion in 
reference to an evil.

Judge Steadman said the Scott act had 
largely reduced the sale of liquor here. 
Prohibition could be enforced and would 
be beneficial. Crime had also greatly 
decreased. He believed the Scott act had 
done a great good. Two-thirds of the 
criminal cases before him have had their 
origin in the liquor trade.

Capt. Howe, of Stanley, gave the com­
mission his experience as Scott act in­
spector.

Rev. F. Alexander did not think a pro­
hibitory law would have a good effect It 
would be considered an unrighteous law 
because against the law of God. The 
drink traffic should be monopolised by 
the government.

Martin Lemont favored prohibition. 
He attributed the marked improvement 
in drunkeness largely to the law which 
was an expression of the sentiment cre­
ated by moral and religious influences.

STANLEY.

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OUR ROADS.

Ten years since there were many miles 
of corduroy roads in this county, each 
parish in some of its out lying sections 
could only be reached by resorting to this 
style of road. Then as truck waggons 
were the general vehicle used for getting 
to market little fault was found. But all 
this has changed. Farmers now use the 
best buggies or express waggons and re­
quire smoother roads. To meet this de­
mand more money is required and more 
labor necessary. The last census shows 
that the population during the past ten 
years has been at a standstill and although 
the roads have improved the county has 
no greater tax paying power. In fact in 
parishes like New Maryland, where there 
are many deserted farms the property tax 
has decreased while old roads have been 
greatly improved and many miles of new 
roads been built And so it must be. 
Should parishes grow as has St Marys 
the increased property tax would continue 
to improve the highways but this growth 
is not to be expected. It is plain then 
that the roads, unless some other plan 
were employed, must get worse instead of 
better. Here is where the benefit of the 
road machine is seen. With this machine 
roads which averaged thirty cents per rod 
can now be repaired and kept in first class 
condition at a cost of from seven to ten 
cents per rod. Very few rods of road are 
ever bid in less than fifty cents, this 
would be an extremely large cost for 
machine work. In conclusion it may be 
said that the roads had to be kept up and 
to do this the machine was the only plan 
that could be adopted without increasing 
the taxes. Very few care to work on the 
roads, the number getting less each year, 
because at forty cents a day, the rate of 
wages allowed, a farmer could be better 
employed. The worked statute labor in 
the whole county would not keep up the 
roads of the smallest parish. At present 
the roads of York are in a better condition 
than ever before and for this state of affairs 
the road machine must have the credit.

LABOR TROUBLES.

The strike at the Carnegie works, 
Homestead, and the accompanying riots 
appear to be but the precursors of a still 
more serious state of affairs. The Tenn- 
esee miners have gone out on strike and 
not only have closed down the mines 
but have effectually for the time prevented 
the opening of them by non-union men. 
Although these troubles are bad enough 
yet they sink into insignificance com­
pared with the great strike among the 
switchmen on all the railroads centering 
in New York.

The switchmen wanted sixty-five dol­
lars per month and extra pay for time 
worked over ten hours for a day. The 
railway company took no notice of the 
demand and the men quit work. Begin­
ning at Buffalo, the strike has spread 
over the state so that to-day freight on 
all the great trunk lines is at a standstill. 
The state has 13,000 soldiers under arms 
but it is conceded on all sides that the 
strikers have matters in their own hands.

All through the early spring and sum­
mer trainmen have been preparing for a 
strike, the opening- of the world’s fan- 
being the stated time for the contest. 
The switchmen are supported in great 
measure by the Big Four as it is called, 
viz.: engineers, firemen, brakesmen and 
conductors. Should the unions so decide 
traffic from the Atlantic to the Pacific 
can be stopped at once, a message over 
the wires and the deed is done.

In some cases strikes are a benefit, but 
it will require a close observer to see any 
particular advantage to be derived from 
those in Buffalo and vicinity. Several of 
New York’s leading journals say that 
these labor troubles are the direct out­
come of anarchist agitation and that 
refugees from Europe, like birds of prey, 
are continually hovering round the 
great labor centres stirring up strife be­
tween employers and employed.

