and South. In the universities of

The correspondence Published.

Ottawa advices of the 19th say the 
members of the Government ere more 
then eetonished at the action of Gener­
al Footer of the United StateB in pub­
lishing correspondence on the Seeling 
and other questions while negotiation e 
are «till in progress. What object be 
can have it is 'difficult to conceive. 
Following is the protocal published: 
At e conference on November 16th with 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier, Sir Louie Davies, 
and Ur. Adame, of the British em­
bassy, Gen. Foster proposed: First, 
that the governments of Great Britain 
and the United States agree at onoe to 

a modus vivendi providing for s com­
plete suspension of the killing of seals 
in all waters ef the Pacific ocean and 
Behring sea for one year fiom Decem­
ber, 1897, and for the suspension of al 
killing of seals on the Pribyloff Islands 
for the same period. Second, that the 
British ambassador and one or more 
representatives of the Canadian govern] 
ment on the one part, and snch re­
presentative or representatives as may 
be designated by the President of the 
United States on the other pert, shall, 
with as little delay as possible, take 
up for consideration, with a view to 
settlement by means of treaty stipu­
la lions, the fur seal question, the pro­
tection of fish in the waterfflof rivers 
and lakes contiguous to thavjjnited. 
States and Canada, the subject of~ie- 
eiproce! emigration, commercial reci­
procity or any other unsettled question 
between the United States and Canada, 
which either of the governments may 
see proper to bring forward. No reply 
to Gen. Foster’s communication of 
December 2nd has yet been sent, the 
government being in communication 
with the home authorities to see how 
far Mr. Foster’s views can be met. 
The general impression at Ottawa 
however, is that nothing can now 
come of the negotiations.

Cape Breton Osai Mine#
The board of directors of the Domin 

ion Coal Co. in Boston hnve agreed to 
modify the determination to shut down 
the Victoria collieries et Cepe Breton 
The determination has been oppoeed 
vigorously by the government of Nova 
Scotia, backed by Canadian officials, 
on the ground that the closing of the 
mines would practically crash the town 
which, is peopled mainly by miners. 
The Dominion Company for its part 
claimed that it was losing money by 
keeping the mines open, as the ontpnt 
hie to hi reduced on account of the 
free sing over of the St. Lawrence 
River, the waterway over which most 
of the coal is sent to Montreal. Hon. 
George H. Murray, premier of Nova 
Scotia; Hon. W. 8. Fielding, Canadian 
minister of Fioenoe; and R Dram 
mond, head of the Provincial Work­
man’s Association of Nova Scotia, have 
been in Boston trying to bring about a 
compromise. Tne directors of the 
Dominion Coal Co., after hearing tha 
argumenta advanced by these officials, 
have decided to appoint a committee 
to negotiate with the governments of 
Canada and Nova Scotia with a view 
of reaching an amicable agreement on 
the matter. Details of the prdppsitio» 
to be made by the company cannot be 
made pnblie at present.

Mr. Barrir, General Traffic Man­
ager of the Intercolonial at Montreal, 
evidently intends to take bis staff 
from the Grand Trunk service. On 
Saturday be announced the appoint­
ment of T. E. Dodd and E. Smitie, 
of the Traffic Department of the Grand 
Trunk, to his service. Dodd will be 
chief clerk of the Freight Department 
at Moncton, and Smi'.ie will take a 
similar position at either Ht John or 
Halifax, in the divisional freight 
office.

It ts announced from Moncton that 
Mr. H. H. Schaeffer has been appoint­
ed district freight agent of thé I. C. R., 
his district covering the division east 
of Moncton, and including the Prince 
Edward Island Railway. Tne Times 
says that the appointment may involve 
the removal to Moncton of one or two 
people connected with the freight de­
partment of the Island railway.

An expedition trbich promises to 
be interesting is being planned by 
some young men in North Sydney 
C. B. A small vessel is to be 
chattered and with a party of twelve 
leave for Hudson Bay on a prospect­
ing i rip in the spring. With $700 
they think they will be able to secure 
the necessary outfit, which means a 
little over $20 apiece. None but 
stalwart and energetic youths will be 
taken, and., they think with a little 
hardship they will be able to discover 
a Klondike at Labrador and Hudson 
Bay.

The four-masted British ship Roby, 
Captain Jones, arrived at San Diego, 
CaL, on Saturday last, 144 days from 
London. Captain Jones reports that 
last Thursday,, when off St. Nicholas 
Island, he was hailed by a crew in 
distress, He hove to and sent off a 
life boat to the distressed men, who 
were found to be five sailors and their 
captain of the sloop Ringer. The 
latter states that on the oignt of De­
ne ruber 8 his vessel dragged her 
anchor in a fearful storm and went on 
the rocks a total wreck, the crew es­
caping with their lives only. All the 
men were without shelter for seven 
days and were suffering greatly for 
food and nourishment. - They were 
taken on board by Captain Jones sod 
showed every attention.

Among 
these were Father Reynolds, Father Dad, 
Father MoGllllvray, Father Carroll and 
others.
