Distinguished Honor Accorded Roose­
velt by University of Berlin.

Berlin. Jap. 21—Th= announcement 
that Pre-idem Roosevelt has accepted j 
the invitat'on to deliver an address i 
before the students of the University j 
of Berlin in May, 1910, following his i 
return from Africa, is being discussed j 
with lively interest. The' report is j 
hailed with satisfaction bv the edu- j 
cational authorities. Mr. Roosevelt, I 
of course, will come as a plain, pri­
vate citizen, but in view of his pre­
sent position the customary procedure 
would have been ‘ to invite him 
through the regular diplomatic chan­
nels. The invitation, however, was 
sent him direct by. the rector of the 
University of Berlin, which thus pays 
him honor purely in his capacity as a 
private personage of distinguished 
achievement.

THEIR EXCELLENCIES, EARL'AND COUNTESS GREY Ottawa, Jan. 2Ô—Charles Marcil, M. 
P.„ Bonaventure, was elected to the 
speakership of the House of Commons 
this afternoon without opposition. Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier and R. L. Borden 
spoke brieily, and Mr. Marcil was es­
corted to the chair by the premier and 
H011. Wm. Paterson. Then Sir Wil­
frid answered a couple of questions 
put to him my the leader of the op­
position and the House adjourned.

In moving the election of Mr. Mar­
cil, Sir Wilfrid referred to the import­
ance of the duties and the qualities 
required to fill the. high office. He 
expressed regret that the British sys­
tem of electing a speaker does not pre­
vail in Canada. This system produc­
ed the highest measure of efficiency. 
Sir Wilfrid said that when lie was 
leader of the opposition he had sug­
gested to Sir John Macdonald the ad­
option of the British system, but his 
proposal had not been adopted. He 
had also discussed the matter with 
Hon. R. F. Sutherland, later speaker, 
who had pointed out that while the 
honor would be great, the sacrifices 
attached would be bitter, because un­
der the British system a man must 
completely sever himself from his avo­
cation. In England, said the premier, 
the speaker gets a large salary, and 
on retirement a peerage and a pen­
sion, and Canada could not give a 
large salary, or a peerage, and he had 
a vivid memory that pensions were 
not popular in Canada. It had been 
the custom in Canada to promote the 
d-putv sneaker, and for that reason 
he would propose the name of Mr. 
Marcil. - a man of -highest character, 
who had in the past performed duties 
pertaining to the office with dignity, 
in.partiality and marked ability.

R L. Borden, leader of the opposi­
tion. was inclined to agree with all 
the premier had said as to the supéri­
orité of the British system. He realiz­
ed. however, that the conditions in 
Canada were somewhat different. He 
trusted that in respect to the dignity 

f the office and the impartiality of 
behavior, Canada could not have beeil 
much behind the mother country. Mr. 
Marcil in the past always conducted 
himself with dignity and- tact. Some 
allusions had been made to Mr. Mar- 
cil’s methods of conducting his cam- 
oaign. Mr. Borden did not propose 
to affirm or deny the statements made, 
and he did not have proof in his pos­
session, but he would say that the 
practice of offering bribes was a vici­
ous one. The system would, however, 
be brought up and discussed fully 
later on in the session. He would say 
that owing to the judicial nature of 
the speaker’s position, it was desirable 
that he should not be a suppliant from 
day to day for favors from his con­
stituents.

Mr. Marcil was generously applaud­
ed when he took his- seat, and in for­
mal language thanked the House.

Sir Wilfrid informed Mr.Borden that 
Judge Cassell's report on the marine 
department would be in the hands of 
the government tomorrow or Friday.

In reply to queries as to the treaties 
between the United States and Can­
ada, Sir Wilfrid said that all treaties 
except that in respect to waterways 
had been brought down last session. 
The waterways treaty would be pre­
sented to parliament as soon as a 
copy was received.

therewith. Further, he said, if a town 
lost the trade of any farmers because 
of the fact of its being dry, it would 
not be damaged much, for the class 
of farmers whose trade would be lost 
would be that class who spent their 
money in the bar-room and who would 
ordinarily be the poorest class of cus­
tomers. He said further that in an 
actual canvass of ninety farmers liv­
ing near a certain town in Alberta, 
seventy-seven of them signed a peti­
tion declaring themselves in favor of 
prohibition.

in the whole Dominion of Canada.

For a number of years this province 
was largely dependent on the Eastern 
IH'ovinces for supplying teachers. On­
tario had recognized this with tie re­
sult that teachers’ salaries had been 
increased in that province, and in 
future dependence could largely be 
placed upon our own training insti­
tutions to supply the growing demands 
for public school teachers in Alberta, 
which made the normal school of this 
province perhaps the most important 
educational institution in it.

THE UNKINDEST KNOCK OF ALL.
The Mail and Empire condemns the 

appointment of the commission to con­

ernment to men chosen regardless of 
the people and placed beyond their 
reach. In this he has at least won 
credit for unshaking allegiance to the 
tradition that the people have no busi­
ness to rule themselves anyway.

AN ANNIVERSARY, AND A 
CONTRAST.

Winnipeg Free Press :—Today is 
first anniversary of the inauguration of 
Government ownership and operation of 
telephones ift Manitoba. The year has 
run its course, without seeing the real­
ization of the explicit pledges that were 
made by the government ixr more than 
cut the Bell rates in two. On this day 
begins the second year of the government 
ownership and r^eration of telephones in 
Manitoba.

