To 
the woman who already found her 
niche in some business or profession­
al work, or in homemaking, I hope 
these will be interesting as showing 
what the other woman is doing. To 
the woman who is still without her 
niche, perhaps some word here may 
be directly or even indirectly sugges­
tive. I sincerely hope so, for if there 
is any person for whom I have a 
deep and never decreasing well of 
sympathy, it is the woman who has 
not yet found her niche in the world's 
work.

A girl who was studying to be a 
teacher had to give up her course be­
cause her eyes gav; out, and further 
study was a definite impossibility. 
She is now earning twice as much as 
meat of her classmates who com­
pleted the course and became teach­
ers. And her occupation is play- I 
mate to invalid children. Through 
a series of happenings she found out 
that she seemed to have a talent for 
playing with children, and- especially 
with lame and sickly children. She 
was successful in getting such unfor- 
i rotates to try to use their limbs 
when everyone- else failed to persuade 
: lient, t'pou this talent she built up 
her profession. After demonstrating 
her ability by her success in getting 
one child who had been crippled by 
infantile paralysis to use l;is limbs 
she was widely recommended by the 
boy's physician, and soon had every 
hour taken during six (lays a week as 
playmate to invalid children, in some 
cases she encouraged and helped the 
children in the use of their limbs, so 
that they were eventually cured. In 
others where she could not cure, she 
helped, and in still others simply 
managed to brighten an invalid's ex­

istence and teach him to be more 
cheerful.

The talents required for - such a 
profession are unusual, hut doubt­
less there are a good many women 
who possess them, «ml since the ter­
rible scourge of Infantile paralysis 
has come among us, there wouid pro­
bably be sadly many opportunities for 
sveh work.

Many specialists in scientific and 
other lines do not like to do all their 
reference and routine work them­
selves, and clever, well-educated wo­
men are constantly finding oppor­
tunities in the line of looking up re­
ferences and arranging manuscripts. 
Somewhat similar to this is the whrk 
which a woman 1 know is doing in 
collecting family records for national 
and historical societies and some- 
limes for family use.

A letter friend sends in this de­
scription of a decidely unusual way 
in which one woman earned some 
money :

"Mrs. S. is making a fair income 
by travelling in towns where summer 
tourists are wont to go and making it 
her business to find out what cottages 
are for rent. She then takes down a 
complete description of them and of 
their surroundings, number of rooms, 
size, color, etc., and notes if there are 
any repairs needed. She then does 
a real estate agent’s business, but be­
ing interested in her clients and hav­
ing more details at her finger tips, 
does the work in a much more indi­
vidual and careful way than an or­
dinary real estate agent."

Yesterday afternoon the fourth ses­
sion of the Legislature was opened 
by His Excellency the Governor.
Squads from the Police, Royal Naval 
Reserve and the Boys’ Brigades were 
present to receive His Excellency and 
suite. Inside the Chamber were the 
Councillors and- a number of ladies 
and gentlemen, including the Lord 
Bishop of Newfoundland and the 
Chief Justice. When the Speaker and 
members of the Legislature appear­
ed at the bar. His Excellency the 
Governor read the usual statement of 
the Government’s progress and pro­
gramme. We have been provided 
with a copy, but the statement is so 
verbose and empty that we do not 
feel justified in taking up space to 
publish it verbatim. Instead, we pro­
ceed to give the gist of the state­
ment. which His Excellency was call­
ed upon to i^ad.

In it is recorded the Coronation, 
the subsequent Durbar, the appoint­
ment of a Royal Prince as Governor 
General of Canada, the holding of the 
Festival of Empire and the transfer 
of the Colony's exhibit to the Imper­
ial Institute. The Colony is stated to 
be probably more i rosperous than at 
any period in its history.

J. Greene, who was also a prominent 
factor in the life of the Colony the 
past 40 years. He was a brilliant and 
witty speaker and would adorn by his 
high attainments the legislative halls 
of any country. We do not, unfortu­
nately, value our friends and co-work­
ers while we are "on the way with 
them" in this life.

They 
had not even provided him with a 
copy of the Speech, and he had been 
forced to offer his criticism without 
seeing a copy, and to rely solely on 
hearing it read. As Nlr. Kent made 
liis points, those present rapturously 
applauded. This was in marked con­
trast to the cold reception accorded 
to the Premier, who tried to make 
some kind of a reply. He, however, 
had the grace to permit the debate 
to stand open to give an opportunity 
to the Right Honourable Sir Robert 
Bond to take it up.

