Supt. Hanrahan’s
School Report.

Supt. Hanrahan in his annual re-
port of the Roman Catholic Schools,
of the Diocese of Harbor Grace,
points out the increasing difficulty of
visitation and inspection during the |
past ten years, owing to the increase
in the number of schools. He states:

“As will be readily understood, in-
spection and visitation of all the
schools along such an extended por-
tion of the coast line of Newfound-
land and Labrador, becomes more and
more difficult with the great increase
in the number of schools witnessed
during the past decade. The naturne
of our coast line is such, and the
modes of travel so various, that this
part of the Superintendent's work
is not accomplished without difficulty,
hardship, and (very often) danger.!'
The portion of the year most favor- |
able to this work is the time of the
mid-summer vacation when all the
schools are closed. The month of
September is partly taken up with the
results of the C.H.E. Examinatibns,
so the work of inspection occurs at
the stormiest time of the year in
Newfoundland. Under such circum-
stances it is impossible to visit all the
> schools; so that, as in previous years,
while every educational district has
been visited, a few isolated localities
have not been seen.”

As to salaries, Mr. Hanrahan de-

clares that,—

“The outlook for the female teach-
er is not at all discouraging, and
places her in contrast with those who
énter other avenues of employment

Opem 10 females fn this country, 9
by 10 meang Inferlor position, But

for the male teacher, especially the

man with a family, a great deal yet

remains to be done. There should be
some means whereby this matter
could be dealt with specifically. There
should be an amount laid down as the
minimum for male teachers, which
with their augmentation would place
them in independent circumstances
and enable them to devote their whole
energies to their work, instead of be-
ing compelled, as at present in many
cases, to divide their attention be-
tween their school and some auxiliary
means of gaining a Mvelihood.”

NCHR., ATHLON LONT LANT NIGHT
AT BLACKHEAD,

Five men walked to the city to-day
from Blackhead, where they loat their
vessel, the Athlon, last night, The
Mhlon. Burton, master, left Spaniard’s
Bay on Friday evening last, bound to
Sydney for coal. The weather was
moderate, On Saturday morning she
rounded Cape St. Francis, and Satur-
day night at dark was off the Narrows,
The weather continued very calm'with
a heavy ground sea running. Last
evening the schooner was off Black-
head, and not being able to make
headway, as she was becalmed, two
anchors were put on shore to hold
her. Between nine and ten o'clock
the tide and sea increased in violence,
causing a great strain on the anchor
chains. In a short time the chains
parted and the craft went ashore. The
crew of, five managed to reach the
shore in a boat. Scarcely had they
abandoned here when the schooner
was dashed to pieces on the rocks and
became a total wreck. Having lost all
their belongings the shipwrecked men
walked to the village, where they were
met and cared for by Messrs. Geo.
Cook and Wm, Fitzgerald. The Athlon
was a craft of 100 tons, was owned by
Mr. Burton, the 'skipper, and insured
for $1,200. This morning there was
nothing to be seen of the Athlon above
water but one of her spars. Capt. Bur-
ton and crew speak in the highest
terms of the kindness and hospitality
shown them by the two men mention-
ed of Blackhead.

Thirty-three persons,
mostly women were Killed or-crushed
by the falling bodies of companions
or friends fifty more were seriously
injured, while hysteria and fright dis-
abled scores of others.

-Both
squared off in a pugilistic attitude and
neither seemed the worse for. (he
clinch. Suddenly McCarthy was seen
to double up in a crouchng attitude,
to spectators it looked as though his
crouch was simply a fighting position,
but he contnued te go over and col-
lapsed and fell at full length to the
floor of the ring. The referee assum-
ing he had been knocked out, stood
over him to count for the young cham-
pion Arthur Pelkey, winner of (he
heavyweight championship at such a
heavy cost, stood at one side of his
fallen adversary. He could scarcely
realize what had happened. The re-
feree now became alarmed and called
a doctor, several responding. The Roy-
al North West Mounted police were
called to clear the ring of the crowd,
which swarmed over the ropes. The
doctors worked over the stricken man
for eighty minutes when they pro-
nounced him dead. There were ten
thousand in the arena. Pelkey was
too overcome by the tragedy to make
a statement.

The distinctive note of the new
reign is summed up in one phrase—
the Mother on the Throne.

However, the Princess, who in the
opinion of Queen Victoria and IRd-
ward VII was fittest of all women tc
be Queen of England, became the he-
trothed of the Duke of York in less
than twe'v> inonths and the marriage
took place in June 1893.

There are six children—the first
born, Edward, was born on June 23rd
1894 and the next, Albert, who will
visit St. John’s next mecnth, was born
Dec. 14th, 1895. The only girl, Vie-
toria, came April 23rd, 1897 and after
her three boys at irregular intervals.

London’s Private
Pictare Palaces.

Free Drinks and Cigars and no
Charge for Admission.

-

Scattered about between Wardour
Street and Shaftesbury Avenue, in the
West Central district of ILondon, a
score or more of exceedingly pretty
little cinematograph theatres, none of
which make any charge for admis-
sion., :

More than this, expensive cigaréttes
and big cigars of the choicest brands
are provided free for all patrons,
while in connection with certain of
the more pretentious establishments
there is also a free buffet, where
whiskies-and-sodas, wines and liquers
can be had for the asking.

Some ‘of these bijou palaces start
showing films as early as nine o’'clock
in the morning, and in these there is
an interval for lunch at midday, when
a cold collation—also free—is served,
washed down with sparkling ice-cold
lager. Moreover, the pictures that
are thrown uppn the screen are all
new ones—what are called in the
irade “first-run reels”—and so ,of
course, show up to perfection.

A better programme could not be
seen anywhere. But it is no use ‘for
a, member of the general public to
try to gain admission to any of these
places. Not even if you were pre-
pared to pay for your seat could you
sicceed in getting in.

They held note heeks epen in their

Instead, they record their apprecia-
tion, or otherwise, of the various
items on the programme. by means of
a system of dots and crosses. One
dot means that a particular scene is
good, two dots stand for very good.
and three dots for excellent. A cross
indicates that the scene opposite to
which it is placed does not; for -some
reason or other, appeal to the buyer;
while two crosses mean that the par-
ticular scene is barred in his estima-
tion. 4

Buyers come from all parts of the
verld. During an exceptionally busy
ieason, or when a “star’” film is be-
‘ng shown, you can hear every known
‘anguage spoken in these little thea-
‘res. That is to say, during the in-
ervals, for while the pictures are be-
‘ng actually projected upon the screen
*here is very little talking done.
“They are all keen on business.
Jome among them will spend £1,000
a1 eveén more, at the close of the day
ipon the films they have been wit-
1essing.  And all this moneey the buy-

s have got to get back, with the ad-
lition, of course, of a profit, from the
yroprietors of the ordinary picture
yalaces with whom they do business.

These latter rent the films from
he buyers, who let them out over and
yver again at ever-decreasing prices.
Thus, supposing the *“first run,” as it
‘s called, of a popular film costs, say,
£20, it is possible to get the second
run for £18, the third for £16, and
so on, until at length old and rainy
it is let out for a shilling or two to
the proprietors of the halfpenny
shows that abound in tlie back streets
of the poorer quarters of most great
cities.

This swift transition from virgin
freghness to senile decay may seem
strange to outsiders, but it must be re
nembercd that the life of a film is
like thait of a butterfly—short and
jweet,
