Objection was taken to two 
clauses by Mr. Kent and Mr. Lloyd 
and they were deferred at the instance 
of the Prime Minister, who suggested 
a conference on the matter. After 
the House adjourned a Conference 
took place between Sir Edward Mor­
ns, the Minister of Justice, Mr. 
Squires and Messrs. Kent, Cbaker and 
Lloyd and an amended section will be 
introduced to-day.

The most sensational coup of the 
war, if true, has come to light from 
passengers who landed at New York 
yesterday.’ Their story is that 72,000 
Russian troops were landed at Aber­
deen a week or so ago from Arch­
angel, the great northern port of Rus­
sia, at the mouth of the River Dwiua 
in the White Sea. It is said they were 
entrained to Grimsby, the great fish­
ing nort cn the Soir'i banks of the 
mouth of the River Humber, to Har- 
wicn, the principal port for Holland 
and Belgium and Dover the principal 
stepping off port for Channel steam­
ers. Their destination is given as Os­
tend, where British marines were 
landed and Britsh warships have been 
stationed. The conception of such a 
feat was brilliant, and only equalled 
by the capacity with which it has 
been carried to a successful conclu­
sion. The organizing power Which 
has conducted it without a hitch is no 
mean one. It shows that no mistake 
was made in putting Lord Kitchener 
at the head of the War Office, nor has 
any mistake been made by him in 
keeping a strict censorship over War 
News, at which some even of the most 
responsible newspapers have been 
cavailing. It throws fuller light on 
the hint thrown out by Kitchener that 
the resources of Britain and Russia 
were not exhausted, and that , botti 
countries must combine to strength­
en France. It was, however, not 
realized that at the moment he was 
carrying out a plan to throw Russian 
troops in Belgium to use them in co- 
operaton for a blow from the shores 
of the North Sea. It shows too that 
the naval raid, -executed with such 
skill & courage, under Rear-Admiral 
Beatty was no isolated move to smash 
a few German cruisers and destroy­
ers, but part of the general plan to 
insure the safety of the transport-of 
these troops both in the w’ider waters 
between Norway and Scotland and the 
narrower waters between England. 
France and Belgium. The general 
movement itself points not only to the 
strengtheniffg of Ostend. Dunkirk, 
Calais, and Boulogne, but to their use 
as bases for a striking force to at­
tack the rear of the German yight 
wing which has been overrunning the 
department of Nord, Pas de Calois, 
Somme and Aisne, and whose latest 
exploit, mentioned in to-day's des­
patches is the capture of Amiens and 
I.eFere. To do this will requite a 
much larger army than 72,000 Rus­
sians. These have probably been 
strengthened by another British di­
vision. and by Belgian troops. It. 
may take some time before this force 
can do anything very effective, but 
the fact that nucleus armies of the 
allies is gathering to the right rear

Von Bernhardt’s book created no 
end of a stir. On account of the high 
position of the author, it was looked 
upon as practically an official fore­
shadowing of the policy that would bo 
followed by Germany in case of war. 
Now thqt the war is actually being 
waged, the official nature of Von 
Berntiardl’s" statements is evident on 
every page.

Particularly interesting just now 
are the ideas advanced in the book 
on how Germany should meet Eng­
land's great sea power and endeavor- 
to offset its unquestioned superiority 
to the German naval forces. The 
author points out that, whereas on 
land Germany will have the help of 
Austria, she will be thrown on her 
own resources on the water, and is 
not strong enough to take the offen­
sive even in the form of a sudden 
attack like that of Japan on Port Ar­
thur. He wrtes:

Defensive War at First.
We should at first carry on a de­

fensive war, and would therefore have 
to reckon on a blockade of our coasts, 
if we succeeded in repelling tfce pro­
bable English attack.

Such a blockade can be carried out 
in two ways. England can blockade
closely our North Sea coast, and at 
the same time bar the Danish straits, 
so as to cut off communication with 
our Baltic ports ; or she can seal up 
on the one side the channel between 
England and the Continent, on the 
other side the open sea between the 
north of Scotland and Norway, on 
the Peterhead-Ekersund line, and 
thus cripple our oversea commerce, 
and also control the Belgo-Dutch, 
Danish and Swedish shipping,

A close blockade In the first case 
would greatly tax the resources of 
the English fleet. According to the 
view of English experts, If a block­
ade is to be maintained permanently, 
the distance between the base and the 
blockading line must not exceed- 20u 
nautical miles. Since all the English 
naval ports are considerably further 
than this from our coast the difficul­
ties of carrying on the blockade will 
be enormously increased. That ap-

that the fleet may rally under their 
protection, and thus gain an oppor­
tunity of advancing from their sta­
tions for offensive operations. Such 
possibilities exist on our north coast, 
and our efforts must be turned to­
ward making the most varied use of 
them. We must endeavor by renew­
ed and unexpected attacks, especially 
by night, partly with submarines and 
torpedo boats, partly with battleships, 
to give the blockading fleet no breath­
ing time and to cause it as much loss 
as possible.

