PIE.

C. P. EAGAN,
DUCKWORTH STREET & QUEEN’S ROAD.

By GEORGE FITCH,
Author of “At Good Old Siwash.”
Pie is â solid shot fired at the 

stomach by the Pilgrim Fathers. Like 
all other ordinances, however, it has 
greatly increased in deadliness by 
modern science.

Pie originated in New England, but, 
like most of New England, has gotten 
a long way from home. It is now 
found from* Sawgatuck to Saguenay 
and from Knight's Key to Bellingham, 
Wash. It is composed of a Harvey- 
ized shell filled with dessicated gro­
ceries, the whole roofed over with a 
man hole cover made out of dough. 
When the lid is clamped on, the pie 
is kiln-dried until it will turn a fork 
point. It is then cut into wedge- 
shaped pieces and 'ft eaten with avid­
ity, and sometimes with a knife. Thus 
pie may be said to be the entering 
wedge of dyspepsia (Fifteen minutes 
for recuperation here.)

There are many different kinds of 
pie, including the open faced, hunt- 
ng case, jail window, frosted face and ] 

ventilated pie. There are also spoon 
pies, fork pies and finger pies. All 
pies, however, are similar in two re­
spects. They have a bottom crust, 
corresponding to a concrete founda­
tion, and they are round. It is no 
more possible to make a square pie

than it is to make a square barrel. 
A square pie would probably not ex­
plode while baking, but it would not 
come out right when cut, and the 
eater would very likely become con­
fused and choke to death on the un­
familiar angles.

Of all pies, apple pie is perhaps the 
most popular. A sojir apple pie al­
leviated with cloves ahd sugar and 
cream will produce more internal joy 
and exaltation than $10 worth of 
goose livers. Berry pies are also de­
licious, but fragile, and no man who 
has misplaced a berry pie during a 
picnic can ever forget it.

BEAUTY YOUR CARRIAGE.

Rigidity tires, and whAi you 
sit or lie down there should always 
be that relaxing of the muscles which 
means true physical rest.

Poor eyesight will cause the should­
ers of older persons, as well as those 
of younger ones, to droop if the per­
son is much given to reading. Other 
causes for round shoulders are over­
work, the impure air of ill-ventilated 
rooms, lack of proper exercise, or too 
heavy clothing that is suspended from 
the shoulders. There are, of course, 
more illnesses which will cause 
drooping of the shoulders and for 
which a physician must be consulted.

Milk Sold in Blocks.
The markets of Irkutsk, in Siberia,

Changes in 
High Command

The change in the su­
preme command of the 
British Expeditionary 
Force in France and Bel­
gium is significant of the 

times. The notion that the recall of 
Field Marshal French from the West­
ern front, savours of disrating or in 
any measure implies disgrace is dis­
countenanced by the circumstances of 
the case. The Change is accompanied 
not with marks of disfavor, but with 
the imposition of a signal mark of the 
King’s favor, and a most unusual one 
at that. This will Be seen by refer- 
ehce to the careers of the three most 
distinguished soldiers of the last 
thirty or forty years. Lord Wolsey, 
Lord Roberts and Lord Kitchener re­
ceived their first step in the Peerage 
for distinguished .military service by 
being made Barons. Later Baron 
Wolsey was made a Viscount. Lord 
Roberts was afterwards made a Vis­
count and then an Earl. The same 
series of honors have been conferred 
on Lord Kitchener. From this, it will 
be seen that Field Marshal French 
has received two steps in the Peer­
age at once, by being made a Viscount. 
Moreover, although Viscount French 
is removed from the incessant strain 
which has been his during the past 
sixteen months, he has not been re­
tired. He is transferred to another 
command, and that command the 
highest in the British Empire. A 
similar course has been followed in 
Britain and France. In both coun­
tries, the office of Commander-in- 
Chief at home has been revived. A 
few weeks ago Gen. Joffre was made 
Commander-in-Chief of all French 
forces, except those in Africa. Now, 
Viscount French has been made Field 
Marshal Commander-in-Chief of the 
home forces. This is virtually a re­
vival of the old office of Commander-in 
Chief, such as was held by Lord Wol­
sey, Lord Roberts and the Duke of 
Connaught. His Royal Highness we 
beliéve was the last occupant of the 
office, previous to its abolition. The 
abolition took place under circum­
stances much different than those 
which exist at present. Then there 
was but a small army, and a War 
Council took its place. Now there is 
work enough for the War Council, and 
for the unifying of the home forces 
under one command. With the great 
number of recruits, battalions, bri­
gades, divisions and army corps now 
in training at home, and with the 
great accession in numbers as a re­
sult of the Derby recruiting cam­
paign, there is ample room for a com­
mander-in-chief of the vast experience 
of Field Marshal French to take 
charge of them. His experience of 
the past sixteen months at the front 
against the Germans, will be invalu­
able in organizing these units, large 
and small, and in seeing they are 
trained and equipped in the manner 
which will fit them best for the task 
before them. The new command will 
be a change to Viscount French, and 
in that change he may get rest from 
the rack and strain of his previous 
command, and he is peculiarly fitted, 
no soldier more so, for the task, 
which has been imposed on him. Gen­
eral Haig, his successor on the West­

