No one,
endeavouring to pieture to himself
the scene of ruin and destitution that
Halifax must present, can persuade
himself that the fullest measure of
help is not urgently required from all
sides, and it must be hardened selfish-
ness indeed that is not moved to the
deepest impulses of pity and gener-
osity-by details in the messages like
the destruction of the children’s or-
phanage and schools, with almest]
every inocent life in them. It was &
good idea: which the Board of Trade
adopted, of sending at once a first in-
stalment of $10,000, which must be
followed as soon as possible by others.
We hope, too, that the collection of
clothing of all kinds will be energeti-
cally taken up, for there can be no
question, that in many cases such as-
sistance will be more immediately
useful even than money. Doubtless
the W. P. A. will take this matter into
their capable hands, together with the
supply of hospital materials. St.

Sergt. Irving
~ Killed in Action.

HIS FATHER WELL KNOVTVN HERE.

Mr. and Mrs. David Irving, late of
St. John’s, but now residing in Mon-
treal,- have lately réceived news that
their only son, Archie, has paid the
supreme sacrifice, having been killed
by shrapnel in action on the 30th of
October last. He celebrated his 26th
birthday eleven days previously. Ser-
geant Irving early in August 1915 en-
listed in the 73rd Royal Highlanders
of Canada, leaving for England in
March 1916 as a Corporal. He was
promoted on the field of battle to the
rank of Sergeant.

London, Nov. 30.—The general be-
lief in well informed quarters in Eng-
land is that Germany is.planning a
supreme military effort between now
and April to crush the Entente before
the United States is able to ‘demon-
strate its full power on this siqe.

It is believed the enemy plans an
immense offensive on the Western
front. He realizés -that with Russia
powerless and America thus far short
of its maximum strength, the next few
months will afford the last chance of
forcing an. issue favorable to Germany,

While such an issue can be imagin-
ed only as a result of the most des-
perate effort of the Germans, the high
command, it is suspected, will under-
take it. Recent German press utter-
ances support the belief that an im-
mense drive in the west is impending,
the newspapers maintain that it is
absolutely to strengthen the German
grip on  thes: channel coast, because
this menace&to English territory is
the only thing short of invading Eng-
land whi¢h would compel the Britisk
to pay an indemnity after tlie war.

~ The Minister m::; has received
a number of complaints from the re-
latives of some of the Newfoundland
soldiers who are priéoneré of war in
Germany, stating that parcels and let-
ters were not being delivered to them.
The Newfoundland War Contingent
Association, which, is the authorized
Regimental Care Committee charged
with the welfare of Prisoners of War
of the 1st Newfoundland Regiment,
was mnotified of these complaints of
non-delivery and instructed to take
the“matter up with the War Office Au-
thorities with a view to have investi-
gations made. A report has been re-
ceived which shows conclusively that
only blame for such non-delivery
might be placed on the German au-
thorities and the subordinates. The
non-delivery applies chiefly to a batch
of 77 prisoners who- were taken on
the 14th April at Monchy le Preux.
These were not reported in London
until the 20th July. Emergency par-
cels were sent through the Central

Prisoners of War Committee, and the
regulation number of parcels—three

a fortnight—also went forward in due

HUNDREDS OF CHILDREN KILLED

HAFIFAX, Dec. 9.

The number of deaths is now es-
timated at 4,000. One thousand bod-
fes have been recovered. It was found
to-day that a large number of child-
ren were killed in two schools which
were torn to pieces by the explosion,
only 7 out of 550 escaping with their|
lives. Great loss ‘of life is also re-
ported at the Naval College. At the
Protestant Orphan Home the Matron
and every child were killed. Railway
men and waterfront laborers were
killed in large numbers. More than
4,000 homes were completely demol-
jshed. The weather cleared to-day
after the heavy snowstorm and forty-
mile gale of yesterday. There are
two and a half feet of snow on the
ground. Six large piers were de-
stroyed, but the great new piers in
the southern part of the city, used by
the Government for freighters and
transports, were practically untouch-
ed The business section of the city
sustained little damage and can quick-

ly be restored when workmen and:
material are available. |
|
SOMEBODY BLUNDERED — SOME
DETAILS OF THE DAMAGE,

