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THE STORY OF 
GEORGE SINGER.

I. c. MORRIS.
CHAPTER V.

THE EVIDENCES OF THE CASE AND THE CONCLUSION OF THE STORY
I have now told the tale, and have 

tried to do so in a clear and lucid 
manner. What has been written, may 
be accepted aa being the order in 
which it occurred; and although most 
of the actors in it have long since 
passed out of my life, the whole 
thing is as fresh and clear as when 
it happened. When Singer stayed at 
my home, I was but a beginner in 
house-keeping, and the family circle 
consisted of my wife and little son. 
My wife often spoke about this man; 
but she died a few fears after, and 
the story lost much of its interest; 
but I think I am safe in saying, that 
she shared in my suspicions, for she 
had a better chance of talking to him 
than I had. While at our home, we 
found Singer an evasive sort of a 
man—very much so. He never would 
be ready to join us at breakfast; nor 
would he join in family worship. He 
kept to his room quite a lot, and he 
seldom appeared until I left after 
breakfast. That is, he always seem­
ed to have something on hand, even 
though he did not work. He did not 
believe in using the Lord’s Prayer at 
all. He usually got his dinner and 
tea on his rounds, and would get 
home about ten p.m. There were lots 
of people, who, like ourselves, be­
friended him, and the most of them 
stuck to him until the last minute.

He was a scholarly man, and in 
many ways he displayed the tone and 
characteristics of an Oxford gradu­
ate; and though he did not impress 
me as an Oxford man the night that 
he spoke at the Temperance Hall, all 
his other movements carried that im­
pression with them. He was greatly 
given to problems, and was very ex­
pert in mathematics. As far as I 
learned, he was a man of comfortable 
training, and his education had been 
well looked after, and his early life 
was well spent. But he was a self- 
willed man, and would die rather 
than give in—but withal he was a de­
luded man. It is not so easy for a 
learned man to become deluded as for 
an unlearned person to do so, but 
there cannot be any doubt about the 
fact, that this man of whom I write 
was the victim of some terrible de­
lusion.

And now having told this story it 
will be in order to sum up the case, 
and produce the evidence. We there­
fore repeat, the question which sug­
gested itself to us, and which we ask­
ed in the opening chapter, viz.:—

“Was George W. Singer Jack the 
Ripper ?” The evidence is as follows, 
and the facts are all correct:
'(1) The Hyde Park murders were 

committed in the last half of the 
year 1888, and the first half of the 
year 1899.

'(2) George W. Singer was living in 
London at that period; and was a 
frequenter of the Park, and : 
preached there. 1

’(3) For the entire period of Sing­
er’s absence from London therd 
was not one case of murder re­
ported from Hyde Park, of the 
same peculiar nature .as those 
perpetrated by Jack the Ripper.

(4) On his return to London the 
crimes were repeated, and he was 
finally hanged for the murder of 
a woman; but the case was not 
the same as those of which we 
speak.

(5) At the time of those murders 
there was proof found that the 
perpetrator was a man, and that 
he had some strong feelings

against women, and that it look­
ed like a case of revenge.

(6) George W. Singer was a woman 
hater, and had something against 
them.

(7) In the medical enquiry which 
was made, it was decided that 
whoever had perpetrated these 
deeds, must have possessed cer­
tain surgical knowledge.

(8) From Singer’s general tone and 
training, he impressed us as hav­
ing such knowledge ; he seemed 
to be of that class of men.

(9) From the reports as published at 
the time, it was evident that pre­
paration and pre-meditation were 
indulged in.

(10) Singer’s record here bore out the 
testimony, that he was deliber­
ate in whpt he did; and for 
which he was imprisoned here.

(11) At the" enquiries at London it 
it was found that the murders 
were not committed by the use 
of any blunt instrument, such 
as a club or a bludgeon, but that 
some very sharp implement was 
used.

