The “Olympic” became a transport
in 1915. As a transport she steam-
ed 184,000 miles and carried 201,040
lives without losing one of them. it
was the “Olympic” that rescued the
crew of the ‘“Audacious.” The ship
was fortunate in possessing a great
captain, Sir Bertram Hayes, and is

him. What sort of man is Sir Ber-
tram Hayes is revealed by - the
speech im which he once  described
the sinking of the “U-103.” The cred-
it has been given me for sinking a
submarine,” he said. ‘Well, it was
just luck. 1 happened to be stand-
ing on the bridge in the place where
the order had to be given from, and
if any of my officers had been there
the same order would ‘have been
given and the same conclusion would
have been arrived at.”

larger building. This building would
be probably one hundred feet long,(
and inside of it is buflt this ship of
which we write. This ship is about
eighty feet long, and is built from the
ground—the floor of the building re-l
| presents the water-line of the ship. !
In every way the hull is perfect, and
is fitted with a splendid gang of hempt
rigging, and with a full suit of new |
cotton sails. The sails are all hand-
made, and ‘are . centre-seamed, and
they present s perfect picture of a
bark under full sail. The rigging is
all ratlined, and is set up with lan-
yards and dead-eyes and chain plates.
All the shrouds, stays and halyards
are in place, and the yards and braces
look as if the watch had just been
called to “tack ship.” The hatches
are battened, and the life-boats lash-
ed while from the ship’s port and
starboard davits swing the whale
boats. The poop, or quarter deck, is
splendidly fitted, and to walk it, is to
‘imagine one’s self on board a trim
barque of two generafions ago. The
ship is boarded by a ladder, such as
was used in the days of  passenger
ship-sailing; and the entire outfit is
true replica of an old-time,two hun-
dred-ton barque. The warden who
showed us over the ship suggested
that we go below and see the cabin;
but we did not deem it necessary to
do so. Our whole life had been de-
voted to ships and shipping, and we
knew every fetail and hiding place of
ch a ship’s cabin. The ship is paint-
éd black, and the hull is offset by
white painted ports. The white ports
add greatly to the beauty of the ship;
and as everything was as “bright as a

new pin” the picture was a good one.

e CHAPTER XXVIIL
NEW BEDFORD.

As we looked at this ship we t.hought
upon the white-ported fleets of the
past; upon the neat brigs and bartmu
which we knew, and how fascinating
they !ooked as they lay at anchor
‘within our. own -land-locked harbour
of St. John’s.

The model was about fifteen
inches long, and was made of bone and
ivory, and had neat brass fittings. The
novelty of this model lay in the fact
that it was made in prison by one of
the many American sailors who were
taken prisoner during the American
war, and who were imprisoned in Eng-
lad. The -bones used in the model
i were those which the prisoner saved
from his rations, The model was left
in ‘England, but-in due course, it, with
other relics of .its kind, was presented
to the museum .at New Bedford, as
the sailor.lad who had made it was
of that place.

Made Good Season.

Every year after the close of the
winter fishery on the South Ceast, it
has been the custom of the figher-
men sbout LaPoils, Rose Blanehe,

The Teachers’
Convention.

OPENING SESSION.

The Teachers’ Convention—the first
of its kind since pre-war days—
opened yesterday afternoon in the
Methodist College Hall. His Excel-
lency the Governor was present, also
Hon. A. Barnes, Minister of HEduca-
tion, Mr. I. C. Morris und several of
the N.T.A. Executive, and one hundred
and fifty teachers of both sexes.

R. Dwyer, Esq., President of the
N. T. Association, after the National
Anthem, heralding the arrival of the
Governor, introduced His Excellency,
who in his address, first welcomed
the teachers to the city, gave a brief
point in his life’s history in England
illustrating his capacity to lecture to
the teachers assembled, after which
he spoke briefly on some of the, caus-
es underlying the choice of the teach-

ing profession as a life’s work. Hel
emphasized the importance of train-i

ing the teachers, and showed his prac-
tical grasp of his subject by stressing
the fact that the child must be inter-
ested before it can be taught. His
Excellency also dwelt on the salaries
of teachers, and thought the teachers
now in convention, should endeavour
to obtain a more equitable stibend.
The next speaker, Hon. Dr, Barnes,
spoke almost entirely on the new
Education Bill. He referred to sev-
eral of its sections. Touching first
on the normal school he, as always,
forcibly showed that the need of
training the teachers, the directors of
spiritual and maoral growth, is fully
as great and greater than the neces-
sity of training lawyers, etc, men
who look ostensibly after the material
jesues. He then showed why he
tiount an advisory. board netessary.

