Some time ago I called atténtion te
a cap-box that T had found bélonging
to my grandmother; and I mentioned
gome- interesting facts that it brought
to my memoby in connection with the
making of the box, and the usés the
box was intended for. I found that
T had struck a respomsive chord, and
several peoplé wrote to me about it
afterwards, thanking me for my re-
mafks, and telling me of a boxin thelr
possesaion, answering in every detail
to ‘the one I deseribed, and which
was held by them as an heirloom; re-
dolent of hallowed associations.