The Hon. Mr. Gladstone has donned 
the robes of office and a liberal regime 
has once more begun in the British em­
pire. Although the great leader is an old 
man yet he has entered upon one of the 
most trying periods of a nation’s exist­
ence. He has taken in hand the solu­
tion of a question that has been before the 
public eye for years, since the people of 
Ireland had their laws dictated by an 
English parliament. Not only is the 
crisus a grave one but his every act will 
be criticised by the world ; he will have 
to look down all opposition in the house 
and country and to be successful must 
pass a home rule bill that will be com­
paratively faultless. He must be a man 
not only of powerful and impressive elo­
quence but one of grave and earnest de­
termination, able to control the more 
ardent followers of his party and urge the 
week and irresolute to greater exertions. 
His cabinet has been formed and in 
this his wise judgment and prudent fore­
thought have been fully exemplified, the 
men he has chosen being those best quali­
fied for not only maintaining but extend­
ing British supremacy.

Some very conflicting testimony was 
heard by the prohibition commission in 
this city and the two great phases of the 
temperance question fully entered into. 
Many were of the opinion that the Scott 
act has done all that is necessary, that is 
lessened without completely preventing 
the sale and use of liquor, others were 
equally certain that only in perfect and 
total prohibition was there safety. Having 
beard the evidence the commission will 
make a report to the dominion govern­
ment and then action will be expected. 
The opinion is general that the commis­
sion has been of little benefit to the 
temperance cause and that instead of 
accelerating prohibition is only a means 
of staving it off for years. One thing is 
certain the commission is composed of 
gentlemen who enjoyed themselves while 
here and have carried away very pleasant 
memories of Fredericton and its people.

The survey of the proposed railway be­
tween this city and Woodstock will be 
completed in about two weeks. A meet­
ing will then be held by the company to 
consider whether to build the road or not. 
Although the time will be short yet meet­
ings should be called in the city and in 
the different parishes, petitions got up and 
everything done by the people to urge 
upon the company the necessity of build­
ing the road. Many who have not grant­
ed the right of way may be prevailed upon 
to do so, the city might give land and 
privileges for a terminus and the voice of 
the ratepayers might be exerted on 
dominion and local representatives to fur­
ther the construction of the railway.

Need Of a Dredge.—It would be well 
should the dominion dredge be set to work 
at the Gibson wharf as at present boats can 
not go to the wharf to load the water being 
so shallow. Shippers find it very inconveni­
ent and costly to have to load lighters and 
tranship into the vessels. Very little work 
would make the channel so that vessels 
could load at the wharf at any season.

Seats for All.—A subject is under con­
sideration by some of the city fathers that 
will cost little and add to the comfort of 
all. It has been suggested that seats be put 
in Post office square where the weary may 
rest should they feel so inclined. If it is 
done one thing is evident, all corner loafing 
will be stopped at once.

Fredericton in India.—A very peculiar 
vehicle has just been completed at Cooper’s 
wagon factory. It is a four wheeled, cov­
ered carriage, finished in the highest style 
of art. The seats and cushions are so con­
trived that they can be converted into a 
comfortable bed. It will be hauled by 
three or four coolies or Hindoos and when 
it arrives in India will be known as a jinrik- 
sha. It has been built for the Rev I. C. 
Archibald and is intended for missionary 
purpc&sjn Teluguland, India.

Lawn Social.— The lawn social and gar­
den tea on the grounds of Harry Pickard 
on Wednesday evening was a success. 
Tables were erected and refreshment booths 
constructed in a very tasty manner and the 
various good things they provided were vig­
orously attacked.

The 
Marysville brass band who gave their ser­
vice gratuitously rendered some excellent 
music and were cordially thanked by the 
attendance. Receipts amounted to $75 clear.