The vision of telephones for the farm­
ers at $12 a year, which were dangled 
before the public by the Ministers pre­
vious to the general elections, has melt­
ed away like a deceiving mirage. There 
have been no reductions of telephone 
rates. On the contrary, there have been 
increases. Such has been the experience 
of Manitoba. Alberta has had a very dif­
ferent experience of government owner­
ship and operation of telephones ; and 
the contrast between tine experiences of 
the two Provinces is all the more .strik­
ing because Mr. It obi in’ and his col­
leagues have repeatedly asserted that in 
the purchase of the Bell Telephone Com­
pany's system in this Province they 
made a bargain that was more to the ad­
vantage of the public than the bargain 
made by the government of Alberta for 
the purchase of the same Company’s 
system in that Province.

And yet in Alberta the rates charged 
for telephones under Government owner­
ship and operation are markedly less 
than the rates that were charged by the 
Bell Company. On Wednesday the an­
nouncement was made at Edmonton of 
an Order-in-Counc:l having been passed 
putting into effect the readjusted sche­
dule of rentals and tolls in the Alberta 
telephone system. The reduction will 
average 25 per cent. The new schedule 
does not affect the 25 per cent, reduction 
on former prices in every instance. In 
some cases there is no change whatever, 
but the average reduction is 25 per cent. 
Mr. Cushing, the Minister of Public 
Works, under whose direction the system, 
is operated, said on Wednesday : “For 
the past four months we have been con­
sidering the question of readjustment. 
This readjustment, which went into ef­
fect January 1, means a. reduction of 
rates on toll lines and exchanges formerly 
operated by the Bell Company, with the 
exception of exchanges' with over 1,000 
subscribers, where the same rates will be 
maintained on business telephones. But 
there will be a reduction on all ex­
changes upon telephones in private re­
sidences.”

In Alberta they are thus having their 
second reduction of telephone rates since 
government ownership and operation be­
gan in that Province. In this Province 
the public is still waiting for the first 
reduction of any sort.

VIEWS OF THE PRESS

The Opposition members during that 
time have been particularly well cir­
cumstanced to observe the whole pol­
icy and work of the Government, to 
detect errors of judgment and to locate 
evidences of negl'giuice or impropriety. 
The fact that their number was small 
constituted in itself a signal advant­
age in this respect.

Many New Faces.
Many of the men who helped to 

guide Canada along the right way for 
years past in her national affairs are 
again in their seats today prepared to 
continue the good work. On the 
other hand, there is a good deal of 
new blood in the composition of the 
House, a circumstance that is to be 
expected following a general election. 
A great many of the old faces from 
Quebec and Ontario are to be seen, 
but in comparison with the numeri­
cal representation by provinces it is 
probable that the three provinces 
constituting the Maritime Provinces 
afford the most numerous changes in 
the personnel of the new parliament. 
There are also some new faces from 
the Pacific coast- and from Manitoba, 
hut the new provinces of Alberta and 
Saskatchewan sent a lot of new men 
representing new constituencies 'but 
recently carved out of the great wiss- 
tern country, which is so full of 
promise. It will be remembered 
these seats were created during the 
last parliament, but were not to l>e 
filled until the elections for the suc­
ceeding parliament were held.

Earl Grey, who read the speech from 
the Throne this afternoon, has won 
an enviable place for himself in the 
affections of the Canadian people 
In the ordinary course of events lie 
will onlv preside at one more func 
lion of the kind, providing his succes­
sor is appointed, upon the expirv o' 
his term of office. His Excellency 
was appointed bv His Maiestv to the 
high office oil September 26tli, 1904 
and he took office on December 10th 
ot the same year. The term is for 
five vears. and it will be up on De 
comber 10th, 1909. Unless the
second session of the eleventh parlia 
ment is called earlier than the present 
session this mav be the last occasion 
on which he will appear in his present 
capacity, but it may be stated that 
the opening is unusually late.

The Governor General.
Earl Grey is the son of the late 

General Hon. Charles Grey, his mo­
ther being a daughter of the late Sir 
Thomas Henry Farquhar, Bart. Hie 
birthday comes on November 291 h 
He was born in the year 1851 and li: 
has in consequence entered on his 
fifty-eighth year. He was educated 
at Harrow and Trinity College. Cam­
bridge. He was in the British House 
from 1880 to 1885 as representative f<v 
South Northumberland and the fo’. 
lowing year for Tyneside. Northum 
berland. He was administrator of 
Rhodesia in 1896 and 1897 and has 
been a director of the British South 
Africa Company since 1898 and con 
tinned in that office until he was ap­
pointed Governor General of Canada 
in 1904. Earl Grey comes of a dis­
tinguished family, which has been 
prominent in the history cf Northum 
berland for several centuries. The 
first Earl was a General in the Ameri 
can revolutionary war, and the second 
was the celebrated Charles, Earl Grey 
one of the distinguished statesmen ç 
the early part of the last century 
His Excellency succeeded his uncle 
the third Earl, on October 9th, 1894.

“Governor General and Commander 
in-Chief of the Dominion."

ther that was the action of a Horatius 
at the bridge or a Grecian at Thermo- 
polae. He said the member for Rose­
bud was.in his place all right and 
put up a better fight than Horatius 
ever did on the banks of the Tiber.

Member for St. Albert.
Mr. McKenney, member for St. Al­

bert, felt that, as an old timer, he was 
at libertv to discuss the need for 
railways in Alberta. He said that in 
former days he paid twenty times as 
much freight for merchandise ship­
ped to St., Albert by rail, over the 
C.P.R., as a Vancouver merchant did 
for his when it came by sea around 
Cape Horn.

Continuing, Mr. McKenney pointed 
to the completion of the Panama 
Canala, when 22% cents would be the 
rate per 100 pounds from Calgary to 
Liverpool. He staked his faith also 
on the Hudson Bay route and declar­
ed the St. Lawrence route was dying 
a slow death.