The House then adjourned till

The 
legislature will be asked to give 
more money to the Government to 
spend on telegraphs, wireless and 
otherwise, telephones. lighthouses 
and fog alarms. Money will also be 
asked for to administer and maintain 
the Sanatoria which the Reid brothers 
have offered to build. Twenty thous­
and dollars more will be asked to 
give a few more worn out men of 70 
and over, the thirteen cents a day. 
which the Government misnames Old 
Age Pensions. An addition is also to 
be made to Poor Relief. A Teachers’ 
Pension Scheme is to be submitted to 
the Legislature.

The present Lunatic Asylum is to 
be turned into a Poor House, and a 
new Lunatic Asylum built. Negoti­
ations are proceeding to secure im­
proved ocean steam service.

“At the Imperial Conference in Lon­
don last summer, it was resolved that 
His Majesty should be approached 
with a view to the appointment of a 
Royal Commission representing the 
United Kingdom and the self-govern­
ing Dominions, to investigate and re­
port upon the natural resources and 
the improvement of the trade of the 
Empire, and in accordance with the 
terms of this Resolution my Ministers 
have been invited to nominate a re­
presentative for Newfoundland there­
on, and have done so accordingly.

"During my stay in England I had 
the honour of being commanded to 
visit Their Majesties in their High­
land home at Balmoral. Our King 
and Queen both displayed a keen in­
terest in the progress and advance­
ment of Newfoundland and its peo­
ple, and. before my departure, His 
Majesty charged me with a message 
to all who dwell in this ancient Col­
ony, wishing them health and happi­
ness and the fullest measure of suc­
cess. I was specially pleased to be 
in a position to assure Their Majes­
ties, not alone of the unswerving loy­
alty and devotion of the people, but 
that Newfoundland was enjoying a 
degree of prosperity unequalled in 
her history, and with every prospect 
of its long continuance.”

The Premier and 
Sir E. D. Shea.

We have been sent the appended 
letter for publication:

Prime Minister’s Office,
13 February, 1912. 

Dear Sir Edward Shea,—The Gov­
ernment have received with deep re­
gret your letter intimating your de­
sire to resign tUe Presidency of the 
Legislative Council, a regret all the 
keener because, apart from the loss 
which your withdrawal from this po­
sition represents In its personal 
aspects, it also terminates a record 
unique, I believe, in the annals of 
Parliamentary institutions within the 
British Empire.

1 have been unable to recall -any in­
stance where any person has held, 
for anything like so long a period, a 
position in other Oversea Dominions 
similiar to that which you have occu­
pied for the past twenty-six years, 
and, in occupying, have adorned with 
such personal attributes of dignity 
and impartiality, unfailing courtesy 
and tact, ripe wisdom and sound judg­
ment, as to have earned for you the 
universal esteem and admiration of 
your fellow-countrymen.

These feelings are intensified by the 
knowledge that your occupancy of 
this position is but one stage in an 
almost unbroken political career ex­
tending over sixty years, during which 
you have filled nearly every office in 
our Parliamentary institutions, from 
an official position in the Assembly, 
to that from which you are- now with­
drawing. and which has. on occasions, 
called for you to assume the Adminis­
tratorship of the Government.

In this long -and varied career you 
proved yourself a farsighted and pro­
foundly wise legislator, and your 
mind, enriched as the years went by 
with the lore of constitutional devel­
opment. became more and more potent 
in swaying the counsels of the Colony, 
and in shaping the ideals of her 
statesmen, in the front rapk of whom 
you stood.

They are glad, lipwever, to find that 
you liavq decide^Ltot retain your seat 
in the Chamber, me ' continuance of 
your connection with which will be an 
inspiration to the lègislators of to­
day and the days that will follow, to 
emulate your example and pattern 
themselves on one who was, in his 
private life, spotless, and whose pub­
lic career was marked by incorrupti­
ble integrity, fearless adherence to 
the right, and hatred of wrong and in­
justice..

With renewed assurances of the 
most sympathetic appreciation of the 
Government, and their hopè that yen 
may be spared to remain for many 
years on the roll of the Council,

Parliament *
, Opened by

the King.
Special to Evening Telegram.