“We must not engage in a battle 
with superior hostile forces, for it is 
hardly possible at sea to discontinue 
a fight, because there is no place 
whither the loser can withdraw" from 
the effect of the enemy's guns. An 
engagement, once begun, must be 
fought out to the end. And apprecia­
ble damage can be inflicted on the 
enemy only if a bold attack on him is 
made. It is only possible under ex­
ceptionally favorable circumstances 
—such, for example, as the proximity 
of the fortified base—to abandon a 
fight once begun without very heavy 
losses.

“It might certainly be practicable, 
by successful reconnoitring, to attack 
the enemy repeatedly at times when 
he is weakened in one place or an­
other. Blockade demands naturally a 
certain division of force, and the bat­
tle fleet if the attacking party, which 
is supposed to lie behind the furthest 
lines of blockade and observation, 
cannot always hold the high seas in 

yfull strength. The forces of the de­
fending party," however, lie in safe 
anchorage, ready to sally out and 
fight.”

Granting these objections, von 
Bernhard!' figures that England will 
discard the close blockade, and if she 
chooses to blockade at all, will at­
tempt to seal up the English Channel 
and the sea passage between North 
of Scotland and Norway. He points

out that only a small force is re­
quired to block the Channel, as the 
navigation route there is very nar­
row, and all the great English naval 
depots—Dover, Portsmouth, Portland 
and Plymouth—are on the line of 
blockade or close behind it. Further­
more, the line is covered on the north 
by Sheerness and Harwich, so that a 
retreat of German ships to the coast 
of Germany might effectually he cut 
off.

As for the northern line, if this 
scheme of blockade should be adopt­
ed by the British, von Bernhard! de­
clares that they are no less favorable, 
since the blockaders would have a 
base in the great naval harbor of 
Fosyth, and a squadron of cruisers 
might lie in support off the Orkneys.

Under these conditions, he figures 
that every attacking fleet from the 
German north coast would be vigor­
ously attacked itself from Rosyth and 
Sheerness and its retreat cut off.

In view of all this, he thinks that 
the only wise course for Germany in 
such an event would be to advance 
from the Baltic against the northeast­
ern part of the British blockading line, 
since retreat in such an event would be 
tolerably safe. He writes:

“This accentuates once more the 
supreme importance to us of keeping 
open, at all costs, the passage through 
the Sound and the Great Belt. The 
command of these straits will not only 
secure the Baltic basin for us, but 
also keep open the sally ports for our 
offensive operations against the Eng­
lish blockading fleet.

But the German writer does not 
think that Great Britain will content 
herself with a mere blockade in any 
form,

choice of favorable moments for at­
tack, and can give such early infor­
mation of the operative movements of 
the hostile fleet that we can take the 
requisite measures for defence, and 
always retreat before an attack of 
superior numbers.”

“The numerical superiority of the 
English cruisers is so great that we 
shall probably only be able to guaran­
tee rapid and trustworthy “scouting” 
by the help of the air fleet.”

“The importance of the air fleet 
must not, therefore, be undervalued, 
and steps must be taken to repel the 
enemy’s air ships, either by employ­
ing specially contrived cannons or by 
attacking them directly.

Messages Received

During the Night.
MOVES TO BORDEAUX.

Special to Evening Telegram.
PARIS, Sept. 3;

The Government will issue a proc­
lamation to-morrow, transferring the 
Banks of France from Paris to Bor­
deaux.

GREAT AUSTRIAN LOSSES.
ROME, Sept. 3.

The Russian Embassy has been 
notified that the Austrians were over­
whelmingly defeated near Lemberg, 
losing more than one hundred thous­
and men and 50 cannon. The occu­
pation of the city of Lemberg is said 
to be imminent.

TO ASSIST SERVIA.
LONDON, Sept. 3.

A despatch from Copenhagen says 
a message received at Berlin reports 
the receipt of advices from the Aus­
trian headquarters stating, that Rus­
sia is transporting ammunition by 
way of the Danube to Servia and that 
extensive measures are being taken 
to despatch Russian troops to Servia.

GERMAN LINE BROKEN.
PARIS, Sept. 3.

An official despatch from Antwerp 
states that in the Provinces of Ant­
werp anM Limberg, the Germans have 
set fire to several farm buildings and 
that Merchten has been attacked. The 
Russian Embassy at Paris confirms 
the report of the destruction of Lans- 
berg, Cessel and Bischofstein by Rus­
sian Cavalry and that they have brok­
en the lines of the enemy between 
Heilsberg and Koenigsburg.

A SEPARATION ALLOWANCE.
OTTAWA, Sept. 3.

The Government has approved of 
a Separation Allowance of twenty 
dollars a month being paid to the 
wives and families of married men 
serving with the Canadian Expedi­
tionary Force. This will be paid di­
rect to the wives and families by the 
Paymaster General’s Office in the De­
partment of Militia and Defence to 
Ottawa. This allowance will be paid 
to the wives and families of those left 
at Valcartier after the contingent 
sails. The Government reserves the 
right of withholding this allowance 
from any who are in receipt of pay 
from two sources.