ern front, is a soldier, nine years 
younger than F. M. French, who 
stands next to him, in experience on 
the Western front, where he has won 
great distinction, and in him the coun­
try has ample ground for reposing 
confidence.

Bank of Montreal
Statement.

To-day we publish the 
statement of the Bank of 
Montreal for the year 
which ended October 30th, 
1915. The year was a 

profitable one, for after the payment 
of four quarterly dividends of 2% per 
cent, each and two bonuses of 1% 
each, making in all 12%, and after the 
payment of a War Tax of $127,347.53, 
the balance carried forward to the 
credit of Profit and Loss for next 
year was $1,293,952.95, some $60,000 
more than the previous year. The 
capital stock of the Bank is $16,000,- 
000. The Rest amounts to an equal 
amount. The enormous business done 
by the Bank is shown in the state­
ment of Assets, which mount up to a 
total exceeding 302 million dollars. 
Referring to the effects of the Great 
War on Finance and Trade, the Presi­
dent, Mr. Meredith, remarked in part: 
“The financial situation has, of course 
been affected by the disturbance of 
trade and large domestic borrowings 
by the government, but it is gratify­
ing to know that the strain arising 
from the war has been readily and 
easily borne. All things considered, 
the trade of Canada has been well 
maintained both as to volume and 
character. Natural resources contin­
ue to be developed and their product 
to find a ready and profitable sale, 
while manj branches of manufacture 
have been employed to capacity in 
turning out munitions of war, the 
money value of which runs into scores 
of millions. The resulting employ­
ment of labor has been of almost in­
calculable advantage. The most en­
couraging feature of the year, how­
ever, from a trade and finance stand­
point has been the i bountiful harvest 
of the North-west, where a greatly 
increased area under cultivation has 
given the highest yield in the history 
of the country.” The General Man­
ager, Sir Frederick Williams-Taylor, 
in the course of his remarks pointed 
out that the Bank in the course of the 
98 years of existence had averaged 
over 8 per cent, dividend per annum; 
that the deposits during last year 
had increased by nearly eight million 
dollars, and that the Bank had kept 
on the safe side during the past year 
by increasing the value of quick as­
sets from 55 per cent, of a year ago, 
and 49 per cent, of two years ago to 
64 per cent. now. In the course of 
his review, he dealt with conditions in 
Newfoundland, summing up as fol­
lows: “General conditions, however, 
are largely governed by the cod fish­
eries, and the excellent returns from 
them are enabling the Colony to wea­
ther the universal storm with a fair 
measure of comfort and confidence.” 
We close by directing attention to the 
Patriotic side of the Bank's under­
taking. The Bank of Montreal was 
among the largest subscribers to the 
Canadian War Loan, offering to take 
up $50,000,000 of it. Four hundred of 
its staff responded to the call to the 
colors, and some sixteen have given 
their lives to the colors. Mr. Paddon, 
the Manager of the Newfoundland 
Branch, mourns the loss of a son, 
Gunner Hubert Paddon, who died on 
the fields of France last March, and 
the Assistant Manager, Mr. Carter, 
has a son, Lieut. Carter in the New­
foundland Regiment, who was wound­
ed at the Gallipoli Peninsula some 
months ago.