HALIFAX, Dec. 9. |

W took but a fraction of a minute '
on Thursday morning for Halifax to:
become the victim of a calamity
which destroye}l more lives and in-!
jured more men, women and children |
than the combined air raids upon
London during three years and more
of war. A complete story of the
tragedy can never be. written. The
explosion of a great cargo of benzine,
nitro-glycerine and the world’s most

powerful explosive blotted out in an;

instant thousands of lives and wound-
ed and mutilated more thousands. Fire
completed what the explosion started,
and between three and four thousand
homes were completely- destroyed,
thousands more rendered uninhabit-
able, and practically every window in
the entire city smashed.

The Norwegian steamer with a car-
go of relief was coming down out of
the upper harbor or Bedford basin.
The vessels approached €ach other,
and as they drew into the narrows
about opposite the old sugar refinery
and only a short distance above the
Canadian Government railway pas-
senger repot, ' somebody blundered;
the Belgian relief steamer kept over
to port when according to the rules of
navigation she should have kept to
the starboard. Pilot Mackey says
he gave the necessary signal and that!
a confused signal was returned from
the vessel in charge of Pilot Hayes.
The vessels by this time were so close
together that the rolling of the wheel
hard over on the Frenchman was un-
able to put her clear of the oncoming |
relief ship. The collision was not
serious in itseclf owing to the slow

; houses.

speed of both boats, but the impact

was sufficient to start a' fire. Just
how this fire started, whether by the
overturning of a galley stove or by a
jar on some detached part or still
quantity of the explosives, may nev-
er be known; it may be revealed at
the inquiry which is to be held in a
few days. The engines of the steam-
e¢r had been stopped, but withthehead-
way she had drifted slowly inshore
until she came hard on to Pier 6, only
a short distance north of the sugar re-
finery.

There were two explosions, the first
and minor one and then the great
and reverberating ome. The massive
brick walls of the old sugar refinery
collapsed like a house of cards.
Gunn’s mills, the Richmond printery
and all buildings along Barrington St.
as far as Richmond, and all the streets
leading up the hill from the water
burst asunder. The dense pall of
smoke was underlying, and faced
first with yellow and then pink and
reddish tinges. Slowly there came the
crash of falling metals, great plates
crashed .on top of the demolished
Almost the complete side of
the ammunition ship was carried
northward and eastward, piling up
half a2 mile distant on the other shore.
The gun on the ship has been found
three miles distant by the force of the
explosion. The Belgian ship which
had gone a little farther southward
was driven on the beach on the Dart-
mouth shore, just opposite North St.
Depot, and set on fire. A number of
her crew were killed, and the body of
Pilot William Hayes was found on the
shore not far from the ship. Over
two thousand people are dead. The
portion of the city from the water-
front west on Russell Street and north
on Gottingen Street to the narrows is
completely devéastated to the extent of
two square miles. Twenty thousgnd
people are destitute. The hospitals
and other large buildings are over-
flowing with wounded, many of whom
have since died. The glass in practi-
cally every building in the city is
smashed.

Relief is being rushed from various
parts of Canada and the United States,
The first relief special to arive reach-
ed’ Halifax on Saturday afternoon
from Boston, bringing doctors, sur-
geons and red cross nurses. The
search for bodies among the ruins
continues, and the death toll is hour-

1y growing.

Richmond piers, Richmond refinery,
Halifax Graving Dock, Hillis Foun-
dry, Richmond School, Kaye Street
Methodist Church, Trinity Church, St.
Mary’s Church, St. Joseph’s Chapel,
the Cotton Factory and other ' large
buildings in the devastated sections
are a mass of smoking ruins. The
shipping destroyed includes two
stéeamers beached on the Dartmouth
side. Several other large freighters
at anchor in the stream were wrecked.
There is a great scarcity of food and
building material.