(12) George W. Singer always car­
ried a stick. Whether he had 
more than one I do not know. 
The stick I remember, was one 
with a knob. He used it more 
as a rod in his hand than as% 
walking stick. He often put the 
knob to his mouth when talking 
to me on the street; and he had 
a habit of putting the stick be­
hind his back, and of placing it 
across his back, and putting his 
two arms outside of it. It has 
occurred to me that it was a 
sworn stick which he had.

(13) At the time that Singer came to 
Newfoundland, and all the 
while he was at my home, and 
for weeks after, the world was 
full of the topic of the Hyde 
Park murders ; and strange to 
say .that although this man had 
come right from the very spot 
where they occured, he never 
spoke of them, nor in the least 
referred to them.

(14) Was his silence intentional?
(15) As far as I have been able to 

learn Jack the Ripper has never 
been identified. For the first 
few years after the last case, 
there were different reports 
about the identity and arrest of 
that person but they all fizzled 
out, and left the mystery as 
deep as ever. There not being 
any identification of this man, 
it made my suspicion of Singer 
all the stronger, and then when 
I considered the circumstances, 
the case of identification looked 
very plain to me. Of course it 
may only be a coincidence, and 
there may not be anything in my 
story beyond circumstantial evi­
dence; but Singer being such a 
deluded man, and one who in his 
delusion would commit a des­
perate act, the case looks very 
clear.

I have entertained and sheltered at 
my home for over thirty years all 
sorts and classes of men. In charac­
ter and rank they have ranged from 
the best to the worst, from captains 
of ocean liners down to beggars; but 

I among them all, I have not found 
such- a strange combination of char­
acter as that of George W. Singer. It 
was difficult to understand the man 
at first, but when the tale was un­
ravelled, and his local career came 
to such an ignominious end, it was 
not such a mystery; and then when 
it was rumored of his tragic end at 
London, the entire mystery was all 
removed. Thus it was that the story 
impressed itself upon us and it look­
ed clear that what we thought were

year, the day would be Sunday only 
once in 6 yrs. Some of the early Christ­
ians did fix the date in this way, 
while others used the present way.
But in the year 325 the matter was 
brought by Constantine before the 
Council of Nice, and it was evidently 
thought best that the anniversary of 
the event which changed the Sabbath 
from the seventh day of the week to 
the first day should always fall upon 
the first day; for they, deciding be­
tween the two days then in use, select­
ed for the whole Church the method 
which would bring Easter always on 
Sunday. _

Since that decision Easter fcannot 
fall earlier than March 22, or later 
than April 25 in any year. These 
dates are called the “Easter Limits.”
Easter occurred on March 22 in 1818, 
but cannot come again on that day 
until 2285. Easter comes this year 
on April 20.

Writing Implements That Have Made 
History.

When the final peace treaty of the 
world-war of 1914-1918 is signed the 
pen used for the historic occasion 
will probably he preserved as an in­
ternational relic.

It might have been thought that 
many pens would be used for so big 
an event, but this is not so. It is cus­
tomary, when a treaty is signed, to 
prepare one pen only, and that of pure 
gold throughout. With this the re­
presentatives in turn append their sig­
natures. There have been many mo­
mentous documents signed during 
the war, and consequently the last 
five years have been rich in the accu­
mulation of pens of history.

In the Hohenzollern museum at Ber 
lin there is a tray full of pens, all of 
worked gold, and many of them flash­
ing with jewels. Each one has been 
used by the ex-Kaiser on occasions he 
thought historic, and afterwards pre­
sented to the museum.

Many of these pens are pregnant of 
the war. One there is that used by the 
ex-Kaiser in August, 1914, when he 
signed the mobilisation order that 
plunged the world into the inferno of 
war. Others were used to sign notes 
to America, imperial mandates, and so 
forth.

Kerensky, one time president of the 
Russian Republic, has preserved a 
pen that is big with fate. This was 
used by the ex-Tsar when signing the 
act of abdication.