Postponed Through War.

Owing to the war, which began
early in August of “that year, the
scheduled regatta had to be post-
poned indefinitely. . Sir Thomas
had started his challenger across
the ocean before the declaration of
war between England and Germany
gnd the yacht was ordered to put
into Bermuda for safety. Later in the
summer the Shamrock IV. arrived here
and was boarded up in drydock in a
New York shipyard. Recently Sir
Thomas inspected the challenger at
her Brooklyn gquarters and declared
that he was perfectly satisfled rwith
her condition.

In 1914 and 1915 trial races took
. place between the American yachtis
Resolute, Vanitie and Reliance to de-
termine which of them should have the
honor of Being chosen as the America’s
Cup defender. Resolute won 24 of
these contests, Vanitie finished first in
the other six. Defiance only raced in
the 1914 trials finishing second three
times. During the following year De-
ﬂance was tgrned into a houseboat,
and her chance to take any further
part in the preparations for the racey
vanished with kvr reconstruction.

Resolute will Ve the defending boat
in this year’s contest. She was ‘de-
signed by the Herreshoffs for a- syn-
dicate of promlnont New York yachts-
men.

America’s Challenge.

The history of thd' ocean race
classic dates back to 1851 when the
schooner yacht America, owned by
several American yachtsman, was sent
to London, England, as an”exhibit of
fore-and-aft vesséls buffit i’ this coun
try.

Bfevens, Bdwin A. Stevens, Hamil-
ton Wilkes, J. Beekman Finley and
George L. Schuyler, presented the
cup to the New York Yacht Club to be |
held: as’ a perpetual - international
yachting trophy.

The First Attempt.

In October, 1868, James Ashbury,
of the Royal Thames Yacht Club,
London, England, challenged for the
cup, but owing to some disagreement
as to the terms, he did mot race for
‘the cup until 1870, when he came ac-
ross the Atlantic in his schooner yacht
Cahbria in an ocean race against
James Gordon Bennett's Dauntless
from the Old Head of Kinsale to
Sandy Hook Lighthouse. Cambria
beat Dauntless in the ocean race by
over an hour. The conditions for the
first contest for the America’s Cup in
these waters were the same which
governed the race against a fleet of
yachts which America ,won around
the 1Isle of Wight. Cambria had’
one race agaimst the whole New
York Yacht Club fleet. It. was sailed
over the old New York Yacht Club
course, from off Stapleton, States Is-
land to and around the Sandy Hook
Lightship and return. Fifteen schoon-
ers competed, the start being made at
11.20 a.m., August 8, 1870. Magis won,
beating Idler, the second yacht by
11 minutes. America finished fourth
in this event, and Cambria, the chal-
len, finished in tenth place, over 39
minutes behind the winner.

«In 1871 Mr. Ashbury retyrned with
a new schdoner, Livonia, while the
New York Yacht Club selected four
schooners, Columbia, Sappho, Palmer.
and Dauntless as defenders in a series.
of four out of seven races. Columbia,
a light weather boat won ' the first
race, on October 16, by 27 .minutes 4
seconds, corrected time. Two days
later, Columbia again was the victor.
On the following day Columbia lost
her flying jib stay and broke her
steering gear on the run home,
Livonia winning by 15 minutes 19
seconds. = Sappho was selected as
the defender in the fourth race, on
October 21 and beat Livonia by 30
minutes 21 seconds. On October
23, Sappho agam defeated the chal-
lenger by 25 minutes 27 seconds end-
ing the series.

Canada Takes a Lead.

The Royal Canadian & Yacht Club
was the next challenger, with the
schooner Countess of Dufferin. The
schooner Madeline was chosen to meet
1 her, and on Augusf 11, 1876 beat the
Canadian yacht by mearly 11 minutes.
The series, two out of three, was
finished the following day, Madeline
winning by 27 minutes 14 seconds.

Canada also furnished the next chal-
lenger in 1881. This was the 65 foot
sloop Atalanta, the first gingle sticker
to try for the cup. After several frial
races Mischief, an iron sloop, was
chosen to defend the trophy. This was
successfully accomplished in. two
races November 9 and 10, 1881, win-~
ning the first by 28 1-2 minutes and
the second by over 34 minutes.

The British cutter Genesta, a 90
footer, owned by Sir Richard Sutton
of the Royal Yacht Squadron Wwas
the next challenger and the Puritan,
a Boston boat, beat her in two suc-
cessive races, September 14 and 16,
1885.