Presentation.—Mrs. and Miss Lepage, 
wife and daughter of the Rev. E. Lepage, 
lately removed from Alma to Kingsclear, 
were the recipients, from their friends on 
the eve of their departure, the former of a 
nicely bound volume of Wesleys works, the 
latter of a purse containing $14, accompan­
ied by an address. One of the sentences of 
the address was as follows : “ During the 
few years you have been with us we have 
observed in you the kindliest spirit and the 
deepest interest both to be and to do what 
would be the most to the glory of God, the 
greatest blessing to the church and the high­
est good to your companions and friends.”

FATAL ACCIDENT.
Sapper Bursts Killing One Man and 

Wounding Three Others.

A serious accident happened in this city 
on Monday morning last by which one 
man lost his life and three others were 
severely wounded. Shortly after the 
Phœnix mill, Morrison’s, had started the 
belt that drives the engine governor broke 
allowing the engine to run at a greatly ac­
celerated speed. This was hard on the ma­
chinery and before steam could be shut off, 
a sapping machine flew to pieces. The sap­
per is a circular steel plate resembling a saw 
but with this difference, instead of teeth the 
sapper has knives, resembling plane irons. 
It is used for cutting away the bark and 
sapwood from the-shingle blocks and quite 
a number of men work round it.

When it burst Robert Craig was standing 
almost directly in its course, one of the 
knives striking him on the side, inflicting a 
fatal wound ; from which he died shortly 
after he had been removed to the hospital. 
Ben. Rider and James McCluskey, of Gib­
son were standing five or six feet from the 
course of the machine but the knives gave 
them some dangerous and ugly gashes. 
Rider was struck in the breast and had two 
bad cuts on the shoulder. McCluskey was 
not so badly hurt while James Carr escaped 
with little injury although getting a cut on 
the forehead. All was done to relieve the 
wounded men < but despite all Mr. Craig 
died. He was buried on Tuesday, a very 
large number attending the funeral. He 
was about fifty-fiye years of age, and leaves a 
widow and five children. Deceased was a 
member of the order of unity and had 
about $400 in that institution. Mr. Morri­
son gives the men their wages while they 
are laid up and has dealt very generously 
with the afflicted widow. 1

Provincial Exhibition and Baooe.
Although matters connected with the 

provincial exhibition appear just at present 
to be in a dormant condition, yet such is 
not the fact. The agricultural society are 
preparing for an exhibit surpassing any­
thing ever before attempted in this city. As 
soon as it became known that St. John 
would not hold a show the matter has been 
gone into earnestly, and in a short time a 
definite announcement will be made. Many 
in the city and county are preparing for it. 
Last fall’s show plainly evidenced the fact 
that if the society and the park association 
took hold of a provincial fair they could 
make it a success and they have decided to 
do so. The question is often discussed as to 
why exhibitions rivalling those of ten or 
fifteen years ago cannot be got up now. The 
show will take in the whole province and 
will have some important racing and other 
contests.

At a meeting of the Directors of the Fred­
ericton Park Association held Friday even­
ing, it was decided to hold a two days race 
meeting during the week of the Exhibition, 
with the following programme :

This meeting will come in after the finish 
of the N. B. and eastern Maine circuit.

In the three year old class, the colts own­
ed by Dr. Steeves of St. John and Mr. 
Boyle of Fredericton will likely meet again, 
and they should make an exciting race. 
The 2.28 class should draw a good field of 
speedy horses.

Victoria Mills.
Hale and Murchie’s new mill is almost 

completed. Steam has been on and most 
of the machinery tested. The rotary, which 
is a powerful one, has a new contrivance 
for running the carriage. A few years since 
Richard Staples, millwright at Marysville 
invented a rope and pully purchase for, 
hauling the edger table, a similar plan is ar­
ranged for this rotary. Care has been taken 
to make the mill as fireproof as possible and 
a six foot solid wall is built on the side of 
the boiler house next the mill. The roof 
over the furnace is elevated so that there 
will be no danger of it taking fire and all 
sluices for sawdust and refuse near the fur­
naces are of iron. Space has been left for a 
gang but one will not be put in for some 
time. The mill has been rushed along rap­
idly and will be very convenient and cap­
able of cutting very fast.