He felt that the railway legislation 
which the government would enact 
would have a great bearing in the fu­
ture of the province and that the 
people of the province were justified 
in expecting the Premier and his 
cabinet to be wise and devoted to the 
interests of the people.

The member for St. Albert criti­
cized the Leader of the Opposition 
for his lack of sense of proportion. 
He predicted, using a capital story 
by way of illustration, that dire cala­
mity would befall the Leader of the 
Opposition if he opposed the govern­
ment’s railway policy.

A Three Years’ Record.
Mr. Puffer, member * for Lacombe, 

held that three years was a very short 
time for any government to make such 
a record as the Rutherford govern­
ment lias established. He thought 
the criticism of the Opposition had 
been very mild. The railway policy 
of the government and the public 
works department, he thought, would 
work in unison to give the settlers 
transportation facilities. The latter 
would build roads and bridges to 
serve until the railways were within 

j reach. In his opinion the railway 
| problem was the greatest that the 
! present government would have to 
face and one that would greatly re­
dound to the credit of the govern- 

! ment.

Remarkable Story of the Travels of a

Toronto Electric Light Co. Make Prop­
osition to City For Franchise Rc-! 
newal.

Toronto, Jan. 20.—The deepest mys­
tery surrounding an offer which May­
or Oliver says was made today looking 
to a new arrangement between the

Wandering from Mexico through the 
United States, thousands of1 miles to 
Winnipeg, thence over the prairie~to 
E<imonton, on to Athabasca Landing 
end further on through the barren 
wilds towards Wabiseaw, near Which 
place they were found by the Royal 
Northwest Mounted Police. À Mexi­
can woman, said to be a boost 80 years 
of age, and her granddaughter of-thir­
teen years, .travelled, mxieb of the 
time on foot, from the southern boun­
dary of the United States almost to 
the Arctic Circle.

The strange story of the travels' of 
the two extraordinary wanderers reads 
like a tale of fiction, but it is never­
theless true. Several weeks ago they 
were found by the Mounted Police of 
Athabasca Landing near Collin Lake, 
about sixty miles north of the Land­
ing, and were taken back to Edmon­
ton. The tittle girl was handed over 
to R. B. Chadwick, reformatory super­
intendent, who found for her a suit­
able home, while the old woman, who 
was found to be demented, was sent 
to to Brandon, where she was placed 
in the insane asylum.

Found North of Landing.
The report that the two were wan­

dering in the country north of the 
Landing was brought in to that place 
several weeks ago by Mrs. A. H. 
Griffin, of Wabiseaw, who is now 
visiting her parents, Sheriff Robertson 
nnd Mrs. Robertson, in the city. 
Mrs. Griffin, whose husband is in the 
employ of the Hudson Bay Company, 
was coming to the city by means of 
stage. Near Rockv Island Lake the 
party m»t the woman and her grand­
it anchor. Both were scantily cloth­
ed, a'most in rags, and had absoluto- 
iv no provisions but half of a large 
fish, upon which they were feeding. 
Un their feet was sacking instead of 
mocassins. They were pushing on 
to Wabiseaw. but it is doubtful if they 
would ever have reached that plafce. 
a- the trails over ■ the lakes were 
.drifted Vo with snow and onlv the 
mest experienced traveller of the dis­
trict could find his way.

Every effort was made to get " them 
tr, return with the stage, but neither

The storv was that they wanted to 
each Wabiseaw, rS they had been 
■li that that place whs full of 

dpeniards. Finding that remon­
trances were in vain. Mrs. Griffin and 
!, r guides gave the pair what clotti­
ng and provisions thev Could spare 

and then left them. Reaching the 
Landing, th» Mounted Police were at 
once intnrm"d and a party was sdnt 
out to look up th» Wanderers.: Thev 
'■rre found a dav or two later and 
brought hnek to shelter.

From the reports it appears that the 
couple have been in the West, for 
nearly a year. In the month of 
\nril last they arrived in Winnipeg 
"rom the south and attracted the at­
tention of the officers of the depart­
ment of immigration of the Dominion 
government. Thev gave their names 
as Margaret Romona and Manilla Ro- 
mona. The former was a Mexican 
woman, eighty years of age. and the 
latter was her granddaughter, aged 
thirteen years. The tale that thev 
then told was an almost incredible 
one. Their home, thev stated, was in 
Old Mexico. From that country the 
had walked all the way to Winnipeg, 
coming north along the Pacific coast

Return to the United States.
As they were entirely destitute, it 

. was proposed that They should be re- 
' t urn°d to the - United States, from 
which country thev had ' come to 
Canada. On inquiry it was learned, 
however, that the authorities of the 
United States would not receive them, 
is they were not citizens of that 
country. They onlv terms on which 
they would be admitted to the United 
States was that they should ba pro­
vided bv- the government of Canada 
with a through ticket to some point 
in Mexico. The Winnipeg authorities 
were unwilling to assume the respon­
sibility for the purchase r' the two 
tickets to Mexico, and while the 
matter was under advisement, the old 
woman with the young girl escaped 
from the immigration hall and disap­
peared.

Real Facts of the Case.
The real facts of the case as ascer­

tained here are that the family, com­
posed of husband, wife and a grand­
daughter, left the little town of Cali­
fornia, ,in Mexico, several years a?o 
for the district in the vicinity of Ed­
monton where they intended to take 
up land. At Chevenne, the capital of 
Wyoming, the husband died and after 
staying there for some time The old 
woman and her dranddaughter decid­
ed to continue their journey to the 
north. Trouble, however, soon upset 
the mind of the old woman, and for 
months she has been travelling in 
charge of the little girl. The pair 
have moved from place to place, 
sometimes bv railway, sometimes in 
company with nomadic Indian bands 
and sometimes alone on foot along the 
trail. The. one remarkable thing in 
connection with the whole affair is 
that they had not come to the atten­
tion of the authorities of Western 
Canada earlier after their escape 
from Winnipeg.,

PANAMA CANAL SCANDAL.