LONDON, Feb. 14.
The second session of the second 

Parliament In King George's reign, 
was opened to-day by the King, in 
person. No speech for many years 
has been awaited with such absorb­
ing public interest. Blank disappoint­
ment, however, was read on the faces 
of the hearers, owing to the colour­
lessness of the King’s references to 
the historic legislation mapped out by 
the Government. The speech was a 
short one. Referring to the measures 
to be brought before Parliament, the 
King said: “A measure for the bet­
ter government of Ireland will be 
submitted tq you. A Bill will be laid 
before you to terminate the establish­
ment of the Church in Wales and 
make provision for its temporalities. 
Proposals will be brought forward for 
the amendment of the law respecting 
the franchise and the registration of 
electors.” This Is all that the King 
said concerning measures which, if 
they become law, jylll radically alter 
the constitutional history of the King­
dom. The Speech made no mention 
of British relations with . Germany, 
and did not allude to Lord Haldane’s 
visit to Berlin. The most interesting 
reference to foreign affairs was in 
the clause relating to China. “I trust 
the crisis in China will soon be ter­
minated satisfactorily to the estab­
lishment of a stable form of Govern­
ment, conforming with the views of 
the Chinese people. My Government 
will continue to observe an attitude 
of strict non-intervention, while tak­
ing all necessary steps to protect 
British life and property. It fully re­
cognizes that both sides in China have 
shown ever)- desire to safeguard the 
lives and interests of foreigners re­
siding In the Empire.” The Speech 
stated that the Government was ready 
to associate itself with the other Pow­
ers in mediation with a view to ter­
minating the war between Italy and 
Turkey, and was striving with Rus­
sia to enable Persia to re-establish 
ordèr. There was a brief reference to 
the wide-spread labour unrest,—"I 
firmly trust that a reasonable spirit 
will prevail on both sides in order to 
avoid a development which will seri­
ously affect the trade of the country 
and the welfare of the people.” No 
intimation was given as to the magni­
tude of the coming naval estimates. 
The Suffragettes were not even men­
tioned.

Strong Desire for 
Better Under­

standing.

IjONDON, Ffb. 14.
The first official glimpse of the pro­

gress made in Anglo-German negotia­
tions was given by Premier Asquith, 
in a debate in the Commons this afte-- 
noon. He said that the British Gov­
ernment received, last month, an in­
timation that the visit of a British 
minister to Berlin would not be un­
welcome, and might faciliate the at­
tainment of the common object of the 
two nations. Lord Haldane was con­
sequently sent to Berlin. Perfect 
freedom of statement and frankness 
of explanations had prevailed. I gen­
uinely believe that these conversa­
tions, said Asquith, may have more 
than a merely negative result. There 
is unmistakable evidence of a sincere 
desire on both sides for the establish­
ment of a better feeling between us. 
and it is in that spirit both nations 
are now engaged on a careful survey 
of the practical possibilities. Refer­
ring to the overclouding of Anglo- 
German relations as a most lament­
able fact, he took occasion to deny 
the story that the British fleet last 
autumn was preparing for an aggres­
sive attack on Germany Concluding„he 
said: I cannot at this stage enter in­
to matters of detail, but! I may say 
that inVthe course of Lord Haldane’s 
visit there was unmistakable evidence 
of a sincere and resolute desire on 
both sides for the establishment of a 
better footing between us, without 
either side in any way sacrificing or 
imparing the special relationship in 
which each of ns stands to the other 
Powers.

Visit Made at 
Germany’s 

Request.

LONDON, Feb. 14.
The opening day of the Parliament­

ary session, which deals with Home 
Rule, Welsh Disestablishment and 
Electoral reform, was marked by a 
statement from Asquith, that the visit 
of Haldane to Berlin was made at the 
invitation of German Authorities, and 
had reference to a desire on the part 
of both countries to relieve the exist­
ing tension. Interest in this state­
ment completely overshadowed the 
Government’s huge legislative pro­
gramme. Since Haldane’s visit to 
Berlin, the English people had been 
prepared for an announcement that it 
had to do with Anglo-German rela­
tions, but they hardly hoped that con­
versations proceeded so far as the 
Prime Minister’s guarded speech 
shows. Speeches on domestic affairs 
dealt only generally with the Govern­
ment's legislative programme. Bonar 
Law, in a fighting speech, promised 
to offer a stubborn resistance to Home 
Rule and other measures; while 
Lansdowtte intimated that Home Rule 
will meet its fate from the Lords and 
will, therefore, have to be repassed in 
the Commons. Only a passing refer­
ence was made to Electoral reform, 
and the possibility of woman suffrage. 
These measures will "come in for 
longer debate when the amendments 
to the address, proposed by the Op­
position and Laborites, follow. The 
Opposition Leader severely criticised 
the Home and Foreign politics of the 
Government and the changes of the 
Government in India. As to Home 
Rule, he insisted that the Premier 
had adopted an unusual course in 
leaving the explanation of the meas­
ure to Churchill, instead of making 
the explanation himself.

The 
lung of the cow, which had been 
guaranteed good stock by the party 
who sold it in P. E. I., was found to 
be tubercular, but as far as could 
be seen, that of the heifer was sound.