MINES SWEPT UP BY JAPANESE.
LONDON, Sept. 3.

A despatch from Tokio says the 
Japanese have occupied seven Is­
lands situated near Kio Chow. The 
Japanese have swept up more than 
one thousand mines which had been 
scattered by Germans in the waters 
adjoining their Chinese stronghold.

UNION JACK FLIES OVER SAMOA.
LONDON, Sept. 3.

The Governor of New Zealand has 
received a message stating that the 
German Governor of Samoa has sur­
rendered and that he has been sent 
with other German prisoners to the 
Fiji Islands. The landing of troops 
in Samoa was carried out with great 
expedition. The Union Jack was 
hoisted over German! Samoa on the 
afternoon of August 29th.

WAITING FOR MONTENEGRINS.
ROME, Sept 3.

A telegram from San Giovanni de 
Media, Albania, twenty miles south 
of Scutari, says the bombardment of 
the Austrian seaport of Cattari has 
not begun because the Anglo-French 
squadron is awaiting for the Monte­
negrins to transport their siege artil­
lery to Mount Levchen. This move is 
intended to put Cattaro between two 
fires. The garrison at Cattaro has 
tried several sorties against Antivari. 
but all were frustrated by the Mon 
tenegrins. The Austrians, the de­
spatches state, lost many men and 
two cannons in these sorties.

WIT AND SCIENCE WIN.
LONDON, Sept. 3.

A Daily News correspondent wiring 
from Gournai, a town near Rouen, 
says the .German advance is amazing. 
A great battle is raging, with what 
result I know not, but I do know that 
the French and British armies are in­
tact and still confident of ultimate 
success. Incredible as it seems, the 
tremendous mass of men that the 
Germans have hurled at the allies 
have not overwhelmed them. It 
seems that while the Germans have 
weight, the allies have wit and sci­
ence, and those with reinforcements 
will evenutally win.

GERMAN TROOPS BECOMING 
WORN OUT.

LONDON, Sept. 3.
The Chronicle’s correspondent at 

the front writing from an unnamed 
town in the Department of Somme on 
Tuesday says: “The superiority of

the British artillery coupled with the
pluck of British Infantry is rapidly
telling on the German attackers. A 
few more days such as Sunday and 
Monday and the German army invad­
ing Northern France will have de­
stroyed itself completely. No army 
that ever existed could endure and 
survive the terrible losses sustained 
by the Germans in the last few days. 
Whole divisions of Infantry have been 
blotted out and shattered and the 
German ranks are beginning to show 
demoralization. In the latest assault 
the Germans manifested immediate 
signs of unsteadiness and were seen 
to waver and frequently break and 
flee in confusion.

11 German guns posted inside a forest 
near the Belgian frontier. It seemed 
impossible to silence their fire until 
the Ninth Lancers made their at­
tempt, riding straight at the guns 
after debouching into the open and 
charging under a hail of Melinite and 
Lyddite. I have not been able to get 
reliable figures as to the distance 
they rode, but they reached their 
goal; nothing could stop them. They 
reached the guns, killed the gunners 
and put the guns out of action, then 
like their prototypes of Baclaclava 
they rode back. On return they fell 
in greater numbers still from the at­
tack of other German batteries post­
ed at vantage points around the bat­
tery. Some notable bayonet charges 
were made on Wednesday last. Sev­
eral British Infantry regiments occu­
pied an exposed position around 
which the Germans gradually circled 
drawing the noose closer and closer. 
The British decided to cut their way 
though'the cordon, so the men went 
at it yelling and shouting and got 
through, although the German artil­
lery mowed them down frightfully.”

AMIENS AND LA FERE CAPTURED 
BY GERMANS.

LONDON, this a.m.
A despatch from Amiens to the 

Daily Mail, dated Tuesday, 1st inst., 
declares that the Germans have tak­
en Amiens after three days’ fighting. 
An undated despatch to the Times 
says the valley of -Somme has been 
abandoned, and La Fere has been 
captured after a bloody combat. We 
were obliged to retire on Saturday 
evening. The right wing of the Ger­
mans, says the correspondent, is too 
"ar advanced. There Is a chance that 
it will be cut and caught between two 
fires, if the British should be found 
in force. Our centre is resisting very 
well and tfie right wing army appears 
to be taking the offensive. A despatch 
to the Daily Mail from Amiens, adds: 
“The success of the Germans at Mor- 
eul and the capture of Amiens is cer­
tain. The entry was not contested. 
The Mayor, after receiving the Ger­
man envoy announced the surrender 
□f the city and urged the citizens to 
make no disturbance. Amiens is the 
capital of the Department of Somme, 
seventy miles directly North of Paris, 
a manufacturing city with a popula­
tion of 90,000. It is on the line of 
railroad to Boulgne about 50 miles 
West of La Fere and other points in 
the Department of Aisne, where 
there has been fighting during the 
past few days between the allied ar­
mies and the Germans.

If we had less party loyalty in this 
country we could have a great deal 
more national loyalty, and the 
smooth grafters who edged into con­
trol of a party could have that party 
to themselves.