Most of the freight is herring 
to be transhipped abroad. The fol­

DESTRUCTIVE FIRE.
When the Portia was at Curling, a 

destructive Are raged at Corner Brook, 
Bay o’f Islands. The outbreak occur­
red in the middle of the night in the 
house of Martin Power. The blaze 
made such headway that it was im­
possible to check it -and in a short 
time the building, together with its 
contents, were razed to the ground. 
Mrs. Power and her children barely 
escaped with their lives. Mr. Power 
carried no insurance and the loss to 
him is great.

HERRING FISHERY.

We learn from passengers who came 
on the Portia from that section that 
thp West Coast herring fishery on the 
whole is far behind expectations to 
date. At Bay of Islands the voyage is 
practically a blank. However, opera­
tions are being carried on with suc­
cess at Bonne Bay and the vessels, 
which were unable to get cargoes at 
Bay of Islands went to Bonne Bay. 
At the latter place the fishermen hope 
to reap a rich harvest as there is much 
competition among the different buy­
ers and from $2.25 to $3.50 per bar­
rel is being paid for the herring, the 
highest on record.

A STORMY SITTING.
London, Dec. 15.

• to answer questions put by Dr. Lieb- 
knecht, the Socialist deputy, as to 
whether the government was prepared 
by the. regulation of production and 
confiscation, to bring about the uni­
form distribution of food stuffs, and 
whether it intended to make a serious 
beginning. Looking to the organiza­
tion of the internal political regime, 
during the course of the present ses­
sion, the President of the Chamber re­
fused to allow a number of supple­
mentary questions, submitted by Dr. 
Liebkneclit, whose protests were 
frowned down in applause, and gener­
al commotion. Dr. Liebknecht among 
other questions wanted to know, 
whether the government was pre­
pared to publish official material, con­
cerning the origin of the world war, 
especially relating to the diplomatic 
preliminary history of the Austrian 
ultimatum, to Serbia, including the 
official negotiations between the Ger­
man and Austrian Governments, 
since the Sarayevo assassination, and 
the preliminary history of the breach 
of Luxemburg and Belgium’s neu­
trality. He inquired also whether the 
government would appoint a commit­
tee* to investigate these matters. The 
German Foreign Secretary replied 
that such diplomatic material, had al­
ready been published, and would con 
tinue to be published, as was found 
necessary; but the government was 
opposed to the demand for a com­
mittee of investigation. He added 
“Responsibility and atonement wjll 
fall only upon our adversaries.”

Mr. H. V. Meredith, in moving that 
the report of the directors, as read, 
be adopted, said in part: The un­
precedented conditions under which 
trade and commerce have been con­
ducted during the past year remain 
unchanged and are the cause of con­
stant anxiety to those concerned with 
financial affairs. It will bê gratifying 
to you to learn that, after making 
liberal and, it Is believed, adequate 
appropriation for known losses and 
doubtful debts and war taxes, (he 
profits of the year have enabled the 
usual distribution to be made to 
shareholders and a surplus to be car­
ried to credit of Profit and Loss Ac­
count. In view of the trying circum­
stances prevailing, the need of main­
taining large reserves and the low 
rates of interest obtainable in the 
United States and until quite recent­
ly in England, I think you will agree 
with me that this result of our bank­
ing year is quite satisfactory. Our 
widespread operations make us con­
cerned with conditions in other coun­
tries. In Great Britain normal con­
ditions no longer prevail. Large num­
bers of men have been withdrawn 
from their customary occupation to 
enter the army, factories have been 
diverted to the production of war 
supplies and a considerable shortage 
of labor exists. The result is that 
trade passes from British firms into 
the* hands of neutrals, thus disturb­
ing the balance of trade, but it is be­
lieved that in the early future this 
condition will right itself and the ob­
ligations abroad of Great Britain will 
be correspondingly reduced. The 
financial situation has, of course, 
been affected by the disturbance of 
trade ami large domestic borrowings 
by the government, but it is gratifying 
to know that the strain arising from 
the war has been readily and easily 
borne. All things considered, the 
trade of Canada has been well main­
tained both as to volume and charac­
ter. Natural resources continue to 
be developed and their product to find 
a ready and profitable sale, while 
many branches of manufacture have 
been employed to capacity in turning 
out munitions of war. tne money val­
ue of which runs into scores of mil­
lions. The resulting employment of 
labor has been of almost incalculable 
advantage. The most encouraging 
feature of the year, however, from a 
trade and finance standpoint has been 
the bountiful harvest of the North­
west, where a greatly increased area 
under cultivation has given the high­
est average yield in the history of the 
country. An outstanding feature in 
Canadian finance has been the issue 
by the Dominion of its first loan in the 
United States. The rate of interest 
at the time, to those 'unacquainted 
with conditions, might have been con­
sidered onerous, but the important 
collateral advantages which the loan 
achieved by giving immediate relief 
to the exchange situation, as well as, 
in a degree, to the London money 
market, greatly counterbalanced the 
rate of interest paid and amply de­
monstrated the prudence and wisdom 
of the transaction. In concluding 
his remarks the President referred to 
the 400 odd gallant young men of the 
staff of the Bank who have joined the 
Colors and gone to the front to fight 
the Empire’s battles. Of these, the 
names of 16 have been added to the 
Roll of Honor, having been killed in 
action. Their courage and patriotism, 
their deeds of valor and their glorious 
end will be inscribed in the Bank’s 
archives, and to the families and re­
lations we give expression of our 
profound admiration of their" devo­
tion to country and Empire and ten­
der our sincere sympathy in their 
loss.