The late Lord Kitchener had occa­
sion to sign many documents that are 
now historic. But the former sec­
retary for war wps not particular 
about the pen he used. Any that came 
to his hand would do. And conse­
quently there are quite a number of 
pens In existence that are believed to 
have been used by K. of K.”

Mr. Lloyd George is another who 
has used his pen to historic advant­
age during the war. The Premier 
habitually uses a fountain pen; and 
one that Is now worn out-Is treasured 
as a keepsake by his daughter, Mise 
Megan Lloyd George.

STIGMA ON NEWFOUNDLAND.
More than 2,500 men from New- 

founcfland saw active service in the 
British Navy during the war. Of 500 
men in the Newfoundland naval re­
serve when the war started, all but 
two responded, and more than 2,000 
more were enlisted in a new organi­
zation, known as the Royal Naval Re­
serve. The Newfoundland sailors

were invaluable for blockade work, 
convoying and mine-sweeping. The 
men were divided among scores of 
ships and used almost entirely in the 
hazardous work of manning small 
boats in rough seas. One cruiser 
squadron operating in the North Sea 
allotted one boat load of Newfound­
landers to each ship for use exclus­
ively in boarding and examining ves­
sels. Lack of education, the naval 
report read, prevented many of these 
men from receiving warrants and 
commissions in the service.

Bigger Airplane
for Overseas Flight.

A type of naval airplane, which In 
point of size, power, and carrying 
capacity greatly exceeds the N. C-l, is 
now under construction at the Navy’s 
League Island aircraft factory in 
Philadelphia, it became known yes­
terday when an aircraft designer, 
who had been at the factory, describ­
ed its features in detail.

The designer, who would not con­
sent to have his name made public, 
said that work on the plane was going 
on night and day in order to have it 
ready as soon as possible for the con­
templated transatlantic flight. Of­
ficials of the Navy's Air Service, he 
said, had great faith in the new flying 
boat, and believed it would accom­
plish a trip ,to Europe with little or 
no difficulty.

The design of the new- super-air- 
plane, which is known as Model T, is 
similar to the Navy’s F-5, now being 
shown at the Aeronautical Exposition 
in Madison Square Garden and the 
69th Regiment Armory. It has an up­
per wing span of 250 feet, which is 
124 feet more than the N. C-l The low­
er wing is 25 feet less. The length

Feudalism and Labor

Modern dictionaries define Feudal­
ism as “that system of polity which 
prevailed in Europe in the Middle 
Ages, based upon the relation of lord 
to vassal, with the holding of land in 
feud (fee or benefice) for which in re­
turn, the tenant was to do service, in­
cluding that of Military and Court.” 
The name generally is applied to the 
system of law developed from the 
laws of the barbarians and Roman 
codes by the needs of the times, in the 
early mediaeval ages, throughout 
Europe, its chief characteristic being 
that the land of a county or district 
was vested in an overlord, who grant­
ed or confirmed to those of lesser 
rank, portions of his holdings upon 
certain terms of service, of which 
military was of prime importance. 
These grantees, on their part, let por­
tions of their feudatory to the people, 
thus creating a chain of lordships, the 
ideas of the times permitting of the 
exercise of judgeship, so that each 
overlord and underlord possessed ju­
dicial powers over their tenants, and 
thus was created a number of abso­
lutely independent baronies, which at 
will and pleasure fought and harried 
each other, the weaker eventually 
giving way and becoming submissive 
to the stronger. The Feudal System 
ol William the Conqueror was par­
ticularly fepugnant to the Saxon 
English who rebelled against it but 
to no purpose. Actually the Con­
queror’s system was one of landown­
ing including large rights of Govern­
ment, and the increase of the power 
of the King led to the Feudal system 
being almost entirely concerned with 
land ownership, in the narrowest 
sense, and though by acts of Charles 
the First and Second (1645-1660) 
abolishing the system, particularly 
that of land holding by military ten­
ure, it yet remains the basis of the 
modern English law of real property 
and landlordism.