Lieut. William Henn, of the Royal
Navy, brought over the 90 foot cutter
Galatea in 1886, but she was beaten by
the Mayflower, a Boston ship. Th's
was a contest between center board
and keel. Mayflower won the first race
September 7, 1886, by 12 minutes and
four days later beat Galatea
more decisively by over 16 minutes.

Thistle, a Scotch cutter, owned bv
Vice Commodore Bell of the Royal
Clyde Yacht Club, came over the fol-
lowing year, 1887. An inproved May-
flower, the Volunteer, was specially
designed, and built to defend the cup
this year, as Thistle had done wonders
in British waters. Volunteer, a steel
sloop;” won two straight, however, the
first on September 27, ‘1887, by 19
minutes, 23% seconds and three days
later took the second by 11 minutes
87% seconds.

Sir Thomas Lipton made his initial
effort t “lift” the America’s Cup in
the fall of 1899, with Shunrock. A
new American boat, Columbia II., was
selected to keep the trophy on this side
of the Atlantic Ocean and she defeated
the ‘visiting sloop three straight. The
first race took place October 16, 1899,
and Shamrock was beaten by 10.08,
corrected time. The next day Colum-
bia II. won again, finishing alone as
Shamrock Wwithdrew after ecarrying
away her topsail. The third and de-
ciding race took place October 20 and
the Yankee yacht outsailed *her rival
by 6.30, corrected time.

Bir Thomas built another chal-
lenger, Shamrock II., for the 1901 ser-
ies, in which, the Americans again
pinned their faith to Columbia. Thyee
races were sailed and once more the
visiting Irish baronet’s representa-
tive was a triple loser. On September
28 the Irish yacht lost by one minute
and twenty seconds. The other twon
races were sailed on October 3 and 4.
Columbia winning both by margins of
8.35 and 41 seconds respectively.

Two years later, in August and Sep-
tembeér, 1903, Sir Thomas Lipton
brought over Shamrock IIl. with great
hopes of beating Reliance, but once
more he was disappointed, as the Am-
erican yacht outsailed the Irish yacht
in three successive races.

Yacht Race
Conditions Announced.

New York, July 6.—Conditions
governing the America’s Cup races
were announced yesterday_ by the
New York Yacht Club. As has been
stated they will start on July 15.
The second race will be sailed on
July 17, and the third on. July 20.
The winning yacht will be the one
that first wins three races, and if
more than three contests are nec-
cessary the remaining -ones. will be
sailed on the 22nd and 24th.

The firgt, third and fifth race
(if a fifth is sailed) will be 15 miles
to windward and return. The course
will be 30 miles each day. The sec-
ond will be triangular, with 10 miles
to .each leg.

The preparatory signal will be given
at 10.45 a.m., standard time, each day.
This will be 11.45 a.m., daylight sav-
ing time. Tho start will be at noon,
local time, It will be from Ambrose
light vessel. Ten minutes after the
preparatory and five. minutes before
the start there will be a warning
signal.

A time limlt in which the ﬂrst must
finish has been set at six  hours,
otherwise. it will not be considered a
race. T ‘ race committees may post-
pone the ‘start if the wedther threat-
ens or is considered such “as not to
afford opportunity of fairly testing the
racers. - However, either contestant
may insist upon a race being sailed.

In the case of serious accident
prior to the preparatory. signal -a
yacht may have until four weeks
to make repairs. ,The time neces-
sary shall' be determined by represen-
tatives of the New York Yacht Club
and the Royal Ulster Yacht Club,
which sent the challenge for Sir
Thomas Lipton.- If such an acci-
dent occurs during a race, time to
make repairs may be -extended to
October 31.

If either yacht is disqualified in
a race the contest will be awarded
to the other whether- she has com-
pléted the course withkin the time
{imit or not. If one yacht should
be ren'dered incapable of repair
through @ fault’ of the other, the
match would be awarded to the injur-
ed one.

No race shall be started later
than six hours before sunset. The
signal flag G, which is a yellow and
blue pennant; will be hoisted at 15-
minute intervals froni the Race
Committee boat if the race is to be
postponed because of fog- or other
cause.. ‘The letter H, a white and
red flag, will be hoisted if a race
is postponed for: the dny. These are
the two flags the sightseers should

PROPOSAL REGARDING THE METHODS TO BE ADOPTED TO IMPROVE THE

CURE OF NEWFOUNDLAND CODFISH.

1. That the position of the Newfoundland Fisheries in relation to those of Nor-
way, Iceland and Britain be placed before the fishermen and, the public through the
Press, and in any other manner that will illustrate the necessity for improving our
cure of fish if we are to successfully market our fish in competition without, that from
other countries.