Owns the Smasher Yet.
The St. John Telegraph some time since 

gave a statement as to the fast sawing that 
was done at Gregory’s mill. The Herald, 
backed by Progress and the Beacon showed 
what fast sawing was and what had been 
done at Lepreau in the old days. Now a 
statement comes from Gloucester county, 
respecting the sheriff Temple mill, that was 
intended to Wipe out of existance all 
previous records of sawing. But The 
Herald has been holding one of its heavy 
shots for these small mills. The Temple 
mill, so the story goes, and we do not 
doubt it, cut 81,000 feet in a day. That 
means 14 hours or at the rate of 57,857 for 
the day of ten hours. The new mill at 
Marysville cut in ten hours 87,641 feet, cut­
ting in one hour 11,132 feet. This was 
Alex. Gibson’s mill, an improvement on 
the mill at Lepreau.

Prince William Railway.
Josiali Wood, M. P., of Westmorland, 

Geo. F. Baird, M. P., and James Manchester, 
of the St. John Valley and River Du Loup 
Railway Company reached this city from 
Woodstock on Wednesday. They had been 
inspecting the location of the proposed 
Prince William Railway. The survey party 
are now a few miles above French Village 
and will have the work of survey completed 
in about a fortnight. A meeting of the com­
pany will then be held when the engineer’s 
report will be considered and the question 
as to whether the building of the road will 
be begun at once will be decided. No defi­
nite statement would be given by the direc­
tors as to where the road would go at Longs 
Creek, this question will also be considered 
at the meeting, but it is believed that the 
road will follow the river continuously to 
this city.

An Elopement.
An elopement case that is making con­

siderable talk occurred at Canterbury Sta­
tion on Monday evening last. A young man 
belonging to the village ran away with his 
brother’s wife. She left four children telling 
them when she went out that if she was not 
back in the evening to go to bed. They 
boarded the night express and it is said 
have gone to New Hampshire. The village 
is very much excited and all sorts of talk 
are rife. It will be rather warm for the 
pair if either of them should return. The 
husband will take no steps to retard their 
movements.

Last Block Business.
Arrangements are being made for the 

opening of the last block business at Stanley, 
The country is rich in maple and as the 
woods have been lumbered through there 
will be no roads to be made. The railway 
is near so that the cost of getting the blocks 
to market will be slight. This industry 
was carried on at Millville for years and 
was a paying business, but the lumber is 
now getting scarce with long hauls. Messrs. 
Ballentine will look over the situation at 
Stanley and it is very probable that they 
will carry on work there as well as at Mill­
ville the coming winter.

Normal School.— It is expected by the 
number making application for admission 
to the Normal School this term that the 
classes will be very large.

COUNCILLORS ELECTIONS.

Burners of Changée in Several Parishes.

An act was passed in the local house last 
session by which a county councillor holds 
his seat for two years instead of one as 
before. Since the change many believe 
that the councillors elected last October 
will not have to come forward for election 
this year, but such is not the case. Elec­
tions will be held this autumn, those 
elected holding office for two years from 
that date. Already signs of conflict are 
beginning to appear and most of the 
parishes will have an election. Mr. Mur­
ray’s cattle bill at Kingsclear does not ap­
pear to give satisfaction and several candi­
dates are named for that parish. In Queens- 
bury there will 'be three if not four in the 
field. There is a rumor going the rounds 
that Luke Lawson, of Canterbury, will try 
his fortunes again in that parish. Several 
probable candidates are showing up in 
Stanley, while Dumfries (back) will strive 
for a change. Everything appears to be 
quiet in Douglas and Bright. It is not 
thought, however, that there will be much 
change in the personnel of the new board 
under the new act.

A Public Park.
The city fathers and others are again agi­

tating the securing of a park that will be­
long to the city and will provide a place 
where all may find enjoyment. Pine park 
has been spoken of as well as the O’dell pro­
perty. One of the aldermen advocates buy­
ing the latter named property, reserving a 
piece for a public park, running roads 
through the remainder and selling it out 
for building lots. This is a good idea, the 
only thing against it being the present cost. 
There is no doubt but that enough lots 
could be sold eventually to.niore than pay 
for the property. As it would at present 
entail a large tax on the people it is not 
likely to find much favor. With pine park 
thç case is different. As the place is small 
the cost would not be heavy and there 
would be sufficient space for all require­
ments. ,______ ' ______

Thinking discretion the better part 
of valor the husband, withdrew and the 
farmer, to settle matters, dispensed with the 
help of his housekeeper.