Enquiry Into New. York World's Al­
leged Libel Will Cover Wide Field.

Washington, Jan. 20—Steadily along 
its mysterious way yesterday proceed­
ed the district grand jury enquiry into 
the New York World’s publication of 
the Panama canal scandal. Charles 
P. Taft, brother of the president-elect, 
end Douglas Robinson, brother-in-law 
of President Roosevelt, were exam­
ined together with a dozen newspaper 
correspondents, newsdealers and em­
ployees of telegraph companies.

A somewhat sensational turn was 
riven to the investigation by the de­
mand made on H. Frank Taft, Wash 
ington manager til the Western Union 
Teiegrnnh Co., to produce before the 
grand jury certain messages received 
by his company in New York on De­
cember 6, 7 and 8, signed “Smith,’’

Delavan Smith.’’
Delà van Smith is the publisher and 

ostensible owner of the Indianapolis 
News. The fact that messages dated 
as late as December 8 are wanted 
lends further mystery to the affair. 
That was some time after the publi- 
c-tion of the alleged libelous articles 
and tliat they are wanted in the cur­
rant investigation indicates that it is 
covering a wider field than was sup­
posed.

. In the face of this horror, after the 
rescued had been interviewed and 
istatements had been taken from the 
officials of the Geo. WT. Jackson Con­
struction Go., the company that di­
rected the work, the officials were un­
able last night to reach a conclusion 
as to the cause of the fire that destroy­
ed the crib and the explosion that 
preceded it, nor has the responsibil­
ity been fixed. That adequate precau­
tions to srve life in case of such an oc­
currence had not been provided is cer­
tain.

No Fire Protection.
Survivors say that there was only 

one door on the second floor, where 
70 men were shut in by fire with only 
tbit single exit. There was not a 
single boat or other craft within a mile 
of the crib. Survivors say that the 
only fire-fighting equipment in the in­
flammable. wooden building, which 
housed a powder magazine and un­
known quantities of dynamite, was a 
few hand fire extinguisher’s which 
were useless. The only fact definitely 
established regarding the origin of the 
fire is that an explosion preceded the 
appearance of the flames by about 
three minutes. Various theories have 
b”en advanced with this as a basis. 
City Engineer Ericson believes that 
a workman dropped a lighted match 
or a pipe spark in the magazine room.

Jas. Sbaffner, one of the survivors, 
described the explosion as so heavy 
that it rocked the building, which 
nright have set off the nitro-glvcerine 
in the magazine. Another s.iys he saw 
a negro enter the powder room before 
the explosion, and he might have 
dropped a light on the floor.

Those who sought to determine the 
facts were rebuffed at every angle by 
the representatives of the Geo.

At the 
Seventy-third street office of the com­
pany, which has direct telephone 
communication to the crib, men were 
posted at the doors to keep inquirers 
out.

Terrible Incidents of Fire.
In terrible incidents the disaster 

has probably never been equalled. 
Every condition was there to make 
rescue almost hopeless, and death more 
gnm and frightful than even violent 
death is usually known to be. More 
than hall the unfortunates were im­
prisoned in the crazy wooden, unpro­
tected building, isolated in mid-lake 
and a mile and a half from human 
hand or aid. and most of them never 
had a chance for life. Those whom 
the fire spared the lake devoured, ex­
cept for tl,e few who were taken half 
dead with exposure, frozen to cakes 
of ics, or who were lucky enough to 
reach a gravel pile which was the only 
so,id formation within a mile of the 
death trap. The incidents are many 
end thrilling as they come from the 
nps of survivors and rescuers. But 
they transpired in less than two min- 
utes, for that time the tinder box 
caught fire and was destroyed, bury­
ing in its burning debris more than 
thirty men.

“We mean by his,” said Crown 
Prince George, “that the most import­
ant aspect- of the present situation 
from our point of view is the political. 
We want to be keen business men, 
but business is not stirring us greatly 
in this matter. Ten million of Servians 
arp strewn up and down this part of 
Europe and they want to maintain 
their racial individuality. This, they 
cannot d_o if Austria is permitted to 
persevere -in its defiance of law and of 
human rights. Rather than ■ submit 
to Austrian tyranny, the Servian race 
will fight. No mere railway outlet 
to the ssa, or other economic conces­
sions, will satisfy us. We want 'po­
litical freedom, not only for the Ser­
vians within this kingdom, but for 
those without as well. If Austria 
gives Bosnia and Herzegovina real au­
tonomy wc shall be ready to come to 
terms with her in all other matters.”

The war-like, party continues in the 
ascendant - here. The present prime 
minister is likely to be superceded by 
a stronger and more military man. 
Also more aggressive men will rule 
parliament. The impression prevails 
that Austria is frightened and it is 
expected that Foreign Minister Aehr- 
cnthal’s surrender to the Turks, in 
the matter of a money compensation, 
will be followed by a backdown in 
everything that really threatens to 
involve Austria in war. Prince George’s 
statement to the'effect that Servia will 
be satisfied with autonomy for Bosnia 
and Herzegovina is regarded here as 
justified.

CARELESSNESS CAUSES TRAGEDY

Four Men Blown to Pieces by Dyna­
mite Explosion.