Sir Frederick Williams-Taylor, the 
General Manager of the Bank, in his 
annual address, said in part: The 
balance sheet, which it is my privi­
lege and duty to present to you to-day, 
reflects the result of twelve months 
of business conducted under condi­
tions such as this country and its 
banks have never before been called 
upon to face. You will undoubtedly 
feel gratified that your Bank has come 
through the unsettled conditions re­
ferred to without loss of strength, and 
is enjoying • increased prestige. As 
the President has reviewed in general 
the trade and financial conditions in 
Canada and at the chief- financial 
centres abroad, my duties are con­
fined to an explanation of the more 
important features of the accounts 
submitted to you to-day. It seems in 
place to comment upon our Banking 
Profits by stating that in the ninety- 
eight years during which this Bank 
has been in existence the interest re­
turn on capital has averaged over 8 
per cent, per annum. As for the year 
under review, you will doubtless 
agree that you haye good reason to 
feel satisfied that your dividend and 
bonus have been maintained in times 
that have tested the strength of every 
important business institution 
throughout the British Empire. Your 
total deposits have increased $38,800,- 
000 during the past year, and are 
$46,450.000 greater than in 1913. Our 
Notes in Circulation are $45,280 more 
than a year ago. The tax on ourl cir­
culation payable to the Government 
amounts to $127.347. Partly from 
policy, and partly from force of cir­
cumstances. the ratio of our quick 
assets to liabilities has increased to 
64 per cent, from 55 per cent, a year 
ago, and from 49 per cent, two years 
ago There have been times when 
the percentage lias seemed needlessly 
high but you will, doubtless, agree as 
to the wisdom of being on the safe 
side. The fact that our current loans 
in Canada are lower" than a year ago, 
reflects the general trade conditions 
throughout the Dominion. They were 
on: 31st October. 1913. $117.696,073: 
31st October, 1914, $108.845,332; 31st 
October, 1915, $99,078,506.

In his supplemental report on Pro­
vincial conditions, the General Man­
ager, referring to trade in Newfound­
land said: This year’s catch of cod, 
the great staple product of Newfound­
land. will be equal to that of last 
season, while the prices being realiz­
ed are exceptionally high. In conse­

quence trade, .wholesale and retail, is 
good and general business conditions" 
throughout the couptry may be con­
sidered satisfactory. The sealing 
voyages of last spring were the most 
unprofitable on record. On account 
of the very-high/freight rates offering, 
it is probable some of the best Iron 
ships will be withdrawn from seal 
fishing for service elsewhere; there­
fore the prospects for next spring’s 
sealing are poor. The pulp and pa­
per business has been disappointing. 
Markets for ground wood pulp were 
poor, freights hfeh, and . tonnage 
scarce. Large quantities will be 
carried over this winter by the mills. 
The adverse sterling exchange has 
largely militated against profits, as 
exports of this product are mainly to 
Great Britain. General conditions, 
however, are largely governed by the 
cod fisheries, and the excellent re­
turns from them are enabling the 
Colony to weeather the universal 
storm with a fair measure of com­
fort and confidence. •

SINGLE MEN BEFORE MARRIED 

MEN.
LONDON, To-day.