Under the ascendancy of Feudal­
ism no large or varied economic ac­
tivity was possible. While the or­
ganization was, possibly, Indispensa­
ble for the preservation of order and 
for public defense, and as shown by 
philosophical historians contributed 
certain important elements to civili­
zation, it was not by any means in 
sympathy with industry, holding, au­
thorities tell us, the handicrafts in 
contempt, except such as were indis­
pensable to the carrying on of war, 
the chase and military sports. Smiths, 
armourers, farriers, the forgers of 
weapons, and other artisans of kind- 
dred nature were especially favored, 
though it must be remembered that 
these too were vassals and gave ser­
vice only to their particular over-

lord. Society, in its practical life, 
was founded on territorial property 
and the wealth of the feudal lord con­
sisted in the produce of his own land 
and the rentals or dues of his tenants, 
paid in kind. In order to support the 
large body of retainers the mainten­
ance of which his position demanded, 
all the wealth thus produced was 
spent. Manufacturing, other than of 
the class named, held little place, and 
commerce none at all. Agricultural 
pursuits were carried on only for the 
supplying of the needs of the family, 
in few cases the immediate neigh­
borhood being supplied when crops 
werq in excess of domestic require­
ments. The economy of the feudal 
period was simple and at the same 
time unprogressive.

But changes were pending. Con­
tact with other countries enlarged 
the economic horizon, and the evolu­
tion of shipbuilding grew, and as men 
voyaged over the ocean visiting new 
lands, trade relations sprang up be­
tween them and gradually there came 
that exchange of commodities which 
grew and flourished into the mighty 
ocean borne business in existence to­
day. The Feudal system kept labor 
within its .own grip. The worker- 
with-his-hands was the vassal of his 
lord, and bound to him by feudal law. 
With the expansion which intercourse 
with other countries brought about 
the feudal shackles were broken and 
men became free of overlordship, and 
maintained themselves independently 
of that authority. In the abstract, 
however, feudalism did not die, but 
later was resurrected in the newer 
and more modern form to which was 
given the name of monopoly, and 
again vassalage was laid upon labor, 
and the story of its fight and release 
from the clutches of this modem 
monster has yet to be spread on the 
pages of history.

This soldier in 
question was recommended by Doctors 
Boyle and Stentaford for further 
treatment, which he agreed to take. 
Was it because he was home? Why 
should he not Stay home, if he thought 
that he could get better treatment, and 
enjoy his full pension until he was fit 
to work? No doubt he spent a long 
time from home and in Hospital nine 
months out of the twelve; on two oc­
casions suffering from wounds, dys- 
entry, blood poison and frozen limbs. 
Would you be surprised at him being 
still very sick and wanting a mother’s 
care;

The member of the District, eh? 
Who is he I wonder, the people of 
Carbonear would like to know. Is that 
the man who told hie audience at a 
public meeting he was ashamed of 
Carbonear? “Carbonear is long ago 
ashamed of him.” Why he has out­
lived his usefulness years ago and is1 
no. longer recognized as their repre­
sentative nor do they want him to 
style himself so. Had the M. M. sold­
ier been a relative of some people he 
would be getting first class treatment, 
and, no doubt, shelved somewhere 
with a handle to his name, drawing 
five or six dollars a day from the 
Militia Department.

the Atlantic, West Atlantic, China, 
Cape, South America, East Indies and 
the Mediterranean.

STRAWS LIGHT AS AIR.
PARIS, March 28.

An official representative of the 
American Peace Mission, who has re­
turned from Petrograd .saw Nikolai 
Lenine, the Bolsheviki Premier of 
Russia, while he was in the country. 
It is believed that this may have given 
rise to a rumor that the Soviet Gov­
ernment was seeking recognition 
from the Allied and Associated Gov­
ernments which was reported in the 
newspapers to-day.