2. That a full and complete statement of the essential features of curing that
must be adopted by all fishermen if the cure is to be improved shall be published and
circulated throughout Newfoundland and Labrador.

3. That Inspectors shall be appointed whose duty it shall be to examine and in-
spect all fishery and curing stages, boats, etc., throughout Newfoundland and the
Labrador with a view to— :

(a) Explaining the methods to be adopted to improve the cure;

(b) Bringing about an improvement in the construction of sanitary condi-
2 tions of Fishing Stages;
2 (¢) To collect and distribute information as to catch of fish or other matters
: affecting the interests of the fishermen and the country generally.

NOTE :—The Inspectors should eventually be given authority to condemn stages
that are unfit for the sanitary curing of fish.

4. That fish purchased from the fishermen by exporters, whether in St. John’s
or.in outports, shall be bought subject to a cull.

5. That all exports of fish from Newfoundland and the Labrador shall be in-
spected by duly qualified inspectors and certificates issued specifying the nature,
style, cure and quality of the fish, and that specific standards shall, if possible, be
laid down for the guidance of the Inspectors.

SUMMARISED, THE REQUIREMENTS MOST ESSENTIAL FOR IMPROVED
CURING ARE:

(1) Clean boats, stages and splitting tables.

(2) Well split fish.

(3): Fish to be well washed from knife—all blood, liver and gut to be removed.
(4) Clean stage for curing fish.

(5) Regularity in salting.

(6) Fish to be washed thoroughly on back and face when taken from salt bulk.
(7) ‘Figh to be bled as soon as taken from the water when possible.

LABRADOR.

Same qualities for all markets.
' No. 1 FISH.

Fish to be split to the crux of the tail, washed from the knife, free from blood
gtains, clots, liver and gut. To be firm, thoroughly salted and well pressed. To be
washed out of salt bulk by hand. All slub and. slime removed from back. - To be
dried sufficiently to stand shipment without loss tn weight. Fish noet complying with
these requirements to be classed as No. 2 quality and to be stowed in such a manner
in the vessel as to form a distinct part of the cargo.

SHORE FISH CURED LABRADOR STYLE

To be known as Imitation Labrador. All Shore Fish cured Labrador style
will be graded as such and not as Labrador, and must be cured as above. The mak-
ing of this quality of Imitation Labrador is not encouraged as the demand will be
very limited.

The black should be removed from the fins of Shore and Bank Fish from 18
inches up. Such fish when well cured will be classed Extra No. 1 and will command
the highest price. ‘ S A A
: CURING OF FISH.

Fish is an article of food, and this fact must be kept clearly before all those who
have the handling of it froni the time it is caught until it reaches the consumers’
table. Unfortunately, this fact is lost sight of by nearly all those who are occupied in
the Fisheries of Newfoundland, whether they be the catchers, curers or exporters.
There is not sufficient care exercised by any one of the several classes of handlers.
The fishermen in their anxiety to get their catch under salt forget the fact that the
fish they are curing is to be eaten by; some person many thousands of miles away
possibly many months hence. The exporters in their desire to, first: secure a large
stock, and second: to send it to market quickly, also lose gight of the same fact.
This must change, and in future all-interested in the fisheries must always remem-
ber that they are handling an article of food, and treat it accordingly.

The first essential feature of all processes for  handling food products is ¢lean-
liness. The boats into which the live fish are thrown from trap or hook must be clean,
sveet and free from gurry of past catches. The stage upon which the fish are
thrown from the boat must be clean. The splitting tables must be clean and kept
clean throughout the whole time that the fish is passing over it. The curing stages must
be thoroughly cleansed before the season opens, and kept clean during the whole sea-
son. Pound boards should be well washed frequently. Water is plentiful and cheap
and should be used without stint. Stages should be limed at least once every year,
inside and out.

‘With thoroughly clean boats, stage heads, splitting tables and stages, the first
step towards good fish is secured. The next is cleanliness in ‘handling the fish. ~All
‘blood, livers and gut should be removed; all slime and gurry thoroughly washed off
before the fish is put under salt. This can only be done by well washing the fish
when split in plenty of clean water. ; 2
. 'The fish should be split to the crux of the tail and laid opén evenly without pock-
ets. The sound bone should be removed to about half an inch beyond the end of the
sound, to allow the blood in the bone to drain out. If this is done the fish, on going
to salt, will have every chance of turning out of salt bulk or pickle a perfect fish.

Salting should be done with care. Much fish i$ spoiled by irregular salting and
by careless packing in bulks. Salting should be com%l:ted without delay. Fish
should not be laid away to be salted at convenience. Washing out from salt bulk
should be done by hand—every fish ] washed back and face separately. Eigh-