Mr. Stewart 
thinks that Miramichi will have to be listen­
ed to before any championship can be claim­
ed and he is right as that district can show 
some very fast racers. But Fiedericton 
wants a few words in the picnic also as Joe 
Douglas has a yacht here that his friends 
claim has made several of the American 
boats take back water. Before St. John 
claims the championship the question is 
where will we meet ?

A very pretty wedding took place at the 

residence of Mrs. Geo. Allen, Penniac, on 
Wednesday, the 10th inet., when the nup­
tials of Miss Irene Allen and William Don­
ald were celebrated. Many were present 
from Marysville and Stanley. Capt. Howe 
of the latter place took a formost part in thé 
arrangements. The ceremony took place 
on the lawn in front of the house, the Rev, 
J. T. Parsons officiating. The bride looked 
charming in a neat costume ofwhite henriet 
ta, trimmed with brocaded satin and lace. 
Miss Arabella Allen, sister of the bride made 
a handsome bridesmaid while William 
Gilmour supported the groom. Many pretty 
presents attested the esteem felt for the con­
tracting parties.

Summer Cottages.
The O’Mally property above town, owned 

at present by Dr. Henry, is likely soon to 
change hands as it is on the bills that a 
company is being formed to purchase it and 
erect eight summer cottages there. It is 
only three miles from the city, has the best 
of water, grand boating and bathing facili 
ties, all country and city advantages com­
bined. Some ot the wealthy and popular 
officials of the New England states are taking 
an active hand in the matter and the project 
is likely to be a suceess. A prominent city 
official is at present in Boston helping the 
matter along.

The Gibson Creamery.— The project for 
a creamery at the mouth of Nashwaak ap- 
appears to have fallen through, at least 
matters are at present at a standstill. The 
greatest difficulty is that of getting a suit­
able water supply for butter-making, etc. 
It is altogether probable that a creamery 
will be erected at that place early in the 
spring, but nothing will be done the 
coming autumn. The working of the 
Kingsclear creamery has been investigated 
by the parties interested and has proved 
very satisfactory.

Hay Destroyed.—The recent froehet has 
caused a large amount of damage to the 
hay along the St. John and its tributaries. 
In Sunbury and Queens much of the hay 
was submerged, while along the Nashwaak 
hay had been cut and the water carried it 
away. Farmers were seen raking it from 
the water. Along the low lying parts of 
the Oromocto and Rusiagornis it was the 
same. But as the water is falling fast the 
damage will not be so great as at first sup­
posed.

Sons of England-—This afternoon the 
members of Stanley lodge of Sons of Eng­
land are expected to arrive in this city to 
be initiated into a higher degree of the order 
To- morrow they will parade with their 
Fredericton brethem to the Cathedral where 
a special service will beheld. Stanley lodge 
will send about forty-five men which with 
those from here will make a very fine show­
ing. This order" is comparatively new here 
but it has grown rapidly.

Trade with B. C.— John Taylor, late 
owner of the tork woollen mills at Man­
ners-Sutton, has shipped a bale of his 
homespun to parties in British Columbia, 
receiving besides cash, a large bundle of 
wool from the Pacific province. The wool 
is longer and much finer than any that Mr. 
Taylor has ever handled, and he says that 
it will make cloth equal to the best English 
broadcloth.

Horse Hauling.— There was a horse 
hauling match at the old Bridges homestead 
one day last week between horses owned 
by John Young and John Dow. Young 
had issued a challenge to the '1 world ” and 
the fun began when it was seen that Dow's 
horse could walk off with him. Dow was 
given the bets, $5 a side, but returned the 
stake to his opponent. The “ world ’’ was 
very limited.