New York, Jan. 20.Four men were 
blown to pieces and twenty others 
were injured, presumably because 
some careless workman dropped a 
match or a lighted clear in the pack­
ing house of the Forcite Powder Works 
at Woodbury, N. J., causing an ex­
plosion of such terrific force that it 
crumpled up tw’o big buildings and 
shook houses for miles around. Thou­
sands of sticks of dynamite were 
stored in the -packing room, which 
Was a one-story structure. Tiler- 
were about four tons of the deadly 
matenal in the place. Not a single 
stick could be found after the awful 
blast, which caused big waves to rush 
across Lake Hopatacong, which -'s 
near by. Fourteen workmen reported 
that they had been hurled distances 
of from ten to twenty feet by the 
great gust of air following the shock.

TROUBLE BREWING I N WINNIPEG

City Clashes With Electric Light Co.
Over Laying of Conduits.

Winnipeg, Jan. 21—Some time ago 
the city passed a bylaw requiring all 
wires within a certain area put under 
ground, and served notice thereof- on 
the Winnipeg Electric Street Railway 
eompany. Pursuant to this the com­
pany recently notified the city that 
they were proceeding to place the 
wires from Mill street sub-station, 
where the -power transmission line 
ends, to Garry street and the power 
house, in a conduit-: and accordingly 
the engineers today laid out the lines 
for the trench, and unloaded 29 cars 
oi material and started to move the 
C. N. R. track.

The city solicitor claims, however, 
that if the company wish to use the 
streets, it should be forced to some 
agreement with the city regarding the 
use of the. streets. He also contends 
that the company requires to secure a 
permit for which they have not ap­
plied. Accordingly, Mayor Evans held 
a consultation this afternoon with the 
city solicitor, and later gave the police 
positive injunctions to keep the street 
clear arid 'not permit the work. As 
the company have given instructions 
for the work to proceed, there is the 
possibility of a clash in the morning.

ROOSEVELT IS PRAISED.

in This Position—Opposition Will

Ottawa, Jan. 20—At the first Con­
servative caucus of the session, held 
in the railway committee room of the 
House of Commons today, R. L. Bor­
den’s position as leader of the opposi­
tion was reaffirmed by his supporters. 
J. H. Brainard, M.P. for Victoria, 
presided. Mr. Borden rtiade a speecli 
in which he proposed that a caucus 
should be held which he would not at­
tend and which would deal with the 
question of the leadership. --

The proposal was rejected by rank 
and file of the party, there being an 
unanimous expression of opinion that 
Mr. Borden should remain at hispost. 
This, he consented to do,although pro­
testing against the, matter being dis­
posed of so summarily.

The caucus then proceeded with the 
consideration of the sessional pro­
gram and the new members were cal­
led on to make speeches. It was 
stated, after the caucus, that at least 
one amendment to the address in re­
ply to the speech from the throne 
will be moved, which means that the 
discussion will probably last for a 
couple of days.

After a long de­
bate, the senate today over-rode the 
governor’s veto ci the state-wide pro­
hibition bill by a vote oi 29 to 13, the 
same vote as the original bill. Tip; 
crowd which had packed the senate 
galleries during the debate on the 
veto then surged over into the galler­
ies of the house, where the result was 
a foregone conclusion. The house 
veto message was at once read and the 
debate on it taken up. About 5.30 
o’clock the vote was taken, being 61 
to 36. Under the bill, the eale of 
liquor is prohibited throughout Ten­
nessee after Julv 1st.

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THE COMING POULTRY SHOW.

With the Poultry and Pet Stock Show 
in Edmonton on January 25th, 26th, 
27th and 28th, the Poultry Branch c-f 
the Provincial Department of Agri­
culture makes the following sugges­
tions for those who intend to patron­
ize the show :

“The successful exhibitor,” says ihe 
poultry superintendent, “does not 
take his birds from the barnyard to 
the show room, but selects his birds 
some time before and gives much care 
and thought to preparing them so that 
they will appear to the best advan­
tage.”

“First select the birds that conform 
as nearly as possible to the require- 
asnio lyvFort ’foreclosedrsenstme 
ments outlined in the ‘American 
Standard of Perfection.' These jirds 
should be placed apart in dry, clean 
quarters and given special feed and 
attention. Overweight is as bad ,.s 
underweight and it is well to give at­
tention to this particular. A little 
well-boiled linseed fed in the mash 
will greatly increase the gloss of the 
plumage.”

“If the birds are inclined to be 
nervous, place them in a coop, visit­
ing them as often as possible. If they 
are fed in a coop they will come to 
the front expectantly when one ap­
proaches. Use a stick to turn them 
about and train them to hold a grace­
ful carriage. Handle them in the 
same manner as a judge would, and 
tbev will soon lose their fright and 
take a pride in appearing to the best 
advantage when inspected."

“Special care should be given the 
plumage. It adds much to the ap­
pearance of any bird whether white 
or colored, if washed shortly before 
the show. Wash thoroughly in warm 
water, using castile or other pure 
soap, then rinse in cooler water. If 
the birds are white a little blueing 
in the rinse water makes a great im­
provement in the colour. The face, 
legs and feet of the bird should be 
washed carefully. After washing the 
birds should be carefully dried in a 
warm room, without being exposed 
too directly to the heat. They can be 
rubbed gently with a soft towel, great 
care being taken not to injure the

two months old before they reach the 
consumer in Great Britain, and they 
land in Britain at a time when th 
weather is cool. As New Zealand’s

continues on until the month of June. 
Before New Zealand began manufac­
turing in a large way, British import­
ers were in the habit of loading up 
with Canadian cheese in. the fall, in 
order to carry them through the per­
iod of non-production in this country 
With New Zealand in the field they 
si* no longer obliged to do this. Un­
der these conditions-, unless New Zea- 
'and dairymen turn back to the pro­
duction of butter, we are not likely to 
find an increased outlet for cheese in 
Great Britain, and any increase in 
Canada’s make in the future must 
find an outlet in the home market. 
Mr. Ruddick looks, however, for great 
expansion in this home market. He 
estimates that there are a million 
nore people in Canada no»’ than there 
ware in 1904, and that these consume 
tt least 20,000,000 lbs of butter, be­
sides a very large quantity of milk, 
ind a considerable amount of cheese. 
Finally, the consumption of the indi­
vidual Canadian is greater than it 
was then. All this, Mr. Ruddick 
thinks, is sufficient to account for the 
decline in our dairy exports which 
las taken place of late years. He ;s 
if opinion, too, that the outlet in the 
home market can be very largely in­
creased by the giving of additional 
iarc to the quality called for, and by 
pushing sales.