In the House of Lords yesterday, 
Earl Derby, director of recruiting, 

x when questioned regarding the re­
sults of his recruiting campaign, de­
clined to give any figures in advance 
of Premier Asquith’s statement, which 
will be made public next week. The 
Earl declared, however, that we were 
absolutely snowed under with recruits 
last week, that the gross^total of en­
rolments was very large. He added 
it would be impossible to call up mar­
ried men, until the country was ab­
solutely convinced that single men 
had come forward to enlist to such an 
extent as to leave only a negligible 
quantity unaccounted for. “We must 
keep faith to the pledge Premier As­
quith gave the married men,” said the 
Earl. “Nobody can yet say whether 
or not single men have come forward 
in sufficient numbers. That will be 
known Tuesday.”

CLYDE MUNITION WORKERS’ 
GRIEVANCE.

LONDON, To-day.
The preliminary report of the Com­

mittee which is investigating labor 
troubles among the' munition workers 
in the Clyde district, was made public 
yesterday by David Lloyd George, 
Minister of Munitions. The Commit­
tee, consisting of Lord Balfour of Bur­
leigh, and Lynden C. McCassey, finds 
while the munition workers have cer­
tain substantial grounds for com­
plaint. most of the differences really 
arise from minor local friction, ex­
aggerated into importance by delay 
in dealing with it. The Committee 
recommends minor alterations in the 
law to provide for prompt settle­
ment of disputes, and urges that no 
employer should have the right to 
dismiss an employee without cause. 
It demands the abolishment of p'rison 
sentence for non-payment of fines, im­
posed by munition tribunals, and asks 
for the appointment of some person 
experienced in industrial matters to 
act as a special mediator in the Clyde 
district, where he would be accessi­
ble with minimum delay. The Com­
mittee declined to deal,with the cas­
es of Canadian workmen who were 
induced to come to the Clyde district 
on exaggerated representations of the 
amount of wages which it was possi­
ble to earn, it stating merely such 
cases are unlikely to occur.

THE FIGHTING IN MESOPOTAMIA.
LONDON, To-day.

J. Austen Chamberlain, Secretary 
for India, yesterday received despat­
ches from General Sir John Nixon, 
commanding the Mesopotamia expedi­
tion, and communicated their con­
tents to the Commons. General 
Townshend, who is charge of the Bri­
tish forces, which retreated from the 
vicinity of Bagdad, reported to Gen­
eral Nixon that there was heavy mus­

ketry fire for an hour on the British, 
jorth front, on December 12th, but 
bat the Turks did not attempt to ad- 

Wnce. A heavy attack made on a vil- 
13V$ on the right bank of the Tigris, 
waXrepulsed on the 13th; -all was 
quier according to report. Genera! 
Nixon’s despatch adds that British 
reinforcements continue to be sent 
up the Tigris.

GENERAL HAIG’S CAREER.
LONDON, To-day.

General Sir Douglas Haig, who will 
succeed, Field Marshal Sir John 
French as commander of the British 
forces in France and Belgium, is 54 
years old. He began his military 
career with the 7th Hussars, in 1835, 
and served in the Soudan and South 
African campaigns, in both of which 
he w'on distinguished honors. At the 
outbreak of the present war he was 
General Officer Commanding at Aider- 
shot, and afterwards made command­
er of the first army in France. Several 
times during' the war General Haig 
has come in for high praise in the 
despatches of the General he is now 
succeeding. At the battle of Aisne 
his conduct was described by Marshal 
French as bold, skilful, decisive. In 
November of last year, Sir Douglas, 
then Lieut.-Gèneral, was promoted to 
the rank of-General, for distinguished 
service in the field. Field Marshal 