PROTEST AGAINST CENSORSHIP.
MADRID, March 28.

Premier Romanones declared to-day 
that the strike situation was stead­
ily improving. The Madrid newspa­
pers will not appear to-morrow as a 
protest against the “Red” censorship, 
instituted by the • labor organizations.

GOING TO VERSAILLES.
BERLIN, March 28.

The German financial commission 
will leave Weimar for Versailles to­
morrow at noon, equipped with the 
fullest instructions and powers. It 
hopes to arrive Saturday at noon.

AUSTRALIA RAISES A POINT.
PARIS, March 28.

The Australian peace delegates 
have pointed out that the proposed 
amendment to the League of Nations’ 
Covenant regarding the Monroe doc­
trine, providing for recognizing the 
binding force of the policies hereto­
fore applied, would validate and con­
firm Japanese claims to .preponder­
ance in China and the Orient. Fear 

expressed in some quarters that 
the opposition which has developed 
on this account may Jeopardize the 
amendment. Experts are trying to 
find a formula that will overcome 
this objection and meanwhile the 
amendment has been withheld from 
insertion in the covenant.

A PRIVILEGE WORTH HAVING.
PARIS, March 28.

(By the A.P.)—Hamb’i^ and Stet­
tin are considered the natural com­
mercial outlets to the sea for Czecho­
slovakia, according to a decision 
reached by the commission on the in­
ternational regime of waterways, 
ports and railways. This action, 
which grants the demands of the 
Czecho-SIovakia delegates to the con­
ference, would provide, if finally ap­
proved, that the new republic has 
every privilege as to foreign com­
merce, at the two ports, as if they 
actually belonged to it.

" UPRISING IN FORMOSA.
PARIS, March 29.

A general Indian uprising in For­
mosa province is reported, and it is 
said that one tribe has sacked the 
fort at Yunkan, killing the garrison 
of two non-commissioned officers and 
fifteen soldiers. The Indians escaped, 
taking horses, munitions and supplies 
from the Fort. According to a report, 
National troops are being hurried to 
the province where many settlements 
are said to have been attacked by the 
outlaws.

BOLSHEVIKS REPULSED.
ARCHANGEL, March 28.

Allied artillery was active to-day in 
the vicinity of the villages of Bel- 
shera and Ozera, but the cloudy wea­
ther hindered the work of the avi­
ators, who were observing the effects 
of the cannonade. In the meantime, 
the Allied forces, holding the road on 
both sides of the town, were engaged 
in strengthening their positions. A 
small infantry attack was made dn 
the Allied positions on the Voga front 
on Wednesday. In spite of a bom­
bardment which preceded the attack, 
the Bolsheviki were repulsed and lost 
heavily. The Allies suffered only two 
casualties.

expressions, abbreviate sentences, and 
otherwise use as little French, or, for 
that matter, any other language as 
possible. But therein Just now M. 
Pichon is a valuable man at the Peace 
Conference, and it may well happen 
that his expressed conviction that 
“the scourge of diplomacy is words” 
will help materially in what is some­
times -pointedly ‘called "getting down 
to tacks.” M. Pichon, apparently, is 
ofaei of comparatively few men who 
full/ realize how much can be said or 
written on any given subject without 
saying anything really Important; and 
how jdpusible and convincing it can 
all sound until a practical person 
Qlinks it well over. His micellaneous 
and exact first-hand knowledge has 
more than once surprised his asso­
ciates. “How,” said M. Clemenceau, 
on one occasion, “do you find -out all 
yétt know?”