CANADIAN DAIRY OUTLOOK.
Speaking at. the Western Ontario 

Uairy Convention, at Brantford, Ont 
J A. Ruddick, dairy and cold storag- 
commissioner for Canada, gave a 
»< rld-wide review of the dairy situa­
tion.

Two of the notable developments 
the last ten years were, he said, found 
*i the increase in butter consumption 
:n Great Britain, and in the change 
ir. Germany ’rum a butter exporter to 
a butter importer. 4 few years ago 
Germany exported butter to a large 
irbnt, and now she imports to the 
amount of one hundred million 
pounds a year, mostly from Denmark,
Holland and Russia. In Britain the 
imports of butter for the year ending 
Jane 30 last were 81,753,520 lbs in ex­
cess of the imports for the year 1899 

The Exporting Countries.
Among th•• countries winch produce 

a surplus of butter, Dmmark ranis 
firs; with an annual export of about 
2' iu 000,000. Russia’s Siberian empire 
i now second in this re ipvct, an enor 
mous expansion having taken place.
'•nee 1894, v hen thé total export ot 
’• utter from Siberia amounted to onl "
14.406 lis. lue increase which lias 
tak-n place in production in that 
quartir oi the world is due to the 
enormous ii flow of immigrants from 
other part- of Russia. Up to 1905 the 
average migration into Siberia 
amounted t-> about 60,000 people an­
nually. while in 1907 "t reached half 
a million, and for the first three 
month-* of th ■ past year 420,000. The 
building of the Siberian railway to the 
Bacille c'ait together with the con- 
nec; ion cf the line with rivers flow­
ing north and south, has rendered it 
r-' s :ble for this increased population, 
which is largely devoted to dairying, 
t“ market its output with comparative 
ca-c Hence the fact that Siberia, >n 
19%. was able to support over 114,- 
009.000 lbs. of butter or only 69,609,- 
000 fus. less than Denmark exporte i 
in the same year.

Australia comes third as an ex­
porter of butter, but Australia’s out­
put varies greatly with the rainfall.
For instance, in 1902, the export from 
that country was only a little over 
seven and three-quarter million 
pounds, while in 1904, after a good 
rainfall, it reached sixty-four and 
three-quarter millions.

At one time it was thought Argen­
tina would become a great exporter 
of butter, but this expectation has not 
been realized, the people of that coun­
try preferring the production of beef 
and mutton, to which lines of indus­
try their great ranching areas are_ pe­
culiarly adapted.
Little Expansion in Cheese Exports 

Looked for.
In speaking of the cheese branch of 

the dairy industry, Mr. Ruddick 
pointed out that Great Britain’s im­
ports in this line of food stuffs have 
not materially increased in ten years, 
nor is there any likelihood of a great 
increase in the future. Moreover-,
New Zealand has lately become a for­
midable competitor with Canada In 
the British market for cheese. Pre­
vious to 1906 there had been no per­
manent increase in New Zealand’s ex­
ports. but the output of the present 1
year is expected to reach 35,000.009. ■ *'__________________

MONTREAL’S CIVIC SCANDAL.

Three Investigations Into Mal-Ad- 
ministration Are in Progress.

Montreal, January 18.—The city 
council voted down today a motion to 
ask the Lieutenant-Governor to ap­
point a Royal Commission to investi­
gate the civic administration. The 
air is full of charges just now around 
tlie City Hall, and three investiga­
tions into maladministration are in 
progress. The police department is 
under fire. A new police station has 
been found to be ten feet shorter 
than the plans called for and other 
matters are coming to light.

Alderman Martin accused Alderman 
Lesperence last week of trying to ex­
tort $600 from a contractor. To-dav 
Alderman Martin moved for a Royal 
Commission, but as he included the 
whole council in a general nccus>!on 
his motion was voted down, as it lack­
ed specific charges, the majority hold­
ing that the specifical committee of 
inquiry was all that was needed.

VETOES PROHIBITION BILL.

Tennessee Governor Attempts to Kill 
State-Wide Legislation.

Nashville, Tenn.,, Jan. 19.—Gover­
nor Patterson this afternoon vetoed 
the state wide prohibition bill. The 
Senate will vote upon the question of 
passing the bill over tlie Governor’s 
head at one o’clock tomorrow, only 
a bare majority being necessary to 
invalidate the vote. The Senate now- 
stands 20 to 13 in favor of the bill. 
The Senate this afternoon passed by 
a vote of 20 to 13 the bill prohibiting 
the manufacture of liquor in 
the state. The manufacturers, how­
ever. are given until January 1, 1910, 
to close their plants, where the state­
wide prohibition bill (fixes July 1 as 
the day lor closing nil the saloons in 
the state.

Lamp Starts Serious Fire.
Kenora. January 17.—Through a 

drunken brawl in which an oil lamp 
was upset in the Clifton boarding­
house at Vermilion Bay, at one o’clock 
on Saturday morning, a serious fire 
occurred, which only by great efforts 
was confined to the Clifton House and 
the stores of Scheimnnn and Gutts- 
tine, clothiers, which were burned to 
the ground. Had the wind been in 
an- other direction the whole village 
would have been destroyed.