•«French in his despatch to the British 
War Office, described the famous re­
treat from Mons, credited Sir Douglas 
with having extricated his corps from 
a difficult position. ' “I sent urgent 
messages to the Commander of two 
French reserve divisions on my right 
to come up to the assistance of his 
first corps which they eventually did,” 
said the Field Marshal. “Partly ow­
ing to this assistance, but mainly to 
his corps he extricated the army from 
an exceptionally difficult position in 
the darkness of night, and they were 
able at dawn to resume their march 
south towards Wassigny on Guise.” 
General Haig is a Scotsman and won 
his first honor under General Kitch­

ener in Soudan, where he was pro­
moted to Brevet Major on the field 

.for gallantry at Atbara and before 
1 Khartoum. He is one of the best 
known British soldiers, and always 
had the reputation of being a skilful, 
dashing leader of men. Sir John 
French was born 1852. He served four 
years in^the navy, but not liking the 
sea, he Joined the militia and through 
it entered the army, in which he has 
seen wide service. During the famj 
ous Ulster movement_jof March, 1914, 
Field Marshal French, then Chief of 
Staff of the British Army, resigned 
his commission. He was one of the 
signatories of the memorandum to 
Brigadier General Gough, giving 
guarantees to army officers they 
would not be ordered to fight the Us­
sier Unionists. Regarding the repudi­
ation of the document by the Govern­
ment as a slight on himself he re­
signed. Sir Douglas Haig them be­
came Chief of Staff, but at the out­
break of the war Field Marshal 
French was appointed to command 
the expeditionary army.

THE LONDON BUDGET.
LONDON, To-day.

With the Anglo-French forces safe­
ly acrosp the Greek frontier, close to 
their strongly fortified base at Salo­
nika where reinforcements are ar­
riving daily, the second phase of the 
Balkan Campaign, which opened with" 
the Teptonic invasion of Serbia and 
the defeat of her army has closed.- 
People of the belligerent countries are 
anxiously awaiting for the next move­
ment. It seems fairly settled that the 
Bulgarians do not intend to invade 
Greece, an action which would likely 
cause dessensions in that country, 
which already is uneasy over the Bul- 
gars occupation of Monastic ; also it 
is not believed the Austrians and 
Germans have sufficient troops avail­
able to attack the Entente Allies. 
Speculation naturally has to do with ’ 
the Germans and their intentions. 
They are variously reported to be 
concentrated near Monastic and Doi- 
ran and on the Roumanian border, 
and are preparing for an attempt to 
drive the Entente Allies from the Gal­
lipoli Peninsula. 'All these reports 
lack confirmation. One thing seems 
•certain to military observers, that the 
Germans will have to keep a close 
watch on the Roumanian side, not 
only because of the danger of that 
coiuitry entering the war against them 
but to meet the threat of a Russian 
invasion through Roumania, which 
although nothing has been said of it 
recently it hasnot been lost sight of. 
Wherever the Germans move they 
will find the Entente Allies prepared. 
Saloniki is being made stronger daily 
and has the backing of warships, as 
has also the Gallipoli Peninsula where 
the Entente positions likewise have 
been strengthened. The Russians arc 
believed by military authorities to tfe, 
able to cope with any army the Teu­
tonic Powers can collect on the Rou­
manian border, while Egypt is said to 
be antoher of their objectives, which 
has also been placed in a state of de­
fence. There are many persons who 
believe the Germans propose to rest on 
their laurels in the Near East for the 
time being and make a bid for victory 
on the Western front. Persistent re­
ports come from Holland of the con­
centration of German armies in Bel­
gium and Luxemberg with the inten­
tion of striking a blow as soon as the 
ground permits of it.

NOTHING TO DO WITH ÎOFFRE AP- 
POINTMENT.

LONDON, To-day.
General Sir Douglas Haig, who in 

Nov. 1914 raised from rank of Lieut.- 
General to General for distinguished 
service in the field, is to be Command- 
er-in-Chief of the British forces in 
France and Belgium. ■ The announce­
ment was made last night that Gener­
al Haig had been appointed to succeed 
Field Marshal French, who has headed 
the expeditionary force on the Con­
tinent since the war began. That 
there might be a change in the sup­
reme British Command on the Western 
front had been hinted, for some time. 
These hints increased with the recent 
appointment N>f General Joffre as 
Commander-in-Chief of the French 
army. The elevation of Gen*al Jof­
fre had no bearing on the substituaion 
of General Haig for Field Marshal 
French, however, was annoupced yes­
terday in the Commons by Premier 
Asquith. He brought up the matter 
by saying some changes are in course 
of being made and will be announced 
almost immediately. They have no 
connection of any kind with the chan­
ges made by the French Government 
with regard to General Joffre’s func 
lions.

LITTLE DOING ON WEST FRONT, 
LONDON, To-day.