Schoolgirl Killed.
Saving Tot, as Auto Truck Mounts 

Curb.
BROOKLYN, -N. Y, March 14.— 

Children about to enter Public Schqol 
No. 16, near Bedford Ave., to-day were 
startled by the terrified cries of Mary 
Hazleton, 9 years old, who In trying 
to save her little charge, Jane Kessler, 
aged 6, from being run diiwn by an un­
controlled automobile truck, was her- 
aolf caught under its wheels and in­
stantly killed. The truck, which was 
carrying several tone of lumber, was 
driven by Thomas Kineella; 62 years 
old. :

The two children, walking hand In 
hand, were told to wait on the south­
west corner of Wilson St and Bedford 
Ave. by Police Sergti McKeogh, who 
was directing the traffic at the cros­
sing. McKeogh then beckoned to Kin- 
sella, who was going south, to Bedford 
Ave., to go ahead. Just as the truck 
was abreast of McKeogh something 
went wrong with the Steerding gear, 
the truck swerved to the right, where 
the children were standing, and into 
the curb.

The Hazleton girl dragged her 
young charge out of the way of the 
truck and to make doubly 'eure of her 
safety pushed her further away. In 
doing so Mary tumbled and fell 
directly in the path of the truck, 
which passed over her chest, and kept 
going until it grazed the steps of one 
of the houses, in spite of Kinsella’s 
frantic efforts to stop it.

The little mangled body was pulled 
from under the truck by McKeogh, 
who in the presence of hundreds of 
terrified little children carried it into 
a drug store on the comer: When 
Dr. Christ of St Catharine’s Hospital 
arrived, he said his services were not 
needed. Kinsella was taken to the 
Clymer Street station house, where he 
was charged with homicide.

The Newfoundland Regiment.

Mr. White asks me for information 
about the "Newfoundland Regiment" 
of that day, and I am under obligation 
to Miss Morris, of the Legislative 
Library, for the following:—In 1757 
a local militia was formed in St. 
John’s and Mr. Michael Gill, Judge of 
Vice Admiralty Court, was appointed 
Colonel. Wm. Thommasley was Cap­
tain of the first company. John Strip­
ling. Captain of second company. Wm. 
Baird, Captain of third -bômpany. 
Robert Hutchings, Captain of fourth 
company. Lieutenants were Messrs. 
Green, Robert Hutchings, Jr., Cock­
ing, Morley, Stokes, Fly, Chafe, Tuck­
er and George Hutchings. This was 
when Governor Edwards was Com- 
mander-in-Chief, etc., and there were 
between three and four hundred vol­
unteers with fifty regular soldiers. 
The Volunteers, when under arms, 
were allowed rations and each man a 
pint of rum a day. The first regiment 
was formed under Colonel Pringle in 
1781, and Mr. William Lilley was En­
sign. Conolel Pringle commenced 
building Fort Townsend in 1773. He 
also laid out King’s Road and Military 
Road. In 1794 Colonel Skinner, com­
manding Royal Engineers, received a 
letter directing him to raise a Regi­
ment of Fencible Infantry, to be called 
the Newfoundland Fencibles The

From Out the Storied Past.
BUSINESS 100 YEARS AGO.

(H. F. SHORTIS.)

Perhaps no name has been^ more 
frequently mentioned in Mr. Kelson’s 
letters than that of Rev. Mr. Clinch, 
Church of England Minister at Trin­
ity, in the days of which he writes. 
From all I can learn Mr. Clinch was 
a man of charming personality, great 
intellectual powers and high ideals. 
It is said that he won the affection 
of each and every one in his parish, 
as all had occasion to realize his 
goodness of heart, magnaminity of 
mind and resolute application to 
duty, and he was esteemed by those 
who knew him intimately as a man 
of sterling qualities and wisdom, 
which the hard trial of experience 
alone can bestow'. I understand he 
possessed great literary talent, and, 
like Mr. Kelson, he had a brilliance 
of style and a clever narrative dis­
position that made his writings 
fascinating, instructive and interest­
ing. It is generally believed by a 
great many people in Newfoundland 
that Rev. John Clinch had many ap­
pointments in addition to that of 
Minister, and, if I mistake not, it has 
been stated through the press of St. 
John’s that he held the positions of 
medical doctor, magistrate, and land 
surveyor. This statement is entirely’ 
erraneous. 1 do not know just how 
my venerable friend, Canon Smith, will 
agree with me on the following ex­
planation, but as the Canon and my­
self have fought many hard literary