Noel Chevrier for Senate.
Ottawa. Jan. 19.—The appointment 

of Noel Chevrier to the vacancy in 
the Senate, caused by the death oi 
Senator T. A. Bernier, was discussed 
by the cabinet this afternoon, and it 
is said was practically decided upon. 
It is understood that the appointment 
will be made immediately and gazet­
ted on Saturday.

Doughty Blue Jackets.
Ville Franc re, Jan. 18—In an en­

counter between three American blue 
jackets from tlie battleships in the 
harbor here and a gang of ruffians four 
out of the five assailants were in the 
bands of the blue jackets when the 
police arrived.

AGRICULTURE REPORT 
ISSUED BY DEPARTMLiïï

Splendid Organization Work of This 
Department Reviewed. — Deputy 
Minister Deals Particularly With 
Dairying Branch—Hail Insurance 
Resulted in Deficit.

The report of the Department of Ag­
riculture for 1907, which will ho laid 
on 1 the table of the Legislature 
shortly, is a most comprehensive 
report covering the work of the 
various branches of the department 
and shows how organization was ef­
fectively carried on during the year 
under the direction of Hon. W. F. 
Finlay, Minister of Agriculture.

For convenience the report is ar­
ranged so as to give detailed reports 
from the Deputy Minister, Dairy Com­
missioner, Chief Inspector of Noxious 
Weeds, Fire and Game Guardian. 
Poultry Superintendent, Superintend 
dent of Fairs and Institutes, Provin­
cial Health Officer, Sanitary Engi­
neer, and the director of the Labora­
tory. In the appendix are found re­
ports of the Alberta Horse Breeders’ 
Association, the Cattle Breeders’ As­
sociation. and the Alberta Natural 
History Association.

Deputy Ministers’ Report.
The deputy minister devotes consid­

erable attention, in his report, to the 
livestock industry. He deals with all 
classes of stock showing wherein im­
provement has been made. Touching 
■dii the need of improve!: ont in dairy 
stock the deputy minister writes as 
follows :

“Dairying is rapidly assuming larg­
er proportions in the province, but it 
will never attain the ida-ia it sh.-il-l 
in those districts specially adapted to 
it until greater interest is taken in tlie 
breeding and the feeding of and car­
ing for the milking stock. In the first 
place it is necessary to introduce dai 
ry stock. This is because, this class < f 
stock has been specially bred and 
possesses great capabilities of produc­
ing a large and profitable flow of milk 
when given the proper care. In order 
to make a start with improved dairy 
stock it is not necessary to dispose of 
the present herd and purchase a new 
one. Few men ran do this. The prop­
er way is to begin with the stock one 
now has, only placing at the head of 
the herd a sire coming of a strain 
noted for milking qualities. There -s 
no surer or more rapid way of build 
ing up a dairy herd than by using a 
sire possessing in his veins the blood 
of dams noted for their production at 
the milk pail. The sire is half the 
herd, so it is said, and will leave nis 
impress on all the progeny, imparting 
to them some of the milking qualities 
in his- blood. In addition to this it 
is necessary to weed out the poorest 
milkers in the herd. This can be 
done by weighing the milk night and 
morning and having it tested every 
week or so for butter fat. In this 
way it is possible at the end of the 
month or the season to know which 
are the best cows. The heifer calves 
from these cows should be reared to 
take the place in the herd of those 
cows that have not proved themselves 
suitable. The calveS from the poor 
cows should be vealed or raised for 
beef. In this way it is possible 'o 
build up a most excellent herd with 
very little outlay.”

Hail Insurance Deficit.
The statistics of the hail insurance 

carried on by the government shows 
some interesting items. The total 
acreage insured during the year was 
157,036 acres. The amount paid for 
premiums at the rate of 15 cents per 
acre was $22,241.37 and the indemnity 
paid was $29,734.86. The expense in­
curred under the ordinance was 
$2,524.51. The estimated total acre 
age und1r crop was 700,000 acres, and 
the percentage cf crop insured was 
4.4. The number of acres damaged hv 
hail was 18,290 and the percentage -if 
insured acreage damaged was 8.14. 
Of the acreage damaged an average 
indemnity oi $1.62% per acre was 
paid.

The vital statistics show there were 
1,871 marriages in the province in 
1997, the highest number in any one 
month being 213 in June. The total 
number of births was 4,338, the high­
est number in any one month being 
413 in August. The.total number of 
deaths was 1,465. There were nearly 
three times as many births as deaths.

The deputy’s report also contains 
the report of the beef commission in 
full and valuable information relating 
to immigration and colonization, 
fruit experiment stations and office 
work and organization.

Government creameries form the 
bulk of the Dairy Commissioner’s re­
port. During the season 45 cream­
eries were in operation in the pro­
vince. Of these 21 were operated by 
the government, for the co-operative 
societies owning them, and 24 were 
managed by private enterprise: Eight 
cheese factories were also in opera­
tion. The total output of the -cream­
eries during the year was 1.500,000 
pounds of butter, valued at $350,000, 
and the cheese factories turned out 
195,000 pounds of cheese valued at 
about $27.000. During the year there 
were 1,267 patrons of government 
creameries, 653,208 pounds of butter 
were manufactured, and the average 
price obtained for the season was 
23.161 cents per lb.

Of the private creameries. 24 
creameries were operated during the 
summer season 1907. They produced, 
according to returns received, 625.230 
pounds of butter and were patronized 
by 1.056 farmers. During the sea­
son new’ ones were established and 
■ perated at Three -Hills, Bentley. 
Trochu Valiev, Carbon, Springfield 
and Lewisville. Two of the private 
creameries which operated in 1906 did 
not re-open.

Two others, located at ' Lamerton 
and Content, were purchased by the 
jrir ers of the districts, who organiz- 
/-J themselves ioto co-operative as­

sociations and asked the government 
to undertake their supervision and 
management.

Weed Inspection.
The year 1907 saw the organization 

of the staff of weed inspectors in the 
province and the strict enforcement 
of the Noxious Weeds Act. The in­
spectors received instructions to pro­
secute for every infringement of the 
Act in districts badly infected. In 
accordance with this policy there were

20 prosecutions in all. In every case 
but two the department won a con­
viction. The tines were not large, 
but sufficient to teach the land owner 
that the Act must be observed.

During the year about 19,500 farms 
were examined and the inspectors 
worked on an average of 27 days, the 
shortest period being five and the 
longest 91. Two thousand one hun­
dred and forty-nine notices to destroy 
weeds were served, besides those 
given verbally, and 1,500 men carried 
out instructions to the satisfaction of 
the inspectors. Weeds were also de­
stroyed on abandoned homesteads 
and government fireguards.

Poultry fattening stations were ex­
tended in the year 1907 along the 
lines begun the previous year. Poul­
try were fattened at Wetaskiwin, 
Ponoka. Laeombe. Valiev City, Red 
Deer, Innisfail, Olds. Didsburv and 
Cerstairs. The number of birds sup­
plied during the season was much in 
excess of the previous year making a 
total of 7.883 birds, as against 3,417 
in 1906.

In 1906 the -advance paid for fowl 
and chicken respectively was 6c and 
8c. In view of the returns 
the work of 1906 it was considei^d 
that conditions would warrant an /in­
crease in the advance and still leav 
a narrow margin sufficient for assess­
ment on niant and eo.uipment, tçe 
balance ii anv to be used as a fini 
payment. The advance was increas­
ed to 8c for fowl and 10c per pound 
for chicken, the amount paid as ad­
vance during the season amounting to 
$2,777.97.

Educational Work.
A feature of the educational wrork 

of the year was the introduction of 
the stock judging schools, which solv­
ed the problem of getting the farming 
communities to attend the institute 
meetings. About fifty head of stock 
were carried from place to place 
throughout the southern part of the 
province and used for demonstration 
purposes. From 50 to 150 farmers 
were in attendance at each school 
and their interest was most encourag­
ing. In addition, a great many re­
gular institute meetings -were held 
and topics bearing on dairying, 
weeds, poultry, iivë stock and dry 
farming were discussed.

The first provincial seed fair was 
held in Edmonton on March 6th, 7th 
and 8tli. This fair enabled many to 
procure seed of the highest quality.

The renorts of the provincial health 
officer, the sanitary engineer and the 
director of the labia tory deal with the 
efforts of the department to prevent 
the outbreak of disease and to main­
tain the health of the people of the 
province as perfect as possible.

Vancouver, Jan. 19.—Apart from 
rushing main line construction in the 
north, the Grand Trunk Pacific is 
about to formulate plans for building 
branch lines in British Columbia on 
a scale of magnitude never dreamed 
of by the public. Nothing less than 
the invasion of the Crow’s Nest Pass 
coal district in East Kootenay is con- 
ACniplatefl.

Washington, Jan. 19—The president 
today sent the following message to 
congress relative to .the celebration of 
the centennial at Lincoln’s birthday:

“To the Senate and House of Re­
presentatives—I have received from 
the ccm-initteé of the Grand Army of 
the Republic, with the approval of its 
commander in chief, a communication 
running in part as follows ; ‘That the 
commander in chief be requested to 
invite the president of the United 
States, governors of states and terri­
tories and mayors of cities to partici­
pate with the Grand Army of the Re­
public in public recognition of the 
centennial anniversary oi the birthday 
of Abraham Lincoln, February 12. 
1909, and by proclamation, as i*r as 
practical, recommend that the day be 
observed as a special holiday'.’

“I regard the nroposai as eminently 
proper. It will be from eyery stn<t 
noiut desirable to observe this hun­
dredth anniversary of the birth of Ab­
raham Lincoln as a. special holiday. I 
recommend that congress pass a" law 
authorizing me to issue a proclamation 
setting apart this' day as a special 
holiday. (Signed.) Theodore Roose­
velt.”

GAS VS. STEAM ENGINE.
Since tl>6 new gas producer plant lias 

been put into operation the question Iras 
been frequently asked as to the relative 
amount of fuel consumed by the steam 
and the gas plants in order to give the 
R ime amount of horse power. Authorita­
tive information has now been given by 
Commissioner McNaughton on the ques­
tion. To the Bulletin yesterday he stated 
t liât roughly speaking 4(1 tons of coal in 
the producer gas plant would give the 
same amount of horse power as 1(10 tons 
in the steam engine. In other words Rip 
same amount or coal would give two and 
a half times the amount of power in 
gas engine as in a steam engine.

“Is there anything to offset this great 
saying in coal?" Mr. McNaughton was

“There is nothing to offset the saving, 
was ihe reply, “except the difference in 
the price of the plants.” "But,” he con­
tinued. “mark well the 'but’ the only 
condition in which a gas eugine shows to 
advantage is in keeping it in continual 
operation. The expense of having a gas 
engine plant for surplus power with its 
heavy fixed .charges, viz., interest on the 
cost would quickly take un its advantage 
especially with cheap fuel.

"I think,” Commissioner McNaughton 
concluded, "any corporation or company 
would be safe in buying a gas engine 
where coal is $5 a ton but where is i€ 
only $2 the question is a different cne.