(Official)—Last night the enemy ex­
ploded a mine southeast of Ypres. The 
crater however occupied by our bom­
bers who drove off the attack; South 
of Messines we seized an enemy bar 
ricade with trifling loss. Yesterday 
our artillery had been active and done 
considerable Ramage to hostile tren­
ches. Our aeroplanes raided heavily 
a aerodrome successfully. There have 
been ten combats in the air in the 
course of which an enemy battleplane 
was driven down by one of our re­
connaissance planes and was forced 
down within our lines.

LEFT HALIFAX,—The S. S. Tabas­
co left Halifax at 3 p.m. yesterday, and 
is due here to-morrow evening.

KAISER IN BERLIN.
BERLIN, To-day.

The official announcement is made 
that the Emperor after a journey to 
the armies under Von Hindenburg’s 
command and the inspection of the 
naval plants at Libau, arrived in Ber­
lin, where he will remain for some 
time.

RETREAT BRILLIANTLY CARRIED
OUT. -

LONDON, To-day.
The next move in the Balkan thea­

tre of war occupied the attention of 
the Athens and Salonika correspond­
ent of the British press. There are 
200,000 Entente troops at Salonika, 
according to the Daily Mail, whose 
Salonika correspondent says that the 
retreat of the Entente Allies was so 
brilliantly "carried out, that large for­
ces of Bulgarians were so deceived 
by the rapidity of the manoeuvres, 
and the precision of the movements 
of the Entente troops, that they lost 
much time in bombarding certain po­
sitions near Strumitza, which the 
French forces had abandoned on the 
preceding day.

According to the correspondents oT 
the Times and the Morning Post, the 
Entente forces will halt on the line 
from Karasuli, in Northern Greece, on 
the Wardar River to Kilindir, Greece, 
which they will try to hold until the 
Saloniki positions are fortified. This 
line already is fortified and there is a 
strong British force, made up mostly 
of cavalry to the north and north east 
of Kilindir an th4 Doiran railway. 
The correspondent of the Post adds 
the interesting statement on the au­
thority of the Bulgarian Minister at 
Athens, as quoted in published inter­
view, that Gievheli and Doiran, south­
ern Serbian towns, both of which are 
in the hands of the Teuton Allies, will 
be surrendered to Greece. He says 
nothing about Monastir, liowevef. The 
Athens correspondent of the Times 
says he believes the 'whole future po­
sition turns on whether the Bulgari­
ans invade Greece. He reports that he 
is very doubtful whether Greece would 
sit still under such a move even 
though the King and Government 
should consent to it, which he de­
clined to believe would be done.

General Information.
Among the munition v’orkers at the 

Huddersfield National Shell Factory 
are George Herbert Hirst, Wilfred 
Rhodes, and Schofield Haigh, the well 
known Huddersfield trio of Yorkshire 
County cricketers.

Paul’s, Harringay. The fund is, now 
within measurable distance of com­
pletion, only 126,488 more farthings 
being required.

In Serbia the land belongs to the 
people, and every grown man has a 
claim to five acres, which he can 
neither sell nor have taken from him. 
His land- arid its produce are exempt 
from all claims for debt. Thus the 
poorest man in Serbia has always five 
acres to his credit.

Th^House of Commons has a com­
plete post-office of its own, which 
does all ordinary Post Office business. 
Here members can not only buy 
stamps and have telegrams sent, but 
can cash postal orders, money orders, 
buy war-loan vouchers, and send par­
cels to our “Tommies"/at the front.

The reason why so comparatively 
small a number of German guns are 
on exhibition in this country is that so 
many have been captured and they 
are in such good condition that it has 
been found worth while making spec­
ial ammunition for them and putting 
thejn into service against their orig­
inal owners.

An ancient custom has just been 
observed at Chard, Somerset, when a 
meeting of the burgesses conducted 
the annual letting of the' market tolls. 
An hour-glass was set, and while the 
sand trickled from one half to the 
other bids were made. The buyer of 
the tolls tvas determined by the last 
bid before the sand ran down.

The following gives the duration of 
some famous engagements: Waterloo, 
6 hours; Sedan (the big fighting), 12% 
hours ; Gravolette, 9 hours; Mars-la- 
Tour, 10 hours; Koniggratz, 8 hours;