ARTICLE 7.
Mr. Kelson says: "Mr. Clinch tells 
me olive oil, wine andi cork must be 
reported at St. John’s by vessels call­
ing at that Port, but need not be land­
ed there.” Again on December 2nd, 
1823, Mr. Kelson says: “Not knowing 
whether it might be your wish for us 
to charge Mr. John Clinch for his pas­
sage home, we refer the matter to 
you. His brother Frederick now takes 
the berth in the Customs here,” and 
again on the 10th May, 1826, Mr. Kel 
son says: “Mr. F. G. Clinch, Officer 
of Customs here, died the 4th ult., 
and we expect a stranger from St. 
John’s to fill the vacancy.” By re­
ference to the old Register of the 
Church, which dates back to 1755, I 
find that Frederick G. Clinch, aged 
26% years, was interred on the 9th 
April," 1826, by Rev. Wm. Bullock. I 
also find in the Church Register, 1810, 
the signature of E. J. Clinch, and in 
inarch, 1818, the signature of John 
Clinch, Jr., and as far back as 1766, 
I find that Thomas Clinch was a ser­
vant to Mr. Lester, merchant, of 
Trinity. The foregoing, I think, Will 
prove that the Clinch family was 
among the earliest settlers in Trinity, 
and that the Rev. John Clinch* had 
nothing to do with any public offices 
except those of clergyman and medl 
cal doctor.

Mr. White’s explanation will 
speak for itself, as it is taken from 
the Records.

Rev. John Clinch.
While the Rev. John Clinch was a 

very hard-working and faithful 
Pastor, travelling as he did over the 
whole of Trinity Bay, and as far as 
Bay-de-Vt-rde. Conception Bay, in the 
discharge of his ministerial duties, the 
tradition that he held all the above 
mentioned offices is entirely errone­
ous. It is quite correct that he did a 
considerable medical practice, as it 
in an established fact that he and the 
great Dr. Jenner, the world-famed in­
ventor tof vaccine, were medical stu­
dents together before the Rev. Mr. 
Clinch came to Newfoundland, and 
some of the original vaccine was used 
by Mr. Clinch in Trinity. The fol­
lowing extracts from the pen of the 
classic Mr. Kelson, J. P„ merchant of 
Trinity, who took charge of Mr. 
Robert Slade's business as agent on 
the 27th October. 1809, show that on 
the 7th September, 1811, in a letter 
to Mr. Robert Slade, Poole, England,

hope that Bill for imposing 2% Per 
cent, duty on our imports has been 
kicked out of the House.” In writing 
to another business man in June, 
1828, Mr. Kelson say's: “They write 
me from St. John’s that it is almost 
certain that a duty of 2% per cent, 
will be laid on the imports to this 
Island, salt and potatoes excepted.” 
This is probably the first move ever 
made to collect Customs Duty in this 
Colony. On June 8th, 1811, Mr. Kel­
son writes, “I am sorry to say I have 
this morning read an account from 
St. John’s of an American Frigate 
having lately attacked a British sloop 
of war of not half her size or force, 
and that the little crew of this vessel 
behaved most gallantly fighting the 
American for over three-quafters of 
an hour, and although cut almost to 
pieces, and many men killed and 
wounded, never struck or surrender­
ed. I fear this is the beginning of a 
war.’.’ Again, on the 20th July, 1813, 
he writes of a schooner belonging to 
Graham and Boag, of Trinity, bound 
for St John’s on the 4th inst., was 
taken by an American privateer of 11 
guns and 80 men off Cape St. Fran­
cis.” What appears to be the most 
interesting clipping from Mr. Kel­
son’s letters is the following item of 
March 31st, 1813, in which he writes:
